Tired from their long trip but
happy and smiling, Stanley
Folsom, Bob Garoutte and Lynn
Hudson arrived in Amarillo
shortly before 1:00 A. M. Mon-
day, after a visit to the Nation-
al Scout Jamboree at  Valley
Forge, Pennsylvania, and other
‘points of interest.

After some persuasion, Stan-
ey Folsom tells the story of the
“three boys on their educational
trip of many adventures.

The three boys left Amarillo
by rail for Washington, D. C,,
with a number of other scouts
from the Panhandle. = During
a crowded one-half day  tour
they visited the Capitol build-
ing, the foreign nations building,
the Washington Memorial, and
visited Mount Vernon and saw
‘the Jefferson Monument, the
Lincoln Memorial, and had a
meal in the Pentagon building.
“The scouts were not allowed to
take their cameras into . this
‘building. In this building
which covers 34 acres of land,
the boys noticed that the floors
‘were painted in different colors
to enable employees to find
their way to different locations.
Messenger boys riding bicycles
in the building also attracted
their attention. They had sup-
per at the Union Station be-
fore entraining for Valley Forge,
Pennsylvania. They departed
for Valley Forge at 10:30 P. M.
about five hours behind sched-
wule, arriving at 7:00 A. M. Tues-
day.

Thirty-five boys were formed
into Troop 32 of section 14 and
marched with packs for two
miles to arrive at the encamp-
ment grounds. They ate their
breakfast from food presented
to them in tin cans. During
the Jamboree each patrol took
turns cooking food for others.

The first experience of the

scouts at Valley Forge was the
shake down camp where each
boy was given a physical exami-
nation to determine whether or
not he was free of disease be-
fore he was allowed to enter the
jamboree camp.
" Opening night President Tru-
man spoke to the boys. He led
them in repeating the  scout
oath and scout laws before a
gathering in the arena of an
estimated 94,000. Planes pa-
trolled the air, flying in forma-
tion and Secret Service men
mingled among the boys.

July 4th gave them one of
their most thrilling experiences.
Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower was
their guest speaker. He re-
ceived even more applause from
the boys than did the President.
Following his speach the scouts
were treated to a fireworks dis-
play consisiting of  $5,000.00
worth of almost every type of
ground and aerial display. Fire
trucks, ambulances, and police
stood by during the fire works
display. Secret Service Agents
put on the fourth of July fire
works display while the scouts
enjoyed the show.

Scouts from 17 foreign coun-
tries attended the jamboree.
Hawaiian scouts flew to San
Francisco in eight hours and
zontinued their journey to Val-
ley Forge by rail. The cost of
their trip was $800.00

July 5th the scouts went to
Philadelphia where they saw the
aome of the famous Betsy Ross,
visited Independence Hall and
viewed the Liberty Bell and visi-
fed Carpenter’s Hall. This
was one tour the scouts were al-
owed to make on foot.

Returning to Valley Forge that
svening they saw a pageant de-
sicting the hardships of the sol-
jiers during the American Rev-
slution. Lanny Ross, popular
star, led the scouts in their song
service.

Television sets in all recrea-
;ion tents gave the scouts a ring
jide seat at the happenings of
1l major eyents.

The Trading Posts were the
yopular gathering places for the
jcouts. Ice cold watermelon
vas served to them in these cen-
;ers. When the cooking of the
icouts was not too good the
Frading Posts kept them well
‘ed. g

Belt lines were  established
vhen scouts were out of rank or
jisobeyed regulations. None of
;he Stratford scouts were pun-

shed in the belt line, Folsom
issures his friends.

The last night of the jamboree
;he scouts of the foreign nations
ippeared in a pageant putting
m some dance or act which rep-
sented their native country.

cannery was a site they will
never forget. In their tour of
the Bowery, they saw how busi-
ness men were forced to build
fences with gates 3 or 4 feet
from the entrance,of their busi-
n#Sses to prevent beggars from
sleeping in the doorways. In
China town they saw  great
numbers of Chinese but were
disappointed in seeing only a

few  buildings. They also
drove by the United Nations
building.

