Iceland Wickstrum, son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Harry Wickstrum, 
wrote the following letter to his 
parents during the evacuation of 
American forces at. Hungnam. 
Wic.kstrum is on active duty 
with the Pacific fleet.
Dear Mom and Dad:

The mail is going out tomor­
row so I will try and write a few 
lines. I don’t know if you will 
be able to read this as I am on 
radar watch and there isn’t 
very much light up here to see 
by. I have the 2000 to 2400 
watch or 8:00 to 12:00 P. M. to 
you. By the time you get this I 
will be gone from here and 
probably be back in Japan 
again. We are now at Hung­
nam, North Korea. The Chin­
ese Reds are just a few miles 
from us on all sides except the 
sea side. Our forces are evac­
uating this place as fast as they 
can. The Reds have already 
taken Wonsan which is south of 
us. Yesterday I went to the 
beach to work on some electron­
ic equipment and I really saw 
the ruins of the town. It sure 
was in terrible shape. We 
could hear rifles firing from 
where we were. There was a 
ship loaded with Koreans, men, 
women, and children. They 
were all over the deck, every 
place they could find a place to 
stand. It was freezing weath­
er, but they didn’t seem to mind 
as long as they got out of there 
to safe territory. I really felt 
sorry for some of them. We 
have plenty of air protection, 
also sea protection. So it isn’t 
so bad for us on board ship. I 
suppose we will have another big 
meal for Christmas just like we 
did for Thanksgiving but how I- 
w'ish I were there to spend 
Christmas with you. Hope it 
isn’t too long before we get some 
mail. I will close now by hop­
ing you all a wonderful and 
Merry Christmas and HapjJy 
New Year.

Army Calls 
For More 
Nurses

In response to the Army’s call 
for nurses last week, Lt. Col. 
Augusta L. Short, Fourth Army’s 
Chief nurse, said that the head­
quarters hoped to be able to pro- 
vide^nore than 200 from this 
area within the next 2 months. 
An estmated 115 of these women 
will be Texans.

The nurse shortage, already 
of grave concern to both mili­
tary and civilian medical lead­
ers, was brought into sharp 
focus last Friday when Brig. 
Gen. Paul I. Robinson, Army 
Medical Service Chief of Per­
sonnel, told a Washington nurs­
ing conference that 3,000 nurses 
must be obtained at once for 
service with the Army Nurse 
Corps.

Army Nurse Corps procure­
ment has averaged 175 nurses 
per month for the last four 
months. General Robinson told 
the nursing officials.

PAMC Plants 
Wheat Variety 
Experiment

The experiment station of 
Panhandle Agricultural and Me­
chanical College has seeded a 
number of winter small grain 
demonstration plots for 1950-51, 
according to R. A. Peck, associ­
ate professor of agronomy.

These plots are located on 
Highway 54 one mile northwest 
of Goodwell and are for educa­
tional purposes for farmers in 
the surrounding area. They 
give variety growing side by 
side to compare their qualities.

The plots were seeded October 
3 and consist of different varie­
ties of winter barley, winter oats, 
and winter wheat. Varieties 
of wheat seeded were Triumph, 
Wichita, Early Blackhull, Red 
Chief, Cheyenne, Pawnee. Wes- 
tar, Comanche, Tenmarq, Tur­
key and Bluejacket. This is 
the first year for a seeding of 
the Bluejacket variety.

Varieties of winter barley 
seeded are Tenkow, Ward, War- 
bine, Tennessee Winter and 
Michigan Winter. Varieties of 
winter oats were Wintok, Ten- 
nex, Stanton (strain 1), and 
Traveler.

Wichjita, an early maturing 
variety of wheat, has the high­
est average yield in bushels per 
acre of wheat grown on test 
plots at Panhandle A. & M. Col­
lege for a seven year period 
from 1944 to 1950.

ATOMICOMBS

Hew Archive 
In Mountain

NEW MEADOWS, Idaho—Lyle C. 
McDermott’s “ atomic-proof”  arch­
ive is being built in a mountain of 
stone in central Idaho.

