The fair will be 
held Saturday, September 8, in 
the school car barn. It is hoped 
by the fair committee that adult 
citizens of the county will pre­
pare a large number of exhibits. 
WHEAT

Wheat exhibits will be accept­
ed on an open class contest 
from all exhibitors. All the 
different varieties of "wheat will 
be placed in one class and 
judged 1st, 2nd, 3rd, etc. from 
top to bottom. Ribbons will be 
given through the 8th place.

Wheat judging is scheduled to 
start at 9:00 A. M. Saturday, 
S^tember 8.
BEEF CATTLE

FFA and 4-H livestock exhibits 
will be shown. Calves will be 
separated into junior and sen­
ior classes by weight, dividing 
the entire group into two classes 
of approximately the same size. 
Calves of the same age and of 
approximately the same size 
should go in one class.

Each class, the senior arid 
junior class, will be judged in 
blue, red, and white groups. In 
other words the senior class will 
be divided into 3 groups by the 
judge, placing the calves that 
are in good condition and as 
far advanced with proper care 
as might be expected of calves 
at this time fairly good flesh, 
but could have been in better 
condition had they been pushed 
a little more m the red ribbon 
group. The white ribbon group 
calves will be tho^ that are not 
in condition or up to the stand­
ard that might be expected had 
the calves been given good care. 
The junior class will be broken 
into the same groups as the 
senior class.

A grand champion will not be 
selected in either class.

If there is an open junior bull 
class or heifer class they will be 
judged on breeding character­
istics and placed 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 
4th, from first to the bottom of 
the class. Anyone wishing to 
enter either a junior bull or 
heifer should notify Duard Lamb 
or Ernest Goule.

Hogs will be divided into 
classes of gilts, junior sows, 
aged sows, barrows, and boars. 
Each breeding class will be judg­
ed on breeding characteristics 
and placed 1, 2, and 3 in order to 
the bottom of the class.

Barrows will be judged for 
fat hogs, based on their pres­
ent condition, and placed in or­
der from the top to the bottom 
of the class.

Judging of the hogs is sched­
uled to start immediately fol­
lowing the calf and breeding cat­
tle judging. It will be necessary 
for the judging to be completed 
by 10:30 A. M. Saturday, Sep­
tember 8.
POULTRY

Poultry entries will be made 
up of coops of three, one cockerel 
and two hens; coops of doubles, 
1 cockerel and 1 hen; coops of 
singles, one hen or one rooster.

CJoops of chickens will be .di­
vided into single purpose and 
dual purpose chickens as fol­
lows: single purpose chickens 
for laying; dual purpose, lay­
ing and meat production; single 
purpose, meat production. 
Ribbons will be awarded entries 
for the first 8 places.

Judging of poultry is scheduled 
to begin at 8:30 A. M. Saturday, 
September 8. The judging must 
be completed by 10:30 A. M. 
FIELD CROPS

Field crops will be divided in­
to two classes; head samples
heads, and bundle samples made 
up of stalks and tied in bundles 
at least 4 inches in diameter. 
The head samples "will be divid­
ed into the following classes: 
Martin, Plainsman, Hegari, Kaf­
fir, and other grain sorghums. 
Each variety will be placed in 
order for 8 places.

Sweet soi^hum and Sudan "will 
be divided into head samples and 
bundle samples. The head sam­
ples will be awarded ribbons for 
the first 8 places.

Judging of field crops is sche­
duled to commence at 9:00 A. M, 
Saturday, September 8.

Roy Newman, feeding one of 
W. O. Bryant’s Angus calves, is 
well pleased with the rate and 
economical gain he is getting.

The calf was purchased Jan­
uary 11th and moved to New­
man’s farm immediately. He 
weighed 225 pounds. The ca}̂ f 
was weighed last week and top­
ped the scales at 750 pounds.

This was an average gain of 
2.5 pounds a day. This takes 
in the period of changing from 
one nurse cow to another and 
geeting him started on feed.

