‘Thank You For Quiet Stillness’

What a day this has
been! What a whirlwind
week, one more whirling
seven-day blur.

I sit now in the
stillness of my study at
the church, thankful for
the quiet—and for a few
precious moments of
peace. At this moment,
I'm glad to be alone for
a little while, filling up
with the kind of strength
and blessing that only
comes in the quiet.

Surely we can learn
something important,
something that can
genuinely bless us,
when we remember that
our Lord Jesus, after
busy days of teaching
and healing and activity
often went away by
himself to “a solitary
place.”

I don’t sit still and
just enjoy such quiet
peace nearly as often
as I should. I've often
laughed and said that
one of the reasons I
enjoy preaching and
leading worship is that
I'd hate to have to sit still
during a whole service.

Yes, I laugh. But there
is more truth in that
than I care to admit.
Like so much of our
society, I rarely sit still,
and that’s not only a
shame, it’s a fact that
hurts us all more than
we can imagine.

Remembering Independence Day
Something worth saying. .

Eighty-eight years
have come and passed
on.

As of July 5 of this
year, my wife and I have
been in our house — on
Ave. ] in Muleshoe — for
57 years. We built the
house, and moved into
it on July 5, 1955.

Neither of us went
down to the July 4
festivities this year,
because I don’t drive
any more. My license
has expired and I haven't
tried to have it renewed.
My wife doesn't like to
drive, especially when
there is a lot of traffic, as
I'm sure was the case.

But I would have
liked to go down town
to see and observe what
they were “doing.” I feel
certain that whatever
they are doing it was their
way of saying thanks for
the freedoms they enjoy,
and to manifest the love
and appreciation they
have for each other.

I remember my
father, pretty early in
the morning of that day
said “Well, boys, get
your hoes and we will go
and chop cotton.” That
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“ By Glen Williams

was disappointing to
me because I knew they
were having a picnic in
Maud, Okla., a few miles
from where we lived,
and I wanted to go to it.

I wanted to ride the
merry-go-round and
drink somelittle “Orange
Julip.” Frankly, I hadn’t
thought about having to
chop cotton that day.

I'was nearly nine years
of age at that time. And
I went on with him, and
we chopped cotton until
about 10:30 a.m., and
Daddy said “Would you
like to take your hoe
and go to the house?”
That was of course what
I wanted to hear, so I
asked, “and go where?”
And he said, “We don’t
have to go somewhere
just because we have
stopped chopping cotton
for a little while.”

So we went to the
house, ate lunch, cleaned
up a little, got into our
old 1918 model Dodge
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touring car and went to
the picnic.

I had a little money
because my father paid
me a little along for
some of the work I did
in helping with the farm
work.

Mother raised turkeys
and she had us boys care
for them. She paid us
for that so I generally
had some money. And
never did I have to ask
for money from anyone.
In fact I have never
borrowed money from
any individual.

I have borrowed a lot
of money during the
years of my life, but I
always got it from a bank
or some other institution
whose business was to
make loans.

And today, except
about $4,000 loan on
our house, I don’t owe
any one. And I'intend to
pay that off by the end
of this year. But I have
paid many thousands
in interest through the
years.

Needless to say, if I
had it to live over  would
manage things a little
better.

But back to the topic
of this column — the
Fourth of July, I noted
that there was a full
page in a Lubbock
newspaper a listing of
official statements made
by public officials that
served during years
gone by. The heading
of it was “In God We
Trust,” and it included
quotations of men who
served in positions many
years ago

Under one subheading

as, “It is the duty of all
nations to acknowledge
the providence of
Almighty God, to obey

Why is an Energy Efficient Motor Important?

Producers affected by disasters
urged to keep good records

The USDA Farm Service Agency urges livestock producers affected by natural
disasters to keep thorough records of their livestock and feed losses, including
additional expenses for such things as feed purchases because of lost supplies.

FSA recommends that owners and producers record all pertinent information of
natural disaster consequences, including: Documentation of the number and kind of
livestock that have died, supplemented if possible by photographs or video records
of ownership and losses; dates of death supported by birth recordings or purchase
receipts; costs of transporting livestock to safer grounds or to move animals to new
pastures; and feed purchases if supplies or grazing pastures are destroyed.

