Johnny Carson determined to exit 

despite $2.5 million-o-yeor salary

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Johnny Carson wants to quit “The Toniuhl 
Show,” but his attorney denies reports the entertainer is determined to 
leave NBC’s popular late-niftht pru^ram sometime this fall.

The New York Times said Friday that Carson — whose $2.5 million-a 
year contract almost certainly makes him the highest-paid entertainer 
on television — would leave the talk show Sept. 30. his 17th anniversary as 
“Tonight” host.

But Carson’s attorney, Henry I. Bushkin, who reportedly returned here 
from Las Vegas, Nev., with the entertainer hursday, told the Los Angeles 
Times his client had not set a firm departure date.

“After 17 years, Johnny feels he’s given it his best shot,” Bushkin said, 
acknowledging Carson had talked with NBC about leaving the program 
before his contract expires in the spring of 19K1.

Carson’s departure would be another serious blow for NBC, which has 
endured a disastrous season in the ratings. The network has been last in 
the weekly prime-time ratings all but five times since .September, and 
though Carson’s program is outside of prime-time, shock waves most 
certainly would be* felt at the affiliate level.

Carson was unavailable for comment on the reports. A source connect­
ed with the “Tonight” show who asked not to be identified said, however, 
that Carson’s request followed an ultimatum from NBC President Fred 
Silverman, who reportedly was upset by Carson’s frequent absences 
from the show .

Bushkin denied that, and also took issue with reports from New York 
that Silverman had tried unsuccessfully to dissuade Carson from leaving. 
“That’s not what happened,” he told the Los Angeles Times.

One missing on tanker 
set afire by lightning

NEDF2R1.AND, Texas (AP) — One of 33 crew 
members of a Liberian oil tanker was mi.ssing and 
presumed dead today after lightning touched off 
explosions on the ship in the Neches River, the Coast 
Guard said.

Of the other 32 men, the Coast Guard said 15 were 
hospitalized with cuts and burns and another 15 were 
treated and released. The Coast Guard said the two 
other men apparently escapc‘d injury altogether.

In addition, authorities said, two dockworkers 
standing near the ship when the lightning struck 
were hospitalized with injuries.

The ship, the .Sea Tiger, was leaking oil into the 
river and was in danger of sinking, the Coast Guard 
said.

Widespread street flooding caused by torrential 
rains in this coastal port near Houston hamp<>rt>d 
rescue efforts.

Authorities said lightning during a thunderstorm 
late Thursday touched off a series of explosions on 
the vessel and set it afire at a Sun OpI Co. duck.

Coast Guard spokesman Dave Galgay said surviv­
ing crewmen rerwirlcH «i»»einr> on«> rmn Hie in the

explosions. His body had nut bĉ en recovered.
John .Shaw, a Sun Oil vice president, said the 

lightning and explosion left must of the midsectiun a 
mass of twisted and torn metal.

Coast Guard Chief Petty Officer Robert Brown 
said it was nut known how much of the 24,500 barrels 
of oil — more than 1 million gallons — still on board 
could be contained. Galgay said the ship’s capacity 
was about 250,000 barrels. ~

Crews from five Coa.st Guard vessels pumped 
foam into a 30-foot hole on the ship’s starboard side 
trying to contain the blaze.

Shaw said the ship was manned by an Italian crew 
and had bt'en leased to Gulf Oil Co.

Ambulance driver Pal Riley, one of the first to 
arrive on the scene, said. “ I could see the men 
running down (the anchor rope*). Some were running 
down and some were falling off. Men were just 
running off the ship.”

Galgay said a Japanese tanker, the Fukuyama 
Maru, was moved from a neighboring dwk to avoid 
the threat of further explosions.

Midland Memorial Hospital’s cur­
rent financial condition surfaced 
again Thursday during a lengthy 
meeting of the Midland County Hospi­
tal District board of directors.

While directors learned that the 
hospital showed a net gain in reve­
nues of $55,422 for the month of 
March, the figure was more than 
$87,000 under projected revenues.

As of March, the hospital showed a 
deficit of more than $180,000 for this 
year, according to a financial state­
ment presented to the board.

However, hospital administrator 
Wayne Ulrich and board president 
E.H. Magruder Jr. after the meeting 
said they predict the hospital will be 
operating in the black within a year to 
24 months.

P'ollowing a statement that unpaid 
bills had increased by 7.8 percent over 
the same billing period last year, 
board member Dr Michael Burleson 
began probing Ulrich about what the 
hospital was doing to bring these ac­
counts receivable more In line with 
what he said was the state average

BURLK.SON HA.S CHARGED that 
it costs 25 to 30 percent more per 
patient to operate Midland Memorial 
Hospital than other hospitals of a 
similar size in Texas. He has cited 
figures contained in a Permian Basin 
Health Systems Agency report.

“The last time I checked into it, we 
were 60 to 90 days behind in filing 
claims,” Burleson said.

Ulrich said the hospital has been fil­
ing insurance claims within seven 
to 10 days after dismissal, and that a 
new data processing system being 
installed at the hospital would allevi­
ate the situation

The financial statement for March 
showed more than $2.9 million in out­
standing accounts

Of that total, more than $1.1 million 
was less than 30 days old. However, 
more than $1 million was more than 
three months due.

