The Senate Ethics Committee
planned to question Mrs. Tisdale
again today about the tWo memos.

Both memos, as well as several
other pieces of evidence introduced
Thursday, were received from Min-
chew, who once was Talmadge's chief
aide and is now his chief accuser. If
they are proven authentic, they would
tend to support Minchew's credibili-
ty -

Mrs. Tisdale also told the commit-
tee that, contrary to her earlier testi-
mony to panel investigators, she was
not all that.involved in key financial
transactions in 1973. She recanted
parts of her earlier deposition, saying
she was confused about the dates, and
modified other sections.

And the veteran Talmadge staffer
also said it was Minchew himself who
provided the ‘‘trail of evidence' that
first enabled Talmadge to suggest

The report, a summafy of building
permits issued during April, shows
total new construction in the Tall City
this year has beén valued at $34.2
million, about $4 million less than the
same period last year.

While April valuations were up $1.9
million over .the same month last
year, total permits issued were
down.

I'm not
even contemplating the possibility
that he might go.”” Healey is consid-
ered a likely successor to Callaghan.

Redgraves
lose again

MANCHESTER, England
(AP) — Actress Vanessa Red-
grave got only 225 votes — 169
less than last time — in her
second attempt to win a House
of Commons seat in Manches-
ter's Moss Side district.

Her actor brother Corin, who
also ran in the general election
Thursday on the ticket of the
Workers' Revolutionary Party,
got only 152 votes in the Lam-
beth Central district in south
London.

Because they got less than an
eighth of the total vote in their
districts, the Redgraves and
their party’s other 58 entries all
forfeited the 150-pound ($300)
deposits required of all candi-
dates.

The Moss Side seat was won
by Laborite George Morton with
17,765 votes.

Scandals blight career
of former Liberal leader

BARNSTAPLE, England (AP) —
Accusations of attempted murder and
homosexuality ended the once-bright
career of former Liberal Party leader
Jeremy Thorpe early today as a Con-
servaiive defeated him in the North
Devon district he represented in Brit-
ain’s House of Commons for 20
years.

Thorpe, 50, had tears in his eyes as
the election return officer announced
that a local businessman, Tony Spell-
er, won the rural district's seat in the
general election Thursday by 31,811
votes to Thorpe’s 23,338.

Thorpe's wife, a former concert
pianist who was once married to a
cousin of Queen Elizahe‘th I1, spoke
softly to him as he took'some notes
from a coat pocket. He thanked the
election officials, the police and the
local postmaster and congratulated
his successful opponent.

*‘He now has the task of looking
after the people of North Devon which
I hope he will accept as a very pre-

cious responsibility and whi¢ch he will
value as I have for the past 20 years,”
Thorpe said. ,

To muted cheers he added: ‘‘North
Devon for the past 20 years has been
Liberal and I'm confident in the fu-
ture it will be once again.”

Thorpe, mentioned as a future
prime minister when he led a Liberal
Party revival in 1974, goes on trial
next week at the Old Bailey, London’s
central criminal court, on a charge of
plotting to murder Norman Scott, a
former male model who claims they
had a homosexual affair. Thorpe
denies both the murder-plot charge,
for which 20 years in prison is the
maximum punishmant, and the ho-
mosexual allegation.
