Paving Program 
Hits Snags Of 
Spot Orders

Stratford’s ^new proposed 
paving program has struck the 
snags of spot orders. Property 
owners have ordered paving in 
a sufficient amount to interest 
a paving contractor in doing the 
work but at the present time it 
seems that only part of the lots 
in each block are on the paving 
schedule.

Unless residents of each block 
where paving is desirecf are able 
to work out difficulties, and 
make possible the paving of a 
block or half block in each sec­
tion, the proposed public im­
provement may go on the rocks.

The estimated cost of paving 
a street in front of a 30-foot lot 
and the installation of curb 
and gutter has been set at $170. 
Residents who have curbs and 
gutters along their lots would 
be able to obtain paving for 
$125 a lot, if the project can be 
carried out at the estimated 
cost.

At Stratford .58 
of an inch was recorded and 8 
miles to the northeast as much 
as .70 fell.

Popular Recipe
W ATER SPOTS on furniture are 

those which a r e  white or 
gray. They may be removed by 
nibbing with a cloth dipped« in 
water to which a few drops of 
ammonia have been added. Rub 
dry with a clean cloth, then polish.

Oil of camphor or oil of pepper­
mint are sometimes used for re­
moving water spots on furniture. 
Rub the spot lightly with this, then 
dry and apply furniture polish.

Finger-marked or sticky furni­
ture will need to be cleaned, a 
small spot at a time, with a soft 
cloth dipped in a lather made of 
mild soapsuds a n d  lukewarm 
water. Rinse with cloth dipped in 
clear water, dry and polish.

RECIPE OF THE WEEK 
Fruit Candy Bars

(Makes 12)
% cup pitted dates, prunes 

or figs
% cup raisins
Vz cup nuts
% cup drained, crushed 

pineapple
1 cup shredded coconut

Put dates, raisins and nuts 
through the food grinder. Com­
bine this fruit mixture with pine­
apple and % cup of the coco­
nut. Mix well and mold into a 
rectangular bar, 2 by 6 inches. 
Dip a knife in cold water and 
slice into 12 bars, %-inch thick 
and 2 inches long. Roll in re­
maining coconut, then chill and 
store in refrigerator.

Spilled perfumes or medicines 
cause stains because they remove 
the varnish or shellac from the 
furniture, since they contain al­
cohol. Wipe off spilled alcohol im­
mediately, and rub spot quickly 
with fingers or an oiled cloth.

Neglected alcohol stains should 
be treated as follows: mix lemon 
oU and rottenstone to a creamy 
paste. Apply mixture to the stain 
rubbing in small circles. Wipe im­
mediately with cloth moistened 
with lemon oil. Place a new coat 
of varnish over the entire surface.

When hot dlsnes have been^set 
down on unprotected surfaces of 
wood they leave a white stain. 
Dampen a cloth with oil of cam­
phor or peppermint. Rub spot well 
and let dry, then use furniture 
polish.

Th e  ELKS’ CLUB has a constitu­
tion and by-laws, but if you are 

not an Elk you can pass by the club­
house a dozen times a week and 
never so much as wonder what the 
by-laws are. No Elk will think the 
worse of you for it, either. The laws 
of the Elks are for 
Elks, not the gen­
eral public.

The C h r i s t i a n  
church also has a 
set of laws posted 
somewhere in every 
church building, or 
at least written in a 
book you will find 
in e v e r y  church: 
namely the Ten 
Commandments.

People who do not belong to the 
church sometimes give these laws 
no more thought than they ̂ would 
give to the Elks’ constitution or to 
the ritual of the Signa Phi Nuthin’ 
fraternity. But that is a mistake. 
The Ten Commandments are a kind 
of constitution of mankind, not a 
set of rules for a private club.

« « «
No Ladder to Heaven 
t t OWEVER, e v e n  inside the 

church, Christians often have 
mistaken notions about the law of 
God, particularly the basic laws 
embodied in the Ten Command­
ments. Two of these wrong ideas 
are almost exactly opposite each 
other, with the truth in the middle.

One mistaken idea is that the law 
is a kind of ladder to Heaven. That 
is to say: God is supposed to run a 
sort of book-keeping department, 
with a Recording Angel (or perhaps 
millions of them, one looking over 
every man’ s shoulder), jotting down 
everything a person does from birth 
to death. Every time he acts in ac­
cordance with the Commandments, 
down goes a plus mark. Every time 
he breaks one, down goes a minus 
mark. At the time of his death the 
account is balanced. If there are 
more pluses than minuses, then the 
man is admitted to heaven; if the 
minus side puts the man “ in the 
Te<T' with God, then off he is 

hustled to Hell. In other words, on 
this theory (which is very popu­
lar though false), you write your 
own ticket to Heaven, you climb 
there on a ladder of your own good 
deeds.

Jesus did not hold to this no­
tion, indeed taught quite the con­
trary. Call no man good! he 
said. For one thing, plus-marks 
do not cancel out minus marks, 
and for another thing, seen 
with the eyes of God, as the fa­
mous Richard Hooker said, “ the 
best things we do have some­
what in them to he pardoned.”  
Jesus, the New Testament, and 

the church after them, teach with 
one voice that we are saved by 
faith,—it is God that saves us, not 
we ourselves.

• • ♦

Love Is No Excuse for Sin

Th e  mistake at the opposite end* 
of the line is to fancy that if we 

love God we can do as we please. 
In other words, the idea is that 
love is a substitute for obedience. 
If we just love God fervently 
enough, then his laws do not apply 
to us.

Now this mistake is just as bad 
as the first one. What would we say 
to a- man who is a careless driver, 
and when arrested for hit-and-run 
driving tells the Judge, “ Your 
honor, I love everybody, I have 
nothing against anybody, I love my 
country, and you ought not to bother 
me with traffic laws!”

What could we say about a 
man who claimed he loved his 
wife very much but never paid 
any attention to the common 
rules of politeness when in her 
presence? What would a grocer 
say to a man who owed him 
fifty dollars if the customer 
claimed to be such a good friend 
the grccer ought not to send 
him a bill?
No: Jesus did not teach that God’ s 

children have any right to disre­
gard their Father’ s will.• • •
Living in Obedience

ON the contrary, a Christian will 
be all the more eager to do what 

God commands, not because he 
fears punishment, not because he 
thinks he can earn his way into 
God’ s love, but because obedience 
is the way God has given us by 
which we can sincerely show our 
love to him and to our feUowmen. 

As Cardinal Newman put it: 
“ Justification (the theologians* 
word for a person’s being on 
right terms with God) is re­
ceived by faith; consists in God’s 
inward presence, and lives in 
obedience.”
To put it another way: Doing 

what God desires is not the cause 
of being saved; it is the result of 
being saved. When we have done 
all we can, indeed all we have been 
commanded, Jesus said, we are still 
“ unprofitable serva’-ts;” we have 
nothing to boast of, at our best, for 
our best comes from God.

Of this 
number approximately 500 have 
already been inspected which 
leaves about 1,800 to be inspected 
by September 6.

Garrison Motor Company and 
Davis Motor Company have
availed themselves of the ne­
cessary equipment and have
been approved by the State as 
inspection stations.
