Sherman County Farmers Discuss
Wheat Marketing Quota Program

Farmers and P.M.A. officials
held a lively discussion on the
operation of the wheat market-
ing program at a meeting in
Stratford Monday. The farm-
ers were much concerned over
the methods used in setting up
their acreage allotments and the
marketing procedure under this
program. s

R. C. Buckles, local P.M.A.
Chairman, presented the mar-
keting quota program and led
the discussion, assisted by Mar-
cella, Gillis, P.M.A. administra-
tive officer, and E. Goule. Mr.
Bg,ckles, in his introductory re-
marks, pointed out the reason
for: the marketing quota pro-
- gram. He stated the law grant-
ing government support -prices
for wheat required the Secre-
tary of Agriculture to declare
acreage allotment and market-
ing quota programs when the U.
S. wheat supply on hand exceed-
ed the normal wheat supply by
20 percent. He explained nor-
mal wheat supply as of Jully 1
to be 705,000,000 bushels con-
sumed and used in the U. S. plus
300,000,000 bushels exported,
plus an additional 15% reserve
of 151,000,000 bushels, giving a
total of 1,165,000,000 bushels for
this year’s normal supply. When
the U. S. wheat supply exceeds
the 1,156,000,000 bushels by 20%,
which would be in this case
1,387,200,000 bushels of wheat on
hand, it is mandatory that the
Secretary of Agriculture declare
a marketing quota program in
which the farmers vote in a re-
ferendum for. or against putting
such a program in operation for
the following year. He stated
that on July 1 this year, we had
a2 wheat supply in the U. S. of
1,760,000,000 -bushels, which is
373,000,000 bushels above ' nor-
mal supply, which makes it
mandatory for the marketing
quota program.

He announced polling places
would be open at the Stratford
Court House, Texhoma, Texas
School and the Spurlock Chapel,
August 14, from 7:00 A. M. to
7:00 P. M. for farmers to vote.
Farmers and their wives were
encouraged to come out and
vote. He stated that farmers
who have an interest in wheat
crops this year are eligible to
vote. In Texas both husband
and wife are eligible to vote in

the marketing referendum this

year.

In explaining the wheat acre-
age allotment, Mrs. Marcella
Gillis told the procedure used
by the local committee in de-
termining the wheat acreage al-
lotment for a farm. Some of
the farmers present complained
about the method used in arriv-
ing at allotments where summer
fallowing was practiced on the
farm. - Mrs. Gillis stated the
county wheat acreage allotment
amounted to about 53% of the
total cultivated land in the
county. :

Particular emphasis was plac-
ed on how a farmer would oper-
ate under wheat marketing
quota programls. Three differ-

ent ways a farm may be oper-|

ated under the program was ex-
plained.

First, if & farmer does not
plant more wheat on the farm
than his wheat acreage allot-
ment, he will be issued a mar-
keting card at the lodal P.M.A.
office and may market all of

the wheat harvested in 1954.

Second, if the farmer plants
more wheat than his wheat
acreage allotment, he may com-
ply with the program by call-
ing at the local P.M.A. office
before planting wheat and de-
signating on paper where he in-
tends to plant wheat that will
be in excess of his wheat acre-
age allotment. In this case,
to comply with the program, the
farmer has a choice of disposing
of the wheat planted on excess
acres designated before it ma-
tures by plowing it under as a
green manure crop, grazing it
out, or cutting it for hay. Af-
ter disposing of the wheat plant-
ed on excess acres, he can get
a marketing card from the local

P.M.A. and market all of the
wheat harvested on this farm.

In either of the above two
cases, it was explained, that

the farmer is a cooperator and
eligible for government loans at
a rate of 90% of parity.

