Recipe O f The Week
Creamed Beef and Liver

1-2 pound hamburger.
1-2 pound pork liver.
1 small onion.
1 tablespoon fat.
1 teaspoon salt.
3 tablespoons flour.
2 cups tomato juice.
3 cups cooked noodles.
Pour boiling water over liver. 

Let stand 5 minutes. Grind 
liver with onion. Brown ham­
burger in hot fat in heavy skil­
let. Add livers and onion and 
season with salt. Cover and 
cook slowly for 10 to 15 minutes. 
Stir in flour. Add tomato juice, 
stirring until thickened.

1. Liver is a good source of 
iron. Pork liver is about three 
times as rich in iron as beef 
liver, and twice as rich as calf 
liver.

Legislators are getting ready 
this week to tackle again the 
teacher pay problem as Gover­
nor Allan Shivers put out the 
word that a special session is 
coming up soon.

Shivers’ move came quickly 
after a committee unanimously 
approved a compromise plan to 
raise teacher-pay $402 per year. 
The committee was appointed 
by the governor and the Texas 
State Teachers Association.

Governor Shivers told com­
mittee members that he would 
convene the Legislature “ if this 
bill embodies what I under­
stand it to, and submit it not 
only as your recommendation 
but as mine.”

“I think we’ve all reached an 
accord here that I hope will be­
come an actuality,” he com­
mented.

Estimated cost of the proposed 
salary increase is $23 million per 
year. The committee’s bill, 
however, does not include a 
method of financing the cost.

School Superintendent H. W. 
Stilwell of Texarkana told the 
committee that the Governor 
had indicated the subject of 
more tax revenue might be sub­
mitted to legislators if the mon-

ey is not in sight from other 
sources.

Involved in this question is the 
natural gas pipeline tax which 
is before the U. S. Supreme 
Court. This tax would yield a- 
bout $1 million a month, in ad­
dition to the $45 million already 
impounded from the levy.

Although the bill provides that 
the pay increase would not start 
until the 1954-55 school year, 
Stilwell said he is hopeful that 
bonuses for this year might be 
approved once the Legislature 
is in session.

Meanwhile, Attorney General 
John Ben Shepperd declared 
that the Supremer Court’s ac­
tion in another gas case “could 
result in a great victory for all­
gas producing states.”

A rehearing was granted to 
Phillips Petroleum Company in 
a suit concerning sale of gas to 
interstate pipeline firms. Low­
er courts had held that such 
sales were subject to federal 
regulation.

Chief argument against the 
Texas law has been that it was 
a tax on interstate commerce 
and thus void.

Forethought 
Is Important In 
Planting Shrubs

A little forethought when 
planting shrubs will save con­
siderable future work when it 
comes to pruning, watering and 
general care, says Miss Lucile 
King, County Home Demonstra­
tion Agent.

In reminding shrub enthu­
siasts it’s time to plant new 
shrubs about the home grounds 
and transplant old ones. Miss 
King says low growing orna­
mentals blend well and are es­
pecially desirable around low 
modern homes.

When planted at least three 
feet from walls and six to ten 
feet apart, growing shrubs will 
not rub nearby structures or 
crowd one another making ex­
cessive pruning necessary.

It’s a good idea, too, says the 
agent, to purchase only those 
shrubs adapted to your particu­
lar area. This means plants 
hardy in your soil and climate. 
An East Texas Red Bud planted 
in the western portion of the 
state, for example, will produce 
yellow leaves, bloom very little, 
and generally, will have an un­
thrifty appearance.

Mulch at least 25 square feet 
of soil when setting out new 
shrubs. Miss King continues. 
Also, two to four inches of hum­
us, decayed grass, leaves or 
vegetable refuse from the kit­
chen, worked well into the soil 
will help conserve soil mois­
ture.

