The Board of Trustees of the
Stratford Independent School
‘District |have received and acted
upon a petition signed by sev-
enty-six qualified taxpaying
-yoters asking the board to call
for an election for the purpose
-of voting bonds for building
needs. The board has set the
«date for the election which will
be Saturday, June 5.

The proposal calls for the
erection of a band room with
practice rooms, stage dressing
rooms, improvements in the
sight lines.and sound improve-
ments for the present auditor-
ium, a new . agriculture shop, a
new woodworking shop, offices
.and a gymnasium.

These improvements will bring
the school plant up to date in
a complete manner and com-
plete earlier improvements
.started in the two recent build-
ing programs. If these propos-
als are passed future improve-
~ments will be confined only to
-classrooms when others are
.needed in the future.

Wheat Crop
Is Responding
To Moisture

The wheat crop which open-
«ed ‘the first :of the year with
‘the brightest prospects of any
for a number of years, only to
.start spotting out during dry
weather and high winds, is
.showing signs of producing
.grain.

Recent rains have brought
‘many fields that looked to be
dead back to life with the pos-
.sibility of :a low yield. The ef-
fects of the freeze is quite evi-
dent in many fields where the
~ grain was in bloom. Some
producers report they have
-nothing but a rank straw crop.
In still other fields the grain
4s forming although the kernals
are deformed.

In recent rains Stratford re-
«ceived a total of .71 of an inch.
“The heaviest rain was reported
by Dick Farris, about 14 miles
south of Stratford where 1 1-2
iinches fell.

At Stratford the official rain-
fall for the year stands at 3.51
inches. January brought .29 of
.an inch. February followed
‘with 20. In March .30 was re-
corded. In April it- was .53.
‘May has been the most favor-
able month with 2.19 of an inch.

The rain did not extend far
i#to the northwest. Kerrick re-
ported only .30 of an inch.

Announce 1954
Wheat Price
Support Rates

The U. S. Department of Agri-
culture on May 11 announced
the minimum 1954 crop wheat
price support rates for terminals
and. for about 3,000 wheat pro-
ducing counties of the U. S. The
county rates, which range from
$1.64 to $2.48 per bushel depend-
ing on location, are further ad-
justed up or down for grade and
quality to determine support
prices for individual producers.

The rates announced May 11
are minimums based on the
minimum national average sup-
port price of $2.20 per bushel an-
nounced October 8, 1953. = The
minimum support price was es-
tablished in accordance with
the “forward pricing” provisions
of the Agricultural Act of 1949.
If the wheat parity price of

July 1, 1954 (the beginning of the
marketing year) is higher than
the $2.45 parity price of Aug-
ust, 1953 used to determine the
90-percent of parity minimum
support price, the minimum
rates announced will be increas-
ed. The national average sup-
port price for 1953-crop of wheat
was $2.21 per bushel.

The 1954-crop wheat will be
supported as in the past through
loans on farm and warehouse-
stored wheat and through the
purchase of wheat delivered by
producers under purchase agree-
ments. Loans and purchase
agreements will be available
from harvest time through Jan-
uary 31, 1955. The maturity
date for loans in 34 states will
be March 31, 1955. In the other
14 states of Pennsylvania, New
Jersey, Delaware, Maryland,
Virginia, West Virginia, North
Carolina, South .Carolina, Ten-
nessee, Kentucky, Georgia, Ala-
bama, Mississippi, and Florida,
loans will mature on February
28, 1955. Producers who elect
to deliver wheat under purchase
agreements must notify
county ASC committees within a
thirty-day period ending on the
loan maturity date for the state.

To get wheat price support in
1954, a producer must (1) be in
compliance with his 1954 wheat
acreage allotment, and (2) ob-
tain a marketing card before his
wheat can be marketed.

Price support rated for wheat
stored at- terminals, -country
points, and on farms will be
available at the county Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conser-
vation offices.

In 1941, the Dies Committee
recommended outlawing foreign-
. dominated parties—and got no-
. where. Thirteen years after that
‘ recommendation, Congress this
| year has received more bills—15—
' specifically to outlaw the Commu-
i nist Party than were introduced at
i all the sessions between. Fourteen
isuch bills were introduced from
i 1941 through 1952, and a total of
119 in 1953-54. :

i  But the Eisenhower Administra-
! tion has its own anti-Red program,
‘and ouflawing the Communist
' Party is not part of it. Attorney
! General Herbert Brownell recently
argued that such a law might:
drive the estimated 25,000 Commu-
nists underground, making it hard-
er to weed them out; raise ‘‘con-
stitutional doubts’> about the
rights of individuals under such a
law; and conflict with and invali-
date the ‘‘principal legal weapons”
now aimed directly at the Com-
munists.

These ‘‘legal weapons’ include:
laws requiring foreign agents to
register, prohibiting federal em-
ployment of persons who are mem-
bers of political groups advocating
overthrow of the U.S. government
(Hatch Act), making it a erime
to advocate overthrow of the U.S.

government by force or violence,
(Smith Act), requiring the regis-
tration with the attorney general
of Communist-action or Commu-
nist-front groups (Internal Secur-
ity Act of 1950), and including for-
eign-born Communists in the cate-
gory of inadmissible and deport-

able aliens.
Despite Administration sto

P

signs, the drive to outlaw the Com-
munist Party has been gathering
momentum in Congress for some
time. Fifteen of 19 bills pending
were introduced this year and they
call for penalties ranging from
bans against holding federal office,
elective and otherwise, to loss of
citizenship, 10 years in jail and

fines as high as $25,000.
