Children Aged Five Through Ten 
Now Eligible For Salk Vaccine
Doctors of the Dallatn-Hartley- 

Moore-Sherman Medical Societj  ̂ — 
along with other doctors across 
the U.S. — are now beginning to 
receive the Salk anti-polio vac­
cine on a private basis.

But, the supply is still limited 
and shots are being given only to 
children aged five through ten, 
and on a strict voluntary priority 
basis in accordance with an agree­
ment reached among the U.S. 
Health, Education & Welfare de­
partment in Washington, the 
American Medical Association and 
the various state m.edical associa­
tions. Doctors in these four coun­
ties are following this agreement.

These announcem-ents w e r e  
made today by Dr. John Blaschke, 
of Dalhart speaking on behalf of 
doctors of the 4-county medical as­
sociation of which he is president.

He emphasized that this Salk 
vaccine now being received on a 
private basis is above and beyond 
the Salk vaccine that was allotted 
free for vaccination of first and 
second grade students near the 
close of the 1954-55 school term. 
Second shots in this same program 
have only recently been complet­
ed.

Strictness of the voluntary prior­
ity program was also emphasized. 
Doctors must keep records of dll

shots given and report them to 
their own state health department. 
Also, the agreement binds them to 
administer shots only to the speci­
fied age groups, even though some 
parent might come to the doctor 
and offer to furnish the vaccine for 
administration to some child out 
side these age brackets. This par­
ticular provision apparently is to 
eliminate any traffic in the vac­
cine outside the agreed program.

The vaccine under the voluntary

Warden Felts listed rules of the 
hunt.

1. Only persons who hold a per­
mit will be allowed to hunt ante­
lope.

2. Camping not permitted except 
on remote ranches and then only 
when game warden is assigned to 
the camp.

3. Hunting is not allowed before 
sunrise or after sunset.

4. No hunting will be allowed 
from a standing or moving auto 
nor shooting into a herd of moving 
antelope.

5. Hunters will not be permitted 
on the ranch to which he is assign­
ed to Ifuiff before sunrise of the 
opening day.

6. Shooting of other game not 
permitted during antelope hunt.

7. No hunter will be allowed in 
the field with a gun after he has 
killed his buck.

8. Before beginning hunt, hunters 
must report to warden assigned 
to ranch where hunter is assigned.

9. Hunter must have his license 
signed by the warden before leav­
ing ranch with an antelope.

10. No rim-fire rifles will be per­
mitted. Shotguns are prohibited, 
also.

He maintained his position the 
rest of his life. He was a member 
of the First Methodist church and 
an active layman. He was a mem­
ber of the advisory board of 
Southern Methodist University. He 
was a 32nd degree mason and a 
Shriner.

two- for you on fall care for your 
lawn.

Lawn grasses will go into the 
winter in a vigorous condition if 
they are well nourished, and you 
can- make sure your lawn is prop­
erly nourished by applying a com­
plete fertilizer before winter.

The fertilizer should be applied 
about a month , before the first 
hard freeze. This not only permits 
the grass to utilize most of the 
fertilizer, but, prevehts summer 
grasses being pushed into lush 
growth by late fertilization and 
being killed by the first hard 
freeze.

Apply a complete fertilizer with 
a 2-1-1 or 1-1-1 ratio at a rate* to 
supply two pounds of actual nitro­
gen per 1000 square feet of lawn. 
The soils in some areas do not 
need potash, but using it anyway 
is good insurance. After you have 
applied the fertilizer, water your 
lawn good, because the grass can’t 
use it until it’s dissolved.

By following these few sugges­
tions, you should have a healthier, 
more vigorotfs lawn this fall and 
early spring.

Poultry Culling 
Less Important; 
And Here Is Why

BY BEN WORMELI 
Texas Extension Service

Culling, one of the oldest flock 
management practices used by 
poultry men for maintaining high 
'egg production, is less important 
today because of changes being 
made in flock handling methods 

Little culling, except to remove 
the hopelessly sick or unthrifty 
birds, should now be needed for 
the first eight to nine months of 
production. Taking a young hen 
from the flock just because she 
fails to lay for a few days is a 
sure way to cut income.

This may seem to contradict 
former recommendations about 
culling but it doesn’t. Egg produc­
ers who are most successful re­
place the entire laying flock with 
pullets at the end of each laying 
year. This eiiminates the job of 
trying to select the best hens to 
carry over for the second year of 
production. '

Breeding methods have been in­
tensified to the extent that where 
top quality chicks have been used 
the resulting flock wdll lay at a 
rate for eight or nine months that 
makes culling of healthy hens un­
necessary. If a flock of top bred 
birds is not laying at a high rate, 
the poultryman had best do some 
checking on the care and manage-

Jet Age Takes Its Toll

Remember how those pioneer pilots used to claim that they flew 
“ by the seat of their pants?”

