I feel moved to write, as the
mother of three sons, who are
victims of muscular dystrophy,
my experiences during the Mus-
cular Dystrophy Association fund
raising campaign.

Muscular dystrophy is a terrible
disease. Its full meaning came
to me only when I realized that
my boys would never play or be
able to do as otker children. They
cannot have an education as other
boys and above everything else,
their lives will be too short.

My husband and I have five
children, four
Three of my sons, Everett, Mar-
vin and Delbert, were stricken by
MD when they reached four years
of age.

As babies, they were perfect in
every way. I entered Everett in
a baby contest when he was a
year and a half. He would have
won first place, but was over-
weight.

When Everett was fou~ years
old, I noticed that it was difficult
for him to walk upstairs or pick
himself up from the floor.

He grew worse every year. He
started school when whe was six
years old. The school teacher
sent home notes that said she
thought there was something phys-
ically wrong with him. He could-
n't play like other children.

After his first year in school,
my husband and I took him to a
clinic in Oklahoma City during the
summer vacation. Nine doctors
examined Everett. They didn’t
give us any hope.

Though there were many cases
on record at the time, little or
nothing was known about MD.

Everett went back to school the
following fall. Of course, he was
less able to play and do things
like other children. He fell a lot.
He did go to the third grade.

By this time, I began to notice
that Marvin was doing just as
Everett had done. Marvin grew
weak and easily lost his balance.

When the disease first struck,
the boys began to lose weight gra-
dually. Their
and then slowly softened.

Day by day, I watched their lit-
tle bodies waste away.

The next year, Marvin started
school and went to the third grade.

My third son is now 13 years old.
He is perfect. Four years later,
my twins, a boy and a girl, were
born.

The little girl is perfect, but the
little boy, Delbert, is afflicted with
MD. Delbert attended school a

Mr. Brayshaw will act on behalf
of the State committee in Sherman
county.

The Committee was appointed
by Gov. Alan Shivers at the request
of President Eisenhower to inform
the people of Texas on the Refu-
gee Relief Program. In addition
to Winters, who heads the State
Department of Public Welfare in
Austin, Members are Rev. Henry
Herbst, pastor of SS. Peter and
Paul Church, New Braunfels; Rev.
A. O. Rast, Executive Secretary of
the Texas Lutheran Mission Board;
Leonard L. Holloway of the Bap-
tist General Convention of Texas;
Sam W. Levy of Houston; and C.
W. Pfluger, Jr. of Copeland.

Under the Refugee Relief Act of
1953, 214,000 displaced persons
were declared admissable to this
country. Recent figures show
slightly over 43,000 have obtained
sponsors and have migrated to
the U.S.

Of this number it is estimated
that less than 500 have been
brought to Texas.

To be successful in helping dis-
placed persons get a new start in
life, the Refugee Program will need
assurances from 30,000 to 40,000
sponsors by early in 1956.

A sponsor is required to give
assurance that the refugee will be
provided with employment and
housing and will not become a
public charge.

The refugee’s qualifications to
fill the job provided him are cer-
tified by overseas officials. The
Governor’s Committee noted that
a large percentage of the refugees
are classified as agricultural work-
ers who could be absorbed easily in
the farming and ranching regions
of Texas. Many skilled craftsmen
are also looking for new homes
in America.

“These refugees have escaped,

in many instances, from prisons
and concentration camps to wind
up spending years in refugee

camps waiting for resettlement,”
said Mr. Winters. “Texas is lag-
ging in doing its part in this hu-
manitarian program to which our

nation has committed itself. Mr,

Of course, they do take
colds very easily and that is one
thing which is very hard on them.
‘They do not have the strength to
cough. The doctors tell me that
MD patients. contract pneumonia
very easily.

I have been very lucky with my
boys, so far.

My family . is _very happy.
Naturally, as a mother it is ex-
tremely hard. Sometimes it seems
I just can’t go on.

But prayer changes that. I never
show despondency or discourage-
ment around the boys. I always try
to hold my chin high and keep
happy for their sakes.

I know they won’t be with me for
long and they certainly haven’t
had anything in life. I think, ‘“Why
should I, well and strong, com-
plain?”’

