Jim Brown is in Temple, Tex.
for treatment of a chest condition
which was also discovered in the
survey.

I have been fold both of these
men were unaware of the condi-
tions of their chests until they re-
ceived the reports on the x-rays.

Even though I know of only two
cases that were turned up by the
survey, there probably are ot.ers.

Stratford barely has been akle
to muster the minimum of 600 sub-
jects required to bring the x-ray
unit to our town. The minimum
is set by the State Department of
Public Health.

The unit's visits are free. The
x-rays are free. The benefits are
incalculable.

I talked with a number of mer-
chants around town this week about
sefting up a new-car give-away
such as was conducted in Dumas
during the pre-Christmas buying
season.

Key To 6 Farm Operations

COLLEGE STATION — The cost
price squeeze on agricultural pro-
ducers is expected to be even tight-
er in 1956, says John C. McHaney,
agricultural economist for the Tex-
as Extension Service.

Farm income for 1955 is now 10
percent undel that for the year be-

‘the other hand points out Mec-
Haney, production costs for the
farmer will remain high and some
may increase.

Too, income from crops will be
smaller because of reductions
brought on by controls and lower
prices. Livestock receipts for 1956
could possibly equal those for 1955.

McHaney gives three main fact-
ors for the ever-widening gap be-
tween the national and farm in-
come. They are the very high rate
of agricultural production and the
large carryovers of farm products;
a considerable drop in farm ex-
ports and the inflexibility of costs
of production and marketing which
have failed to decrease with the
falling farm prices.

The economist expects farm
mortgage debts to rise again in
1956. Continued high volume of
real estate loans to refinance ex-
isting debts is expected and non-
real estate debt§ too are expected
to increase. It could all add up
to a decline in the liquid financial
reserves of agriculturists.

The international situation is
classed as an unknown factor in
the overall picture but one that
could have tremendous influence.
Watch it closely, advises McHaney.

Agricultural producers are advis-
ed to give more thought to the
economic side of their operations.
McHaney says falling farm prices
have broken more producers than
drouths or too much rain ever did.
Net income to farmers and ranch-
‘men fluctuates considerably over a
long period and these changes
must be considered in planning
both short and long time opera-
tions.

Income Tax Help
To Be Avadilable

WASHINGTON —UP— Internal
Revenue.gents will fill out in

AIso, taxpayers W1ll get all the
government help they need in fig-
uring out for themselves how much
they owe the government.

T. Coleman Andrews, former In-
ternal Revenue commissioner, had
issued an order cutting down fed-
eral assistance in making out tax
blanks. His successor, Russell C.
Harrington, reversed it Tuesday.

Andrews’ order permitted tax
agents to fill out forms only for
taxpayers who are illeterate, phy-
sically disabled or unable to speak
English. The order also reduced
the number of days a week agents
might help taxpayers fill out
forms.

The new regulations were issued
to improve efficiency.

Harrington ordered Internal
Reyenue agents to fill out forms
for anyone who requests them to
do it. He also ordered regional tax
offices to designate up to five days
a week as ‘‘special taxpayer
assistance days’’ during the last
two weeks of January, the first
two of February and the first two
of April. Two ‘‘assistance days’” a
week will be set aside during the
first half of January.

However, the tax chief said, that
he wanted to ‘‘make it clear that
any taxpayer will be given assist-
ance even on non designated
days.”

Traffic Cops
Under Orders
To Get Tough

Texas highway patrolmen took
off their ‘kid-gloves’” Thursday
and started giving tickets—and
not warnings—for all traffic vio-
lations as the state’s holiday death
toll mounted.

Department -of Public Safety Di-
rector Col. Homer Garrison Jr.
gave these orders yesterday as
violent fatalities in the state since
Dec. 24 reached 120, more than
half of the 204 which the depart-
ment predicted would die by Jan.
2 when ‘‘Operation Deathwatch”
ends.

In its latest report the depart-
ment said 67 persons have died
in traffic, 18 in non-traffic acei-
dents and 35 due to homicide and
suicide.

Among the latest deaths was
that of eight-year-old Gregory
Reagan of Corpus Christi in an
automobile accident near Franklin
late yesterday. Four members of
his family were also injured.

Patricio Rameriz, 14; of Beeville
also died yesterday when an auto-
mobile struck his bicycle.

PROBLEMS IN
CONSERVATION OF SOILS

The early years of soil conserva-
tion, under the leadership of Hugh
Hammond Benneit, has been de-
scribed at the turning point in
American agriculture. Dr. Bennett
was a persistent crusader with a
definite objective. The objective
was and stll is: “Use the land ac-
cording to its capabiiilies and treat
it accordng to its needs.” This
statement, in itself, embraces the
soil conservation program and car-
ries a much deeper meaning than
the average citizen seems to real-
ize.

