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Impetus To Natural 
Gas Legislation
President Eisenhower’s inclusion 
of natural gas legislation in the 
legislative program he has sub­
mitted to Congress is encourag­
ing of hope that a measure to 
free the wellhead price of gas 
from federal regulation finally 
will be passed. Without presi­
dential encouragement, it is al­
most certain that it would not.

In vetoing the bill passed by 
Congress last year, the Presi­
dent did not question the meas­
ure itself. In fact, he stated 
specifically that legislation con­
forming to the basic objectives 
o f the bill is needed. He vetoed 
it only because of some of the 
methods used to attempt to in­
sure its passage. Since that 
time, an oil company and two 
attorneys have pleaded guilty to 
violation of the lobsdng law in 
their activities in behalf of the 
measure.

The President’s veto of a bill 
he acknowledged to be worth 
while seemed to many at the 
time to be extreme and unwar­
ranted. There was no evidence 
that activities in favor of the 
measure, however improper, 
had any effect in influencing 
votes for it. If anything, just 
the opposite appears to have 
been true. At any rate, the 
wrongdoing could have been 
punished without sacrifice of a 
good measure.

The uncertainty and confus­
ion created in gas production 
areas by the effort to rivet util­
ity-type regulations upon every 
producer of gas are proof enough 
that Congress should lose no 
time in enacting the legislation 
the President has invited them 
to enact. We sincerely believe 
that such legislation would be 
as much in 'the interest of gas 
consumers as gas producers. It 
would help also to preserve the 
system of free enterprise in this 
country by removing the first 
peactime imposition of federal 
price-fixing controls on the pro­
duction and sale of a commodity. 
One such control could lead to 
another — and, in all justice, 
would have to do so.

There are signs that the gas 
industry, itself divided on the 
issue the last time, is realizing 
that it and its customers have a 
common interest in such legisla­
tion. This likewise offers en­
couragement that suitable legis­
lation may bfe passed at this ses­
sion of Congress, signed by the 
President, and, put into effect.

Narcotics, Liquor, Women, Gambling: 
They re All Part of the Duval Story

SAN DIEGO, TEX.--NO self- 

respecting boss-run barony is 
complete without its quota of 
ssmdicated sin. And Duval County, 
Texas, is no exception.

For the moment “ the heat is 
on”  and the gambling wheels are 
stilled, night sin-spots like El 
Ranchito are closed,'most o f the 
women of easy virtue are in exile 
and traffic in illegal liquor and 
narcotics is very much under 
wraps.

One disgruntled deputy sheriff, 
raging at the Rangers who put 
him out o f business, moved his 
house of prostitution, lock, stock 
and women, all the way to Hous­
ton.

The Rangers, armed with in­
junctions obtained by the Attor­
ney General’s office, simply pad­
locked the town.

“ It was just like the good old 
days o f prohibition,”  said Captain 
Alfred Allee, reg a led  by his fel­
lows and by his superiors in Aus­
tin as one o f the greatest Rangers 
o f them all.

The merchants o f sin fumed 
and fretted, appealed to the courts 
for injunctions o f their .own, tried 
every trick that wily lawyers 
could dream up. It was no soap. 
The places stayed closed and the 
gambling apparatus, the wheels 
and the dice and the tables, stayed 
carted away.

Quite naturally Captain Alice, 
Attorney General John Ben Shep- 
perd, and all the others who had 
declared war on the Duchy of 
Duval and on its up-to-then un­
disputed ruler. Boss Parr, were 
roundly cursed by the purveyors 
o f iniquity. The machine went 
even further.

This writer has a long docu­
ment before him right now, a 
document revealing plans for the 
“ liquidation”  o f Ranger Captain 
Allee and Ranger Joe Bridge.
_ If these killings had been car­

ried out, they would not have been 
the first political murders in that 
seething section of deep South 
Texas. Several years before Law­
yer Jacob Floyd and District 
Judge Sam Reams had been 
marked for death. The pistoleros 
got their signals mixed and killed 
Floyd’s son by mistake. The life 
of the Attorney General has been 
threatened three times.

