Even in a water-minded legis­
lature, passage of a statewide 
conservation program apparent­
ly faces some rough sailing.

First hitch came when the 
House conservation committee 
voted to hold the $100,000,000 
Texas Water Development Fund 
measure for 14 days study. Sen­
ate Water Committee had given 
it unanimous recommendation 
in less than an hour and a half.

Rep. Leroy Saul of Kress, 
House sponsor, was sharply cri­
tical of the delay. He said it 
could be “ fatal.”

Rep. A. R. Schwartz of Galves­
ton, rather of the delaying mo­
tion, said he thought a $100,000,- 
000 fund required safeguards on 
Investments.

As now proposed, the develop­
ment fund could later be in­
creased to $200,000,000 by a two- 
thirds vote of the Legislature. 
Another $100,000,000 bond pro­
posal to buy water storage in 
federal reservoirs could likewise 
be doubled. It means a poten­
tial of $400,000,000 under the 
two plans.

As designed by its sponsors, 
the development fund would be 
self-financing, even show a long 
range profit. They anticipate 
the state would receive more in­
terest on the bonds it buys from 
cities than it has to pay on the 
bonds it sells.

But some legislators have 
pointed out that if a deficit 
should develop, it would drain 
money from the General Fund, 
straining the state’s tax sources. 
Two Revenue Bills

Despite the Legislature’s early 
“ wait and see” attitude on new 
taxes, two plans for new reve­
nues have been introduced.

Rep. Jerry Sadler of Percilla 
proposed a “manufacturing tax” 
with an estimated yield of $52,- 
000,000 a year. It would levy 
one-eighth of one per cent on 
gross receipts of manufacturing 
over $25,000 a year, including 
goods brought into Texas.

Two bills were introduced for 
higher tuition at state colleges. 
One, by Rep. Murray Watson of 
Mart, would double fees at state 
colleges, bringing in some 
$5,000,000 more a year. Anoth­
er, by Rep. Harold Parish of 
Taft, would allow the college 
governing boards to set tuition. 
Basic fee now is $25 a semester 
for Texas students.
Ethics Program Up

State Bar-recommended bills 
to curb influence peddling have 
been introduced in the Senate.

Sen. William Fly of Victoria 
sponsored the measures which 
would (1) prohibit a legislative 
member or candidate from re­
presenting a client before any 
state agency except the Indus­
trial Accident Board and (2) a- 
bolish the mandatory contim?- 
ance in trials where a legislator 
has been retained as counsel.

Sen. Searcy Bracewell offer­
ed a bill with stiff penalties for 
a state official offering or ac­
cepting a bribe.

Other measures dropped on 
the legislative assembly line 
would:

1. Prohibit offering for sale 
any merchandise at less than 
cost if the number of units is 
restricted or the merchant re­
fuses to sell to any “willing cus­
tomer.”

2. Require lobbsdsts to register 
with the Secretary of State.

Colored Light 
Bulbs Complement 
Home Furnishings

The new colored bulbs recent­
ly introduced to the American 
public can be used to good ad­
vantage in complementing home 
furnishings qnd complexions, 
according to extension home 
furnishings specialists.

Earlier colored bulbs were 
heavily coated and created a 
pronoimced color effect in a 
room that was not always pleas­
ing. The amount of color from 
the new bulbs is very slight and 
simply heightens or enhances 
the related colors in a room. For 
example, the green-blue or aqua 
bulb gives a soft light which 
emphasizes furnishings that are 
predominately blue or green; 
pink bulbs flatter pink and red 
hues.

Colored bulbs produce about 
one-third less light than white 
ones of the same wattage. For 
this reason, specialists suggest 
that homemakers buy 150 watt 
colored bulbs to replace 100 watt 
white bulbs. Fixtures in which 
60 watt white bulbs are ade­
quate will need 75 watt colored 
bulbs.

Specialists recommend using 
colored bulbs in ceiling and wall 
fixtures or other lamps that are 
used for decorative purposes 
rather than for reading, sewing 
or other demanding visual 
tasks. Never neglect the prin­
ciples of good lighting simply to 
create decorative color effects.

After a year of trial operation, 
the attention of Sherman Coun­
ty farmers is called to the Plant 
Disease Diagnostic Laboratory 
at College Station which is now 
operating on a permanent basis, 
according to County Agent 
Goule. Director G. G. Gibson 
of the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service iii announcing the 
new status for the lab, said it 
offers a new service to the peo— 
pie of Texas.

Dr. Harlan E. Smith, extension 
plant pathologist, is in charge of 
the laboratory but will receive 
assistance from members of the 
Department of Plant Physiology 
and Pathology and others of the 
A. & M. College System.

During the trial year, Gibson 
said 1,205 plant disease speci­
mens were handled by the lab. 
Most specimens were submitted 
by the State’s county agents.

Primary function of tiie lab, 
explained Director Gibson, is ta 
lend assistance to county exten­
sion agents in their local pro­
grams Vhich involve plants, 
either in the field, in the garden 
or about the home.

Here are suggestioris from Dr. 
Smith on how this free service 
may be utilized by Texans. 
First, he says, the local county 
extension agent should be con­
tacted concerning the plant 
disease problem. If the desirecL 
assistance is not available lo­
cally, the agent may send or 
suggest that a specimen be sent 
to the laboratory.

Before collecting, packaging 
and shipping plant disease speci­
mens, secure a copy of D-418 
from the local extension agent 
and follow the suggestions list­
ed. This form will be returned 
to the local agent along with 
disease control recommenda­
tions for delivery to the inter­
ested person.

Ordinarily, Smith says at least 
seven days are required to pro­
cess a plant disease specimen 
and get the results of the labor­
atory tests back to the county 
agent. The time lapse may be 
longer depending upon the type 
of disease, the number of speci­
mens being sent to the lab and 
information available regarding 
the disease. The heaviest re­
ceipts at the lab last year came 
during the months of April, May 
and June and reports on speci- 
imens were delayed as much as- 
four to five weeks.

Properly For 
Refrigeration

Many stores use tight trans­
parent film for packaging f^esh, 
unfrozen cut-up chicken or oth­
er ready to cook poultry and 
meat. For the stores this is a 
convenient, sanitary self-serve, 
and rapid saie prevents storage 
probiems. For storage in home 
refrigerators or freezers, exten­
sion foods and nutrition special­
ists suggest certain precautions.

A loose wrap is recommended 
for fresh, unfrozen poultry and 
meat in household refrigerators; 
for freezer storage a durable, 
moisture-vapor-resistant wrap is 
needed to protect against drying 
out or “ freezer burn.”

In the home refrigerator a 
tight wrap in a moist atmos­
phere encourages growth of mi­
croorganisms and development 
of off-orders. Micro-organisms 
that grow on uncooked meat at 
refrigerator temperatures are 
not known to be toxic, but they 
do cause unappetizing tastes and 
odors. •
