Irrigation And
Nitrogen Add

To Production

Dr. Alex Pope, soil specialist,
and Marvin Jensen, irrigation
specialist of the Amarillo experi-
ment station, traced the increase
in production of grains on Pan-
handle soils with the addition of
irrigation water and nitrogen
fertilizer, at a meeting held in
the school auditorium Monday
night.

Dr. Pope stated that dry land
farm operations continuously
decrease the organic substance
in the soil, reducing its nitrogen
Irrigation merely
speeds up this change in the
soil, Pope said.

Pope used a number of slides
made of charts which held a re-
cord of the amount of fertilizer
used to gain increase in yields,
He stressed the advantage of
keeping the fertilizer as close as
possible to the roots of the young
plants, but also informed pro-
ducers that it was possible to
store fertilizer in the soil sev-
eral months before a crop was
planted. He stressed the fact
that fertilizer alone would not
result in any great increase in
production. Water management
is as essential as replacing ni-
trogen in the soil. -

Marvin Jensen traced the use
of irrigation water to increase
yields on the high plains. He
advised limiting acreage to 115
acres for one well, and consid-
ered 40 additional acres possible
when rainfall was favorable.
Jensen said the deep water ba-
sin underneath the plains is be-
ing depleted much faster than
it is being restored by natural
recharge. He recommended the
combined use of water manage-
ment with fertilizer as a means
of producing better yields.

Duard Lamb, vocational agri-
culture teacher, and Ernest
Goule, county agricultural. a-
gent, made short talks and aid-
ed in the round-table question
and answer period which fol-
lowed the lectures of the irriga-
tion and fertilizer specialists.

Coffee and doughnuts were
served in the school cafeteria
at the close of the program
through the courtesy of Paul
Chesmer, manager of the Strat-
ford Butane Co.

Irrigation Bill

On Legality

Conservation
Reserve Time

Extended To April

The deadline for signing Soil
Bank Conservation Reserve con-
tracts to begin in 1957 is being
extended to April 15 from the
original closing date of March
15, the U. 8. Department of
Agriculture announced February
8, 1957.

This action is being taken be-
cause of the current heavy work
load in County Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
(ASC) committee offices where,
in addition to Conservation Re-
serve contracts, agreements are
now.- being -signed on  spring
planted “basic” crops for the
1957 Soil Bank Acreage Reserve
program, USDA  officials ex-
plained. Under the 1957 Acre-
age Reserve, farmers have until
March 1 to sign agreements put-
ting cotton and tobacco allot-
ment lands in the program and
until March 8 for - agreements
covering rice. It is not con-
templated that these dates will
be extended. !

The Conservation Reserve is
the long-range program of the
Soil Bank. Under it, farmers
may sign contracts to ~divert
general cropland from the pro-
duction of crops to soil and wa-
ter conservation uses, tree plant-
ing, and wildlife protection for
periods of 3, 5, or 10 years. On
the 5 and 10 year contracts, pay-
ments up to 80 per cent of the
cost of establishing a conserva-
tion practice may be made to
participants. All participants
will receive annual per-acre pay-
ments for land in the reserve
for the duration of their con-
tracts when they remain in com-

Sign-up of Conservation Re-
serve contracts to begin in 1958
is expected to begin late this
sumer or early in the fall, offi-
cials said.

TPA's Anti-Secrecy Legislation Will
Help Prevent Another "Duval County”

SAN DIEGO, Tex.--Texas law
reuires certain offices and politi-
cal subdivisions to publish finan-
cial statements in the newspapers.
But if they don’t, there is gen-
erally no penalty and there is no

prosecute malefactors outside
their own sewed-up counties..

It happened that the conclu-
sions tallied with those of the
Texas Press Association, which
for several legislative sessions
has asked for laws to strengthen

A number of laws governing
 publications would protect the
people against bad government.
the TPA says. One would require
the full text of city ordinances to
be published, not just a descrip-
tive title. All offices, boards,
agencies and commissions on all
levels of government would be
required to publish an annual fi-
nancial statement under another
proposed bill, and there is a re-
lated bill which would authorize
the removal of any official .who

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the publications laws are just so
much wordy manuscript.

