Visitors at the experiment
farm will have an opportunity
to see the results of several ap-
proved methods of fertilizing, in
the growing crops.

Since Texas is included in the
“commercial wheat area” to
which marketing quotas and
acreage allotments apply, June
20 is the date set for the mar-
keting quotas referendum to be
held. i

At least two-thirds of the
growers voting must approve -
the quotas before the quotas
may go into effect. Under a

quota program, price support in
the 1958 crop will be available
at a minimim national average
of $1.78 a bushel. This rate is
75 per cent of the estimated
parity applicable to the 1958
wheat crop.- If quotas are not
approyed, the available support
will be-at 50 percent of parity,
and acreage allotments will re-
main in effect as a means of
determining eligibility for the
support.

Farmers eligible to vote in the
June 20 referendum are those
growers who will share in the
1958 wheat crop from a farm in
the commercial wheat area on
which the wheat acreage to be
harvested, plus any acreage o
be placed in the Soil Bank’s
wheat acreage reserve, will be
more than 15 acres.. )

Every eligible voter in Sher-
man County is urged to vote in
the referendum. There will be
three voting places in the coun-
ty. Polls will be open at the
