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City Has Good Rating 
For Securing Doctor

Stratford has a good rating 
for securing a doctor, according 
to a survey made here Wednes­
day afternoon by Dr. Chester U. 
Callan of Rotan, Texa^, chair­
man of the Texas Medical As­
sociation Doctor Distribution 
Service, and Dr. Allen T. Stew­
art of Lubbock, Texas.

The doctors were welcomed 
at the meeting held in the Strat­
ford Clinic by Mr. and Mrs. A. 
E. Pronger, Herbert Folsom, P. 
J.-Pronger, Tom Word, F. L. 
Yates, Arthur Ross, Mrs. C, C. 
Plunk, Mrs. R. W. Standefer, 
Jr., Hose Flores, E. R. Bell, I. D. 
Divine, V. W. Foreman, M. S. 
Horton, Clyde Hudson, Eugene 
Hudson, Jim Taylor, Harold 
Roberts, Mrs. Grady Mullican 
and Brown Ross.

The purpose of the Texas 
Medical Association Doctor Dis­
tribution Service is to assist 
Texas communities in securing 
and keeping a physician and to 
help communities in determin­
ing if such a shortage actually 
does exist.

Dr, Callan stated that there 
were problems created by econ- 
.mic situations where there were 
no solutions. The organiza­
tion has a central office in Aus­
tin where inquiring doctors may 
scure information collected 
from their surveys.

The communities are rated on 
desirability from the standpoint 
of a doctor being able to make 
a living, the possible progress 
and growth of the community, 
and the possibility of the people 
patronizing the* local doctor.

Other considerations included 
church, recreation, schools and 
social life in which the, doc­
tors wife and children might be 
content.

They stated 200 doctors had 
placed inquiries with the organ­
ization in seeking a location. 
Although a number have been 
placed they believe there are 
more doctors than vacancies if 
they can be properly placed.

The two doctors also secured 
information as to the condition 
of the clinic, the number of 
churches, the social organiza­
tions, the number of graduate 
nurses living in the city,̂  and 
the tax rates.

At the close of the meeting 
Tom Word, F. L. Yates and I. D. 
Divine accompanied Dr. Callan 
and Dr. Stewart on a tour of the 
city and the school buildings.

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To Grant Aid 
For Permanent 
Invalids

Complete and permanent in­
valids or persons in the com­
munity so mentally deranged 
that they require continuous 
oversight to keep from harm­
ing themselves or others may 
soon be able to receive small 
monthly checks from their 
State Department of Public Wel­
fare through the new state- 
federal program of aid to the 
permanently and totally dis­
abled. The constitutional 
amendment, which was adopted 
by the voters in November 1956, 
limiting the amount of money 
that can be appropriated for 
this program to 1.5 million dol­
lars per year, makes aid pos­
sible only to those who are 
helpless and have no relatives 
able to support them.

Wade H. Felps, welfare super­
visor for the area, points out 
this is the only welfare program 
which requires consideration of 
the ability of relatives to sup­
port. The law defines “re­
sponsible relatives” as children, 
parents, step-children, step-­
parents, brothers and sisters. 
Mr. Felps said that for the 
first time in near 20 years the 
department’s field workers will 
be required by law to determine 
the resources of relatives of 
persons who apply for aid.

The “permanency” and “to­
tality” of the disability will be 
determined by a State Reviewing 
Physician after study of a com­
plete physical or mental ex­
amination by the person’s own 
private physician. CJomplete 
helplessness from a medical 
standpoint, rather than inabil­
ity to work, is the criteria. The 
state will pay the private physi­
cian for his examination.

Funds for assistance payments 
will not be available until Sep­
tember 1, 1957, but applications 
will be taken after July 15. While 
the helpless individual will not 
be able to leave home, the per­
sons responsible for his care may 
come to the local welfare office 
and acquaint the department 
with his situation. A field 
worker will then call, as soon as 
possible, at the home to take 
the application.

People wishing to make ap­
pointments to apply for aid to 
the permanently and totally 
disabled may do so by contcat- 
ing Mrs. Clara S. Murphy, field 
worker, state department of 
public welfare, P. O. Box 310, 
Dalhart, Texas, or by contacting 
Coimty Judge Clyde Hudson.

North Ciurelina: “Congres­
sional tax experts have secretly 
concluded that the government 
will collect more tax revenue in 
tile fiscal year starting July 1 than 
President Eisenhower anticipa­
ted," said a press dispatch eturlier 
in the week.

"Their report," tiie dispatch con­
tinued, "is likely to give a new 
push to congressional drives for 
an early tax cut." ■

The news article tends to point 
up something that has disturbed 
us for some time. This is the ap­
parent indifference of congress to 
the desirability or reducing the 
public indebtedness of the United 
States, which has long ago reached 
alarming proportions.

We do not like to pay Federal 
income tax anymore than does the 
next person, and we trust that 
not too many will find it any more 
burdensome than do we. And yet 
we feel that in times of peace and 
prosperity that the federal̂  debt 
should be reduced, if for no other 
reason than to improve our posi­

tion in times of emergency. For' 
this reason we have long felt that 
in making up the federal budget 
each year, that a provision ol 
several billions should be included 
towards reducing the federal debt. 
Certainly it seems to us that any 
unexpected surplus should be used 
to this end. rather than for a tax 
cut.

