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A RECENT report by Assistant
Attorney General George
Doub indicates the Civil Division
of the Department of Justice has
‘been- quite busy. During the first
six months of 1957, the report
states, the Division brought to con-
elusion 5,425 cases, involving
claims amounting to $153,000,000.
The government fared well. On
claims by the Government for
$48,000,000 the Civil Divi_sion re-
covered $19,571,734, or approxi-
mately 41 per cent, by judgements
or settlements. Suits against the
United States Claimed $105,000,000,
but recoveries by claimants were
held to $5,537,848, or approximate-
ly 5 per cent.

The cases disposed of, however,
failed to make a big dent in the
work docket of the Division. Dur-
ing the same period, 5,548 new
cases were received, leaving the
Division’s 180 attorneys a total of
15,900 active cases on file.

- What type of claims against the
government are outstanding? Still
on file are 1,263 claims (the bal-
ance of an original 25,000 claims)
by persons of Japanese ancestry
for property losses sustained as
the result of evacuation and exclu-
sion from their homes during
World War II. Numerous actions
were instituted against the United
States both as a result of last
June’s mid-air collision over the
Grand Canyon between aircraft of
Trans-World Airlines and United
Airlines and the crash of a North-
east Airlines plane on Rykers Is-
land, New York City, in February
of this year.

Authorities have long recognized

Last July, a
Federal Grand Jury in the South-
ern District of New York returned
an indictment charging 46 defend-
ants with conspiring to import
heroin, cocaine, and opium into the
United. States from France and
distribute it to wholesalers and
peddlers in numerous cities. The
areas involved include New York,
Detroit, Washington, D.C., Pitts-
burgh, Cleveland, Boston, the State
of California, and Canada.

The indictment also named 16
persons as co-conspirators but not
as defendants. In furtherance of
the conspiracy, one man is al-
leged to have paid $40,000 to one
of the defendants and to have re-
ceived $75,000 from another co-con-
spirator. Dope peddlers, apparent-
ly, don’t play the game for ‘‘pea-
nuts.”’

Successful fishing is a matter of
skill and knowledge and the big-
ger the body of water the more
important it is to know when,
where, and how to fish. The angler
who fishes strange waters can in-
crease his chances of catching
fish by hiring a qualified and ex-
perienced local guide. Big water
guides are experts at their busi-
ness and can almost guarantee a
good catch of fish under any condi-
tions if the angler fishes when and
where and how they tell him.

Luck in fishing? Maybe you can
be lucky enough to be at the right
place, at the right time, with the
right equipment and bait, and then
be lucky enough to catch your
limit of fish. But, as pure luck,
this. sort of thing happens once
in a fishing lifetime. If you are to
catch fish regularly, you can’t de-
pend on chance. You must devel-
op your fishing skill and knowl-
edge; you must know your lake
or stream and the habits of: the
that live there.

From the Catskill Mountain
Star, Saugerties, New York: ‘To-
day’s farming is more highly capi-

talized, per man job, than is the

rest of our economy.’” That state-
ment comes from no less an au-
thority than Secretary of Agricul-
ture Benson, in his book ‘“‘Farm-
ers At The Crossroads.’”” He adds
that it takes an average of about
$20,000 worth of investmeént per
worker on commercial family op-
erated farms.

This illustrates the extraordi-
nary extent of the agricultural
revolution in this country—a rev-
olution that has made it possible
for each farmer to produce enough
for himself and 19 other people,
where 50 years ago he could pro-
duce only enough for himself and
6 others. The driving force-in that
revolution has been mechaniza-
tion.

Mr. Benson also said: *‘Had it
been possible to transport, by
magic, a farmer from Biblical
times to an American farm of
100 years ago, he would have rec-
ognized almost every implement
then in use—the flail, hoe and
rake, for example. Today he
would recognize hardly any—trac-
tor, hay baler, milking machine

_or combine.”

Moreover, that revolution has
been a far more potent force in
this country than elsewhere. Mr.

Benson points out that the Rus-
sian farm delegation which visited
this country a year ago was much
impressed to find a father and his
12-year-old son operating a 320-
acre Iowa farm without hired help.
One of the Russians said it would
have taken 100 men to operate a
farm of that type in his country.

Our farmers have their prob-
lems—but they have made amaz-
ing progress, thanks in large part
to mechanization.

ONE of the plots for the West-
ern movies which are preva-
lent on television these days is the
traditional battle between the big
Cattle Barons and the influx of the
Homesteaders with their barbed
wire fences, plows to tear up the
range, efc., ete.

It . appears as though, without
the gun play in the old westerns,
there is an equally bitter fight
going on today between the home-
steaders and their 160-acre farms
and the big Acreage Barons of the
west.

Going back a liftle more than a
half century to 1902 when the Rec-
lamation Act was passed, two prin-
ciples were involved which per-
mitted the homesteaders to settle
on these family sized farms, and
which have been more or less held-
to rigidly since Theodore Roose-
velt, George Norris and a long line
of liberals participated in the fight
to people the West with farmers
as well as cattle men. One of these
principles in danger today is that
a federally financed water project
may not afford watér to more than
160 acres in one individual owner-
ship so long as the project owes
money to the Federal Govern-
ment.

The other principle is that where
electric power is developed at Fed-
eral ‘Reclamation dams there is a
preference clause which provides
that this power shall first be of-
fered to public groups organized
to supply electricity to their mem-
bers on a non-profit basis, such as
farmer’s REAs, the to Municipal
power plants.

As it worked out the 160-acre
clause was somewhat obviated
when regulations permitted wives
along with grown children, to each

rett, Wyoming has introduced a
bill which would remove all legal
limitations on size of holdings, leav-

ing it up to the Secretary of Interi-
or to decide in each instance. Con-
gress has just recently omitted the
160-acre limitation from the Small
Projects Act of 1957 which author-
izes lending federal funds fo proj-
ects requiring no more than $5
million. Several other ways are be-
ing devised to by-pass the 160-acre
provision of the Reclamation Act.
One is by having Army Engineers
build what actually are reclama-
tion dams, since neither of the two
basic principles apply to army-
engineer projects. So all they do is
direct the army engineers to find
a flood conirol value in a reclama-
tion project so they can build it
under the Act. Army Engineer
money is ‘“free money”’ and no re-
payments are reguired, so the proj-
ect owes no money to the govern-
ment and the BIGS can get in on
the Act. In one instance on the
Kings River in California a group
of big land owners wanted to pay
off the money owed the govern-
ment so they could get irrigation
water. Former Sec. Douglas .
McKay of Interior ruled they
could. But the present Secretary
Fred Seaton says they cannot
without specific act of Congress.

The Hells Canyon case is one
of those where the preference
clause will not be enforced, since
private power companies are not
bound. Neither are they bound
where they are given rights on
Federal dams. Secretary Seaton
recently ruled that the Pacific
Gas & Electric Company could
have power facilities on the Trini-
ty River project in California. The
order is being resisted by Senator
Thomas Kuchel, California. Sec-
retary Seaton recently found that
the cost to the government of
buying power from Pacific would
cost $26 million more than he had
been led to believe, so the case
is still hanging fire.
