October P-TA Theme

The theme for this year’s
“Parent-Teacher Association pro-
grams is “New Ventures = into
Partnership,” that is, between
youth, parents and teachers.

The program theme for October
is “Know Your School.” It is to
interpret public education to the

. parents of the children in
school. It is to interpret pub-
lic education to the parents of
the children in school. Operat-
ing within a framework pledged
‘not to interfere with the admin-
istration of the school or to seek
to direct its policies, the Parent-
Teacher Association is offering
a conference medium for class-
room teachers, parents and pa-
trons that will inform the pub-
lic upon the present trends and
methods in education.

For these reasons, the first
meeting of the year is planned
to include activities or means by
which our parents and teachers
can become thoroughly ac-
quainted with one another. This
will be achieved by the parents’
group meetings in the home-
room of their child’s teacher. -

The meeting will begin at 7:30
p. m. in the school auditorium
with a short business meeting
followed by an explanatory talk
on the program by Superinten-
dent R. W. Stanefer Jr. The
meeting will then adjourn to the
homerooms for 45 minutes of
constructive cooperation be-
tween the parents and teacher.
Listed below are some of the
topics to be presented by the
teacher to the parents: “Policy
of grouping children,” “The daily

schedule,” “Reporting to  par-
ents,” “Units taught in my
grade,” “Reading readiness,”

“Objeetives my class would like
to achieve this year,” “Parent-
‘Teacher conferences,” “Policy
regarding homeroom  parties,”
_“Safety at school,” “Methods of
teaching a particular subject,”
“The lunch program,” “Reérea-
tional reading,” “The import-
ance of discipline,” Exemption
from semester tests,” “Explain
library facilities,” “Athletic eli-
gibility” and “Five subject plan.”
Each teacher will adjust this list
to their particular teaching sit-
-aation. ¢ ,

What is partnership? Isn’t it
sharing on a level of equal
terms? This program is plan-
ned for a phase of partnership,
the support of the school by the
home.

The family and the commun-
ity, each shapes the other. The
P-TA serves both, for “Mature
Citizens in a Mature America.

Parents are urged to plan to
attend P-TA Tuesday evening at
7:30. This program is planned
and centered for the adults, but
there will be planned recreation
for the children that are present.

Traffic was blocked and later
routed across the Coldwater
stream bed Monday afternoon
shortly after 2:30 p. m. when a
trailer house pulled by Mr. and
Mrs. Arlyn Edward Mack of Ov-
erland, Missouri jacknifed in the
center of the concrete bridge.

Craig, 60-year old Sherman
County farmer-stockman, were
conducted in the First Methodist
Church at Texhoma Wednesday
afternoon by Rev. Earl D. Bur-
ris, pastor. =Graveside services
were conducted in Enid, Okla-
homa Thursday where burial
was made.

Mr. Craig was Kkilled about
10:00 a. m. Sunday in the crash
of his light plane about 5%
miles southeast of Newkirk,
New Mexico. He had left Tex-
homa a short time earlier on a
flight to Albuquerque, where he
had several horses entered in
the races at the New Mexico
state fair.

New Mexico state policeman
Maurice Cordova said Craig’s
Cessna plane apparently ran
out of fuel and crashed into a
low hill as he was attempting to
find a landing place.

Friends at Texhoma did not
know why Craig’s plane' should
have run out of gas. A nephew,
Leroy Craig, said the plane was
fueled just before the take off.

Craig had planned to fly to
Albuquerque Saturday to meet
his wife and daughter, but had
been delayed because of farming
operations.

He owned extensive farm and
ranch interests and kept a stable
of thoroughbred horses. His
horses have raced at Hollywood
Park, Santa. Anita and other
California tracks as well as at
the Albuquerque track.

Happiness and health are a
state of physical and mental
well-being. - * Health affects ones
relationship to other people;

- Moderation in all things
is the answer to making ~ you
healthy and happy.

Happiness through work and
play was the subject of
Stewart’s talk. In order to be
happy at work several require-
ments must be met. One must
like the kind of work he is do-
ing and must be satisfied with
the accomplishments and moni-
tary advantages of his job. Hap-
piness through play may be
brought about by an interesting
hobby, by sporfs, or by physical
exercise. In order for a person
to be happy at work and at play
his job and his recreation must
satisfy his own needs and his
family’s needs.

Happiness through emotion
was presented by Mrs. Fred Mc-
Daniel of Kerrick. Happiness
is defined as good luck, prosper-
ity, a state of well-being. Emo-
tion is an important ingredient
of a stafe of well-being. Emo-
tion reigns over our every day
conduct .and the control of our
emotions denofes: maturity. A
child is easily made happy and
just as easily made unhappy;

There
are generally speaking - three
realms of attitude on the speci-
fic topics of religion. (1) We
may become completely satur-
ated in religion.

There
are necessarily tensions in  life
and one must learn to adjust to
them. To enable an escape is
not the purpose of religion. (2)
Some ftry to ignoré and com-
pletely escape religion.

Fall Lawn Care

If you like to see your lawn
in a healthy, vigorous condition,
here are some suggestions from
Ted Trew, extension pasture
specialist, on fall care for your
lawn. -

Lawn grasses will go into the
winter in a vigorous condition if
they are well nourished, and
you.can make sure your lawn is
properly nourished by applying
a complete fertilizer before win-
ter. Apply fertilizer about  a
month before the first hard
freeze. This not only permits
the grass to utilize most of the
fertilizer, but prevents summer
grasses being pushed into lush
growth by late fertilization and
being killed by the first hard
freeze.

Use a complete fertilizer with
a 2-1-1 or 1-1-1 ratio at a rate
to supply 2 pounds of actual ni-
trogen per 1000 square feet of
lawn. The soils in some areas
do not need potash, but using
it anyway is good insurance. Af-
ter you have applied the ferti-
lizer, water your lawn thorough-
ly because the grass can’t use
it until it’s dissolved.

By following these few sug-
gestions, you should have a
healthier, more vigorous lawn

For 1960 Census

In a joint program with the
State of Texas and each of
its counties, the Bureau of the
Census is establishing areas,
known as ‘Census County Divis-
ions,” for use in statistical re-
porting.
