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Rain Improves 
Wheat Prospects

Miss Doerfler is October Bride

Rain falling over the area 
Saturday night changed the 
complete agriculture picture for 
the high plains. Rain in Strat­
ford was recorded as 1.58 inches. 
To the north and west from II/2 
to 2 inches were reported. In 
the east part of the county the 
moisture decreased to .60 and 
.25 of an inch.

For a week previous to the 
rain, farmers had complained of 
the fog and heavy dew which 
kept maize too wet for harvest, 
although fields were too dry to 
drill for immediate germination 
of seed.

Many producers who have 
summer fallowed ground believe 
that the moisture which fell 
Saturday night will be sufficient 
to make deep moisture meet 
with surface moisture. Drill­
ing has commenced in many 
fields. Farmers who dusted in 
their seed wheat, taking a 
chance on fall or winter rains 
to germinate their seed, are jub­
ilant over current moisture con­
ditions.

Spot harvesting of maize has 
been in progress for about two 
weeks. Full scale, operations 
are expected to commence this 
week.

Farm Bureau 
Has Convention

Floyd Brannan, president, pre­
sided over the Sherman County 
Farm Bureau convention Tues­
day night. Twenty members 
attended.

Minutes were read of the 
county convention September 27, 
1956, by Kenneth Kendrick, and 
approved as read. Financial 
statements read as of September 
30, 1957 showed a balance of 
$2,085.89. President Floyd 
Brannan reported on the mem­
bership drive. Membership 
September 30, was 249 members 
with a goal of 335.

It 
would give more strength in the 
national convention and also in 
the wheat and cotton situation. 
Mr. Garnett pointed out the 
trouble with wheat in produc­
tion per acre going up and per 
captol consumption of wheat 
going down.
