Make Christmas Safe 
By Being Careful

The C?hristmas season is in­
deed a happy one, but few peo­
ple stop to think of the added 
fire hazards their home contains 
during this time of the year.

The Christmas tree, the center 
of all the pretty decorations, can 
be one of the principal hazards 
if certain precautions are not 
followed, warns W. L. Ulich, ex­

tension agricultural engineer.
A freshly cut tree should be 

selected just a few days before 
Christmas, advises Ulich. CUt 
the base of the tree diagonally 
and keep the base submerged in 
water. Locate it away from 
fireplaces, powerful electric 
lights, radiators or other 
sources of heat.

Use only Underwriters Labor­
atories approved lights for the 
tree and inspect them carefully 
for frayed cords and damaged 
sockets, says the engineer. Avoid 
overloading electrical circuits 
with additional lights; toys and 
appliances.

Only nonflamable decorations 
should be used on the tree, he 
cautions. Turn the tree lights 
off when retirii^ or leaving the 
house. Discard the tree when 
the needies begin to dry and 
fall off. Also remove Christ­
mas package wrappings, as soon 
as they have been taken from 
the packages.
