Views Conditions 
From Washington

(By Walter Rogers) 
Missiles

There is little doubt but that 
the subject of guided missiles 
will be number one on the im­
portant matters for action in 
the early days of the next ses­
sion of Congress. Efforts will 
be made to force the coordina­
tion of the activities of the sev­
eral services and to effectuate 
a concentration on early aocom- 
pishments that will put this 
country ahead of Russia. This 
can and should be done.
Foreign Aid

The highly controversial for­
eign aid program will receive 
much attention during the en­
tire session. Great stress will 
be laid to the argument that it 
is the only way we can keep our 
friends in Eiuope and other sec­
tions of the world. As concern­
ing Asia, the pitch was antici­
pated in a New York Herald 
Tribune (European Edition) edi­

torial that appeared on October 
12 and 13, 1957. This Editorial 
was entitled, “The Stake in lii-* 
dia Is Asia.” This editorial 
warned Congressmen that tiia 
$600 million loan needed by In-* 
dia to carry out its second five-* 
year plan should be granted. T he» 
editorial indicated very strong-* 
ly that if the $600 million loon 
was not made, it would mean the 
loss of Asia to the allies. Thai 
failure to make the loan could 
result in India falling into tha 
Communist orbit, thereby creat­
ing almost a solid Communist 
front in Asia. The editorial 
said, and I quote, “The Soviet 
Union, which has turned iti^U 
into a modem country in one 
generation, provides a beautiful 
daydream for many Indians, a 
daydream which soothingly blura 
over the totalitarian horror cm 
which Soveit industrialization

Most 
of these run at big losses. If they 
were returned to private enter­
prise, where they belong, all the 
financing would come out of pri­
vate capital and private savings— 
and, to frost the cake, government 
would get big new tax revenues 
that could prevent tax increases 
or be the basis of tax reductions.

Star, Saugerties, New York: In
every far-flung reach of the coun­
try, millions of people look toward 
each week to the appearance of 
their local small-town papers.

These papers are the running his­
tories of the communities and re­
gions they serve and there is noth­
ing that can take their place.

Now and then some old-time 
reader troubles to tell the editor 
just how he feels about the local 
paper. That pleasant experience 
happened the other day to the edi­
tor of the News, of Hamet, Califor­
nia. The correspondent was a wo­
man who had lived in the Hamet 
area for more than a half century. 
She wrote: “ I have many fond 
memories of your newspaper and 
the people who have been con­
nected with it.

’ It is anticipated that thê  pro­

ponents of the so-called civil 
rights legislation, will act in the 
early days of the session to en­
act into law those sections that 
were deleted from the original 
bill which was passed during the 
first session of this term of Con­
gress.

Some feel that if they can 
get this bill passed, there will be 
plenty of time later on 'to limit 
eligibility for participation to 
integrated schools. Others feel 
that the President could do this 
by Presidential directive.

The Chair­
man of the Ways and Means 
(taxing) Committee, the Hon­
orable Jere Cooper, passed away 
last week. He was a grand fel­
low and a very able tax expert.