Leaving from Grand Central
Station the scouts went to Buf-
falo, New York where they
viewed Niagara Falls from the
American side at 8:00 A. M. and
later their train took them to
the Canadian side for another
view of the falls.. They trav-
eled in Canada for one-half a
day before arriving in Detroit,
Michigan.

Under the National Health Ser-
vice, dentists submit a bill to the
government for each patient
treated. The patient does not have
to pay for treatment.

The government pays the dentist
according to the number of pa-

tients under his care and the kind
of treatment given.

Commenting on the case, Sir
William said: “It is hard to be-
lieve that the patients received
the painstaking careful attention
which we have a right to expect
in our service.”

‘Now the Nose Knows

PHILADELPHIA.—Two Yale
university scientists proved to a
distinguished gathering that the
lowly cockroach can smell col-
ors, and can smell black in par-
ticular. Maybe, they think hu-
mans can, too.

Using several large roaches,
a cage, and aluminum checker-
board, and some lampblack, Dr.
Walter Miles and Lloyd Beck
demonstrated the theory that
colors affect the sense of smell
through sudden heat loss in the
smell organs.

The checkerboard was laid out
in alternate squares of unpainted
aluminum and lampblack, which
had no smell, and the roaches
were placed on the floor of the
cage, half an inch above the
checkerboard. The cage was
especially equipped to conduct
heat.

The lights were turned out,
and when the test was over the
roaches were directly over the
black heat-absorbing squares.
The scientists explained that the
roaches were drawn over the
black squares because of heat
flowing from the smell organs
to the lampblack.

The aluminum, they said,
threw back heat, and caused no
heat loss to the sense of smell
of the roaches. Because of nose-
heat loss, Miles said, they
smelled the black squares.

The experiment was per-
formed at a meeting of the
Armerican Philosophical society.

Two U. S. Mints Coin
15 Million Dollars
For China Nationals

DENVER, COL.— The Denver
and Philadelphia mints have been
ordered to coin 15 million dollars
worth of Sun Yat-sen dollars for
the Chinese nationalists, Mrs. Nellie
Tayloe Ross, director of the United
States mint, has revealed.

News of the emergency coinage
for the Nationalists was revealed
when some employees of the Den-
ver mint were called back from
their annual three-weeks vacation.

Moses -E. Smith, superintendent
of the Denver mint, at first refused
to divulge the nature of the work
for which the men were -called
back, because of what he called
“‘strict secrecy imposed by Wash-
ington.” \

Mrs. Ross disclosed in a tele-
phone interview, however, that the
coinage was for the Nationalists.
She said silver for the coins was
being supplied by the Chinese gov-
ernment. Mr. Smith said the silver
involved had been released by a
transfer order from the treasury.
About three million dollars worth
of the coins are being made in Den.
ver, he said.

Long-Armed Squid Becomes
More Popular on Menus

MONTEREY, CALIF.—To most
people it’s just a wriggly horror,
but the long-armed squid is landing
on more and more domestic dining
room tables.

The jet-propelled relative to the
lowly clam long has been caught
commercially here for use as bait
and for sale as food to foreign
and local markets. Recently,
though, dealers report nation-wide
sales have increased.

One possible reason for the in-
creased use is the cheapness, about
15 cents a pound.

Most of the squid caught here are
small, but once in a while fisher-
men find a giant in their nets. One
squid measured more than 11 feet
from tip of tentacle to tip of
tentacle.

The squid, frequently confused
with the octopus, has a narrow
body, eight arms and -two long
tentacles. The two tentacles,
equipped with suction discs to lock
them together and studded with
swiveled hooks, are used to seize
passing fish for food.

The arms take the food from the
tentacles, draw it up under the body
and there the squid tears the food
apart with its parrot-like beak.

It propels itself by drawing water
in through openings back of its
head, then expelling the water
through a small tube. The tube may
be pointed in different directions,
conirolling the direction of travel.

For eating, the squid may be pre-
pared in a variety of ways. The
tentacles, arms and body mantle
may be fried or stuffed or broiled.
It also is boiled sometimes for use
in salads.

Crowds Laugh as Glown
Saves Life of Patron

SONORA, CALIF. — People
laughed and applauded when flames
enveloped 17-year-old Robert Carl-
son. They thought it was part of the
county fair thrill show they were
watching. -

The youth was standing beside a
50-gallon drum of gasoline in the
arena last night when it ignited and
blazing fuel showered over him.
He fell, writhing in pain.