McDermott got the idea in 1938 
from work at Rushmore Memorial 
Park in South Dakota, Although 
atom bombs were far from his mind 
then, he thought such a repository 
was needed to protect valuable 
papers, microfilmed documents and 
works of art from the ravages of 
time and excessive handling.

Although he applied for a patent 
for construction of the archive in 
1938, it was not issued until March 
11, 1941. Actual work on the project 
was started this year. McDermott 
admits that the atom bomb has 
given it an added boost of neces­
sity.

The first “ gallery” for storing 
valuables will be ready in a month. 
Additional storage vaults can be 
built until the huge mountain is 
completely honeycombed.

Safe From Bombs
The mountain of rock along the 

Little Salmon river was selected be­
cause the spot is far removed from 
any military area and large met­
ropolitan centers, McDermott said. 
However, it is easily accessible by 
a modern highway and telephone. 
Safety of the repository is enhanced 
by the sheer cliffs that rise 3,000 
feet from the river bed.

An Idaho corporation—Archives 
of Time Foundation, Inc,—was or­
ganized to finance the construction 
and administer the project. McDer­
mott, who has a controlling inter­
est in the foundation, plans to fi­
nance the construction work through 
endownments, gifts to the organiza­
tion and r^ ta l of space in the 
archive to various individuals and 
concerns. He estimates an endow­
ment fund of 3.5 million dollars will 
be needed for maintenance.

The first step in constructing the 
archive was to drill into the rock a 
distance of 50 to 100 feet from the 
initial display room. A workman’s 
tuniiel is being drilled into the moun­
tain at a bisecting angle until it 
reaches a distance of 10 to 30 feet 
from the gallery tunnel. Then both 
tunnels will parallel each other 
into the heart of the mountain.

Will Have Many Booms
At spaced intervals, lateral pas­

sageways will be drilled between 
the two tunnels to provide gallery 
space in which valuables can be 
stored. McDermott explains that, 
through use of the two tunnels, 
work can be progressing into the 
core of the rock mountain while 
valuables are being stored.

The archive can be used to keep 
business records much in the same 
manner as those kept in storage 
vaults of banks. Models of buildings, 
works of art, important government 
and historical documents, religious 
treasures and other valuables can 
be placed in the galleries so they 
can be viewed by visitors.

McDermott said the stone treas­
ure chest would be able to with­
stand atomic bomb and other man­
made weapons of destruction.

The initial display room will be 
about 100 feet by 50 feet. As needs 
warrant, additional storage vaults 
and display rooms will be built into 
the interior of the mountain. McDer­
mott says the archive will grow as 
capacity is needed.

Opening Coconuts

Winter Tests Indicate Chains 
Are Safer Than New Safety Tires

There has been an alarming upswing in traffic accidents during re­
cent years. And the most disturbing aspect of the highway accident 
picture, according to the automotive safety foundations, is the mount­
ing ratio of rural fatalities. Excessive speed and inadequate control- 
by police and the courts are cited as the underlying factors in last year’ s 
record, showing rural traffic deaths outnumbering urban fatalities by 
about two and a half to one.

Winter, the m.ost dangerous sea­
son of the year on American high­
ways, is in full force chroughout the 
nation. Highways in many areas 
have never been so dangerous.

How slippery and dangerous is an 
icy road compared to a snowy one? 
How safe are “ winter”  tires? How 
do they actually compare with tire 
chains?

In an effort to answer these and 
other important questions for the 
benefit of the puzzled motorist, the 
National Safety Council’ s commit­
tee on winter driving hazards con­
ducted a two-week series of tests at 
Pine Lake, near Clintonville, Wis., 
iast winter. Results are now m- 
piled and are being made public for 
the first time.