He has made this .gain at the 
rate of one pound for each 2.7 
pounds of concentrates eaten. 
Added to this amount of feed is 
his milk and hay.

Roy has his eye on the prize 
money to be given next spring 
to the boy who has put the most 
economical gain on his calf.

expenditures for such purposes and provid­
ing for a limitation of Forty-two Million 
Dollars ($42,000,000) upon such expendi­
tures; providing a maximum payment of 
Thirty Dollars ($30) per month from State 
funds for old agS assistance; prohibiting 
payment of assistance after disposition of 
property under certain conditions; provid­
ing for acceptance of financial aid from the 
Giovernment of the United States of Amer­
ica for such assistance; providing that the 
payment of such from State funds shall 
never exceed the payments from Federal 
funds; providing for the necessary election, 
and providing for the form o f ballot, proc­
lamation, and publication.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA­

Section 1. That Section 51a of Article 
III of the Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended, and the same is hereby 
amended so that the same shall hereafter 
read as follows:

“ Section 5 la. The Legislature shall have 
the power, by general laws to provide, sub-' 
ject to limitations and restrictions herein 
contained, and such other limitations, re­
strictions, and regulations as may by the 
Legislature be deemed expedient for assist­
ance to, and for the payment of assist­
ance to:

“ (1) Needy aged persons who are over

tion: provided that the maximum payment 
per month from State funds shall not be 
more than Thirty Dollars ($30) per month.

“ Any applicant for or recipient of assist­
ance, including the spouse in each instance, 
who shall dispose of any property after 
June 1, 1952, and any person who initially 
applies for assistance after June 1, 1957, 
who has disposed of any property within 
five *(5) years prior to the date o f applica­
tion, shall be ineligible to receive assist­
ance; provided, that if such property was 
disposed of by bona fide sale and convey­
ance, and for value commensurate with the 
actual market value thereof, such disposi­
tion shall not affect eligibility for assist­
ance if it be shown that all proceeds from 
such sale have been used by such person 
and spouse for normal living expenses, or 
for the purchase of other real property of 
like value. If any recipient of assistance 
or  ̂ spouse shall sell any real property, 
neither such recipient nor spouse shall 
thereafter receive assistance until all net 
proceeds of said sale have been expended 
for normal living expenses; and in case o f 
disposition of such property by gifts or for 
an amount less than its actual market value, 
such person and spouse shall not thereafter 
receive assistance until the expiration of 
the period of time during which the net 
proceeds of said sale would have paid their 
normal living expenses had the actual mar­
ket value been realized therefrom.

“ (2) Needy blind persons who are over 
the age of sixteen (16) years; provided 
iJiat no such assistance shall be paid to any 
inmate of any State-supported institution, 
while such inmate; and provided that any 
resident of the State, if otherwise eligible, 
may not be excluded who has resided in the 
State for five (5) years during the nine (9) 
years immediately preceding the filing of 
the application for such assistance includ­
ing the one (1) year continuously immedi­
ately preceding the filing of such appli­
cation.

“ (3) Needy children who are under the 
age o f sixteen (16) years; provided that 
any child, if otherwise eligible, may not be 
excluded who has resided in the State for 
one (1) year immediately preceding the 
filing o f the application for such assist­
ance, or, if said child is under the age of 
one -(1) year, whose parent or other rela­
tive with whom the child is living has re­
sided in the State for one (1) year imme­
diately preceding the birth of such child.

“ The Legislature shall have the authority 
to accept from the Federal ^vernment of 
the_ United States such financial aid for the 
assistance of the needy aged, needy blind, 
and needy children as such Government 
may offer not inconsistent with restrictions 
herein set forth; provided, however, that 
the amount of such assistance out of State 
funds to each person assisted shall never 
exceed the amount so expended out o f Fed­
eral funds; and provided further that the 
total amount of money to be expended out 
of State funds for such assistance to the 
needy aged, needy blind and needy children 
shall never exceed the sum of Forty-two 
Million Dollars ($42,000,000) per year.