Squeezing more crop
out of each drop of water

Studies in China and Colorado
by Agricultural Research Service
(ARS) scientists and cooperators have
revealed some interesting tactics on
how to irrigate with limited water,
based on a crop’s critical growth
stages.

Laj Ahuja, research leader at the ARS
Agricultural Systems Research Unitin
Fort Collins, Colo., and colleagues
conducted the studies.

As one example, with wheat in
China, they found it best to use 80
percent of the water for wheat’s two
critical growth stages. In Colorado, it
was best to use 80 percent of the water
for corn’s critical flowering and grain
filling stages.

Other tactics for putting limited
water to best use are to irrigate only
part of a field, skip the pre-plant
irrigation for corn, delay irrigating
until up to half of the soil water is
depleted, and wet soil to no more than
70 percent of field capacity.

Ahuja and his colleagues came
up with the findings in China by
combining the ARS Root Zone Water

Quality Model with the Decision
Support System for Agrotechnology
Transfer crop growth modules.

While the combination of models
has been used in other experiments
to test alternative water and nitrogen
management practices, this is the first
time these models have been used
to evaluate crop responses to lack
of water across critical crop growth
stages, and the first to use long-term
weather data.

In Colorado, they used the models
for simulations, relying on local
weather records dating back to 1912.
In China, the simulations used records
from 1961 to 1999.

The scientists also found that farmers
irrigating in China could cut back their
nitrogen fertilizer use by a third,
reducing nitrate leaching by 60 percent
without affecting crop yields.

The experiments demonstrated that
crop simulation models enable fast
and cheap transfer of technology from
research labs and experimental stations
to farmers’ fields. Coupled with local
field experiments, they proved to be
an excellent tool for making the best
use of limited water.

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Bailey County West Nile
Virus concerns increase

There has yet to be any confirmed
cases of West Nile Virus reported in
Bailey County, however, according to
officials with the Texas Department
of State Health Services there is one
case currently under investigation,
as of Aug. 29.

In north central Texas, Dallas and
surrounding counties are currently
battling an outbreak of West Nile
Virus that reportedly accounts for
about half the cases nation-wide —
with numerous deaths in the Dallas
area being attributed to the disease.

However, here in West Texas,
and the southern panhandle, the
cases to date have been significantly
less, probably due — according to
state officials, to the area’s drought
conditions.

As of Wednesday, Aug. 19, there
have been now been eight confirmed
cases reported within the human
population — two “less severe”
fever cases in Deaf Smith and Hale
Counties, and two fever cases Randall
Counties, and three “neurionvasive
cases,” in Randall County:.

Lubbock County has reported one
neurionvasive case and one fever
case. And Castro County has one case
under investigation.

Both Crosby and Dickens Counties
have reported a single fever case each,
also.

According to state health
officials, individuals wishing to
take preventative measures should
“practice the four ‘D"

* Dawn and Dusk — Avoid being
out then;

* Dress appropriately in long
sleeves and long pants;

® Drain standing water from old
tires, buckets, etc.; and

e DEET — Don’t leave home
without it, or one of the other effective
repellent for insects (picaridin or oil

of lemon eucalyptus).

According to a health department
news releases, if you can’t, or won't
follow the first step, at least practice
the remaining three.

And, “if you won’t practice any
of them, be sure you have some sick
leave available and if you are older
(50+) or have underlying illness
(diabetes, hypertension) get fitted for

a wheel chair and maybe a casket.”

The TXDSHS release also suggests
making local government officials
aware of areas and items that are
retaining water, such as abandoned
swimming pools and hot tub, so steps
can be taken to prevent mosquito
breeding.

The release also warns of wildlife
and domesticated pets behaving
oddly, as they may have contracted
the virus, and warns area residents to
contact the appropriate authorities in
the event such is noted.

Area farmers and ranchers can
practice prevention by treating
standing water with a larvicide that
is safe for livestock, or allowing
“troughs to overflow creating wet
areas for mosquitos to lay their eggs
in the soil.”

State officials also suggest that
individuals working with irrigation
systems use repellent.