“If we’re that up on filing claims, 
why are we still ^hind in accounts 
receivable,” Burleson asked. “ We 
ought to be making a lot of hay.”

Nonetheless, other board members 
expres.sed opposition to a proposal 
Burleson made to bring in an outside 
management firm to streamline the 
hospital’s nnancial operation.

Magruder said he “ leans away” 
from the employment of hospital 
management companies because of

what he called p«itential conflicts of 
interest between tho.se firms and sup 
ply companies, and because the dks- 
triet would lose control over the pur­
chasing and subcontracting process

Burleson countered that the idea 
“ should not be dismissed out of 
hand.”

“They all have systems that work,” 
he addc'd

Newly elected board member Dr. 
Henrie Mast said he also was oppostn) 
to hiring a hospital management 
team.

Other hospital board 
members expressed op­
position to a proposal 
Dr. Michael Burleson 
made to bring in an out­
side management firm.

“ WE .CAN HANDLE our own deal 
ourselves I’m not ready to hire an 
outside firm," he said 

Mast later said if the hospital did 
not make impmvements In its finan­
cial condithm. ”we ought to look for 
outside help”

In an Interview following Thurs­
day’s meeting, Ulrich said the instal­
lation of a data processing pack­
age by McAuto Hospital .Services, 
which will cost $30,000, will reduce 
the backlog in accounts receivable 

He added that completion of the $10 
million construction and renovation 
on Midland Memorial Hospital will 
rt>duce excessive per patient costs for 
treatment

The data processing system should 
be in operation by the beginning of the 
hospital’s fiscal year, October I 

The administrator contended the 
hospital could operate without a defi­
cit.

“Not only do I foresee it, but up 
until this year, we have shown gains 
In 19 to 24 months, the hospital wilt be 
in the Mack again,” he said 

Ulrich said that much of the hospi­
tal’s higher than average per patient 
costswere related to the “outmoded” 
physical plant.

r “ So much of the difficulty In 
operating this hospital is directly re­
lated to the physical plant,” he said. 
“We do not have the ability under our 
present"physical strutture to staff the 
hospital with the same degree of ac­

curacy and flexibility that other hos­
pitals more modern in design can 
do”

THE RENOVATION should reduce 
labor costs for patient care, Ulrich 
said He then denit‘d Dr. Burleson’s 
charge that the facility is expc*rienc- 
ing a 78 piTcent turnover in nursing 
personnel

“ It’s not accurate,” he said, adding 
that the turnover for the last six 
months on recruited nurses was M 
percent.

In a separate interview, Magruder 
said that, although the hospital is in a 
"transition period,” the financial 

• problems are being solved.
A  “ By and large we’ll conclude the 
^ f i r s t  full fiscal year without having to 

appropriate more money than we 
budgeted,” he said.

Magruder traced (he hospital’s fi­
nancial problems to uncollected debts 
and indigent care He said when the 
hospital M‘came a hospital district. It 
inherited a backlog of between $1.1 
million and $1.5 million In unpaid 
d«’bts.

“These things varied from 30 days 
to over a year old,” Magnider said. 
Currently, the hospital is charging off 
some of those debts. The board voted 
Thursday to write off $83,000 In 
debts.

“ Hopefully, if the hospital were 
able to run at a profit all the time, we 
would only have to devote money to 
indigent care,” he said

“ I DONT .SEE any reason why It 
can’t operate in the black,” Magnider 
said.

In other action, newly-elected 
directors Scott Shelton and Dr. 
Henrie Mast were sworn into of­
fice, as was Magruder, who was re-e­
lected April 7.

Shelton and Mast replace retiring 
board members L. D ^ker Dawson 
and Bob Pendleton. Neither sought 
re election to the board.

The board met for more than 90 
minutes behind closed doors to dis­
cuss property purchase and personnel 
matters before voting to purchase the 
lot directly east of Midland Memorial 
for expanded parking.

The board also learned of the possi­
bility of a large financial gift.

Board members also authorized the 
transfer of $119,000 from the tax fund 
to the operation budget to meet bills. 
'That total brings the amount transfer­
red out of the fund to date to $300,000, 
about 65 percent of the anticipated 
transfer budgeted for this year.
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Ike wanted bomb test confusion
SALT LAKE CITY. (AP) — .South­

ern Utah residents were uncertain 
about what dangers were posed by 
nuclear tests in neighboring Nevada^ 
during the 1950s, and newly declassi­
fied documents show the confusion 
was what then-President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower wanted.

At a time when pressure was 
mounting to move open-air testing 
el.sewhere, Eisenhower told the Atom­
ic Energy Commission in 1953 lo keep 
the public “confused” so research 
could go on, according to materials 
declassified for a Joint congressional 
committee.

The committte held a one-day hear­
ing Thursday to study a possible link 
between the tests and cancer.

The federal agency frequently told 
southern Utah residents they were in 
no danger from the reddish clouds 
that drifted over their homes after the

nuclear tests, the documents show.
Gordon Dean, then-chairman of the 

commission, appeared reluctant to 
ask Elsenhower for permission to 
conduct a test because an outcry lin­
gered over a previous blast, accord­
ing to a diary written by Dean.