Third, if a farmer-plants more
than his wheat acreage allot-
ment and harvests it, he is not
considered a cooperator and is
not eligible for a
loan. This farmer has three

methods of getting a marketing |:

card so he can sell his wheat.
A farmer will need a marketing
card on his 1954 wheat before
he can sell, trade, feed, or use
the wheat for planting seed. He
can pay the local P.M.A. office
a penalty on wheat harvested
off excess acres and they will
issue him a marketing card. The
amount of penalty will be the
results obtained by multiplying
the excess wheat acres by the
normal wheat yield per acre,
then multiply this result by 45%
of the parity loan rate next May
1 (This parity rate was esti-
mated-as $1.10 a bushel this
year.) The farmer may choose
to store this excess wheat on

the farm, under seal, and give

the PM.A. a surety bond, or he
may choose to place this excess
wheat in the elevator and give
the local P.M.A. office a ware-
house receipt. Upon satisfy-
ing the P.M.A. Committee by
either of these three methods.
they will issue him a marketing
card and he may sell the balance
of the wheat produced that year
on the open market, trade it,
feed it or use it for seed. But
he would not be elligible for a
loan under the government sup-
port program.

It was explained that farmers
who planted more wheat than
their wheat acreage allotment,
may secure a marketing card by
paying the penalty on any excess
acreage, but in so doing, they
were not eligible for a loan of
90% of parity under the govern-
ment program. Whereas, if
planted within their wheat acre-
age allotment, they could har-
vest all the wheat they produced
and would be eligible for a loan
of 90% of parity. The farm-
ers were given a small leaflet
covering some of the details of
the program and its operations,
and encouraged to cast their
ballot for or against the market-
ing quota.

Mr. Buckles explained that if
the marketing quota was voted
down, then the cooperators
would be eligible for - support
price on wheat at 50% of parity
instead of 90% There would be

New Drouth
Loan Setup
Explained

Farmers Home Administration
offices throughout the Tri-State
Empire next week will accept
applications for drouth emer-
gency loans under the new 150
million dollar revolving fund set
up by Séction 2 of Public Law 38.

According to directives from
Secretary of Agriculture Erza
Taft Benson, FHA loans, at 5
per cent interest, may be grant-
ed for a wide variety of farm
and ranch operations.

They include loans for feed,
grazing lease charges, crop land
rentals for production of feed;
purchase, hire and repair of

farm machinery; building or re-.

pair of fences, transporting cat-
tle to and from grazing lands,
replacing and restocking live-
stock, water supplies and living
expenses.

Loans also may be secured for
paying one year’s interest on
debts secured by liens on chat-
tels or real estate, and paying
one year’s taxes on real and
personal property.

Oris R. Bruner, FHA district
supervisor, said “there are only
four things we can’t grant
loans for” under the new setup.
There can be no loans for ex-
panding normal operations, nor
may loans be granted after July
13, 1955, the expiration date for
the revolving fund.

Bruner said FHA office hours
are from 8 AM to 5 PM, Monday
through Friday.

L. J. Cappleman, state FHA di-
rector, sent out the new direc-
tives from his office in Dallas.
Repayment of the loans must be
scheduled within 3 years, he
said. 2%

Money is also availgble for
buying seed and other supplies
to start new farm crops and to
care for the normal needs of
farmers and ranchers during the
drouth emergency.

It Isn’t True

“TB runs in his . family.”
When you hear anyone make
that statement, speak right up
and say, “It isn’t true.”

Tuberculosis is not inherited.
It is a disease caused by a germ
which is passed on by people
who have the disease to those
about them.

You may have known of fam-
ilies where TB seemed to be in-
herited, passed down through
the generations like the family
silver. Grandfather had it,
and his sons, and his sons’ sons.
But it was not because of any-
thing in the family blood.

Tuberculosis seems to run in
families because, naturally,
family members come in closest
contact with a TB patient. If
anyone is going to catch the
germs he coughs up, they are
the most likely victims.

This is why it is so important
to find all cases of tuberculosis
early, so they can be placed un-
der treatment for their own
sakes, as well as to prevent
spread of the disease. An an-
nual physical checkup and chest
X-ray will help make certain
that TB is found before it has
done too much damage.