WelKtrained shrubs are an as­
set and help enchance the beau­
ty of any farm or home. Miss 
King says among the low grow­
ing shrubs adapted in many 
areas are nandina, pfitzer juni­
per, and other dwarf junipers, 
abelia, coral-berry, summer 
flowering jasmine, winter flow­
ering jasmine, mahonia or Ore- 
gon-grape, blue spiraea or blue 
beard, flowering almond and 
spiraea vanhouttei.

Mast Have *54 
Inspections

Captain J. W. Blackwell, com­
manding officer of District 5 o f  
the Texas Highway Patrol, witb. 
headquarters at Amarillo, an­
nounces that Highway Patrol­
men would begin issuing tickets 
to persons who operate an auto 
on the streets and highways af­
ter April 15 without a current 
inspection sticker.

'The Patrol Captain said that 
the men in his command have 
all received orders to that ef­
fect as the result of a directive 
issued at Austin by Homer Gar­
rison, Jr., Director of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety. 
Blackwell said that Garrison’s 
order was made following defin­
ite instructions from the State 
Public Safety Commission that 
enforcement of the modified 
motor vehicle inspection law 
which was enacted by the last 
Legislature would definitely be­
gin following the April 15 in­
spection deadline.

Captain Blackwell also point­
ed out that local and county 
police officers are empowered to 
enforce the inspection law.

According to the Patrol com­
mander, only about 15 percent 
of the cars in the Sherman 
County area have been inspect­
ed to date. This means, he 
said that car owners who have 
not yet had their vehicles check­
ed will run the risk of being 
caught in a last minute “log 
jam” at the inspection stations 
if they delay longer in comply­
ing with the law.

“Our Patrolmen will continue 
to issue warnings to motorists 
whose cars do not bear a current 
inspection sticker through April 
15,” Captain Blackwell said in 
a prepared statement. “After 
that date, offenders will face 
court action.”

man budget for the year. The 
country accepted the view that 
huge programs authorized by the 
outgoing regime made it impossible 
to balance Federal expenditures 
and revenue.

But it was disturbing to hear 
Treasury Secretary Humphrey — a 
strong advocate of economy—say 
recently that “ the habit of pxtrava- 
gance’ ’ is ingrained so deeply in 
government that the deficit for 
1955 may be nearly $9,000,000,000.

Mr. Humphrey was correct in 
saying our government is steeped 
in the habit of extravagance. That’s 
one reason why the people voted 
for a change in 1952.

If the Eisenhower Administration 
cannot curb the demands of the 
entrenched Federal bureaucracy 
and deal courageously with pres­
sure groups asking handouts, its 
failure will be its own.

Golden T ext: John 20: 3l»
It is the wish of the writer/that 

every reader will come this New 
Year into a larger knowledge of 
the Father’s will.

DEGINNING with the first day of 
this new year, most American 

businesses and industries hung out 
an imaginative sign: Business — as 
Usual.

And, unless most observers are 
wrong, the sign should literally 
mean — same as in 1953. There 
doesn't figure to be too much 
change. For some, things will be 
a little bit better; for others, a 
slight decline, but no one expects 
any kind of a general recession.

Those on the “ inside”  say that 
home buying will be stimulated 
during the year by new housing 
legislation providing for less cash 
down and longer time to pay.

New home production for 1953 
was estimated at about 1,100,000 
units with a combined value of 
nearly $12,000,000,000. The National 
Association of Home Builders says 
the number of new housing starts 
in 1954 will run very close to the 
same level.

OveraU new construction is ex­
pected to drop off slightly, although 
the total volume of activity should 
remain relatively high. There is 
still a tremendous backlog of de­
mand for school buildings and a 
sizeable demand for various types 
of commercial building develop­
ments.

An increase of 22,000,000 motor 
vehicles in operation today as 
compared with the end of World 
War II indicates a trerricndous 
need for additional highway con­
struction, including demands for 
city streets replanning, parking 
facilities, and suburban and rural 
roadside projects.