The seat of the pants has returned as the most vital, omnipresent 
factor in flying in a jet, as any Air Force “hot pipe” jockey will 
readily confirm.

This unpremeditated rear-end research project began .when I ran 
into my friend, Lt. Col. Bob Clark, recently in Reno, Nev., and 
mentioned that I was in a hurry to get to Denver next morning.

He said he had to ferry a T-33 jet trainer back to his home base 
at Scott Field, 111., and that I was welcome to ride in the back seat. 
He had to refuel at Lowery Air Force Base at Denver, anyway.

.That is, if I had the necessary' Pentagon papers and had taken 
the special high-altitude physical exam required of all Air Force 
jet passengers, he qualified.

I TOLD HIM I HAD the papers and had taken the exam several 
months ago for a jet trip which never came off.

In light of the flight that physical exam turns out to be a big 
joke.

The laugh, of course, is the fact that they completely ignored 
that part of my ana t̂omy which suffered the greatest strain from 
the fast, two-hour ride. Unless they silently approved it from the 
obvious natural padding it sports.

Method To Avoid 
Form Accidents
W. L. Ulich, extension agricul­

tural engineer at College Station, 
believes farm families can reduce 
accidents greatly if they’ll answer 
this simple question:

Can I possibly get hurt doing the 
job this way?

If the answer is yes, Ulich said, 
you better change the method of 
doing the job, or at least be more 
careful and alert than usual. / 

Auto-tractor wrecks increase in 
the fall, Ulich warned. Tractors 
are used to pulled trailers loaded 
with farm products on highways.

Precautions: Make sure others 
can see your tractor. Use flags in 
daylight, proper lights at night. 
Check brakes and-steering mecha­
nism. Be sure you can see behind 
you, as well as in fropt and to both 
sides.

Ulich says rear-end collisions ac­
count for 36 per cent of automo­
bile-tractor accidents, and that for 
every auto driver killed in such ac­
cidents, 14 tractor-drivers are kill­
ed.

Cattle Grubs Rob 
Texas Of Several 
Million Dollars
Cattle grubs in Texas take sev­

eral million dollars annually from 
livestock income in the form of 
damaged hides, lowered meat qual­
ity and reduced dairy production.

The grubs during the fall months 
appear as lumps under the hide in 
the back’s of dairy and beef ani­
mals and are easier to kill at this 
stage than any other in their life 
cycle.

MONORAIL BEING INTRODUCED TO U.S. —Jerrie Dell Davis, 9 , 'uses a bottle of milk to 
“ launch” a model of a monorail car planned for Houston, Tex. Designed for mass transportation, 
the car will run suspended from a single rail 20 feet above the ground, carrying 51 passengers 
at an average speed of 60 m.p.h. Track will be supported by a system of slender towers. An 830- 
foot test line, first such line in the United States, is being built in Houston by Monorail, Inc., to 
demonstrate the idea, which is supposed to cope successfully with heavy metropolitan traffic. 
Wuppertal, Germany, has had a monorail system in operation for over 50 years. It has been 
used there by 850 million persons without a single fatality, according to Monorail. The company 
estimates cost of the transportation system will be $500,000 a mile, which compares with the four 
3 six-million-dollar cost for each mile of a freeway highway.

dip or dust is very effective con­
trol. Seven and one-half pounds of 
derris or cube powder conta.ining 
five percent rotenone to 100 gal­
lons of water makes a good spray 
solution. The material should be 
applied with a power sprayer with 
200 pounds pressure.

Ten pounds of wettable sulphur 
should be added to the above solu­
tion if a dip is preferred. As the 
animals go through the dip,Aheir 
backs should- be scrubbed to as­
sure a. thorough penetration of thde 
insecticide and to knock the scabs 
from tthe holes made by the grubs. 
A long-handled brush with rela­
tively stiff bristles is recommend­
ed.

A dust can be made from one 
pound of derris Or cube powder 
containing five percent rotenone 
and two pounds of a heavy non- 
alkaline dust such as talc, tripolic 
earth or pyrophylite.

Ready prepared dust should con­
tain at least 1.67 percent rotenone. 
About three ounces of the dust 
should be rubbed into the back of 
each animal treated.

Regardless of whether a dust, 
dip or spray is used, applications

should he made at 30 day intervals 
as *long as grubs continue to ap­
pear.

Mau Mau African Terrorist War 
Likened To US Indian Fighting

NAIROBI, Kenya — UP — My 

dinner date, Val Woodman, who 
used to lecture for the poliohfund in 
New York, showed up with a pis­
tol strapped to her 'waist and I wit­
tily assured her Americans were 
not that dangerous.