Brightly shining through all the
pain, discouragement and heart-
ache is- the Christian spirit of the
boys. They all can say the love-

Dec. 1 can be a milestone in the
constant fight against traffic ac-
cidents and their resultant deaths,

well, commander of the Amarillo
district, Texas Highway Patrol.

Capt. Blackwell pointed out that
Dec. 1 has been designated nation-
ally as S-D (Safe Driving Day)
by presidential proclamation and
that Gov. Shivers has issued a sim-
ilar state-wide proclamation -call-
ing upon the citizens of Texas to
join in a cooperative effort for
greater traffic safety.

Blackwell reminded: motorists
that strict observance and obedi-
ence of the traffic laws will assure
a 24-hour period without traffic ac-
cident on that day but, more im-
portantly, it can set a pattern for
year-round safety on the streets
and highways. :

“S-D Day can be a milestone in

AUSTIN — The first supervised
quail hunt in Texas history
similar to the supervised antelope
hunts in the Panhandle — will be
held on the Gene Howe Wildlife
Management area near Panhandle
in the next month.

Leaf Compost
Pile Pays
Big Dividends

Don’t fret when the leaves be-
gin to fall. If properly handled
they can be a boost to next year’s

Lucile King, county home demon-
stration agent.

- It may be easier to burn them
but the extra time required to
put them in a compost pite will
return  dividends, - explains the
agent. The compost can be used
next year to increase the organic
matter in the soil or for mulching
flowers, shrubs or vegetables.
Mulches are valuable for controll-
ing soil temperature and conserv-
ing moisture.

Making a compost pile is a sim-
ple operaton. Scrap lumber or a
few feet of net wire and four posts
will take care of the enclosure,
says the agent. Start with a six
inch layer of leaves and for a
four foot square enclosure dissolve
a cup of commercial fertilizer, eith-
er 5-10-5 or 8-8-8, in water and

sprinkle the solution over the
leaves.
Keep adding these alternate

layers until the pile reaches the
desired height. Leave the top lay-
er somewhat sa.ué‘er shaped as an
aid for holding ' ‘water on- the
leaves. Cover the pile with a shall-
ow layer of soil.

Turning the material occasional-
ly will speed up. the decomposi-
tion of the leaves and the addition
of water, during dry weather, will
also help speed up the composting
process .In areas where soils are
acid, Miss King suggests adding
a cup of lime to the fertilizer.

Daylilies Should
Be Transplanted
During This Time

From now to March is the best
time to transplant daylilies. Be-
cause daylilies are easy to grow
in many soils and have few ene-
mies, they have been called the
busy woman’s favorite flower.

Lucile King, county home dem-
onstration agent, says it is a good
soil conservation plant because the
thick roots will help to stop wash-
ing in ditches and will build up
soil areas where the tops and roots
can catch soil and bits of mulch.

The daylily will grow best in a
good garden soil that grows a
variety of vegetables. Not affected

The readers of this col-
umn will agree, I'm sure, that the
moral of “The Venomous Worm,”
from McGuffey’s old Fifth Reader
has application today. Here it is.

Deadlier Than Copperhead

“Who has not heard of the rat-
tlesnake or copperhead? An unex-
pected sight of either of these rep-
tiles will make anybody recoil;

Will Clean

If you can’t afford a new fall
hat, give the old one a new look
with careful brushing and cleaning,
scuggests Lucile King, home dem-
onstration agent.

Start by careful brushing. This
may show up spots and stains that
need special treatment.

Try using the sandpaper method
first. With a piece of No. 0 sand-
paper, begin at center top of crown
and gently sand in the same direc-
tion around the crown, side crowr
and the brim. :

If this fails, use naptha or other
cleaning fluid. Dip a small brush,
such as a nail brush, in the clean-
ing fluid, shake out the excess
and brush hat until the soiled spots
disappear. Remember to work out=
doors when using cleaning fluids.

White or light colored felt hats
may need special treatment. Sat-
urate cornmeal with naptha or
other cleaning fluid. Rub the mix-
ture into the felt with ‘a clean
stiff brush. When 'fluid has evap-
orated, brush out the cornmeal
and air the hat before storing.

Overcooked

Limp, over-cooked, drab-looking
vegetables have little appetite ap-
peal and little food value, Lucile
King, county home demonstration
agent says. The skillful cook will
save color and food value by prop-
er cooking.