Using the soil according to its
capabilities has become rather con-
créte and, within limits, definite
recommendatons for each section
of the US can be prescribed. One
striking exampie where soils are
not being used according to capa-
bilities is in the Oklahoma Panhan-
dle, Western Kansas, and the Tex-
as Panhandle. In ths area shallow
soiis, having an inadequate water
storing capacity within their pro-
files, have been indiscriminately
pressed into cultivated production,
over an average period of time,
under a given set of climatic con-
ditions and especially under a

| semi-arid ciimate. Soils of the shal-

low nature and those exhibiting
frequent out-cropings of caliche
are most capable of sustaining the
natural grass vegitation of the
ared and should not be utilized
otherwise. Where these soils are
being cultivatted they are not be-
ing used according to capability
and constitute a problem that is
very difficult to handle intelligent-
ly. There are thousands of acres
in Oklahoma alone that will not
be used according to capability
unti Ithe grass cover is reestab-
lished. The alleviation of this sing-
le mis-use will do much to control
a great amount of the present wnd
and water erosion. It shoud be
stated that i is practically imposs-
ible to treat the soil according to
its needs if it is not being used ac-
cordng to its capabiltes.

Trealng a soil according to its
needs emoraces many varied and
complex recommendations being
governed largely by capability use
and localized cultural practices.
Where soil actually does have a
cutivation capabiity it will develop
several needs, in time, and should
receive treatment accordingly. In
the Oklahoma Panhandle soils
have been losing fertility since the
first day of cultivation. Based upon
a twenty-nine year average the
loss in organic matter has been
25.71 percent, total phosphorus loss
in the topsoil has been 8.6 percent
and in the sub-soil 2.71 percent.
This is a definite loss and conser-
vation mnded people realize the
need for treatment. The loss of or-
ganic matter alone is creating the
greatest demand for treatment. To-
tal mineral losses, even though
measurable, have not become the
first limiting factor in crop produc-
tion except in a few localized
areas.

The most detectable symptoms
of organc matter loss are reflect-
ed in he soil physical conditions.
Poor soil stricuture, zones of com-
pacton, decreased water infiltra-
tion rates result in accelerated run-
off and increased evaporation loss=-
es. Run-off and excess evaporation
losses are markediy reducing rain-
fall efficiency and rapidly creating
extra water erosion problems. Col-
lectively the two factors are robb-
ing crops of a vital compound
necessary for maximum production.
Other symptoms of organic malter
loss are surface crusting immedi-

ately after a rain and accelerated
wind erosion due to the destruc-
tion of stable soil aggregates into
individual sand, silt, and clay part-
cles all of which are erodible by
winds of varying velocities. The
break up of soil aggregates is
brought about primariiy by a di-
minishing supply of natural gums
that are normally synthesized by
the decomposition of fresh orgaii-
ic matter.

When soils are found to be de-
ficient of physical properties or
chemical elements they should be
treated. In western Oklahoma the
time for physical treatment is here.
Chemical reatment as a general
practice. will probably appear at
some later date for the average
soil although some need careful
treatment at the present time.

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The Gospel by St. Luke

BY WILLIAM E. GILROY, D.D.

URING the first six months

of this year many scholars in
church schools will be studying
lessons from the Gospel accord-
ing to Saint Luke.

It is a good time for readers
of the Bible at home: and else-
where to concentrate on this
CGospel. Without following any
specific topics or titles; the com-
ment in this column is designed
to bring this Gospel, the fullest
account of the life, ministry,
and mission of Jesus, into its

the meaning of Christ’s coming.

The full richness of the Gospel
of God’s grace is in the Parable
of the Prodigal Son, enforced
by the Parable of the Lost Sheep
and the Lost Piece of Silver
and all that tells of the divine
rurpose of redemption.

If we had no other part of the
New Testament, we would have
had in St. Luke’s Gospel all that
is essential in the story of God’s
quest for man.

Luke had some advantages
over other Gospel writers. Both

lives, ¥ < Yl reveal him as an accomplished

writer, highly skilled in narra-
tion. The ‘“we” parts of the Book
of Acts suggest that he was a
participant, as well as.a narra-
tor, in much that happened.

He was not among the original
Disciples, nor an eyewitness of
the events he describes, as he
himself states in Luke 1:2. But he
had access to all the sources of
knowledge concerning Christ’s
life and ministry, both in his
contacts with those who had
walked with Jesus, observed, and
listened; in oral tradition; and
in what others had written.

It is no wonder that Luke’s is

the greatest telling af the story
of Jesus.
_ The first essential in studying,
or reading, the Gospel of Luke,
is to read the entire Gospel
through, perhaps more than once.
No exact or extensive informa-
tion about Luke himself is avail-
able, but it will help to consult
a Bible dictionary, or-the “Helps”
in a Bible that has them.

1 think one’s own outline, or
plan of study, after careful read-
ing of the Book will fix the
events and teachings firmly in
mind in a way that a formal
outline is not likely to do.

The Gospel of Luke is, I think,
the fullest account of the Chris-
tian story. However we should
lose much if we did not have the
other three Gospels.