The gahibling, the women and 
the illegal liquor may have de­
parted from Duval, for the time 
being at least, but the narcotics 
picture isn’t so pretty.

Should you hap pen , to be driv­
ing along the Benavides road. 
Highway 59 to Laredo, or along 
Highway 44 through Freer, you 
may hear the engine of a hedge­
hopping airplane. It won’t land 
so long as your car or any other 
car, except very special ones 
known to the pilot, is in the vi­
cinity.

Once your car is out o f sight 
the plane will touch down on the 
highway and its cargo will be 
quickly transferred to an auto­
mobile and the plane immediately 
takes off, flying low. This trans­
fer always takes place in the 
early morning.

The cargo is heroin and mari­
juana. Sometimes the shipment 
includes diamonds and gold.

It is said by those who should 
know that 90 percent o f all the 

■ illicit narcotics coming into the

United States is brought across 
the border from Mexico, most of 
it coming through Texas and 
through San Diego. And only a 
small proportion o f the total 
amount o f dope brought into Tex­
as, and from here spread all over 
America, is ever seized.

I checked with the United 
States Air Force. South Texas is 
180 degrees out o f phase to the 
radar screen, concentrated as it 
is to spot planes coming in from 
the Atlantic or from the Pacific. 
Unless I’ve been badly misin­
formed, the Mexican border is 
vnde open to any aii^Iane, Rus­
sian or smuggler. Besides, a plane 
coming almost at ground level 
would be safe from radar in any 
case.

Previous articles in this series 
have pointed out that this utterly 
fantastic county is a product of 
its isolated geography, its his­
tory and its people. But history 
fades and people change. So in 
Duval. Democracy is raw, red 
meat,'nourishing stuff on which a 
man, or a people, can grow 
strong. In Duval the people are 
feeding full.

George B. Parr is fighting, and 
fighting desperately, for his polit­
ical life and for his physical lib­
erty. There’s something magnifi­
cent and awesome about a good 
fighter, even when he’s on the 
opposite side.

According to Attorney General 
John Ben Shepperd, to District 
Attorney Sam Burris, to Lawyer 
Jacob Floyd o f Alice, and to half 
a hundred other Parr opponents 
I’ve talked to, the Duke o f Duval 
is fighting his last big fight. The 
Duke, they say, is through, fin­
ished, licked.

According to one o f Parr’s top 
attorneys, dapper Luther Jones of 
Corpus Christi, Shepperd, Burris 
et al are dripping wet. They 
couldn’t be more wrong. So says 
Jones.

“ Look at it this way,”  said 
Jones to me, “ This is an election 
year and the politicos are making 
hay. All this will blow over. These 
civil suits and indictments are 
pure politics and once the shout­
ing is over they’ll be allowed to 
die very quietly. You’re a strang­
er to this part of Texas or 
you’d know all of this has hap­
pened before.”

As Luther Jones talked my 
mind went back to long ago when 
I was just breaking into news­
paper work on the old “ Chicago 
Evening American.” In those days 
Al Capone was running the rac­
kets. I once met the King of 
the Racketeers and a right charm­
ing fellow he was. Nobody ever 
pinned a murder rap on Al. He 
went to Alcatraz for income tax 
evasion. V

In New York I’ve met Frank 
Costello, he of the television 
hands th.at Senator Kefauver 
made so famous. Talking to him 
at the 'Vesuvio Restaurant on 
West 48th Street, one of his fav­
orite haunts, you’d never think 
he’d ever heard of a slot machine

“ And all this business about 
political killings in Duval,”  Jones 
went on. “ They’ve been trying to 
pin a killing on Parr for years. 
Don’t you think he’d have been 
charged with murder long ago if 
they could’ve got something on 
him?”

Jones, who is nothing i f  not 
frank, admits without any quib- 
. bles that his client is no saint. He 
depicts George B. Parr as a man 
who gets what he wants when he 
wants it and who isn’t overly 
squeamish about methods. And 
Jones had admitted as much in 
open court, many times.

The well-dressed little lawyer, 
who presumably knows what is 
p in g  on inside the Parr machine, 
has some interesting ideas about 
the future o f Duval.