Suppose the people are suspi-
cious of the way the school board
,or the commissioners court is run-
ning things. All you have to do is
hold the meetings in secret. Tex-
as has no anti-secrecy law that
says meetings have to be open.

In a sewed-up, boss-run county
there is no danger that the people
will come in with an auditor and
expose .everything. The only way
they can do it under existing law
is to get an order from the dis-
trict judge at the direction of the
grand jury, or from the commis-
sioners court. This law just as-
sumes that the judge and the com-
missioners will be honest, upright
fellows with nothing to hide and
nobody to protect. There is no
way for the public to force an
audit.

There are plenty of other ways
for a smart boss to keep his coun-
ty sewed up and his supporters
happy. Suppose he wants to put
the bus stops in front of his
friends’ stores to help their busi-
ness, His controlled city council
can fix him up quick. The law
says that descriptive titles of all
city ordinances have to be pub-
lished in a newspaper. Even if the
boss chooses to comply, there’s no
problem. A “descriptive title” can
be anything he wants to make it.

All these loopholes together,
and a few more besides, explain
how Duval County fell under boss
rule and stayed there.

Before going to Duval County,
I was frankly a little incredulous
when I learned there hadn’t been
a county audit in forty years in

spite of the repeated demands of

the risk of their lives, might be
an exaggeration. I smiled when
I heard that the people in Duval
County had been trying for many
years to find out when and where
their commissioners court held
its meetings, and in some cases
whether the statutory school
boards even existed.

But then I talked with men
whose lives were threatened just
because they were curious enough
to ask questions about the county
government. There’s a woman in
Freer, Texas, who repeatedly
asked all the members of the
Benavides School board for per-
mission to attend one of their
meetings. Her letters were never
acknowledged.

The State of Texas has charged
that hundreds of thousands of
dollars from Benavides school
funds were shoveled into private
pockets

John Ben Shepperd, in three
years of court battles, became
pretty familiar with the Texas
Constitution and the criminal and
civil statutes as they serve the
purposes of dictators. He came
out convinced that the best pro-
tection against crookedness in of-
fice is an alert newspaper backed
up with laws. Publication laws.

_ Anti-secrecy laws. Auditing laws,
open-records laws, and laws for
removing public officials who do
not keep faxt? with the people.
Most of all, laws to indict and

guidance the TPA is pushing 15
bills “for better government” at
this legislative sessions, most of
which are aimed at plugging the
loopholes that made Duval County
possible.

TPA members, by and large,
believe Duval County is a warn-
ing of worse things that can hap-
pen unless the people of Texas
act. Chief among these are prob-
ably Russell W. Bryant, publisher
of the Italy News Herald, who
is TPA's Legislative Committee
chairman, and W. R. Beaumier
who publishes the Lufkin Daily
News, and is vice chairman.

Shepperd is quick to deny. that
the TPA’s bills are proposed just
because of Duval County, which
he says would be case of the
tail wagging the dgg,

“The defects in the law that we
found in Duval County were not
new discoveries,” he says. “They
have been there for decades and
longer. The Duval County busi-
ness simply shows what can hap-
pen in any of the 254 counties of
Texas if something isn’t done
about the loopholes.” ¢

The bills which Shepperd and
TPA think would improve and
safeguard the quality of gov-
ernment in Texas are simple.

One of them would make it
possible for persons charged with
embezzling or misusing public
funds to be indicted in any county
adjoining the county where the
offense occurs, or in Travis Coun-
ty.

Such a law would keep crime
and punishment apart from local
politics. This “outside indictment”
is already provided by law in
rape cases, so it isn't new.

cal subdivision of the state within
their Jurlsdlctlon. with or with-
out the permission of the gov-
erning body ' Another would make
an audit of the record~ mandatory
when 30 ‘percent of the qualified
voters petition the District Judge.

An anti-secrecy bill 1s included
in” the bunch, requiring that all
meetings of official bodies be open
to the press and public except as
now otherwise provided by law.
There are a few cases in which
closed meetings are necessary—
such as when job applicants are
being considered In all other
cases, as Shepperd puts it, there
is no business 1n. public office
that is not the public's business.