And while we are on this sub­
ject, and while we can not pose as 
a money expert, it seems to us 
that the way to contitd inflatioa 
is not by increasing interest rates, 
which add to the income of money 
lenders, and only serves to pena­
lize small business, but through 
increasing and decreasing the tax 
rate. It seems to us that when 
prosperity is heading us into an 
infiation, that a boost in the tax 
rate would serve to drain off sur­
plus funds which could be used to 
decrease the debt. When the wheel 
turns and we head into a deflation 
a lower tax mte would leave more 
spending money in the hands of 
the consumers and thus tend to 
halt that trend.

•L novice fisherman who is in­

terested in the sports of baitcast­
ing is the purchase of an inex­
pensive spinning outfit. ,

Many would-be fishermen quick­
ly lose patience with their own in­
ability to acquire a degree of skill 
with conventional reels. Backlash­
es, a hazard always to the most ex­
pert bait caster, are nightmares 
to the beginner.

Annoying backlashes are elimi­
nated in the principle of the spin­
ning reel, where the line “ spills”  
off non-rotating spool with no fric­
tion and a minimum of tension. 
With little practice, the novice 
finds that he can make long, ac­
curate casts with a spinning out­
fit.

Most beginners lose big fish be­
cause of a tendency to “horse” 
the fish or -reel him in too quick­
ly. This danger is greatly reduced 
when using spinning rigs because 
of anti-reverse gears which stop 
the crank handle from turning in 
reverse while the fish is stripping 
line off the spool, but stiU allow 
for forward cranking which helps 
to bring the fish under control.

Spinning rods, the majority of 
which are glass, come in a variety 
of lengths and weights. Conven­
tional casting rods cannot handi­
ly be used with spinning reels be­
cause the rod guides are too small 
and do not allow the line to spiral 
when cast's are made.

Popular" opinion has tried to 
place the spinning outfit in the 
“ light tackle for light fish”  cate­
gory, but such is not the case.

Plenty of backyard practice is 
recommended before trying out 
your new equipment on the 
stream. You can Jjuy a practice 
lure at the store where you get 
your spinning outfit and you’ll have 
more fun and probably catch 
more fish if you sharpen your 
casting eye before the first expe­
dition.

the combined opinion of econo­
mists that there will be continued 
increased spending and more in­
flation on tap for the coming 
monflis. This increase will include 
more government spending.

Congressional circles believe, 
following the June 15 report of the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics that 
showed a new high in living costs 
and the recent announcement of 
U. S. Steel for another boost in 
steel prices, that a new economic 
probe may be in the making. 
Senator Estes Kefauver has an­
nounced that he will start a broad 
inquiry into prices and pricing 
policies in his Senate Anti-monopo­
ly Committee. At the present time 
Senator Harry Byrd, head of the 
Senate Finance Committee, is con­
ducting a fiscal policy probe.

President Eisenhower, who in 
February announced that if busi­
ness and labor did not cooperate 
in holding prices down, the gov­
ernment might have to adopt con­
trol measures to do the job, ap­
parently has softened somewhat 
on this question. His most recent 
pronouncement is that he covild 
not go along with involking wage 
and price controls as a solution to 
the inflation problem.

He did, however, again urge 
business and labor to practice re­
straint in holding the price line.

by U. S. Steel announcement of a 
price boost, ‘

Today steel prices are $14.50 
per ton over a year ago . . .  a 
commodity which goes into every­
thing from bobby pins to battle­
ships.

Congressional leaders are not in 
agreement either over the causes 
or the remedies of inflation. One 
point of view, held by Senator 
Byrd, blames tight credit and in­
creased interest rates as one of 
the inflationary causes. On the 
other hand. Congressman Wilbur 
D. Mills, head of the Joint Eco­
nomic Committee, recommends 
the governnient keep money tight 
and resist a temptation to cut tax­
es. Byrd insists that taxes must 
be cut in the lower income brack­
ets.

It is an inescapable fact, what­
ever view is held by Congressional 
leaders, thdt prices will surely in­
crease when demand increases as 
in the case of credit, meat, steel 
and other commodities.

Other disturbing facts, about the 
picture is that the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics reports that purchasing 
power is down; inventories are 
up; steel is operating only at a 
rate of 70 to 80 per cent of capac­
ity; and increased sales are at­
tributed in increases in price and 
not to increases in unit sales.

All in aU, it is a disturbing pic­
ture.

Q_Can you tell me what the so-called “parity ratio” on farm products
is now?

A—This ratio fluctuates, but as of June 30, 1957, the ratio was approx­
imately 82% as compared to 102% in 1952.

Q_If I am transferred to another job on the other side of the city, can I
get my loan entitlement restored if I sell my house?

A—Generally, the change of jobs in the same metropolitan area would 
not be considered a reason for restoring your loan rights. However, 
restoration might be restored if you can show compelling proof that 
the change of job location involves a substantisil increase in time 
or cost of transportation to and from work.

Q—Can you tell me the provisions of H.R.8332, introduced by Rep. Wil­
liam L. Dawson of Illinois at the request of the Bureau of the 
Budget?