A clown rolled Carlson over and
over in a patch of deep sawdust, ex-
tinguishing the flames, as the
crowd applauded. Hospital atten-
dants said today the youth is re-
covering rapidly.

For Better Values smop The Star.

Great Care, Skill, Needed
In Producing Maple Syrup

Maple syrup operations in Mame
are generally classified as an agri-
cultural sideline, but profits in
good years have often erased the
financial frowns from many a syrup
producer.

Producing high quality syrup is
an exacting art, requiring painstak-
ing care on the part of the dpera-
tor during the evaporating stage to
see that the liquid is drawn off at
the ‘‘exact’” moment to bring max-
imum returns. In addition, a great
deal of time and effort must be em-
ployed, for it normally takes be-
tween forty and fifty gallons of sap
to make ane gallon of syrup.

Although in the last two years
maple syrup production in Maine
has been curtailed by unfavorable
weather conditions, normally the
state’s syrup production will reach
62,000 gallons with maple sugar
adding another 15,400 pounds to the
crop total. .

An interesting phase of the Maine
maple syrup picture is that approx-
imately half of the state’s produc-
tion of syrup and sugar is pro-
cessed and sold outside the state
by a group of French Canadians
operating near the boundary line in
Piscataquis, Somerset and Aro-
stook counties.

For many years, these Canadi-
| ans living near these boundary
points have leased maple trees on
wild lands owned by lumber com-
panies and there manufactured
syrup and sugar which is then
auctioned off to out-of-state maple
product concerns for resale.

Experts in maple product opera-
tions have declared that maple
syrup tends to be stronger in flavor
the further north that it is produced
with the result that the Maine syrup
has a distinctive flavor that satis-
fies the most demanding taste.

It is expected that Grade A syrup
will bring this year between $5.50
and $6.00 a gallon to Maine pro-
ducers.

Too many people have a biased—
and unfriendly—opinion of cats
simply because they don’t under-
stand them, an anti-cruelty official
declares.

Dr. W. A. Young, managing di-
rector of The Anti-Cruelty society
of Chicago and an official of the
American Veterinary Medical as-
sociation, told a recent Ohio con-
ference of veterinarians that peo-
ple who do not cwn and like cats,
and even many people who do own
them, lack proper appreciation of
the feline temperament.

Cats nearly always have definite
personal reasons for what they do,
Dr. Young said, but the trouble is
that not enough people understand
these reasons.

To clarify ‘‘traits of the feline
temperament which warrant bet-
ter public understanding,” Dr.
Young cited these points:

—Most -of the caterwauling on
the backyard fence at night is
simply conversation and gossip,
mostly between jealous males, and
not nearly as much distress is in-
volved as the sounds might indi-
cate.

—The cat’s outlook on life is
greatly influenced by its environ-

Professor Wins Damage Suit
For 5 Million From Uncle Sam

WASHINGTON.—Louis H. Crook,
a Catholic university professor, won
a five million dollar patent suit
against the government.

The court of claims unanimously
upheld his claim to the invention of
an ignition shielding system used
by the government during the war
to prevent electrical interference
with radios in planes, automobiles,
tanks and other vehicles.

Crook, 61, dean of the school of
aeronautics at Catholic university,
owns 25 per cent of the patent
which expired in 1944. The rest be-
longs to Herman Jakobsson and
Samuel B. Pack, deceased lawyers.

The court ruled that Crook’s pat-
ent was valid and that the govern-
ment infringed it in using the shield
from 1937 until 1944. It called for
an accounting to determine the
exact amount the government owes
Crook and co-owners of the patent. .
Some estimate this may be a mini-
mum of five million dollars in roy-
alties.

Farmers
Use Price
Supports

Texas farmers made greater
use of government price-support
for their. crops during the past
year than during 1948-49, ac-
cording to B. F. Vance, Chair-
man of the State Production and
Marketing Committee.