2,000 Tests Run
Nearly 2,000 individual test runs 

were made to test 22 representative 
tread designs of various tires for 
Stopping, “ go” traction, and corner­
ing ability on snow and ice. The spe­
cial “ winter”  tires fall into three 
classifications: (1) Those with spe­
cially impregnated treads containing 
“ breakout”  material such as saw­
dust, peanut shells or rock salt; 
others have steel wool, chips or steel 
coils embedded which is intended to 
be “ abrasive” ; (2) surface treat­
ment consisting of multiple lacera­
tions, knife or saw cuts, and (3) 
various shapes of knobs, studs, lugs 
or ribs. All are supposed to give 
surer footing on the variety of slick 
or impassable surfaces encountered 
Sy winter drivers.

Ross G. Wilcox, traffic en­
gineer for the National Safety 
Council, in summarizing the re­
sults, said that in general, while 
the performance of some of the 
specialized tires showed a def­
inable improvement for some 
specific conditions over regular 
tires, their over-all improve­
ment was not great enough to 
warrant less care or elimination 
of tire chains when driving on 
slippery surfaces.
“ As an example, the stopping dis­

tance on glare ice of the best spe­
cialized tire tested is still about eight 
times the stopping distance on dry 
concrete,”  Wilcox said.

“ We found that steel tire chains 
of the reinforced type are far su­
perior to the best of the special 
winter tires tested on snow and ice, 
and show a consistent improvement 
over conventiqiial natural rubber 
tires averaging 46 per cent in stop­
ping ability, and 475 per cent in 
tractive ability.”

The tests also showed, he said, 
that natural rubber is 10 per cent to 
jO per cent superior to cold syn­
thetic rubber in stopping and trac­
tion on snow and ice, although syn 
thetic is about 7 per cent superior 
to natural rubber in cornering speed 
(resistance to side skids) on ice. 
?.4ost passenger car tires in use to­
day, and those now being manu­
factured have treads that are all 
or part “ cold synthetic rubber,” 
which wears better. Truck tires need 
and do have more natural rubber.

Tests Summary
Averaging test results of all types 

on both glare ice and loosely packed 
snow, both for stopping, turning, 
and forward traction ability, the en­
gineers established a system of 
“ rating”  the over-all performance 
of each type of equipment. In all 
cases comparisons were made with 
a convention rib type tread of natu­
ral rubber, or a duplicate tread of 
cold synthetic. Results of the con­
ventional natural rubber tread were 
considered the standard or baseline 
for comparative purposes and it was 
rated at 100.

Use tire chains on ice and 
snow. They cut braking dis­
tances on cars and trucks 40 to 
70 per cent and provide needed 
“ go”  traction. E 'en  with def­
inite help of chains, careful 
driving is necessary.

Keep your windshield and 
windows clear of snow and ice, 
fog and frost. Be sure your 
headlights, windshield-wiper 
blades, and defrosters are in 
good working order. You must 
see danger to avoid it.

Results of the “ performance sum­
mary”  showed;

Conventional natural rubber 
tires, 100; conventional cold 
synthetic tires, 89; winterized 
tires, 108; mud-snow tires, 113; 
winterized mud-snow tires, 126; 
tire chains on ordinary tires, 
286.

On some te^ts, and on some 
surfaces, Wilcox noted, some of 
the special winter tires actually 
were inferior in performance to 
regular tires.
The test revealed that changing 

temperatures or sunshine made a 
big difference, as much as 130 per 
cent, in skid distances on ice. At 
four degrees below zero, for ex­
ample, tires without chains may 
stop in about 110 feet; but the same 
care, at the same 20 m.p.h. speed, 
takes about 250 feet on the same ice 
at around 30 degrees above zero. 
This variable has led many a driver 
to disaster. He thinks he’s pretty 
skillful, after no trouble on near 
zero ice, only to lose control a little 
later. When the sun comes out, for 
example, and puts a moist film on 
the ice or hard-packed snow, then 
look out. This, engineers point out, 
is another reason for chains. Their 
performance is comparatively con­
sistent from zero to melting point 
on ice or snow.

Other Tests Made
The special winter tires were not 

tested on hard packed snow. That 
will be done in official tests this 
winter. Previous committee tests 
showed that regular tires skid about 
75 feet on traffic-packed snow at 20 
m.p.h. after brakes are applied, 
and tire chains about 38 feet.