“ Should the Legislature enact enabling 
laws and provide an additional appropria­
tion hereto in anticipation of the adoption 
of this Amendment, such Acts shall not be 
invalid by reason of their anticipatory 
character.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to the quali­
fied electors of Texas at the Election to be 
held throughout the State o f Texas on the 
Second Tuesday in November, 1951, at 
which election there shall he printed on 
such ballot the following clause:

“ FOR the amendments to the Constitu­
tion giving the Legislature power to set up 
a system of payments of assistance to needy 
persons over sixty-five (65) years of age; 
to needy blind persons over the age o f six- 
tron (16) years: to peedy children under 
sixteen (16) years of age; removing the 
Thirty-five Million Dollar ($35,000,000) 
limitation upon amount of State expendi­
tures for such purposes; disqualifying per-

toe Thirty-five Million Dollar ($35,000,000)

Doesn’t Expect 
Vampire Bats 
In Texas

Dr. George W. Cox, State 
Health Officer, today took mild 
exception to recent reports that 
South Texas faces an invasion 
from rabid vampire bats.

The health official referred to 
a widely circulated newspaper 
story quoting a Mexican govern­
ment rabies specialist, Dr. Aure- 
lio Malaga-Alba, that pig-faced 
vampire bats carrying the dread 
disease had been discovered 100 
miles southwest of Presidio 
County in the Big Bend country.

“ I think it’s a remote, fantas­
tic interpretation,” Dr. Cox said. 
“This whole problem was dis­
cussed at the U.S.-Mexico Bor­
der Public Health Conference in 
Chihuahua two years ago.

He said he was sure Dr. Mal- 
aga-Alba is “entirely competent” 
and that the State Health De­
partment would take every ad­
vantage of his warning.

“But the story didn’t mention 
several pertinent facts about the 
situation. Vampire bats re­
quire a tropical environment. 
The story didn’t mention that. 
And it didn’t mention that vam­
pire bats are relatively rare even 
in tropical countries.”

The newspaper story, originat­
ing in the Austin American, was 
“ interesting,” the long-time 
health officer said. But he be­
lieves it might make all bats 
vampire bats “in the eyes of the 
public.”

“And for the most part, bats 
are beneficial. Only the vam­
pire is a blood sucker. The rest 
feed on harmful insects, includ­
ing mosquitoes,” Dr. Cox warn­
ed.

San Antonio has an ordinance 
which makes it unlawful to kill 
bats of familiar species. The 
State Bureau of Laboratories 
said they had never found bats 
positive for rabies.

Dr. Cox’s statement: “The in­
vasion of Texas by this vampire 
bat is a remote, fantastic inter­
pretation (of Dt . Malaga-Alba’s 
report). This bat is known to 
inhabit only certain southern 
geographical locations. Vam­
pire bat history was discussed 
last year at the U.S.-Mexico Pub­
lic Health Association in Chi­
huahua. Its limited migrations 
are to be expected.

“Isolated rabies infections 
caused toy the bat have been re­
ported from time to time in ani­
mals and man; however, there 
is no reason to expect bats to 
visit over the Rio Grande.”

That Article XVI 
of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas, be amended by adding 
thereto a new Section, to be 
numbered Section 63, which 
shall read as follows;

“Section 63. The Legislature 
shall have the authority to pro­
vide for a statewide system of 
retirement and disability pen­
sions for appointive officers and 
employees of the counties of this 
State under such a plan and 
program as the Legislature shall 
authorize; provided, that parti­
cipation therein by counties 
shall be voluntary and shall first 
be authorized by vote of the 
qualified voters of such county; 
provided further that the Legis­
lature shall not be authorized 
to make an appropriation to pay 
any retirement or disability 
benefits authorized herein. Ad­
ministration of such system may 
be committeed to the same body 
as may be set up to administer 
the municipal retirement system 
provided for by Section 51f of 
Article III.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Consti­
tutional Amendment shall be 
submitted to the qualified elec­
tors at an election to toe held 
throughout this State on the se­
cond Tuesday in November, 1951, 
and at said election the ballots 
shall have printed thereon the 
words:

“FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing a state­
wide system for retirement and 
disability, pensions for appoint­
ive county officials and employ­
ees,” and

“AGAINST the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing a state­
wide system for retirement and 
disability pensions for appoint­
ive county officials and em­
ployees.”