Eiienhower gave hit permisiion on 
ti«y 27, 1953, and “expressed some 
concern, not too serious, but made the 
suggestion that we leave ‘thermonu­
c le a r ’ out of press releases and 
speeches. Also ’fusion’ and ‘hydro­
gen,’” according to the diary.

Dean, writing In his diary, contin­
ued, “The President says, ‘keep them 
confused as to ‘fission’ and ‘fusion.’”

.Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass., 
read the document into the record of 
the hearing, which he co-chaired.

Kennedy also called for declassifi­
cation of more records from the test­
ing era and related health data

emassed since then.
Kennedy read an excerpt from the 

transcript of a 1955 AEG meeting that 
he said typified what he called a 
pattern of deception. Then-Commis­
sioner W F. Libby was quoted as say­
ing, “ People have got to learn to live 
with the facts of life, and part of the 
facts of life are fallout.”

Another commissioner, Thomas E. 
Murray, was quoted as saying, “We 
must not let anything interfere with 
this .series of tests — nothing.”

Other documents showed the com­
mission was careful not to detonate 
bombs on days when winds blew to­
ward Las Vegas or Los Angeles, but 
dfd nothing to protect Utah and Ari­
zona residents from fallout.

Although there is no proof linking 
radioactive fallout to cancer, resi­
dents f|‘om southern Utah told the

panel about dozens of cancer deaths 
among relatives and friends.

The hearing lasted only one day, 
but Rep Rob Eckhardt, D-Texas, 
Kennedy’s co-chairman, said a simi­
lar hearing would be held Monday in 
Las Vegas. Hie panel is trying to 
determine if allef^ly affect^ resi­
dents should be compensated by the 
government.

Elbert Pickett testified that he lost 
10 members of his immediate family 
to cancer in 10 years.

“ It was quite a sight,” he said of tho 
blasts. “ These red-colored clouds 
would come over our area. We were 
told there was no danger.”

“No one warned us,” said Utah 
Gov-. Scott Matheson, who lived in 
southern Utah 25 years ago. “I perso­
nally went outside the house and 
watched (he mushroom cloud.”

He said the tremor was an after­
shock of the 7.7 earthquake that shook 
southern Alaska and parts of Canada 
Feb. 26 between Anchorage and Ju­
neau.

Plague case reparted in New Mexica
SANTA FE, N.M. (AP) — A 

Thoreau, N.M., woman who died of 
plague apparently contracted the dis­
ease clow to home but did not pass It 
to others in the area, the state's chief 
medical officer says.

Dr. Jonathan Mann said the 76- 
ycar-old woman, who died Sunday, 
may have had a very minimal ca.se of 
pneumonic plague, which is potential­
ly transmissible from person to per­
son t I

“We have reached all hospitaf per­
sonnel who took rare of her as well as 
contacts in the community and none 
of lliem appear to be ill with symp­
toms suggestive of plague, he said.

He said it appears the woman con­
tracted the disea.se in the general 
area of her home, but said an investi­
gation is continuing.

“ It will take some time to pinpoint 
the actual source of the plague,” he 
said. •

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — A 
state district judge awarded Priscilla 
Davis $3,340,HIH in the settlement of 
her almost five-year-old divorce spat 
with millionaire Cullen Davis, but 
said she must give up the push $6 
million dollar F'urt Wurth mansion.

Judge Clyde Ashworth, the third 
judge in the high-stakes divorce, 
ruled this morning that the majoritiy 
of Davis' fortune was made before the 
couple married.

He said Davis made only about $7 
million during the couple's sturmy 
jO-year marriage and ruled that Mrs. 
Davis was due about half of that 
amount.

Ashworth also awarded Mrs. Davis’ 
lawyers $1.25 million and rujed that 
Davis must pay half that amount 
from his separate property and MD.,- 
Dvis must pay the remainder.

Mrs. Davis had asked the judge to 
award her $50 million, the mansion, 
her personal possessions and her lux­
ury automobile.

Iler lawyers asked for between $2.5 
million and $3 million in legal fees.

Davis’ lawyers called the requests 
“an attempt by a voracious woman 
and her two opportunistic lawyers 
blinded to principle by the dollar 
signs in their eyes to set themselves 
up for life out of one man's inherit­
ance — to which none of them Is 
entitU*d”

Mrs Davis should receive $400,000, 
her car and personal possessions, 
they claim They also say her lawyers 
should receive $100,000.̂

The Fort Worth industrialist was 
acquitt(‘d by an Amarillo Jury in Au­
gust 1977 of charges he killed his 
12-year-old stepdaughter, Andrea 
Wilborn, during an August 1976 shoot­
ing rampage at the Fort Worth man­
sion.

He also faces murder charges in the 
slaying of Mrs. Davis’ lover Stan 
Farr, and attempted murder charges 
in the wounding of Mrs. Davis and a 
chance visitor to the mansion.

A mistrial was declared last Jan­
uary when the jury could nut reach a 
verdict in the trial In which Davis was 
charged with trying to solicit the mur­
der of his first divorce judge, Joe 
Eid.sun. Prosecutors have said they 
will try the industrialist again on the 
charges. Eidson was nut hurt.