When TB is discovered, the
tuberculosis hospital is the best
place for the patient. There
he can receive all the benefits
of the most modern methods of
treatment. There he can be
cured with the certainty that
he is not spreading his disease
to those he loves. e

Mildew In Summer

Mildew is caused by molds
that thrive on household pro-
ducts like tablecloths, bath-
mats, dish towels and articles
made of leather and wool.

Miss Lucile King, County
Home Demonstration Agent, says

fortunately, mildew
spots are easily
removed if you get- to them

before the mold has a chance to
rot the material,
Fresh mildew stains on wash-

ed by washing at once with soap
and water, rinsing well and dry-
ing in the sun.

Be careful when you use this
treatment_on colored material.

Another safe bleach for house-
hold articles is sodium perbor-
ate which can be bought at drug
stores or in commercial bleaches
at most grocery stores. Sponge
the mildew spot with a solution
of one tablespoon of sodimum
perborate to a pint of lukewarm
water, or sprinkle the powder
directly on the stain which has
been dampened with hot water.
Let stand a minute or two then
rinse well. Test the bleach on
a sample cloth if it is colored.

little known of our federal levies.
Even the Eisenhower administra-
tion, while insisting upon it, called
it a ‘“pecessary evil”.

Here are its basic facts:

Who pays it—Less than 12 per
cent of the nation’s 424,000 corpo-
rations with taxable income.

How much money will be raised
by the six-months extension—About
$800 million will be added to the
government’s till in fiscal 1954.

How do corporations compute
the tax—They figure earnings dur-
ing 1946 through 1849 and report
average earnings during the three
most profitable years of that
stretch. Eighty-three per cent of
that average is ‘‘normal profit”’
congress decided. Earnings over
that amount are liable to the ex-
cess profits tax of 30 per cent. This
is on top of regular corporate in-
come taxes. ¢

What is the purpose of the EPT—
It was designed to limit the prefits
of businesses involved in defense
work.

What percentage of corporation
tax receipts comes from the EPT
—The Ways and Means Committee
estimated $2 billion out of a total
take of $23 billion in corporate
taxes come from the excess profits
levy. That’s about 8.7 per cent.

Why was extension urged for
what Treasury Secretary George
M. Humphrey called a ‘“‘bad tax’’
—It will help shrink the deficit of

want, taxes on business cut before
taxes on individual income, which
are to become lower Jan. 1, 1954.

Why is it a bad tax—President
Eisenhower said the EPT is “‘es-
pecially hard on successful small
businesses which must depend on
retained earnings for growth.” As-
sistant Secretary of Commerce
Craig R. Sheaffer said the tax
“purposely hits hardest on new
and growing enterprises’ and en-
courages “wasteful management.”

® The Post Office Department
is again asking congress to grant
an increase in postal rates in an
effort to get the long-time money
losing service out of the red. If the
move is successful here’s what will
happen to mail users:

1. A deep pink four cent stamp
will be required for out-of-town let-
ters. (The familiar purple three-
center still will be good for in-town
first class mail.)

2. Airmail rates will go up—from
six to seven cents per ounce.

3. Book rates will increase from
eight to ten cents for the first
pound and four to five cents for
each extra pound. .

4, Varied boosts will prevail for
different types of second and third
class mail.

The mail rate increase may
eventually become law, but at the
moment congressmen, although
talking a lot about ‘‘economy’’ and
‘‘palancing the budget,” show no
signs of haste in putting it into

effect.

Dollars

Taxpayer’s Dollar, a publica-

Business is transacted so fast

that he wanted to speak on at

merce of the Unitéd States, re-
cently summarized the govern-
ment’s present financial situa-
tion and speculated on  what
may be expected in the near fu-
ture. Some of the facts involv-
ed are depressing, others give
grounds for optimism.

First of all, during the fiscal
year which ended on the last
day of June, the U. S. Treasury
took in more money in taxes
than in any year in our history.
Yet when the books were closed.
the deficit was the largest in
history, save for when we were
engaged in world wars. One
reason for this was that reve-
nues, great as they were, did not
reach the estimates. = A second
is that even though a new Ad-
ministration was in power for
five months of the fiscal year,
the spending was a reflection of
the programs and policies - es-
tablished by the preceding Ad-
ministration.