Manufacturing companies expect 
sales of most products to be down.

just the same. Industry experts 
say only companies in danger are 
those whose break-oven points have 
risen so high that even a ten to 
twenty per cent decline in volume 
of sales will put their net operations 
into the red.

However, offsetting these view­
points are the optimists, who say 
that the volume of Christmas re­
tail sajos indicate increased activi­
ty in the months ahead in many 
Dusiness lines.

One of the better outlooks for 
1954 prosperity is enjoyed by the 
aviation industry, still heavily 
backlogged with both military and 
commercial plane orders. Sched­
uled airlines had their best year 
in history in 1953, are just as con­
fident about 1954, Reasons for their 
optimism: A.irlines are using new­
er, more modern planes; world 
tensions are easing; personal in­
come tax reductions coupled with 
American desire to travel; and 
improved airline safely lecords.

In general, economists believe 
that 1954 will be a good year, 
even as it might fall below the 
record prosperity year of 1953, 
when the gross national product 
(measuring the market value of 
all goods and services produced) 
totaled $367 billion—the highest on 
record. Commerce Secretary Sin­
clair Weeks, in his year-end review 
hit the key note when he declared; 
“ Though 1954 may not equal the 
all-time record boom of 1953, known 
conditions and forseeable pros­
pects offer sound reasons for con­
tinued realistic optimism that it 
will be among the better years of 
economic history.”

Proposed Tax Relief 

The recent action of the Ways 
and Means Committee recom­
mending certain exemptions in­
sofar as dividends were con­
cerned is not meeting with 
much favor among the rank and 
file. Most people think that 
the first tax relief should come 
to those in the small income 
brackets, rather than to the 
coupon clippers. I certainly 
agree and sincerely hope that 
some affirmative action is tak­
en on my bill to increase the in­
dividual exemption from $600.00 
to $1,000,110 and the dependent 
exemption from $600.00 to 
$750.00. This would afford 
much needed relief where it 
would do the most good. It 
would go a long way in helping 
to put shoes on the feet and 
food in the stomachs of child­
ren that really need it.

Rayburn asked “ faithful Demo­
crats” to nominate members of 
the advisory council, which 
would function under the Na­
tional Democratic Committee.

In addition to the 62 members 
to be chosen by senatorial dis­
tricts, several members-at-large 
have been appointed by Nation­
al Chairman Stephen Mitchell.

One sore point seemed to be 
the absence of former loyalist 
leaders among those chosen for 
key roles in the new group.

“Loyal” Democrats are plan­
ning a showdown fight this year 
against Governor Shivers’ con­
servative forces to recapture 
control pf the state executive 
committee.

Mrs. H. H. Weinert of Seguin, 
national committeewoman, made 
it clear she would oppose use of 
the advisory group for any pur­
pose except fund raising, its 
stated principal purpose. She 
backed the party ticket in the 
1952 presidential race, but has 
not been aligned with the ex­
treme liberal faction.

As another point of dissen­
sion, some leaders in the 1952 
“loyalist” fight have questioned 
the authority of Byron Skelton 
of Temple to continue as chair­
man of the Texas Democratic 
Organizing Committee, which 
was formed last fall to battle the 
conservatives.

Skelton was the first liberal 
named by the national party to 
serve on the advisory council. 
But, regarding activities of this 
group, he said any statement 
would have to come from Ray­
burn or Mitchell as directors of 
the program.

Strange as it may seem. Gov­
ernor Shivers has lined up with 
the liberal Democrats on one is­
sue. He declared that he favors 
allowing 18-year olds to vote.

It is a matter that should be 
submitted to the people for a 
decision. Shivers said.

“In view of the fact that 18- 
year olds are called during war 
to defend our democratic prin­
ciples, it is even more reason­
able to encourage their active 
participation in the science of 
government,” the governor add­
ed.

Charges that the State Board 
of Hospital and Special Schools 
has “repeatedly failed” to ac­
cept lowest bids for construction 
work have been made by State 
Senator Wayne Wagonseller of 
Bowie.

He called upon the Senate in­