“ I know,’ ’ she said, “ but the 
Mau Mau are. My . house is pretty 
isolated and they told me I would 
feel better with a gun and a watch­
dog.’ ’

Three years to the month that 
the Mau Mau terrorist society 
forced this crown colony into a 
state of emergency you still see 
residents, like Miss Woodman, 
strolling along the street with a 
pistol swinging from the hip.

War Continues
You can still see an uncommon 

number of army officers, armed 
guards, barbed vdre. The war 
against Mau Mau is still going on 
with its daily communiques of cap­
tures and .casualties. And ^no one 
can predict when it will end for it 
is a struggle that may well move 
from the violent to the political

stage and be just as dangerous to 
ritain withal.

Three years is a long time for a 
state of emergency and no one can 
blame people far from Africa for 
forgetting what it was all about at 
the beginning. But the casualty 
lists add up to staggering figures.

Dead—More than 20,000.
Wounded—a few hundred.
Imprisoned or detained—80,000.
The dead include 35 murdered 

Europeans, some of them were 
mutilated and tortured, 10,000 
Mau Mau killed by the “ loyalist’ ’ 
side, thousands of Kikuyu murder­
ed by Mau Mau executioners, 2,000 
native security police and loyalist 
Kikuyu fighters.

All those killed and only a few 
hundred wounded? War veterans 
will be surprised at this reversal 
of the usual casualty pattern, ut 
the fighting in these forests is most 
of no-quarter.

Like Indian Wars
The forest fighting is reminiscent 

of the American Indian wars. The 
Aberdare Mountain thickets are al-

;most impassable. A special agent 
told me the Kikuyu, can “ smell’’ 
foreigners animal like in the for­
ests and ambush them or disap­
pear as they desire. ' .

The long struggle - has drained 
Kenya’s resources and the colony 
is tightening its belt for many 
more months of military expendi­
ture.

Mau Mau has been beaten do\!('h 
but it has not abandoned the fight. 
Guns and rifles are still being 
“ lost” at a rate which cancels out 
the number of weai3ons recovered.

But the longrrange situation is 
not hopeless.. Mau Mau mernbers 
are being “ de-oathed” or cleansed 
by witch doctors. There are con­
fessionals' called “ barazas” at 
which Mau Mau and sympathizers 
disclosed misdeeds committed or 
known about.

Phone Sytem
AMERICUS, Ga. —UP— An en­

gineer flipped a switch here Tues­
day and turned the energy of the 
sun into the operation of a tele­
phone system.

This was man’s newest victory 
in his efforts to tap the inexhausti­
ble source of all the energy at his 
disposal and put it to use turning 
the wheels of his industries.

By the time the morning sun had 
risen over this town 135 miles 
south of Atlanta, Bell telephone 
engineers had completed installa­
tion of a square frame-like thing 
atop a power pole. The gadget, re­
sembling from the front a big coin 
slot card, was a solar battery.

The battery, first successful de­
vice for converting the sun’s ener­
gy efficiently into electricity, con­
tains 432 silicon cells. Each of the 
cells converts as much as 11 per 
cent of the energy it receives from 
the sun directly into electricity.

It operates on a very small 
amount of light—a candle or a 
flashlight will set tlie silicon cells 
to making power.

MANY years before he became 
president, the late Franklin D. 
Roosevelt was stricken and be­
came the nation’s most famous 
polio victim.

Its crippling effects plagued him 
the rest of his life, most cruelly in 
his final, failing months. But be­
cause the spotlight shone so 
brightly on him as a national fig­
ure, thousands of other polio vic­
tims benefited.

He dramatized the ailment. With 
the organization of the National 
Foundation for Infantile Paralysis 
and the Warm Springs Foundation 
Americans found outlets through 
which they could express their 
concern. Well-publicized fund driv­
es focused on . Mr. Roosevelt’s 
birthday, fattened the coffers for 
antipolio research.

The painstaking effort that went 
into development and preparation 
of the celebrated Salk vaccine, 
with its promise o f . protection for 
millions, is a direct outgrowth of 
tlie interest thus generated.

CONCEIVABLY, the same sort 
of thing might happen in the field 
of heart disease, now that Amer­
icans have seen their tremendous­
ly popular Presideht,, Dwight Ei­
senhower, laid low by this all to 
common affliction.

Polio is an occasional killer, 
oftentimes, a crippler, but alto­
gether nothing like the menace of 
heart disease. In 1954 more than 
half of all the deaths in America 
were caused by heart and circula­
tory ailments.

As the President’s case seems 
to suggest, present knowledge and 
wise care are sufficient today to 
offer the hope of full or nearly full 
recovery to countless of the afflict­
ed. But the death toll nevertheless 
goes on, and much vital work 
needs to he done.
,Oddly, this No. 1 killer is not be­
ing combated with the volume of 
funds avail§,ble to the polio re­
searchers. Hopeful lines of inquiry 
are being cast out, but unless 
more money comes in they cannot 
be pursued with full vigor.