There is St. Matthew’s account
of the Christmas story, and his
incomparable account, in three
wonderful chapters, of the Ser-
mon on the Mount.

St. Mark has no Christmas
story at all, but enters at once
on the ministry of Jesus. His brief
Gospel is direct and vivid. Its
characteristic word is ‘straight-
way,” and that’s how everything
‘happens. :

We should not have the great-
est word on worship ever spoken,
if we did not have St. John’s
Gospel, with the story of the
meeting of Jesus with the Samar-
itan woman; we should lack
Christ’s words about truth and
freedom; and the intimate dis-
courses with the Disciples as
they neared the final scenes of
Calvary and the Resurrection.
¢.But, if we could have only
one Gospel, 1 think St. Luke’s
is the one we should have fto
c¢hoose. In it is the fullest Christ-
mas story, with the vivid back-
ground setting—the devout ex-

pectations of the Messiah and °

did not catch the names of the
other members who were with him
and could not pronounce them if 1

had. I did know that Mr. Bulganin,
Mr. Khrushchev and Mr. Mikoyan

were not present at the reception,
so I am sure it was none of them.
The members present were very
gracious to-us and made several
references to hopes that the rela-
tionships between our two coun-
tries would be much better in the
future.

The signal was given that the
food was ready and that the guests
were to partake of it. As it turned
out there were several dining
rooms in which there were a num-
ber of tables laden with all kinds
of food and drink. Our party was
supposed to go into the dining
room where the members of the
Presidium were to eat. But, sev-
eral of us got sidetracked and into
another dining room where we saw
firsthand evidence to confirm our
conclusions that the Russians were
great eaters. The tables were so
arranged as to indicate that the
service was to be buffet style.
However, it was a case of first,
come, first served. Those who got
to the, table -first firmly implanted
their feet in place and proceedec
to enjoy everything in reach. 1
stood by one man for about ten
minutes waiting for him to move
and then decided I had better try
another table. I did get a bite of
a few things that were very tasty,
and then was told that I was sup-
posed to be in another dining room.

I went to the other dining room
where all of the high officials of
the Russian Government and offi-
cial representatives of other coun-
tries were gathered. As I started
to enter the doorway, two fellows
about five by five who were stand-
ing on each side of the door closed
in to prevent my entering. Re-
membering some of my old footba!l
footwork, I side-stepped them and
was inside before they knew which
way I had gone. They made no
effort to eject me but did get the
gap clesed so that another mem-
ber of our party was not able to
get in. He called to me over their
heads and asked how I had gotten
in. Seeing his plight, I went back
over to the door and said to the
two guards, “Let him in. He’s all
right.” Whereupon the two guards
parted and let the other member
in, much to my surprise. We then
visited with representatives of the
Governments of Mexico, Canada,

England, Sweden and others until
it was time to depart about eight
p-m.

THE KREMLIN

The Kremim is a walled
area, consisting of 75 acres. ts con-
struction began in the 14th
Century. The walls are flanked by
green roofed watch towers, no two
of which are alike. There are five
roseate brick gate towers, each sur-
mounted by spires of various de-
signs. It is in the shape of an ir-
regular triangle and enclosed with-
in its walls are 4 large open
squares, 3 cathedrals, 7 churches,
a convent, a monastery, 3 palaces,
Senate House Symodal buildings,
the Tower of Ivan the Great and
the arsenal.

cars become stuck in snow or ice
or slush along the curbs and oth-
er troubles mount up that mean
motoring grief.

A few tips might save some
grief, tips that have been passed
on by experts.

Check Ignition

Cold weather starting requires
peirfect functicning of the ignition
system. Spark plugs that are worn
out or dirty, or worn-down points
can foul up a motorist on a cold
morning. It takes only a few min-
utes to have them checked. Re-
placement cost isn’t high.

An old battery can cause trou-
ble. When the weather is cold and
a car sits very long, the battery
water gets cold and the efficiency
or starting power drops off sharp-
ly. :

It is a good idea to run the car
frequently, at least once a day. If
it sits too long in cold weather, it
could mean trouble.

In cold weather the oil in a car
gets stiff also. New oils on the
market take note of this.

They are light in weight for cold

to go outside and let the car warm
up thoroughly if it is sitting out.
That loosens everything up again,
the process of stiffening up due to
the cold must start over.

Don’t Try Too Long

If a car doesn’t kick off when
it has turned over about 19 times,
it is a good idea to shut off the key
and not try to start it again for a
few minutes. After that, the en-
gine probably is flooded. Continued
turning over of the engine just ag-
gravates the problem and runs
down the battery.

When a car is stuck in snow or
ice, don’t spin the wheels to get
out. The slower the wheels turn the
better the traction.

To prevent gas line freezing or
carburetor icing, the additives in
some gasolines or the special cans
of mixtures to dump in to the gas
tank along with the gas help dry
out moisture. Another good idea is
to keep the gas tank as full as pos-
sible. When it gets low, chances
of condensation and icing troubles
increase. The more gas in the tank,

the less room for condensation.