Should George B. Parr lose his 
battle, even be sent to prison, this 
does not mean the end o f the 
P a ^  dynasty. Another Parr, the 
Dukes nephew. Archer Parr II, 
IS ready to take over.

Should this switch happen, Du­
val history would be repeating 
itself. George Parr deposed his 
father just twenty years ago.

Archer Parr is a personable 
young man, 35, a Marine veteran, 
a family man, educated, and well 
schooled in the rough and tumble 
o f Duval politics. He has served 
as sheriff under his uncle.

George B. Parr “ did time”  in 
Federal prison, in El Reno, Okla- 
noma, back in 1936. The charge 
was cheating on his income tax. 
When he got back home to San 
Diego he was greeted as a hero, 
as a man who had suffered pei^ 
secution for the sake o f his peo­
ple, He was met by a brass band 
and by dancing in the streets.

But he returned to find that 
wire cutters had been at work on 
the Parr political fences, that his 
father. Senator Archie Parr, the 
then reigning Duke o f Duyal, was 
unable to ride the range as of 
old.

George took over the power in 
Duval. His father went into exile, 
to live at the Nueces Hotel in 
Corpus Christi until his death.

Again George Parr is under 
indictment for income tax cheat­
ing. and again his followers say 
he is being persecuted for their 
sake. Should he again be convict­
ed, on the tax charge or any one 
o f a number o f other Federal or 
State c h a  r g  e s now pending 
against him, including a charge 
of using the mails to defraud, 
anything can happen in the coun­
ty o f Duval.

However. Luther Jones to the 
contrary, there is a vast differ­
ence between the I>uval o f 1936 
and the Duval of 1956, (As a 
rnatter o f fact, there is a vast 
difference between the Duval of 
1954 and 1956, which v/ill be the 
subject of the two final articles 
in this series.)

Twenty years ago the Parr 
power was solid as the Rocky 
Mountains, and seemingly as per­
manent. Men in Austin and Wash­
ington fawned upon the Duke, 
courted his favors, jumped when 
he crooked his little finger, 
t Parr could, and did, deliver 
100 to 1 majorities in any elec­
tion. He could loftily ignore the 
mundane doings of ordinary poli­
tics. He was the puissant prince, 
after the fashion of the Middle 
Ages.

But Parr has been projected, 
head over heels, into the unsym­
pathetic new world of the mid- 
Twentieth Century. The alchemy 
of his time has changed his coun-ne a ever neara oi a siot macnine xxxo v,uxxn-

or a gaming table. Charming fel- Parr was born ]ust
low. Lovely fellow. He’s in jail. years too late.years

Actually, it was more than al­
chemy that changed Parr’s coun­
ty. The last two articles of this 
series will deal with what radical 
changes can be made in a boss- 
ruled county when one Attorney 
General gets it into his head that 
feudalism has got to go.

’The 2 types of insurance are 
casualty and life. Casualty is 
for damage and destruction. Life 
is devised as a means of protec­
tion and savings. Many people 
like the savings, because if they 
just put the savings in the bank 
they would spend part of it.

The casualty and life insur­
ance policies are sold as mutual 
or stock. The stock means or­
ganized to sell stock. This is 
usually the safest. The mutual 
means the whole group bears the 
same loss. Before investing in 
mutual you should investigate 
the company. Mutual is just as 
good as stock if you know your 
company.

company that pays dividends. 
The reason for this is that the 
states sets the rate for all in­
surance companies.

From the South Pasadena, Re­
view, South Pasadena, CaUfomiat
Tens of thousands of Britons have 
had enough. Reports from the 
“ tight little isle”  say that the 
new economic problem thrust on 
the nation by the Suez fiasco have 
started the greatest wave of emi­
gration in Britain’ s history. Most 
people want to go to Canada. 
As many as 3,000 in one day have 
made application to the Canadian 
immigration oflices in London. 
The Australian headquarters is 
getting about one-third that num­
ber daily and the New Zealand 
and Rhodesia about 400 per day. 
Specifically, the boost in gas pri­
ces to 88 cents a gallon has made 
travel by car almost prohibitive. 
Added to that is the prospect that 
basic income taxes may go up to 
47%%. Business taxes in some 
lines have become so prohibitive 
that no one wiU risk launching 
an enterprise in those lines. The 
story of most emigrants is that 
opportunity has all but disap­
peared in Britain. They want to 
get out to the New World where 
they hope to gain the rewards 
denied them at home. It is esti­
mated that as many as 100,000 
Britons will enter Canada in 1957. 
That’s three times the number in 
1955.