If one of the TPA bills goes
into effect as law, public officials
who stand on the Fifth Amend-
ment and refuse to answer ques-
tions about their official conduct
would be remcved from office.
Shepperd maintains that this is
not inconsistent with the Consti-
tution.

“The Fifth Amendment is a
guarantee that a person does not
have to incriminate himself in a
criminal proceeding. It was never
intended to shield bad office-hold-
ers from just criticism or to keep
unworthy men in office. Such a
distortion of its use is not con-
sistent thh the honor of public
service.

officeholders who have anything
to hide.

There are provisions, too, for
stopping the flow of State funds
to school districts and other poli-
tical subdivisions which fail to
file and publish reports according
to law. According to Shepperd,
misappropriation of funds in Du-
val County was so rife that it
didn't stop immediately when the
State moved in. Efforts to cut off
the flow of money to the Bena-
vides school district until “lost”
records were found and the money
was better accounted for failed
for lack of a law under which the
State could control the flow of its
own funds.

So, another of the 15 bills in
the Better Government packet
would make it unlaw to steal, con-
ceal, alter or deface a publie
record—penalty three to seven
years—with indictment and venue
lying in the county of the offense,
any adjoining county, or Travis
County.

When you stop to think about
it, there are ways of withholding
public information from the pub-
lic which are sanctioned by law.
A lot of folks believe precinct,
county and sfate political conven-
tions are public business from
which reporters, at least, should
not be arbitrarily excluded. You
couldn’t very well let the public
in, lest the bona fide delegates
get lost in the milling crowd. But
a TPA proposal at this legisla-
tive session would allow the pres-
ence of the press, radio and TV

in the newspapers.

Franz Rosenwald and T talked
to a lot of people in South Texas.
We had heard about the “better
government” bills that Shepperd
and the TPA were urging upon
the Texas Legislature two years
ago, and the ones they are urging
now.

“No,” one of these South Tex-
ans said, “more laws wouldn't
have stopped George Parr. With
or without laws, he would have
been Duke of Duval.”

I looked at Rosenwald. He does
not know everything about law, or
dictators, or South Texas. But he
lived under the Nazis and the
Russians, and he says there's
nothing unique in this Duval
County history. It’s all so pain-
fully familiar.

When the South Texan said,
over a cup of coffee in the Alice
hotel, that laws don't stop the
world’s little dictators, Rosenwald
said, “You want to bet?”

tion and declining prices for
their products.

It is the general trend of this

ufacturing something that is

HAT happens to the hearty

hunter when the ‘‘season is
out?” In many states, he goes right
on hunting. His target, instead of
quail, squirrel, deer, rabbit and
other such ,game animals, be-
comes ‘‘varmits” — ground hogs,
starlings, crows, hawks, etc. In
many states, these are legal game
the year round.

To an ever-increasing army of
off-season shocters, the crow off-
ers the most exciting challenge.
The crow is a smart, tricky fel-
low who isn’t easily fooled.

Two popular methods of taking

crows are ‘‘spot calling”” and
‘‘shooting the fiyway.” In spot
calling, hunters seclude them-

selves in likely cover near a corn
field or farm land where the crows
are feeding and lure them into
shooting range with a crow call.
This method is best during the
day when the crows ane well scat-
tered and feeding. But *he shoot-
ing may not last long and the
hunters must seek another likely
spot.

Snooting the flyway is more pro-
druictive. The ‘“flyway”’ is a natural
flight lane followed by crows re-
turning from their feeding grounds
to roost each night.

The advantages of fiyway shoot- °

ing are many. To begin with,
there are more crows, and a fresh
‘“‘bunch’ are cominz over all the
time. Crows traveling singly or
in pairs are sometimes difficult
to interest and may be quite
wary. In a flight or large group,
however, a curious bird or two
flares off to investigate the hunt-
er's call—and once you get a few
started your way it’s almost a
certainty that others will follow.
Whether you will get good shoot-
ing depends on three things: the
skill of the crow caller; the effec-
tiveness of your hiding place, and
the ability make a minimum of
distracting movements.