Final figures on 1949 price-
support programs show the final
Texas totals for specified grains
and other crops: wheat 48,653-
418 bushels; grain sorghums,
27,446,595 cwt.; barley, 302,904
bushels; oats, 3,187,427 bushels;
corn, 286,792 bushels; rye, 2,283
bushels; rice, 1,242,051 bushels;
soybeanns, 2,021 bushels; hay
and pasture grass seed: 8,263
pounds; flaxseed, 199,269 bush-
els; and cottonseed, 657,920 tons.

Vance says that almost 200
million dollars were used in the
support programs on the above
mentioned Crops. But he

points out that this does not in-
dicate that the Government
lost 200 million dollars. In fact,
if any loss is taken on these
loans, it will be very minor.
Loans of approximately 9.5
million dollars were made = on
about 5 million bushels of wheat
stored on farms. Practically
all of this wheat was redeemed

and loans paid on with
having to take over. approxi-
mately 10 thousand bushels
valued at less than 20 thousand
dollars. When the 10 thousand
bushels are sold, practically no
loss will be taken on the wheat.
It is estimated now that a small
profit will be made on cotton-
seed operafions in Texas.

California’s New Goal:
The All-American Olive

There is no flagging in Califor-
nia’s zest for superlatives. In the
future the Golden Gate’s olive in-
dustry will settle for nothing less
than ‘‘ideal.”

This search for perfection is not
surprising in the light of the state’s
85-year-old olive growing record.
Less than 50 years ago its growers
developed the popular canned ripe
olive, an innovation of considerable
importance to a 4,000-year-old in-
dustry.

Today, University of California
agriculturists are not content that

cambine the hest qualities of
olive varieties in one American-
produced variety.

About the middle of the 19th cen-
tury, when California was filled
with many not too suceessful gold
miners, olive growing experienced
its first boom period. Wishful
thinkers—relying on 'a saying of
Pliny—accepted the fable that
olive trees thrive best in adversity.
Trees were planted on the most
arid hilisides and given no care at
all. The resultant crop failures
gave the infant industry.a serious
setback.

When it was learned that olive
culture required work but was
worth it, about 80 types of olives
were imported from Mediterran-
ean countries to mix with the Mis-
sion variety, first brought to Cali-
fornia by the early Franciscan
misgioparies. Most of the im-
ported varieties were good for
olive oil, the chief use of the Amer-
ican olive at the turn of the cen-
tury.

Then, Californians discovered
that olives could be ripened on the
tree, the bitterness neutralized
and the fruit canned. As a result,
most of the many foreign varieties
were allowed to die out, leaving
the Mission, Manzanillo, Sevillano,
Ascolano and Barouni, the state’s
chief varieties today.

Interior Colors
Affect Lighting
In The Home

The color schemes chosen for
the various rooms in the home
can very materially affect the
amount of artificial light need-
ed to give comfortable and eco-
nomical lighting. For thrift
with light, either daylight or
electric, there is an advantage
in light colored walls, wood-
work and furnishings, says Mrs.
Bernice Claytor, extension home
management specialist of Texas
A. & M. College.

She points out that in many
cases homemakers in redecorat-
ing the home are using the deep
shades now in vogue for wall
paper, interior paint, curtains
and other furnishings. This
shift in colors may require more
lamps or the use of higher-
wattage bulbs for adequate il-
lumination, especially for the
rooms where the more tedious
home tasks are performed.

To be adequate, she says good
lighting must satisfy four major
requirements. There must be
plenty of light for adequate see-
ing and this will vary with the
task. Good lighting is free
from glare. The proper plac-
ing of lamps and fixtures will
give the proper distribution of
light and in turn will mean an
absence of shadows on the
visual tasks.

She says that shade linings
for lamps should be white or
ivory. The light colors reflect
light and the darker colors as in
the case of the interior finishes
absorb light. Since light falls
off rapidly with distance, she

says all portable lamps should
be placed close to whatever is
to be seen — preferably within
24 to 30 inches. The

should be placed to one side or
to the rear of the seeing task.
his will help prevent glares and
shadows on the task.

She recommends the use of
lamps with a diffusing bowl
within the shade. They im-
prove the quality of lighting for
the more tedious eye tasks,
break up harsh light, soften
shadows and reduce reflection
from shiny surfaces.