“ The tests likewise showed,”  
Wilcox said, “ that cars with 
hydraulic and fluid couplings 
with standard, automatic, or 
s e m i-automatic transmissions 
lend themselves to better con­
trol on ice than cars with con­
vention clutch and transmission.
“ With the conventional clutch and 

transmission on wet ice, which is 
very slippery, a hard brake applica­
tion can lock the rear wheels just 
long enough to stall the engine, 
which will hold the rear wheels in 
a locked condition and may cause 
the car to go into a spin. This ac­
cidental stalling of the engine is not 
likely to occur with a hydraulic or 
fluid coupling, and if it should occur, 
will not lock the rear wheels.”

In conclusior, while the perform­
ance of several of the specialized 
tires used in the test showed defi­
nite improvement for specific con­
dition over conventional tires, their 
over-all improvement is not great 
enough to warrant less care or pre­
caution when driving on slippery 
surfaces with these tires than with 
conventional tires. As an example, 
the stopping distance on glare ice of 
the best specialized tire tested is 
still about eight times the normal 
stopping distance on dry concrete.

And it must be stressed that ex­
cept for several specific and un­
usual surface conditions, tire chains 
of the type used in the tests are far 
superior to the best of the tires 
tested on snow and ice, showing an 
improvement over conventional 
natural rubber tires averaging 46 
per cent in stopping ability and 
475 per cent in traction ability.

These tests by the National Safe­
ty Council’ s committee on winter 
driving hazards were made to end 
confusion over conflicting claims 
which involve traffic safety during 
winter months.

It is good for the driver to get the "fee l" of the road by trying 
his brakes while driving slowly and when no other vehicles are 
hear. And it is important to adjust speed to road and weather con­
ditions. Slow down on wet, snowy or icy roads so the automobile 
can be stopped when needed. As a final caution Motorists are 
warned to follow other vehicles at a safe distance— remembering 
that without chains it takes from three to 12 times as far to stop 
on snow and ice as on dry concrete.

Quality Pasture Cuts 
Swine Feeding Costs

Feed Costs Reportedly 
Can Be Cut 30 Per Cent
Hog feeding costs can be cut 

down as much as 30 per cent with 
high quality legume pasture, re­
ports the middle west soil improve­
ment committee, in citing a recent 
gtatement by University of Wiscon­
sin animal husbandry specialists.

These specialists point out that an 
acre of good pasture will save 1,500 
pounds of grain and 500 to 700 
poimds of protein in fattening hogs 
for market. They say that if you 
don't want to push your pigs they 
can eat enough pasture to save 30 
per cent in feeding costs. And even

Good pasture provides hogs with 
high quality, low cost protein.
It gives them needed vitamins 
and minerals, particularly cal­
cium.

If they are fed all the grain they 
win eat, pasture will save at least 15 
per cent in feed.

Among high protein pastures are 
alfalfa, red clover, Ladino clover 
and rye for late fall and early 
spring.

How big a pasture yield you get 
depends on how well the legumes 
are fertilized. Agronomists recom­
mend adding phosphate and potash 
to new legume seedings. They rec­
ommend top-dressing older estab­
lished fields in summer or fall with 
phosphate and potash to help keep 
the growth thick and vigorous. Top- 
dressed fertilizer helps the legumes 
come through the winter in better 
condition. Moreover, the plant food 
is there in the soil ready to be used 
by the roots when spring growth 
starts.

Aberdeen-Angus Increase 
In Breeder's Popularity

An increase in the popularity of 
Aberdeen-Angus c a t t l e  among 
breeders throughout the United 
States was noted during the past 
year.

Cattlemen reported that registra­
tions of purebred Angus moved up­
ward 26 per cent this year as com­
pared with 1949 and transfers ad­
vanced 32 per cent.

A total of 110,442 Angus were en­
tered in the registry records during 
the fiscal year. This compares with 
67,512 Angus recorded last year and 
only 38,737 a decade ago.

At public auction sales and by pri­
vate treaty, 98,591 Angus went to 
new owners while 74,826 changed 
hands ift 1949. A strong demand for 
breeding stock marked the 32 per 
cent upturn in ownership transfers 
of Angus cattle.