Each voter shall strike out one 
of said clauses on his ballot, 
leaving the one unmarked which 
Expresses his vote upon the pro­
posed Amendment.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for said 
election, and shall have the 
foregoing proposed Amendment

published as required by the 
Constitution for proposed 
amendments thereto.

Sec. 4. If at said election, a 
majority of the votes are “FOR 
the Constitutional Amendment 
authorizing a statewide system 
for retirement and disability 
pensions for appointive- county 
officials and employees” the 
foregoing proposed Amendment 
shall become Section 63 of Arti­
cle XVE of the Constitution of 
Texas, and proclamation shall 
be made by the Governor there­
of.

Section 1. That Section 49-b, ArUcle

that the same will hereafter read as follows:

**Scction 49-b. There is hereby created n 
Board to be known as the Veterans’ Land 
Board, -which shall be composed of the Gov- 
■ernor, the Attorney General, and the Com­
missioner of the General Land Office. The 
Veterans’ Land Board may issue not to 
exceed One Hundred Million Dollars (^100,- 
000,600) in bonds or obligations of the Stats 
'of Texds for the purpose of creating a fund 
to be known as the Veterans’ Land PVnd. 
Such bonds shall be executed by said Board 
as an obligation of the State of Texas, im 
such form, denominations, and upon the 
terms as are now prescribed by Senate Bin 
No. 29, Chapter 318 of the Acts of the Fifty- 
first Legislature (provided, tbat when the 
limitation of Twenty-five Million Dollars 
(125,000,000) is used in said Senate Bill 
No. 29, the same shall hereafter be con­
strued as One Hundred Million Dollars 
'($100,000,000), or as said Act may be here­
after amended, -or by other laws that the 
Legislature may hereafter enact; provided, 
'however, that said bonds shall l^ar a nfte 
-of interest nov to exceed three per cent 
(3%) per annum, and that the same shall 
1m sold for -not less than par value and 
accrued interest.

"In  the sale of any such bonds, a prefer- 
-ential right of purchase shall be given to  
the administrators of the various teadher 
retirement funds, the Permanent Univer­
sity Funds, and the Permanent School 
Funds; such bonds to be issued as needed, 
in the opinion -of the Veterans’ Land 
Board.

"The Veterans’ Land Fund shall -be used 
by the Board for the sole purpose of pur­
chasing lands suitable for the purpose 
hereinafter stated, situated in this State, 
(a) owned by the United States, or any 
governmental agency thereof; (b) owned 
by the Texas Prison System, or any oliier 
governmental agency of the State of Texas; 
er (c) owned by any person, firm, or "cor­
poration.

“ All lands thus purchased shall be ac­
quired at the lowest price obtainable, to be 
paid for in cash, and shall be a part of the 
Veterans’ Land Fund.

"The lands of the Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be sold by the State to Texas Veterans 
o f the present war or wars, commonly 
known as World War II, and to Texas Vet­
erans of service in the armed forces of the 
United States of America subsequent to 
1946, as may be included within this pro­
gram by legislative act, in such quantities, 
and on such terms, and at such prices and 
rates of interest, and under such rules and 
regrulations as are now provided by law, or 
as may hereafter be provided by law.