Eidsun disqualified him.self from 
the divorce case and was replaced by 
retired State District Judge John 
Barron, who then became embroiled 
in a squabble with Tarrant County 
prosecutors when they subpoenaed 
trial records.

After epurters learned Barron had 
met privately with Davis, Barron dis­
qualified himself. He denied any 
w rungduing and said he met with both 
parties separately trying to arrange 
an uut-of-cuurt .settlement.

NTSB urges grounding 
of Sikorsky helicopters

ELIZABETH, N.J. (AP) — The 
grounding of all Sikorsky S-61 civilian 
helicopters has been urged by the 
National Transportation Safety 
Board, which found metal fatigue in 
the tail rutar blade of a New York 
Airways S-61 that crashed at Newark 
Airport.

Three persons died and 15 were 
injured in the crash, which occurred 
shortly after the helic-opter took off 
Wednesday.

“This preliminary examination dis- 
clos(>d a fatigue crack through ap 
pruximately M percent of the leading 
i»dge spar,” NTSB spokesman Brad 
Dunbar said Thursday. A spar is a 
rod-like device running the length of a 
helicopter blade.

It is the first time the board, in its 
12-year existence, has recommended 
grounding a scheduled passenger­
carrying commercial aircraft.

In Stratford. Conn., an ofneial of 
Sikorsky Aircraft said the firm will

cooperate with agencies investigating 
the fatal crash, but added that “we 
have nut seen the safety board's rec­
ommendation yet."

Alan Wayne, a spokesman fur the 
company, a division of United Tech­
nologies Corp., said the S-61 is “one of 
the most successful helicopters any­
where”

The helicopter “ has flown more 
passengers than all other helicopters 
combined,” he said.

Sikorsky still builds S-6ls and ex­
pects to produce nine this year at its 
Stratford plant. Wayne said.

The S-61 is a civilian version of the 
Marine One helicopter that President 
Carter uses, but a White House 
spokesman said the presidential craft 
has a shorter body and a completely 
different tail rotor system.

“We have no plans to ground It.” ' 
spokesman Jim Purks said after con­
ferring with the White House military 
office.

Floodwaters force evacuation in Houston

F'lo«»dwaters fnim torrential rains 
struck the Houston and Beaumont 
areas late Thursday, forcing some 
evacuations, stranding motorists and 
flooding many homes and busin­
esses.

Harris County Civil Defense offi 
cials predicted more flooding — and 
more evacuations — through the 
weekend^ especially along the rain- 
swollen San Jacinto River east of 
Houston.

“We evacuated III persons from 
Bella Woods and about 100 pt>rsons 
from Banana Rend and Highland 
Shores Drive," said Harris County 
Civil Defense Director John Caswell. 
He predicted homes of more than 
1,000 residents will have to be eva­
cuated in Harris County before the 
week Is over.

.Some evacuations were under way 
Thursday in the Beaumont area near 
the Pine Island Bayou and Sour Lake 
and other areas near swolleii river 
tributaries, the National Weather 
SPr\’If7'Wlf»Mip<r. '

Both cities received six or more 
inches of rain Thursday, and Bevil 
Oaks north of Beaumont recorded 11.5 
inches.

“ All stores and businesses In down­
town Beaumont were being flooded by 
running water up to two feet," the 
NWS reported just before midnight 
Thursday. The Red Cross set up seven 
shelters in Beaumont for flood refu­
gees.

The NWS said 75 to 100 persons were 
stranded by deep water at Beau­
mont's Parkdale Mall, They were re­
scued early today.

The new rainstorms came one day 
after 800 to 1,000 residents in Conroe, 
35 miles north of Houston, were eva­
cuated from their homes after a nine- 
hour downpour filled streets and 
homes with water.

Caswell .said current flooding in the 
Houston area would exceed that of 
1973 when a record 49.8 feet of water 
crested the Lake Houston spillway.

“That was about five feet higher 
than the spillway,’’ Caswell said. 
“This is going to be about six feet 
higher than the spillway and the extra 
12 inches of water is going to affect a 
much larger area."

Forecasters said the crest was ex­
pected tonight.

Russ Luedke, a visitor from Neeah, 
Wise., was en route to .see a play in 
Houston when the car he was riding in 
flooded out.

“We were just sitting there and a 
guy in a canoe came along and gave 
us a ride" to a nearby church, Luedke 
said "I don’t know If I’ll ever come 
back to Texas again."

Water w as reported over the tops of 
cars in the Alabama Theater paricing 
lot in Houston. Police and firemen 
thoughout the city were called out to 
assist stranded motorists.

A North American Soccer League 
game between Houston and New En­
gland went on as scheduled in the 
Astrodome despite waist-deep water 
in some areas outside the facility.

A crowd of 650 watched the game 
while others stalled on feeder roads 
leading to the Astrodome.

The floods also hampered rescue 
efforts at Nederland wher a tanker 
exphtded and burned when it was 
.struck by lightning while unloading 
oil.

A four-inch downpour caused 
streets and underpas.ses to flood dur­
ing rush hour traffic at Fort Worth 
Thursday afternoon and heavy thun­
derstorms roamed across much of 
South Texas throughout the night.

Rainfall amounts in the Houston 
and Beaumont area ranged from five 
to 12 inches in a 24-hour period, the 
National Weather Service said.