June is always a big spending
month, and this June lived up
to past precedent with a ven-
geance. According to Taxpay-
er’s Dollar, of 59 budgets car-
ried in the Daily Treasury State-
ment, 32 were higher this June
than last. It is a matter of in-
terest that 25 of these 32 con-
cerned non-defense  activities.
Spending actually declined on
some defense projects; includ-
ing the atomic enery program.
The biggest jump of all was re-
gistered by the Commodity Cre-
dit Corporation, up 1109 per cent
over June, 1952 Second was
the Production and Marketing
Administration, up 634 per cent.
Other rises included the Forest
Service, 68 per cent; Office of
Education, 48 per cent, and the
Legislative Branch, 28 per cent.
By contrast, spending increases
by the military services. .were
smaller, ranging from 13 per
cent.

So much for the past What
of the fiscal year that began
July 1st?

To quote Taxpayer’s Dollar
again, “Budget cuts now being
made for fiscal 1954 offer more
than a little hope for real econ-
omy within a very short time.”
The publication then went into
what has been done so far, and
what can be anticipated.

On the first 10 appropriation
bills passed by the house. the
handsome sum of $2;987,000,000
was cut from the requests made
in the budget <submitted by
President Truman just before
he left office. Many of ' the
cuts were suggested by President
Eisenhower — others originated
in the House.

The House Appropriations
Committee has approved an ap-
propriation for the Defense De-
partment which is $6,286,000,000
under the Truman  request.
Moreover, the appropriation in-
cludes more than $2,000,000,000

‘| for the Korean War, which was

taken care of in ' a . separate
measure up to now. - So that
$2,000,000,000 should be added
to the reduction.

Mr. Truman proposed $7,600,-
000,000 for foreign
aid £ o0r the cur-
rent year. It looks now as if the
actual appropriation may be a-
round $4,500,000,000. If that
turns out to be the case, the
slash here will be $3,100,000,000.

So, summing up, there is a
possibility that the total cut
from the Truman budget may
exceed the tremendous figure of
$14,373,000,000. It is.a notable
fact that, so far, Congress has
not only shown a disposition to
slash this budget very heavily,
but in case after case, has ma-
terially cut the revisions propos-
ed by- President Eisenhower.

A County Commissioners’
court may make valid county
tax levies even if one of the
Commissioners is absent from
the meeting because of duties in
one of the reserve branches in
the armed forces.

A County Commissioner serv-
ing in a military reserve capa-
city is entitled to his salary dur-
ing his absence on military duty.

A contract to purchase sta-
tionery and printing for the
legislature which was not let.on
competitive bids and approved
by the Governor, Secretary of
State, and Comptroller is not
valid.

A County Judge acting as Ex-
officio County Superintendent
is entitled to keep the.addition-
al money paid him for such of-
fice.

The Christian’s War (Temperance)
Lesson for August 9: Epbesians 10:
20; Romans 14: 19-21
Golden Text: Romans 14: 21

This lesson is a fine example of
the fact that evil can and should
be overcome with good, and tnat
the good can supplant the bad. Men
are to put on the whole armor of
God in battling the foes that con-
tend for the mastery over them.

Paul shows that he is familiar
with the arms and accoutrement
of the Roman soldier. From that
soldier he draws a picture of the
Christian warrior. His girdle must
be the truth, his breastplate right-
eousness, his sandals the prepara-
tion of .the gospel of peace, his
shield faith, his helmet salvation,
and his sword that of the Spirit.

Along with these, there must be
constant dependence upon the High-
er Power. Verse 18 is ample proof
of this.

And Christians are admonished to
follow after those things that make
for peace. Beverage alcohol is
surely not one of those things. In
Paul’s time, there was a question
that proved quite troublesome
among converts—the question of
eating meat that had been offered
to idols. In respect to this, Paul
urges that men abstain from the
use of such meat if in eating it they
might make others to stumble. He
also (verse 21) enlarges his ad-
monitions to include wine. What
would he write, if he were living
now, of distilled beverages?