Former President Herbert Hoov­
er spoke these words on June 29, 
1941, after saying that Britain 
now was safe from German in­
vasion due to Hitler’ s diver.sion 
attack upon Russia.

Recently he spoke at the dedi­
cation of a new boys club in Chi­
cago and said he has no regrets 
for the stand he took in 1949 op­
posing United States involvement 
in World War II.

With the downfall of Hitler, 
Mussolini and the empire of Ja­
pan, the United States stands now 
as the only bulwark against the 
spread of Ckimmunism.

Veterans Land 
Bids Close 
February 5

Texas veterans were remind­
ed Friday that they have only 
until February 5 to submit bids 
on 56 tracts of land which the 
Veterans’ Land Board has for 
sale.

Land (Commissioner Earl Rud­
der, who is chairman of the 
VLB, explained that, unlike 
normal procedure in the Veter­
an’s Land program, veterans are 
not required to obtain an appli­

cation number to purchase any 
of these tracts.

The lands to be sold, which 
are located in all sections of the 
state, have been forfeited by 
original owners who purchased 
the property through the Vet­
erans’ Land program.

Commissioner Rudder urged 
veterans who are interested in 
this sale to inquire immediately 
of the Veterans’ Land Board in 
Austin for information.

Better Pay 
Luring Texas 
Teachers

States paying higher salaries 
are luring teachers away from 
Texas, where the salary scale is 
low, according to E. L. Galyean, 
of Texas State Teachers’ Asso­
ciation.

Galyean, in a speech before

teachers’ and school administra­
tors in Breckenridge High 
School Auditorium Tuesday, said 
also that only one out of five 
college graduates goes into 
teaching while schools need 
half the graduates.

The association’s research and 
records director, Galyean cited 
statistics showing that enough 
children are born in the state 
each day to require 27 new class­
rooms and 27 new teachers in 
state public schools.

A $399 raise to the $3,204 be­
ginner’s salary is called for In 
a current legislative proposal, 
Galyean said, with a $90 annual 
raise for the first five years, fol­
lowed by a $54 boost each year 
after that.

The association official said 
the beginning salary should 
reach $4,000 per year within 
two to four years.

Highlights 
From Your 
State Capitol

(By Vern Sanford)
Gov. Price Daniel has lined 

up an impressive array of goals 
for himself and fellow officials 
during the next two years.

His message to the Legislature 
detailed 25 points. He labeled 
four as “emergencies.”

Getting top priority were (1) 
water conservation (he suggested 
doubling the proposed $100,000,- 
000 bond program), (2) addition­
al highway patrolmen and other 
safety measures, (3) laws to fa­
cilitate right of way buying for 
highways and (4) a crime com­
mission to guard against official 
misconduct, curb lobbying, etc.

Governor Daniel also recom­
mended pay raises for teachers 
and state employes, local decis­
ions on school segregation, in­
creased old age pensions, aboli­
tion of dual banking-insurance 
operations, more money for in­
surance law enforcement. im­
proved penal statutes for insur­
ance and security controls, use 
of state funds for advertising 
and upping workmen’s compen­
sation benefits.

He said he favors a $5,000,000 
prison building program, a paid 
adult parole system, laws to 
curb juvenile crime, revision of 
the state constitution, a contin­
ued state office building pro­
gram (including an archives 
building), improved narcotics 
laws, study of the needs of the 
handicapped, election law 
changes and long-range study of 
the state tax structure.

Legislative comment following 
the talk was favorable.