She says your local county
home demonstration agent will

lamp'

be glad to furnish additional in-
formationn for your use when
you begin making plans for re-
doing the interior of the home.
Lighting is mighty important
and the plans you have may re-
quire changes in the present
lighting system for the home.
Early planning may help you do
a better and more economical
job.

Texas poultry men last year
lost 24 percent of all the laying
hens in their flocks during the
hens’ first year of production.
Poultrymen who suffer such
flock losses are burning or bury-

ing their poultry profits with
these dead hens. Practicing
good management, sanitation,
feeding and disease and parasite
control on the farm can cut
these losses. It would have
taken a train nine miles long to
haul all the livestock that arriv-
ed dead at the livestock markets
of the nation in 1947. This loss
plus those from bruises and
crippled animals annually a-
mounts to near $25 million.
Producers, transporters and
livestock handlers all have a
part to play in preventing these
losses most of which are borne
by the producer.

Polio Rate

Still Increasing

WASHINGTON — Figures
from the U.S. Public Health
Service show a continuing in-
crease in infantile paralysis
cases.

Last year, in which 27,894
cases were reported for the
entire year, was the second
worst polio year in the nation’s
history. It was topped only by
1916, when approximately 30,-
000 cases were listed.

Officials point out that in 1916
most of the cases were para-
lytic . cases and included in the
totals.

A total of 684 new cases was
reported -for the week ended
July 9, 1949, compared with 479
for the preceding week and 510
for the corresponding week in
1948,

Since ‘the first of the year,
3,881 cases had been reported
as of July, 1949, for the nation
as compared with 2,878 for the
same period last year.

States reporting the largest
number of cases are Texas 121
(118 the week before) ; Oklahoma
74 (51); Arkansas 70 (59); Cali-
fornia 58 (29); and Minnesota
38 (25).

Animal Once Thought
Extinct Discovered
On Haiti Peninsula

WASHINGTON—On the brink of
oblivion for more'than a century,
an animal once believed to be
extinct has been rediscovered,
and a freshly-killed specimen is in
the hands of the Sm1thsoman insti-
tution to prove it. -

It is a Haitian species of the
hutia, ratlike distant. relative of
the guinea pig and porcupine,
which was last collected in 1830
and described by the French nat-
uralist Cuvier.

Since then no living specimens
have been reported, although
there are quite close relatives in
the Dominican Republic, Cuba,
Jamaica and some other West
Indian islands. They represent a
meager remnant of what was
once a large flourishing family
of rodents. .

The Smithsonian has. received
from Anthony Curtiss ®of Port-
au-Prince a freshly killed speci-
men collected on the southwest-
ern peninsula of Haiti. Here the
little creature apparently has
found its last refuge.

Although scientists have as-
sumed that this hutia was extinct,
Curtiss wrote the Smithsonian
that “it is well known to the coun-
try people of the region, who have
dogs trained to catch it.”

A near relative in the Domin-
ican Republic is known to live in
hollow trees, and dogs are trained
to drive it out. The Haitian type
is believed not to be a tree dwell-

er, owing to the structure of its
body.

It is quite closely related to the
long-extinet ‘‘giant rat” of the
West Indies, which probably be-
came extinet about the time the
first white men arrived in the

New World. Its remains are com-
mon in cave deposits and Indian
kitchen middens, and it may have
been an important Indian food.

New Device Halves Time,
Cost to Turn Out Pilots

NEW YORK—By means of a
$250,000 electronic devise called a
Dehmel flight simulator, pilots
can learn to fly the new double-
deck $1,500,000 stratocruisers in
less than half the usual time and
at half the usual cost.

This disclosure was made by
Capt. Sam Miller, chief pilot for
Pan American Airways’ Atlantic
division, in reviewing his first six
months’ experience with the de-
vice.

Veteran pilots who ordinarily
would have to spend ten and a
half hours in the air to learn to
fly the new double-deck $1,500,000
stratocruisers now spend less than
five hours in actual flight.

The device makes pilots experts
in handling problems they' are
never likely to meet in years of
actual flying.

Animals Subject to Two

Ailments Gommon to Humans

LINCOLN, NEB.—Humans never
suffer from diseases like rabies,
hoof-and-mouth disease or strang-
les common ornly to animals, but
animals are subject to at least
two diseases generally believed to
be common only to humans—
“hives” and hay fever.