During the past year, 2,431 new 
breeders were recorded by the An­
gus breeders’ association.

“I Have Been Captured”

IN your hymnal you may find a 
hymn by the author of the bet­

ter-known “ O Love that wilt not 
let me go.”  It begins with these 
lines;

“ Make me a captive. Lord,
And then I shall be free . . •”

That sounds upside-down. Captive 
and free are opposites, aren’t they? 
Not when God is the captor! *1710 
American translation of Phil. 3:12 
says, “ I have been captured by 
Jesus Christ.”  Paul’ s word was a 
strong one; it was the Greek word 
used when police or soldiers take a 
man and tie him and lead him off.

People who have gone far in 
music would understand this. Take 

I two yoxmg people, both of whom 
know something about music, may­
be both of them in the same music 
school. One of them has been cap­
tured, so to speak, by music, the 
other has not. That is to say, in 
plainer language, music has “ got 
hold”  of one of them. There is an 
irresistible fascination about music 
for him, every day is too short for 
the study and practice he wants to 
do. The other one goes through his 
lessons, but his heart is not in it. 

We need no prophet to tell us 
which of the two will make a 
good musician. So it is with 
the Christian faith. One who has 
never been captured by Christ 
may play around with the Chris­
tian faith, as the uncaptured 
music student may play around 
the music school; but his heart 
will not be in it.
Name any saint you like in the 

whole history of Christendom, 
whether famous like St. Francis or 
Ballington Booth, or known only to 
a few, like one of your own family 
perhaps; you always find that this 
person, whose Christianity was a 
living and powerful thing, called 
Christ Master, and meant it.

* * •
“Christ Lives in Me”

THERE is a more intimate way 
of putting this. It is true, the 

Christian has been .“ captured”  by 
Christ. But this would still leave 
him on the outside. Christ lives in 
the Christian, as Paul said. For 
some people this may seem strange 
and mystical, but it can be under­
stood by any one who wants to 
know what Christian living can 
mean.

Christ in the Christian means 
that in every situation, in every 
condition, at every turn of the 
road, in the everyday choices 
and conversations, the Christian 
will be as much like Christ as he 
possibly can. This is one point 
on which Christians of every 
name and church agree. Catho­
lic or Protestant, conservative 
or liberal, our differences evapo­
rate when our hearts are warm, 
when we try to think what the 
ideal Christian life is.
High-level Christians f r o m  all 

over Christendom would all come 
out with the same story that Paul 
put into classic words: I live, yet 
not I, but Christ liveth in me.

«  *  *

“Abide”
«J| B ID E  in me and I in you,”  

“  said Jesus. That is a com­
mand and a promise. But the com­
mand comes first. Whether we think 
of the Christian as “ in”  Christ or 
Christ as “ in”  the Christian, it 
should be a long story, not a short 
one. Is the sunshine in the flower 
or the flower in the sunshine? Well, 
both. Put the flower in the sunshine 
and keep it there, and the sunshine 
will get into the flower. The sun 
makes the flower, not the flower 
the sun. Yet unless the flower stays 
in the sunshine, the sun can do 
nothing for it.

Christ never yet battered his 
way into any one’s life. To know 
him as an occasional visitor is 
doubtless better t h a n  never 
knowing him at all. But friend­
ship is far better than acquaint­
ance, and to know him best 
one must know him always.
But the welcoming heart has him 

always for a guest. What 1951 will 
bring, no man can teU; but no 
friend of Christ will be afraid.

Robert Burns' 
Auld Lang Syne 
New Year Boon
« K U L D  LANG SYNE”  has be- 

come such an integral part 
of our modern New Year’ s eve that 
no celebration, however gay, would 
be complete without it.

The music sheets for those nos­
talgic strains simply say “ Robert 
Bums—Scotch Air,’ ’ and Robert 
Burns generally is supposed to 
have written it after he had settled 
down on a farm and taken himself 
a wife, following the sweeping suc­
cess in 1778 of the second edition 
of his “ Poems.”  Well and good, 
but Auld Lng Syne was not exclu­
sively Biu-ns’ product, nor did he 
claim it to be.