"A ll moneys received and which have 
been received and which have not been used 
for repurchase of land as provided herein 
by the Veterans’ Land Board from the sale 
of lands and for interest on deferred pay­
ments, shall be credited to the Veterans’ 
Land Fund for use in purchasing additional 
lands to be sold to Texas Veterans of World 
War II, and to Texas Veterans of service 
in the armed forces of the United States 
of America subsequent to 1945, as may be 
included within this program by legislative 
act, in like manner as provided for the sale 
o f lands purchased with the proceeds from 
the sales of the bonds, provided for herein, 
for a period ending December 1, 1959; pro­
vided, however, that so much of such 
moneys as may be necessary during the 
I>eriod ending December 1, 1959, to pay 
principal of and interest on the bonds here- 
-tofore issued and on bonds hereafter issued 
by the Veterans’ Land Board shall be set 
aside for that purpose. After December 1, 
1969, all moneys received by the Veterans’ 
Land Board from the sale of the lands and 
interest on deferred payments, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, shall be set 
aside for the retirement of said bonds and 
to pay interest thereon, and any of such 
moneys not so needed shall not later than 
the maturity date of the last maturing 
bond or bonds be deposited to the credit of 
the General Revenue Fund to be appropri­
ated to such purposes as may be prescribed 
by law. All bonds issued hereunder shall, 
after approval by the Attorney General of 
Texas, registration by the Comptroller of 
the State of Texas, and deliverey to the pur­
chasers, be incontestable and shall consti­
tute obligations of the State under the 
Constitution of Texas.

Number of Cattle In Nation Increases
Record Total Indicated;
Swine Crop Nears Peak
According to a late department of 

agriculture survey, the number of 
beef cattle and swine on the na­
tion’s farms is near an all-time rec­
ord.

The department estimates the 
coimtry beef-cattle may total 65,- 
400,000 by January 1, 1952. This 
would be 5,800,000 more than last 
January 1, and 7,600,000 more than 
at the wartime peak of 1945.

Dairy cattle, a source of calf 
meat and processed meats, but not

significant as a source of beef, are 
excluded from these figures.

With this rise in beef cattle, all 
cattle would increase from the
80.000. 000 level of 1950, and the 
84,200,000 level of 1951, to between
90.000. 000 and 91,000,000.

The department estimated the 
1951 pig crop, which will come to 
market from the middle of Septem­
ber on, is the second highest in 
the nation’s history. The crop is 
estimated at 106,000,000 pigs, or 5 
per cent greater than the 1950 crop.

Pork production, 5 to 10 per cent 
larger than last year, is expected 
to continue imtil next March. Chick­
ens, too, are at record levels. ,

Larger Family Farms Hope 
Of American Agriculture

The future of American agricul­
ture and the possibility of it meet­
ing increasing production demands, 
depends largely on the hope of in­
creasing the size of family farms to 
take fun advantage of mechaniza­
tion.

This, in brief, is the opinion of the 
bureau of agricultural economics 
after an analysis of what happened 
to make possible increased produc­
tion during World War II.

Large farms, the bureau reported, 
are now producing nearer to total 
capacity than most family farms. 
They are up-to-date, use more ad­
vanced technology, and are more 
nearly balanced. Therefore, these 
show few opportunities for fm1;her 
Increase in efficiency.

During the war an enormous shift 
took place from small to larger 
family farms. This shift enabled the 
larger family farms to take advan­
tage of gains for mechanization.

There is doubt, however, that 
large farm efficiencies continue 
beyond the point at which the farm 
gains full advantage of mechaniza­
tion. Beyond the size of the fuUy 
mechanized and up-to-date family 
farm the problem of hired labor 
intervene. \

The future of agriculture depends 
on increasing production on larger 
family farms.

HOW rare it is to think of persons 
simply as persons, without any 

tags or labels! We think “ police­
man”  or “ lawyer”  or “ soldier”  or

But from the
Christian point of view, the first 
and most important fact about any 
person 'is that he is a person and 
not a thing.