Rain continued in .Southeast Texas 
during the early morning hours and 
forecasts called for more showers and 
thunderstorms throughout the day. 
Highs were to be mostly in the 70s and 
80s

A flash flood watch was extended 
for .Southeast Texas. It covered the 
area along and east of a line from

(Allege Station to Palacios.

Motorists on their way home during 
the rush hour Thursday were strand­
ed for hours on some city freeways 
because of flooding under overpasses 
and becau.se motorists could not exit 
onto flooded .service roads.

Water ro.se to the windows of hun­
dreds of cars caught in the bowl-like 
underpasses, which filled up quickly 
from the water running off the streets 
above.

Men in suits and women in skirts 
and high heels trudged through waist- 
dcH'p water in a futile .search for help, 
and many just abandoned their vehi­
cles for local taverns.

“ One man ju s t cam e in here

.shopping mall. “He said he was on the 
highway for four hours and can't talk, 
eat or anything. He’s just sitting here,

Under its security treaty with the 
United States. Japan relies on Ameri­
ca to deal with foreign aggression.

The treaties that ended World War 
II. as well as Japan’s own-post-war 
constitution, restricted Japan's devel­
opment of a potentially offensive mili­
tary force. It does have a .Self-Defense 
Force of about 250,000 troops, but the 
size and duties of this force are a sore 
point with public anti-military groups 
as well as with the political opposi­
tion. Japan hopes to improve the qual­
ity of its army without a major in­
crease in its size.

The Soviets have an estimated 300,- 
000 troops In the Far East, many of 
them dug in on the tense border with 
China. In recent months they sent 
planes and ships to aid Vietnam in its 
war with China and there also have 
been reports of Russian “Backfire” 
bombers stationed in Sibeiitt and the 
movement of an Soviet aircraft car­
rier into the Indian ocean. i

BKLFA.ST, Northern Ireland (AP) — Bloodied and 
battered by nearly 10 years of guerrilla warfare, 
Northern Ireland is reeling under a new wave of 
IRA terror that has killed 12 members of the security 
forces in two weeks.

The .spring offensive of the outlawed Irish Republi­
can Army's Provisional wing bi‘gan In London with 
the bomb assassination of Airey Neave, the Conser­
vative Party’s spokesman on Northern Ireland, on 
March 30, the day after Prime Minister James 
(^llaghan .scheduled a general election for May 3.

The new guerrilla campaign opened in Northern 
Ireland six days later with an ambush outside a 
British army base in which two soldiers were 
killed. The IRA’s 10 other victims since then have 
included three more soldiers, four policemen blown 
up Tuesday as their Land-Rover passed a parked, 
booby-trappc'd van, a part-time member of the Ul­
ster Defense Regiment, a prison officer shot as he 
left his sister’s wedding with his 3-year-old daughter 
and a woman prison officer and an army cadet killed 
Thursday.

The situation stirred up a storm today between 
U.S. House .Speaker Thomas P. “Tip" O’Neill and 
British political leaders after O’Neill accused Brit­
ain of using Northern Ireland as a “ political foot­
ball”  O’Neill made the remark in Dublin and then 
flew here with a congressional delegation.

In London, .Shirley Williams, education minister 
and a leading member of Britain’s Labor Party, said 
Irish-Americans had "very little idea of the truth of 
the situation in Northern Ireland.”

Conservative leader Marjgaret Thatcher, hoping to 
become Britain’s first woman prime minister, said 
the events in Northern Ireland “are too deeply 
tragic” to bi‘ u.sed politically.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Three of 
the four armed services fell short of 
their goals in enlisting women during 
the last six months.

Recent reports to Pentagon man­
power officials show that the Marine 
Corps and Air Force shared the 
Army’s previously disclosed failure 
to meet recruiting objectives' for 
women in the first half of fiscal 1979.

However, the Army’s shortfall was 
the most serious. The Army reached 
only 72 percent of its objective while 
the Marine Corps hit 90 percent and 
the Air Force recruited 99 percent of 
its goal.

The Navy alone was successful, 
making 101 percent of its quota.

The period covered by the report 
was from last Oct. 1 to March 31.

The Carter administration’s hopes 
for quieting congre.ssional criticism 
of the all-volunteer concept rest heav­
ily on the ability to recruit increasing­
ly more women in the future as the 
population of young men declines.

Under current plans, the total of 
'enlisted women in the armed services 
would rise from 117,000 last year to 
208,000 in 1984. The Arn^y’s share of 
this would increase from 5(1,000 in 1978 
to 80,000 five years from now.

The Army’s'unexpected failure to 
attract enough women recruits is a 
particular cause ol concern lor man­
power officials because the Army is 
the biggest of the services.

In a move to bring in ni(»re women 
volunteers, the Army recently an­

nounced a lowering of minimum men­
tal standards, although it preferred to 
call the action ’’expanding Army ser 
vice o p p o rtu n itie s  for young 
women.”

Th other services have not made 
any similar moves and are considered 
unlikely to do so unless they develop 
problems of the magnitude of those 
confronting the Army.

Army officials still are puzzling 
about reasons for the recent decline in 
the enlistment of women after what 
they regarded as successful recruit­
ment over the last several years.