Enactment of the total pro­
gram would almost certainly re­
quire more revenue than the 
state has in sight. Daniel made 
no flat promise against new le­
vies, except for sales and person­
al income taxes.

His budget message, to come 
later, will detail costs with sug­
gestions for new revenue, if ne­
cessary.

Hired Help 
Entitled To 
Social Security

Farmers and ranchers who 
hire workers on their places are 
reminded by James Z. Pearce of 
the Internal Revenue Service 
that serial security taxes apply 
to cash wages paid to every 
farm-ranch worker to whom the 
employer pays $100 or more in 
cash wages for 1956.

“The taxes, two per cent em­
ployer and two per cent em­
ployee, apply only to cash 
wages paid covered farm-ranch 
hands,” Pearce said.

Employers owing these taxes 
must file a tax return on Form 
943,'and pay the taxes, on or 
before January 31, 1957. Farm- 
ranch employers are advised to 
file returns promptly to avoid 
penalty for late filing.

Employers of covered workers 
who haven’t already registered 
with the IRS district director’s 
office must do so at once. The 
registration form, SS-4, can be 
obtained from any Revenue or 
Social Security office. All re­
gistered employers will receive 
their necessary return forms and 
simplified instructions by mail.

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The President’s 
Budget Message

(By Walter Rogers)
Much will be said irx the next 

few months about the Presi­
dent’s all-time high, peacetime 
budget. The budget will un­
dergo the closest scrutiny in 
both the House and the Sen­
ate. The figures presented in 
the President’s Budget Message, 
as well as the budget, will be 
carefully weighed against the 
figures that have been furnish­
ed by the several departments 
involved. The manner in 
which figures can be employed 
sometimes produces strange re­
sults. For instance the Presi­
dent’s Budget Message reflects 
that, even though there is an 
increased expenditure of public 
funds, there will be a decrease 
in the national debt. Of course, 
this supposed decrease is an es­
timate and not a fixed and de­
termined fact. The public debt 
has been increasing. At the 
end of the fiscal year 1953, it 
was 266 billions of dollars. In 
1954 it had increased to 271 bil­
lion, and in 1955 it had increased 
to 274 billion. In 1956 it is re­
corded at approximately 273 bil­
lion, but this balance does not 
reflect some bookkeeping 
changes that were made whereby 
some obUgations were not re­
flected. On January 2, 1957, 
the public debt w ^  slightly a- 
bove 276 billions of dollars. Of 
course, this will be reduced by 
a few billion between now and 
the end of the fiscal year, which 
is June 30, because tax collec­
tions will be coming in during 
that time, but will then increase 
again. It is also interesting to 
note that 61 percent-of these 
tax collections will be individual 
income taxes. Corporation in­
come taxes will be 29 percent; 
excise taxes, 12 percent; other 
taxes, 8 percent. It is also in­
teresting to note that estimates 
contained in the President’s mes­
sage reflect that the major in­
crease in collection of taxes to 
offset the increased expendi­
tures will fall on the back of in­
dividual income tax payers. In 
1956 individuals paid 35.3 billion 
in taxes. In 1957 they will pay 
38.5 billion, and in 1958 they 
will pay an estimated 41 billion. 
At the same time corporation 
income taxes will be for 1956, 
21.3 billion; for 1957, 21.4 billion; 
and for 1958, 22 billion. Excise 
taxes will drop from 10 billion 
in 1956 Co 9.2 billion and in 1957 
and then down to 8.9 billion in 
1958. The other taxes are just 
about the same. In other 
words, the collection of taxes 
from individuals will increase by 
almost 6 billions of dollars, 
while corporation income taxes 
will increase less than 1 billion 
and excise taxes will be reduced.

W -2 Forms 
Must Qe Issued 
By January 31

District Director of Internal 
Revenue Ellis Campbell, Jr., is

asking for the cooperation of all 
employers in the early distribu­
tion of withholding tax state­
ments, Form W-2, to their em­
ployees. The fbrms must be 
issued by Januray 31, 1957, and 
penalties are provided for em­
ployers who fail to distribute 
them on time.