The American Foundation for
Animal Health reports the same
types of antihistamine medicines
often successful in treating these
conditions in man now are ' being
used with pets and farm animals.

Upon coming in contact with or
eating certain plants, the founda-
tion said, horses and cattle com-
monly founder, or develop nettle
rash or a severe form of sore
mouth.

The foundation warned use of
antihistamine drugs must be care-
fully supervised. Improper dosage
may result in death, it said.

U.S. Males

Briton Sees Frustration

LONDON.—A Briton who re-
turned recently from the United
States reports that American
men were frustrated because
they were tied to their wives’
apron strings.

Writing in the tabloid Daily
Mirror, John Walters, who said
he had lived in a New York

suburb, congratulated English-
women on their ‘“‘contented
husbands.”

Walters said he was ‘‘gratified’’
to find that while the average
Englishman sometimes is called
upon to dry the dishes, he doesn’t
have to wash them, too.

He also was pleased to see
men out for a Sunday stroll, or
in pubs with male companions,’
while their wives stayed home.

“In America I have rarely
seen this phenomenon,” he
wrote.

‘““American housewives flock
to women’s clubs in search of
culture and to decide how the
world should be run. And while
they are thus engaged, the hus-
bands look after the home and
kids.”

Walters,. who is New York cor-
respondent of the Daily Mirror,
also found American men too
fat, prone to indigestion, and ap-
parently incapable of buying
their own clothes.

“They .are also perpetually
tortured about the intentions of
Mr. Stalin and about the possi-
bility of a big business depres-
sion,” he said.

Records Show Fish Rain
Down From Sky at Times

WASHINGTON.—Fish do, too,
rain down from the sky now and
then.

Moreover, an article in the maga-
zine Science said, they have been
known to rain in frying size at
breakfast time.

A. D. Bajkov of the Oyster lab-
oratory at Biloxi, Miss.,, reported
that he personally witnessed a rain
of fish at Marksville, La., October
23, 1947.

He and his wife were in a restau-
rant eating breakfast, Bajkov said,
when fish from two to nine inches
long began dropping by the hun-
dreds on streets, sidewalks and
lawns, “mystifying the citizens.”

Several persons, including a
banker and two storekeepers, were
pelted by fish “absolutely fresh
and fit for human consumption.

Bajkov picked up a big jar of
large-mouth bass, goggle-eye, two
kinds of sunfish, several species
of minnow and hickory shad. The
largest fish in his collection was
a bass 9 1/4 inches long, he said.

A Citizen struck by the fish re-
ported they were frozen. Those
picked up by Bajkov were merely
cold.

But it is a matter of record, he
said, that frozen fish fell on Essen,
Germany, in 1896.

“The largest falling fish on rec-
ord,” Bajkov said, ‘‘was reported
from India and weighed over six
pounds.”’

Skating on ice is possible be-

Abramson, himself, makes quite
a bit out of the medical histories
of patients, their digestion and
their emotional problems. He said
bad indigestion affects the jt_Jices
in the mouth, which in furn eat
furiously at the teeth. Emotional
upsets do the same thing while
they also are producing bumper

crops of ulcers. Medical histories |

are useful, because persons with
heatt trouble should be treated
more delicately than those who
appear to be normal physically.
A dentist who really wants to
go all the way for his patient can
take a tip from Abramson and
supply entertainment along with
drilling, poking, pulling and brush-
ing. He claims his patients have as
much fun as they would in a night
club, what with all the amusements
he provides them.

Pretender
Fights for Afghan Throne

KARACHI, INDIA — Tension
between Afghanistan and Pak-
istan is tightening as a claim-
ant to the Afghan throne con-
tinues his attempts to raise an
army in the troubled tribal
area between the two semi-
hostile Moslem nations.

The claimant is Amin Jan,
whose brother, Amanullah, va-
cated the throne in 1929 and
now lives in Italy. Amin Jan
wants to replace the present
king, Zahir Shah, and figures
an army might help.