In a letter to George Thomscm, a 
publisher, Bums explained:

“ It is an old song of olden times, 
which has never been in print. I 
took it down from an old man’s 
singing.’ ’

Modem scholarship has discov­
ered that Bums was wrong when 
he told Thomson “ Auld Lang Syne”  
never had been in print. Its refrain, 
at least, was printed obscurely long 
before Burns heard his “ old m£ui | 
singing.”  In Watson’ s collection of 
songs (published in 1711), these 
verses were attributed to Francis 
Sempill, who died in 1582.

Further, the original song often, 
has been credited to Sir Robert | 
Aytoun (1570-1638). Aytoun was one 1 
of the earliest Scots to use the 
Lowland dialect as a literary med­
ium. Multitudes of Americans de­
scended from non-British stock are 
perpetually mystified by this dia- j 
lect, nor does ft seem to make | 
much sense in the standard English ; 
translation which comes out “ Old i 
Long Since.”

Regardless of its original author | 
or origin, it was Burns who gave j 
“ Auld Lang Syne”  its immortality. 
And though the bells now welcome 
the New Year with joyous peals 
symbolizing mankind’s hope for a 
bright future, the nostalgia of 
“ Auld Lang Syne”  summarizes an 
Inherent reluctance to leave the 
security and friendships of the past 
and embark upon a future which, 
however promising, may not be 
more pleasant. Thus, it remains a 
part of the English speaking heri­
tage to

“ Drink a cup of kindness yet 
For Auld Lang Syne.”

St. Andrews' Day 
Touches off Scots' 
New Year Doings

The celebration of St. Andrew’ s 
Day touches off a series of Scot­
tish celebrations that reach their 
peak at New Year (Hogmanay) and 
continue with little respite to Burn’ s 
Day on the 25th of January.

Few, national festivals occasion 
more uninhibited gusto over more 
of the world’ s face. From Houston 
to Hong Kong, Scots of all vintages 
dream of haggis, heather, high­
lands and the skirl of bagpipes. 
Indeed, they spare no effort to 
make the dream come true. The 
Illinois St, Andrew’s Society, for 
instance, have been known to “ fly- 
in”  their supply of haggis and 
heather direct from Scotland, and 
to have “ piped it”  all the way 
from the airport to the dinner 
table.

One of the most engaging cus­
toms of Hogmanay is the ancient 
rite of “ first-shooting”  in the “ wee 
sma’ hours”  of New Year’ s morn­
ing. A “ First-foot”  is literally the 
first person outside the family, to 
cross the threshold of the home 
after the clock has ushered the Old 
Year into history. For the best of 
portents, the visitor, if a man, 
should be dark and handsome; if 
a woman, she must be fair. In 
either case, the visitor should 
carry “ handsel,”  which may be 
anything from an orange to a bot­
tle of whiskey. You don’t have to 
ask a Scot his preference, but an 
empty-handed “ firjt-foot”  will bring 
poverty and privation, so even an 
orange is worthwhile.

Assuming that the “handsel”  is 
in liquid form, the head of the 
house takes the first drink and 
then passes the bottle round the 
family. Thus fortified, all attack 
the traditional Hogmanay fare; 
round shortbread c a k e  nipped 
round the edges to simulate the 
sun (the Druids were responsible 
for this); and Black Bun, a su­
perior sort of mince pie contain­
ing fruits, almonds, spices and 
brandy.

What happens after this is your 
own responsibility, but the Scots 
themselves ward off indigestion 
with music and dancing (with a 
capital D). Sometimes “ first-foot­
ers”  appear as “ guizards”  (a 
mummer or a strolling playet) 
and the greater the number of 
first-footers,”  the more honored is 
the household. So nobody need be 
shy.

Those “ not to the tartan born”  
may wonder why the Scots lay 
such stress on the New Year, rath­
er |han Christmas. To find the 
answer you have to flick back a 
page or two of history. The Vikings 
probably started the Yuletide fes­
tivities and the Christian reform­
ers merely took it over and in­
vested it with the dignity of the 
Feast of the Nativity.