A Lower Race

Th e  story of Jesus and the Sa­
maritan woman shows how 

Jesus treated a person of a “ low­
er”  race than his. We needn’t argue 
the question whether the Samari­
tans were actually beneath the 
Jews. In any case, the Jews treated 
the Samaritans like dirt.

On top of all that, the particu­
lar 7oman with whom Jesus 
talked at Jacob’s well was poor 
and with no good reputation 
even among her own people. 
The disciples were surprised 
that Jesus talked vitb her at 
all. But as we read the story, 
it is deal that while Jesus 
“ spoke of her condition”  as the 
old expression is, be was deal­
ing with her all the time as a 
particular human being, not 
merely as “ a Samaritan.” 
Evidently, to be sure, she was 

greatly inferior to Jesus, and ad­
mitted as much herself; yet this 
fact did not raise a barrier between 
them.

* * «

A Dominant Race

W E often talk of “ race prejuaice’ ’ 
as If it were prejudice of top- 

dog against under-dog. But preju­
dice runs in both directions Of 
course all race prejudice includes a 
strain of contempt; but a citizen of 
a conquered nation may despise his 
conquerors, the weak may despise 
the strong quite as easily as the 
other way around.

In the Bible we have an excellent 
example of a Christian coming into 
contact with a dominant, that is. a 
conquering, race; the story of St. 
Peter and the Roman off’ cer Cor­
nelius.

Peter at first did not want to 
have anything to do with Cor­
nelius. God had to shake him 
into it, so to speak. But once 
Peter saw the point, he saw it 
plainly: God made no differ­
ence between Cornelius and 
Peter’s own people, the Jews.
It war not for Peter to call any 

man, even an officer of the foreign 
army that occupied his little nation 

I and held the Tews severely down.
I common or unclean.
I  Which is harder; for a Jew to 
treat a Samaritan like a human be- 

 ̂ing, or to treat a Roman the same 
I way? Which Is harder, for a white 
' man to treat a Negro like a human 
being, or for a Negro to treat a 
white man like one? It may be hard 
either way, but it is Christian.

“ In Christ There Is 
No East or West”

An old Scotch elder tells this story.
“ My church had invited the 

youth fellowship of all the denomi­
nations in the state to meet in our 
church, and the officers of our 
church were to serve the commun­
ion on the last afternoon. It had 
never occurred to me that some of 
the delegates would be Negroes, 
but when I stood up to pass the 
bread and wine, there sat some Ne­
gro young people right beside the 
white ones.

For a minute 1 thought 1 
couldn’t do it. In forty years as 
an elder in the church, 1 had 
never passed the communion 
plate to any but white persons. 
But then 1 thought, after all I 
am not passing the bread and 
wine to Negroes and' white peo­
ple, but only to Christians. So J 
went ahead with it and I never 
felt such a blessing as 1 had 
that afternoon.”
The elder had discovered that 

what Paul wrote is true: in the 
“ new creature”  in Christ there is 
neither Greek nor Jew, slave nor 
free man; that in Christ’s presence 
the stone walls that divide the hu­
man race melt like snow, j

Mize One oi Game's All-Timers

An  old friend of mine by the 
name of George Ade once 

started a slogan, hooked up with 
an organization, which he called 
“ Flowers for the Living.”

This is not a bad idea. I don’ t 
know' what flowers ever mean to 
the dead. Or kind words. Or cheers. ‘ 
Or anything except the peace of 
eternal sleep.

We feel that it is almost Impossi­
ble to write too many kind words 
about an old Georgia friend known 
as Johnny Mize, the Demorest De­
stroyer.

Johnny has al­
ways been a large, 
powerfully bui l t ,  
rather slow-moving 
performer destined 
to be no part' of a 
Ty C o b b ,  w h o  
c a m e  f r o m  a 
n e i g h b o r i n g  
Georgia village.

Johnny reported 
at G r e e n s b o r o  
slightly o v e r  21 
years ago. He was 

then 17 years old. Today he is on 
his way to 40.