However, .some officials acknowl 
edge the Army may have been too 
optimistic about the potential number 
of women who might wish to serve.

They also say the decline could be 
attribulable to a demonstrated pref-

Foster care for abused children 
not provided in certain cases -

More than to Texas counties do n<H 
provide foster care for child abuse 
victims from non-p<tverty level fami­
lies. according to the Texas Depart­
ment of Human Resources (DHR).

Without the availability of foster 
care, abused or neglected children 
from families nut under income gui­
delines in the 41 counties often are 
forced to remain with their abusive 
parents unless a relative or neighbor 
is willing to care fur the child.

Bernardo Lupĉ z, regional director 
for DHR social services in West 
Texas, says the state currently pro 
vides prolective foster care only to 
children fn»m poverty-level families 
eligible for the AFDC (Aid to Famiies 
with Dependent Children) program

Foster care for children from non 
AFDC familiei is the responsibility of

county governments.
Some 117 Texas counties have a 

contract with DHR to provide protec­
tive foster care for children n«»t eligi­
ble for state funded AFDC foster 
care, according to Lopez.

An additional 96 counties provide 
some limited funding on a case by 
case basis. F'orty-one counties pro­
vide no funding.

Even in counties providing non- 
AFDC foster care, funds do not meet 
the need for sp«‘cialized care for men 
tally retarded or emotionally dis- 
turb<‘d children, Lopez said.

By law, DHR is responsible for 
assuring protection of all children in 
the state, regardless ol a family's 
economic status.

When protective foster care is una­
vailable to non-AFT)C children, DHR

Unemployment
continues to fall

NEW YORK (AP) — Besieged as they are by 
criticism about inflation, energy problems and other 
woes, economic policy-makers can claim one suc­
cess in the past few years.

Since the 1973-75 recession, some 10 million new 
jobs have been created in the United States. Last 
year alone, total employment rose by 3.6 million.

By early 1979, the percentage of working-age 
people drawing paychecks reached a record high of 
59.4. And as of March, the unemployment rate was 
down to 5.7 percent, its lowest level in 4)4 years.

“Over the past four years, employment has en­
joyed the strongest cyclical recovery in the postwar 
period,” economists Carol Brock Kenney and Leslie 
J. Moran at the Wall Street firm of Loeb Rhoades, 
Homblower & Co. noted.

But economics isn’t called “the dismal science” 
for nothing. With all those impressive statistics, the 
present and future employment picture is still 
fraught with problems and uncertainties.

There is, of course, the stubborn issue which the 
experts refer to as structural unemployment — the 
scarcity of jobs for groups such as t^n-aged blacks 
even in the best of times.

In addition, some economy-watchers are warning 
that the high current level of employment in many 
key areas of business might in itself hasten the onset 
of a slowdown later this year.

“The strong rise in employment last year provided 
the base for a substantial boost in personal income 
growth, an important support for consumer spending 
and the economy," Chicago’s Continental Bank 
pointed out in a recent report.

“Continued increases in hiring during the early 
months of this year seem to suggest that business­
men have remained relatively confident about the 
strength of the economy.

“Nonetheless, the rapid growth in employment is 
being reflected in increased strains in the labor 
markets, which could become a destabilizing factor 
in the over-all economic expansion.’’

These ’“strains” are evident, the experts say, in 
shortages of people to fill many skilled labor and 
white-collar jobs, where unemployment rates are 
extremely low.

““The degree of tightness in the skilled labor 
market is far greater than the over-all unemploy­
ment rate might indicate,” Continental Bank ob­
serves.

““Given the outlook for a slowdown in business 
activity this year, however, total employment is 
likely to rise more moderately. With continued ex­
pansion in the labor force, the implication is that the 
rate of unemployment could go up somewhat in the 
rest of this year.

““Even so. the supply of skilled workers is likely to 
remain tight through most of 1979. This is likely to 
result in some further upward pressures on wages, 
particularly in the face of high inflation.”

That, of course, would mean an added force 
working against the Carter administration’s effort to 
make its wage guidelines stick. On top of that, any 
shortages of qualified workers would themselves be 
a drag on the economy — "labor itself acting as a 
constraint to growth,” in the words of the Loeb 
Rhoades economists.

So in the "Catch-22” world of economics, where no 
problem ever seems to get solved unless a worse 
problem supersedes it, you have a choice. You can 
worry about a recession leading to increased unem­
ployment, or you can worry about Increased em­
ployment leading to a recession.

Carter proposing 
major overhaul of 
prescription drugs

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Carter administration 
asked Congress Thursday to speed marketing ap­
proval for drugs that represent major breakthroughs 
and to encourage the sale of relatively inexpensive 
generic drugs.

The requests are included In a bill proposing a 
major overhaul of the nation’s prescription drug law. 
Virtually identical administration le^slation failed 
to reach the floor in the last Congress, largely due to 
major drug manufacturers’ opposition.

The prospects in this Congress also are uncertain, 
and some observers believe the measure was 
doomed when one if its principal advocates. Food 
and Drug Commissioner Donald Kennedy, an­
nounced his resignation Tuesday.

Health, Education ad Welfare Secretary Joseph A. 
Califano Jr., who is vacationing while Congress is in 
recess this week, sent the bill to Capitol Hill with a 
message invoking Carter’s support of tge measure 
and saying he looks forward "to working with the 
Congress again this year as it considers this major 
consumer legislation.”