Director Campbell explained 
that the Form W-2 is a neces­
sary part in the filing of a Fed­
eral income tax return by an 
employee. Taxpayers who have 
these forms at an early date will 
be able to file their returns well 
before the deadline of April 15. 
Returns resulting in refunds will 
receive special handling to ex­
pedite the refunds.

Blank Forms W-2 are available 
at the Internal Revenue District 
office located at Amarillo. The 
form is to be made out in trip­
licate, showing the wages paid 
to the employee during 1956 and 
the amount of income tax with­
held from his wages. Employers 
are reminded that they must 
issue a Form W-2 to each em­
ployee whose income was sub­
ject to withholding and also to 
any employee who would have 
been subject to withholding if 
he had only one exemption.

Buy Chicks For 
Replacement Early

It’s time to start brooding 
baby chicks for fall flock re­
placements. E. D. Parnell, pro­
fessor of poultry husbandry, A. & 
M. College, says generally, early 
hatched chicks are more profit­
able.

Parnell gives these advantages 
for early started chicks: (1)
lower mortality due to less dis  ̂
ease, especially coccidiosis; (2) 
they grow faster than late 
hatched chicks; (3) cockerels 
are ready for market at an ear- 
Uer age and bring more money 
as fryers due to the higher 
spring market price; (4) pullets 
lay larger and more high priced 
late summer, fall and winter 
eggs; (5) lower laying house 
mortality among early hatched 
puUets.

Parnell says be sure to pur­
chase chicks from a breeder or 
Texas hatcheryman who has a 
reputation for delivering strong, 
healthy chicks that live and 
grow into profitable producers.

Meat Tenderizers 
Aid Tough Cuts •

Medium and lower grades of 
beef can be made more tender 
through the use of commercial 
tenderizers on the market. A 
granular or liquid substance 
made from the papaya, the ten- 
derizer contains a valuable di­
gestive substaijce. As a result 
of its use, meat is made more 
tender and easier for the body to 
digest, according to extension 
foods and nutrition specialists.

At the California Experiment 
Station, it was found that most 
of the tenderizing takes place 
when the meat reaches 140 to 
174 degrees. The once recom­
mended practice of letting the 
meat stand after the application 
of the tenderizer is unnecessary. 
It is suggested, however, that 
the tenderizer be “forked” into 
thick cuts so that it can pene­
trate deeper into the mukde.

Meat tenderizers can be bought 
at grocery stores.

Lose Extra 
Pounds Gradually

Did the holiday season leave 
you with some uncomfortable 
extra pounds, or maybe you 
made a New Year’s resolution to 
get back to normal weight.. If 
so, be sensible in mapping out 
a diet plan, cautions Ijouise Ma­
son, extension foods and nutri­
tion specialist.

There is no safe easy way to 
reduce. The one accepted way 
is to begin with a consultation 
with your family doctor, and 
then eat less, but adequately. 
This means smaller amounts of 
a large variety of foods to in­
sure getting enough of all the 
nutrients for good health.

One good guide to form the 
basis of a reducing diet is the 
Texas Food Standard, which in­
cludes a balanced variety of 
foods. It avoids much of the 
embarrassment and inconven­
ience caused by weird special 
diets. Best of all, it plans for 
a baac pattern of eating that 
will be continued after excess 
weight is lost.

Safe reducing is a fairly long­

time project. Two pounds per 
week is generally considered a 
safe rate of loss.

Remmeber that the human 
body needs adequate fuel at all 
times. Damgae to the body 
and nervous system, as a result 
of improper dieting, can be per­
manent.

Standard are available at your 
local County Home Demonstra­
tion Agent’s office, or write the 
Agricultural Information Of­
fice.

Tree Planting 
Time Is Near

Planning to set out shrubs and 
trees this spring? According to 
specialists for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, 
now’s the time to start thinking 
about just what kind of trees 
and shrubs will do the best job 
for you. They come in a var­
iety of shapes, sizes and types 
of foliage. Some will do a bet­
ter job of setting off your house 
than others. For examples, the 
low growing trees such as apri­
cot, red bud and dogwood are 
suitable for the low-t3rpe modern 
house. Pecan, walnut and oth­
er tall growing trees are suitable 
for tall two-story houses. The 
specialist suggests you do a lit­
tle “snap^ot planning.”