Amin Jan 'is German-edu-
cated and has an English wife.
He was arrested in Peshawar
following his brother’s abdica-
tion and was deported by the
British to Rangoon. Later he
was transferred to the Allaha-
bad Jails. He was released in
1948 and aliowed to proceed to
Pakistan.

He already had made one
start on an expedition to Ka-
bul, Afghanistan’s capital. But
on reaching the border he

It Pays to be Ignorant,
Says University Professor
SOUTH BEND, IND.—Ignorance
is bliss—and it’s better for a stu-
dent to be ignorant than wrong.
That’s the opinion of Dr. Morti-
mer J. Adler, a University of Chi-
cago law philosophy professor.
“The trouble with most students
today is that they are not ignorant
enough,’” Dr. Adler told a Univer-
sity of Notre Dame convocation.
“Instead of being ignorant, most
students have erroneous opinions.’””
Wrong opinions are worse than
ignorance, Dr. Adler said, for this
reason:

‘“‘Before you can give knowledge
to a person in error, you must get
rid of the error. The problem of
eradicating the error doesn’t exist
in the ignorant pérsons, since he
knows he doesn’t know and so is
more easily given knowledge.”

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ROCKET TO MOON

Germans Say
It's Possible

FRANKFURT—German atom
scientists doing research on moon
rockets say they have completed
basic theoretical calculations for
a manned rocket which they want
to shoot to the moon.

“All we need now is the chance
—and the financial aid—to put
our theories into practice,” said
rocket-specialist Dr. Heinz Gart-
mann. Gartmann’s articles pre-
dicting successful efforts to reach
the moon by space ship are popu-
lar in Germany.

Worked At White Sands

Because of his outstanding quali-
fications, U.S. authorities called
on Gartmann for assistance in
1947. They took him up to the
White Sands proving ground in
New Mexico where, for six months,
he helped American rocket design-
ers.

Atom and rocket scientists in
postwar Germany are directing
most of their efforts to catch up
with American and British develop-
ments in this field.

Since the Allies have banned any
kind of German war production,
the scientists’ activities now are
restricted to elaborating theories
and exchanging ideas with their
foreign colleagues.

Form Research Society

To centralize their efforts, Ger-
man  scientists got together and
formed the Interplanetary Society
for Space Research, with Gart-
mann as chairman. These re-
searchers admit they enthusias-
tically cherish the hope that *‘soon-
er or later German science will be
leading again in the field of rocket
design.”

For the time being, and prob-
ably for years to come, they see
their position as being ‘‘at the very
tail end of the world’s atomic and
rocket research.”

Nevertheless, one of them said,
“I am of the firm conviction that
before the end of my days I shall
have viewed the moon from the
back.”

Claim ‘Startling Inventions’

His German colleagues claim
Gartmann recently was able to
prove to some American rocket
designers a fundamental error in

their calculations for a space
rocket.
“A steady flow of information

is' crossing the ocean both ways
between Germany and American
scientists, but we are not so stupid
as to disclose our top-secret
theories just for nothing,’”” a Ger-
man informant said.

Although they have ‘startling
inventions’ in their files, the Ger-
mans' insist they will withhold
them until the Allies give them
world-wide patent protection.

Woman Marks 104th Year;
Still Enjoys a Good Steak

NEWARK, N. J.—Mrs. Rose
Gelb, great-grandmother of 11 chil-
dren, has begun her 105th year as
a citizen of this world.

At a picnic celebrating her birth-
day, the 104-year-old woman was
honored by 10 members of her
family. Steak broiled over an open
fire in the backyard of the sum-
mer home of her son, Edward, in
Long Beach was the piece de
resistance. Mrs. Gelb ate heartily,
as usual.

She said she likes ‘‘almost any

kind of food” and is especially
fond of meat.

Her birthday cake bore no
candles.

‘“One way to keep young;” she
declared, ‘“‘is to pay little attention
to your age. Don’t isolate yourself
—particularly mentally.”

Mrs, Gelb reads the newspapers

regularly. She wears no glasses
and her hearing is “pretty good
for my age.”

““Keeping up with what goes on
in the world is another way of
keeping young,” she commented.

Besides her son, Mrs. Gelb has
thirteen grandchildren and eleven
great-grandchildren. Her husband,
Levi, died 60 years ago.