Some people 
sit around in night shirts, 
house slippers, and with their 
hair up in curlers waiting for 
the New Year. This picture 
Is submitted as evidence to 
prove that other persons take 
a different view of the matter. 
Well, everyone to his own 
taste.

Tokyo Is Converted 
Into Green Forest 
Six Days Every Year

For the first six days of every 
year it has been the custom of the 
Japanese to convert Tokyo into a 
green forest. And although events 
have changed in Japan in the last 
few years, much of the city will be 
decorated.

On each side of the gate of every 
household that can afford it will be 
pine trees and bamboo, while ropes 
of rice straw and other decorations 
will grace the lintel. .

It is a custom that goes back 
900 years or so, this planting of a 
forest in a city for the space of 
six days. The pine, with its ever- j 
green branches, is emblematic of 
eternity, and the straight trunk of 
the bamboo symbolizes truth and' 
manly courage. I

The third of this trio, the plum 
blossom, signifying womanly vir­
tue, is not used in the out-of-doors 
decorations, but is within the house.

A pine tree stands on either side 
of the door, and with it are three, 
five or seven bamboos. 'There are 
other decorations peculiar to the 
New Year tide which are to be 
seen on every hand.

There are several effective ways 
to stiffen crocheted doilies and 
baskets. All involve dipping in 
something. One mixture calls for 
a tablespoonfuJ of flour, table- 
spoonful of cornstarch, two-thirds 
of a cup of salt and a cup of water. 
Put it on the stove and stir it until 
it comes to a boil. When it’s cool 
enough to handle, dip the basket 
in it. Easier solutions for the dip­
ping are epsom salt (saturated), 
melted paraffin, laundry starch, or 
a thick sugar syrup. Whichever 
you use, dip the basket in; then 
shape it over a bowl of the ap­
propriate size and let it dry (and 
stiffen) right on the bowl.

Regardless of how young or 
small your baby is, you can weigh 
him or her quite accurately on an 
ordinary bathroom floor scale.

Then 
step on the scale empty-handed.

Ivory Billed Woodpecker 
Seen in Florida Sanctuary

NEW YORK—The National Audu­
bon society has announced the estab­
lishment of a 1,300 acre sanctuary 
for the ivory billed woodpecker in 
northwest Florida. The refuge has 
been made in the swamp forest 
along the Apalachicola river.

It is there that the first ivory 
billed woodpeckers seen in many 
years were sighted by 'Whitney H. 
Eastman of Minneapolis, an ama­
teur bird watcher, last winter. They 
have been authentically located no­
where else in the United States and 
long had been believed extinct. The 
Audubon society had been search­
ing for the birds since 1937.

John James Audubon described 
the bird, the largest woodpecker in 
this country, in 1831, as slightly big­
ger than a crow, with black, white 
and scarlet feathers.

As virgin hardwood forests were 
cut along river banks, the birds, 
which feed on borers in dying trees, 
disappeared. Every year many ob­
servers mistake the pileated wood- 
pecker for the rare ivory bill.

Sailor Flies l,3TS Miles 
Te Refurn Front Deer Key

LONDON, England — The British 
navy allowed a seaman, C. Templer, 
to fly 1,376 miles to take his mother 
the keys to the front door.

Mrs. Bella Templer had been 
working in Israel and her son was 
on a mine sweeper in the Mediter­
ranean. The son had the only keys 
to their home.

Mrs. Templer decided unexpected­
ly to fly home. She cabled her son. 
The boy explained to his majesty’s 
navy authorities his problem. He 
could air mail them, but couldn’t be 
sure they would arrive in time. The 
navy granted him compassionate 
leave to return them himself.

Air Freight
A nine-foot python, flying from In­

dia to England, en route to a snake 
charmer in Norway, was undis­
turbed by her journey and pro­
duced 14 eggs while aloft—a novel 
occurrence in air history.

The important thing to re­
member about building farm 
fences is to build a good one.