Johnny lost three years of base­
ball in the Navy, 1943, 1944 and 
1945, a three-year term which cost 
his record at least 100 or more 
home runs. Possibly 150 home runs, 
since he was hitting at that clip 
after he had surrendered his Navy 
cap.

Around 15 years ago, St. 
Louis tried to pass Mize along - 
to Cincinnati’s Reds. Johnny 
had a bad knee and the Beds 
turned him back. At that time 
everyone thought Mize was 
through—a fine power hitter 
with a bad leg.
So Mize had to move back to the 

Cardinals. He began hitting home 
runs without losing any time. He 
also began winning a flock of ball 
games.

The Cardinals, meaning Mr. 
Rickey, sold Mize to the Giants in 
1942, nine years ago. They figured 
Mize was all through, a washed-up 
slugger.

Mize gave the Giants 26 home 
runs that season. But he gave them 
51 home runs in 1947 and 40 home 
runs in 1948, Those were the two 
years he tied Ralph Kiner, the 
Pirate slasher, now the best of all 
the home-run hitters. Mize was sent 
to Kansas City in 1950. He was 
brought back to hit 25 home runs 
that year.

Mize was 35 when he tied Kiner’ s 
march the second time; Kiner was 
25. That’s the type of hitter Johnny 
Mize happens to be. He could spot 
’em 10 years and handle ’em. But 
you can’t spot ’em too many dec­
ades. Johnny Mize is one of the 
great power hitters of aU time. And 
quite a fellow beyond that.

The Greatest Hitters
There are many styles of great 

hitters. Willie Keeler was one of 
the great place hitters. I’ll have to 
rank Ty Cobb above the immortal 
WilUe.

Ty was a punch hitter. He elected 
this role over the slugger's job to 
get on base. They are paying trib­
ute to hitters who have gotten 2,000 
bits. Cobb got over 4,000 hits. He 
also stole close to 900 bases.

Babe Ruth was the power hitter. 
Babe might have been a .400 hitter 
just as Cobb might have been a 
slugger.

The tw« next greatest hitters Fve 
ever seen in some 50 years of ob­
servation were Rogers Hornsby 
add Shoeless Joe Jackson.

Cobb — Ruth Hornsby — 
Jackson, They are the four 
tops. After these—George Sis­
ter. Sure anybody ean be wrong. 
But what’s the matter with 
Cobb, Ruth, Hornsby and Jack- 
son?
They are the four tops in the land 

of the ash, in my book.
Jackson was a natural-born hit­

ter, if you’ll take the word of Cobb, 
Ruth and Speaker. Years ago on ra­
dio interviews each one told me 
that Jackson was the greatest hitter 
he had ever seen.

There is no questioning the fact 
now that Ralph Kiner is the biggest 
of the big hitters left. ICiner has 
averaged 48 home runs a year in 
the last four seasons.

He may raise this to 50 by the 
end of the 1951 campaign. Gil
Hodges will need another 25 homers 
to protect his earlier lead.

Yet when Mize was close to 35, 
he tied Kiner two yeajs running at 
51 and 40. Ted Williams is a big 
hitter, but he isn’t a Kiner. No one 
else is.

ly along this line: how does the
heavyweight division of Sharkey,
Camera, Baer and Braddock com­
pare with the 1951 mixture.

There isn’t any big difference 
except that the modem heavy­
weights mentioned are more in­
teresting and hav^more varied 
personalities. Sharkey and Baer 
were equipped to be high-class 
heavyweights, but disliked the 
game.
The top men today—Walcott, 

Charles, Louis and Marciano, plus 
La Starza and possibly Layne—are 
a queer mixture. Joe Louis was one 
of the greatest of all ring men—a 
great fighter in his day and prime. 
Walcott carries the greatest sym­
pathetic appeal boxing has known 
in years. His average isn't too hot. 
He has knocked out CharlM and, 
many feel, he has beaten Louis.