The measure is designed to speed up a now-lengthy 
administrative process that the industry and many 
experts claim impedes the marketing of new life­
saving drugs.

At the same time, it would permit the Food and 
Drug Administration to order existing drugs off the 
market if they are found to present an unacceptably 
high risk of adverse effects. -

Kennedy offers his own 

legislation on drug laws
WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Edward M Kennedy 

will propose alternative legislation to President 
Carter’s proposed overhaul of the nation's prescrip­
tion drug laws, sources close to the Massachusetts 
Democrat .say.

The sources, who asked not to be identified, said 
Thursday that Kennedy’s plan would accomplish 
much of what Carter wants while at the same time 
avoiding .some confrontations with drug manufactur­
ers.

Kennedy was a major sponsor last year of the 
Carter program, which never emerged from House 
or Senate subcommittees. This year’s measure — 
similar to last year's — would open up secret 
procedures for handling new drug applications and 
expedite the process.

Sources said Kennedy decided to end his support of 
the administrtion bill and introduce his own afler he 
decided the Carter package would fail hi Congress 
once again.

Carter’s proposal also would encourage the saSe of 
relatively Inexpensive generic drugs, which the gov­
ernment says do the same job as brand name 
products. _____________________________
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Nugent believes 
Texans ‘captives’

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — 
Texas electric consumers are “cap­
tive” to coal-hauling railroads, which 
are using their monopoly power to 
finance other traffic and generate a 
“bonanza” for their own stockhold­
ers, says a member of the Texas 
Railroad Commission.

Jim Nugent, one of three commis­
sioners who regulate oil, natural gas 
and railroads in Texas, told a con­
gressional subcommittee here Tues­
day that Texas utilities might nut be 
able to continue their conversion from 
more scarce natural gas to coal if 
railroads continue to increase their 
rates for hauling western coal.

The U.S. House Subcommittee on 
Oversight and Investigations, chaired 
by U.S. Rep. Bob Eckhardt of Hous­
ton, conducted hearings Monday in 
Houston and Tuesday in San Antu 
nio.

Nugent displayed a graph fur the 
committee that showed Texas sup­
plies 48 percent of the natural gas 
used by American utilities to gen­
erate electricity.

Because of this, he added, the state 
will have a “ pivotal role” in the 
nation’s efforts to convert to coal as a 
prime energy source.

The Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion recently rai.sed the rate Burling­
ton Northern Railroad charges for 
hauling coal from Wyoming to .San 
Antonio from $7.?8 pi>r ton to $17.01 
per ton. That increase will cost .San 
Antonio consumers an estimated $11 
million this year, officials have said

Eckhardt pointed to that increase in 
opening the hearing and said the 
freight rates have soared because 
“captive markets pi‘rmit a monopoly

of transpurtaiiun.
“I do not believe anyone will dis­

pute the nation’s need for a healthy 
rail system. However, we must ask 
which railroads are financially de­
pressed and which are profitable,” he 
said.

But Frank H. Coyne, Burlington 
Northern’s chief financial officer, told 
the subcommittee that the coal-haul­
ing rates must reflect railroad ex­
penses.

Because of the coal-hauling busi­
ness, Coyne said Burlington Northern 
made approximately $326 million in 
roadway capital improvements from 
1974 to 1978.- During that-same period, 
he said, the railroad acquired $339.2 
million worth of rolling stuck for coal 
service.

To handle maximum projected coal 
traffic for the five-year period fro 1979 
through 1983, the railroad estimates it 
will have roadway expenditures of 
$807.6 million and will acquire an­
other $728.6 million in additional roll­
ing stock.

“Cost of capital is as unavoidable a 
cost as wages or fuel costs. If a 
company fails to pay labor, nobody 
will work for it,” said Coyne. “If a 
company fails to pay capital, the 
market will nut, provide the funds 
necessary for replacement, mainte­
nance and improvements of plant and 
equipment.”

Coyne said Burlington Northern’s 
return on its railway investment in 
1978 was only 1.58 pt*rcenl, while its 
after-tax cost of capital was 12 to 13 
percent.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Mack Wal­
lace of the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion urged President Carter today to 
help settle “energy-environmental 
conflicts” to encourage the develop­
ment of refinery capacity.

“ The president’s energy policies 
have turned to the right on production 
and must simultaneously turn to the 
right on refinery capacity,” Wallace 
told the statewide oil allowable hear­
ing.

Oil and gas executives applauded 
Wallace’s remarks, and applauded 
again at the urging of (Commission 
Chairman John Poemer, who said 
Wallace “is (H) days ahead of Wash­
ington on all important matters that 
come about.”

“He (Wallace) is doing a spectacu­
lar job on the part of Texans — not 
only here but in Washington,” said 
Poemer.

The three-member commission 
routinely set the statewide oil allow­
able for May at 100 percent.

There were a few field exceptions, 
such as the East Texas Field, which 
once again was restricted to 86 per­
cent pr^uction.

Wallace said Carter’s proposed en­
ergy program on April S “is no pana­
cea but it is a major step in the right 
direction.”