Sketch in different sizes and 
shapes of plantings on snap­
shots of your house. When you 
find the height and shape plant­
ings that look best, the next job 
is to estimate how high they 
grow. Measure up the side of 
the house with a yardstick if 
neccesary. Then look for trees 
and shrubs that will be the 
right shape, size and height 
when full grown.

REV. ROBERT H. BARPER 
LIVING SACRIFICES

OECAUSE of the mercies of 
God, both as incentive born 

of gratitude and as an assurance 
of help, men are exhorted to pre­
sent their bodies as living sacri­

There is a distinction to be 
drawn between dead sacrifices 
and living sacrifices. Men who

martyrs who gave their lives on 
the bloody sands of the arena and 
elsewhere all bring a great stimu­
lus to noble achievement.

But the apostle calls upon men 
to present their bodies as living 
sacrifices unto God, which should 
mean the consecration of aU their 
powers and their talents unto the 
Lford’s service.

And this is their reasonable serv­
ice. If it was to be expected that 
old Jim Bludson should stay at 
his post in the engine room of a 
burning boat and shout, “ I’U hold 
her nozzle against the bank 'till 
the last galoot’s ashore!”  should 
it not be a reasonable thing for a 
Christian to live for his Lord 
every day?

'T^HE foreign policy of the United 
• States, and the principles 
which underlie that policy will 
be among the most important 
questions to be considered dur­
ing this session of the 85th Con­
gress.

The question of U.S. Foreign 
Policy as some Senators pose it: 
“Will U.S. Foreign Policy follow 
principles of Right and Justice, 
or will our policy continue to be 
a shifting policy of temporizing 
and expediency in an effort to 
keep an uneasy peace which is no 
peace at all?”

President Eisenhower has made 
it known that he seeks stand-by 
power to use United States armed 
forces in the Middle-East if he 
deems it necessary. He asked for 
the same power in the Far East 
in connection with the Formosa- 
Red China crisis during the last 
session of Congress, and was giv­
en a blank check.

At the head of the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee dur­
ing this session of the Congress 
will be 90-year-old Senator Theo­
dore Francis Green, of Rhode 
Island, a 20-year veteran in the 
Senate. Despite his age. Senator 
Green apparently remains vigor­
ous and he is the ranking Demo­
crat on this important Senate 
Committee and can have the job 
of Chairman if he so desires. 
Senator Green also has had in­
ternational experience as a repre­
sentative of the United States at 
the United Nations. The veteran 
Walter F. George, of Georgia, who

resigned as chairman of the 
Foreign Relations Committee in 
the Senate for several years, is 
now roving ambassador under the 
personal Jurisdiction of the Presi­
dent, and it is possible that his 
recommendations may still play 
an important role in Foreign Re­
lations policy in the Senate.

The House of Representatives, 
through its Foreign Affairs Com­
mittee, and that Committee’s 
chairman, outspoken James P. 
Richards, of South Carolina, has, 
and still seeks more influence in 
our Foreign Affairs problems. 
Congressman Richards has been 
one of those who questions the 
wisdom of some facets of our 
foreign policy in the past.

At least two new faces will be 
seen on the Senate Foreign Rela­
tions Committee this session. A 
successor to Senator George a? 
a member, and a successor to 
the late’' Senator Alben W. Barkley 
of Kentucky will be named. Sena­
tor Alexander Wiley, of Wiscon­
sin, remains as Ranking Repub­
lican member, and former chair­
man of the Committee. Other Re­
publicans on the Committee in­
clude Senators Smith, New Jersey, 
Hickenlooper, Iowa; Danger, 
North Dakota; Knowland, Califor­
nia; Aiken, Vermont, and Cape- 
hart, Indiana.

Democrat holdovers include: 
Fulbright, Arkansas; Sparkman, 
Alabama; Humphrey, Minnesota; 
Mansfield, Montana and Morse, 
Oregon.