Wallace said, however, the pro­
gram “falls short in several critical 
respects,” and he offered these ex­
amples:

“The windfall profits tax does not 
maximize production. It siphons into 
wasteful bureaucracies tremendous 
amounts of capital which could other­
wise be plowed back by the industry 
into exploration and pr^uction.

“The creation of an energy security 
fund by the federal government would 
do many things. What it would not do 
la produce energy in the short term. 
And that is what we need.”

Wallace repeated a remark that “32 
companies have tried to build refin­
eries on the EUist Coast and not one 
has been built since 1954.” He said one 
such company is the Hampton Roads 
Energy Co. Wallace said his data on 
the East Coast refineries came from 
President John Evans of Hampton 
Roads.

Wallace said Hampton Roads has 
tried since 1969 to complete a refinery 
project In Portsmouth, Va., and the 
project "has been embroiled in an 
environmental quagmire” for the 
past five years.

“If the Portsmouth refinery were 
presently in operation, it could be

Croducing 60,000 barrels per day of 
(w sulftir residual fuel oil and 80,000 

barrels per day of unleaded gasoline. 
With projects like Long Beach-Mid- > 
land to move the crude and Ports­
mouth to refine It, there would be no 
need of talk of allocation, of spot 
shortages, of inconvenience, of As- 
rvptfon, and of rationing,” said Wal­
lace.

Poemer reported major buyers of 
Texas crude oil had asked for 2,764,- 
917 barrels a day in May, a decrease 
of 1,351 barrels daily from April.

His approach sug­
gested that the administration is 
girding for a major public-relations 
battle to enact the measure by which 
Carter hopes to balance the effects of 
steep energy price increases.

Powell said the administration 
would forward to key committees 
next week detailed specifications for 
a tax equal to half the estimated $12 
billion in extra profits the oil compan­
ies are expected to make in the first 
three years of decontrol.

By presidential order, prices of do­
mestic crude will start June. 1 .on a 
phased increase to world levels that 
will be complete by Oct. 1.1981. World 
prices are now about 50 percent above 
the prices allowed for newly discov­
ered U.S. oil and about three times 
the $6 a barrel now allowed for “old” 
oil from wells in production before 
1973.

Specifications, rather than draft 
legislation, will be submitted, Powell 
said, becau.se of requests from Capi­
tol Hill that the highly technical busi­
ness of drafting a new tax bill be left 
to staff specialists with expertise in 
the field. This is not an unusual pro­
cedure in draftingAax legislation.

The starting place for tax bills is the 
H((use Ways and Means Committee, 
whose chairman Rep. Al Ullman, D- 
Ore., said Wednesday in Salem, Ore., 
that he expected the windfall tax to 
pass Congress this year.

At the same news conference, how­
ever, Ullman avoided saying how 
closely he expects the final bill to 
follow through on Carter’s request for 
a 50 percent levy.

Oil producers have protested that 
the tax rate proposed by Carter would 
rt*duce incentives for the intensive 
exploration they say will be required 
to develop significant new oil finds. 
The indWktry has urged some form of 
“plowback” provision that would give 
oil companies lax credit for their 
development expenses 

Powell noted that Carter’s plan en 
visions tunneling the yield of the 
windfall tax into a new “energy secu 
rity fund” which would be dedicated 
to three politically ptTsuasive activi 
ties: To aid mass transit, to speed 
development of new energy sources, 
and to help low income families offset 
the higher energy costs that will re 
suit from decontrol.

Powell refused to say flatly that 
Carter would not accept some form of 
plowback provision.

The administration tax proposals 
have been under development by a 
White House task force headed by 
Stuart E. Eizen.stat, the president’s 
assistant for domestic affairs.

Eizenstat reported to the president 
by telephone over the weekend, 
Powell said, and again on Wednes-

Carter to send specs 
on excess profits tax

SAPELO ISLAND, Ga. (AP) — The 
Carter administration has decided to 
send Congress next week “detailed 
specifications” for a proposed tax on 
“windfall” oil profits rather than de­
tailed legislation, presidential press 
secretary Jody Powell said today.

Powell told reporters the adminis­
tration will leave it to the appropriate 
congressional committees to put the 
specifications into the form of a draft 
bill.

’Iliis decision seemed to suggest 
President Carter has decided to take 
a more flexible approach toward the 

-specifics of a tax bill he wants Con­
gress to enact as he moves, on his 
own, to gradually decontrol the price 
of U.S.-produced crude oil.

However, Powell questioned this in­
terpretation, saying, “That’s not my 
understanding of it.”

He argued the submission of speci­
fications would “speed the process”

by avoiding the delay that would be 
necessary if highly technical details 
had to be work^ out in advance.

The White House spokesman said 
most administration proposals des­
tined for the tax-writing House Ways 
and Means Committee are submitt^ 
as specifications rather than as draft 
bills.

Powell said the specifications will 
follow the tax proposals Carter an­
nounced in general terms In an April 5 
address to the nation on energy poli­
cy.

The spokesman reported that a spe­
cial administration task force has 
been engaged in “thoroughgoing con­
sultation” with the staffs of ^nate  
and House committees that will han­
dle the tax proposals.

“The consultations with the Hill 
(Capitol Hill) continue to show in­
creasing support for this measure,” 
he said.
