A $4,800 plan of the Doane
JAgriculture Service to determine
the possibilities of effectively
raising the income of farmers
and stockmen was placed before
a gathering of citizens in a
meeting held in the school audi-
torium Friday night.

The IBM machine,
according to company  repre-
sentatives, would also include a
ten year forecast of the margin
.of profit which might be exBect-
ed from an operation or com-
binations of farm operations.

He indicated the
study involves the development
of actual farm operational plans.
They will be prepared in such a
manner that any farm or ranch
owner will be able to adopt/them
as a detailed practical guide
which as nearly as possible, will

give the highest net income
from an operation’s available
resources. Hunt  described

linear programing as a new tool
in farm planning although it
has not eliminated the old
thinking processes that are used
in farm budgeting. >
Linear programing in itself is
a method if calculation, and be-
fore it may be used, practical
consideration must be given to
the following: (1) a selection
of the farm’s feasible alter-
native production systems.
(2)To work out how much land,
machinery, buildings, seed, feed
or fertilizer, and all the - other
things needed to produce  one
unit of product such as a steer,
a hog or 1 acre of crop, for each
of the selected production sys-

tems. Once resource require-
ments are established it is
necessary to deter-
mine the total cost

of production of each of these
units and also forecast how
much income each unit will re-
turn. An individual enter-
prise budget is made on each
alternative production practice.
(3) Establish just how much of
each of these needed resources
the farm actually has or is able
to buy and could have =avail-
ble. This work must be done by

State allocations of furids for
payments to farmers under the
Conservation Reserve program
of the Soil Bank were announc-

ed recently by the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture..

The allocations announced,
and a special reserve for later

allocations, are within the legis-
lative limit of . $325 million.
The state allocations cover: (1)
The annual payments under
contracts that went into effect
in 1956 and 1957. Farmers who
signed contracts in these two
earlier years put 6,537,932 acres
of cropland in the Conservation
Reserve and are eligible in 1958
for total annual payments of
$58,052,000. (2) The annual and
cost-share 'payments* resulting
from regular new
signed during the 1958 period.

The Conservation Reserve is
the long-range program of the
Soil Bank. Under it, farmers
may sign contracts to divert
general cropland from the pro-
duction of crops to ' soil and
water conservation uses,  tree
planting, and wildlife protection
for a period of 3, 5, or 10 years.
On the 5 and 10-year contracts,
payments up to 80 per cent -of
the cost of establishing a con-
servation practice may be made
to participants.

The rate of annual payment
is determined by the County
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Committee. All
participants will receive annual
per-acre payments for land in
the reserve for the duration of
their contracts when they. re-
main in compliance with the
program.

Contracts under the regular
program may be signed by far-
mers in all states through April
15. :

Heart Fund Drive
Sunday Afternoon

Sunday afternoon will be ob-
served as Heart Sunday in
Stratford. An expected 20 vol-

‘|unteer workers will canvass the

homes between the hours of 2:00
and 4:00 p.m. Heart funds are
used to find ways of reducing
heart disease which is the cause
of almost 54 percent of all
deaths.

In most literal sense, this will
be a free-will offering. The
size of contribution will be de-
termined by the extent of - the
individual’s devotion to the
heart cause, and the individual’s
financial ability to give.

Research scientists have made
major triumphs in modern
medicine in combating heart
disorders which affect children
and young people as well as
adults.

During the past three decades,
the risk to dying before the age
of 24 from the diseases of the
heart and blood vessels has been
diminished by more than 70 per-
cent; the risk of dying from one
of these diseases between the
age of 25 and 44 has been re-
duced by 35 percent.

Even so, the  toll remains
tragically high. And a great
many people are unaware that
heart disease is a prime enemy
of . children. Heart diseases
claim an estimated 500,000
school-age children among its
vietims. ! '

Insofar as heart disease in
children is concerned, perhaps
the greatest advance has been in
the development of methods by
which most cases of rheumatic
fever, frequent forerunner of
rheumatic heart disease, can be
prevented.

Rheumatic fever is insidious
in character. It is almost al-
ways preceded by a ‘“strep” in-
fection, especially “strep” sore
throat or acute tonsillitis.

Curiously, only a small pro-
portion (less than 3 percent) of
those who have ‘“strep” infec-
tion develop rheumatic fever.
Presumably, by responding in
some spgcial way to the invad-
ing “strep” germs, they acquire
the disease.

Prevention of initial attacks
may often be  accomplished
through prompt and effective
treatment of “strep” infections
with penicillin or other anti-
biotics, while recurrent attacks,
always carrying with them the
danger of cumulative heart
damage, may be prevented
through long-term use of anti-
biotics or sulfa drugs.

This can be summed up in a
simple sentence:“Stop ‘strep’
and you also stop rheumatic
fever, and help prevent rheu-
matic heart disease.”

“Strep” infection cannot be
brought under control unless the
child receives prompt treat-

Technology Division’ to describe
its functions more accurately and
to reflect the assignment to it of
administrative responsibility for
the Armed Forces Technical In-
formation Agency’s Reference
Center. ;

The newly-titled Science and
Tgchnology Division was estab-
lished in June 1949. Its assignment
was to plan and conduct reference
service for.the Library’s collec-
tions of scientific and technologi-
cal literature, which now number

more than 1 million books, plus:

most of the world’s important pe-
riodicals im this field; to recom-
mend new material - o be ac-
quired; and to develop biblio-

| graphic techniques to handle these
. collections.

Current activities include the
preparation of a bibliography of
the International Geophysical
Year (a listing on punched cards
of publications 'in many lan-

_guages), a world list of aeronauti-

cal serials, a list of scientific and

. technical serials received by the

Library, and a number of contin-
uing Dbibliographies in various
fields. It also serves as the largest
collecting and reference center
for technical report literature of
the U. S. Government (accumu-
lating at the rate of 20,000 a year)
and of other countries as well. In
fiscal 1957 the Division provided
four times as much reference
service as in the previous year.

The distinguished science collec-

- tions which make the Library of

Congress the national library of

science in effect, have been more
than a century in the making.

Thomas Jefferson’s library, pur-
chased by Congress in 1815 to re-
constitute the war-destroyed Li-
brary of Congress contained much
material of scientific nature. The
Library of Congress has been pre-
eminent in science since 1866,
when the Smithsonian Institute’s
complete collections of publica-
tions of learned societies and of
the world’s most important scien-
tific and literary periodicals were
transferred to it by act of Con-
gress.

Since 1866 the Library -of Con-
gress has continued and greatly
expanded the nrogram of foreign.

WHEAT GROWERS FAIL TO

FIND PROFITABLE MARKETS

Rising costs of production, a
decrease in acreage to be seed-
ed, and a mounting surplus of
wheat cast a shadow over the
national convention of the Na-
tional Wheat Growers Associa-
tion which was held in Spokane,
Washington during the early
part of February.

Jim Taylor, W. O. Bryant and
Kenneth Kendrick were Texas
three voting delegates at the
convention and were accompan-
ied by their wives on the trip to
Washington.

According to a report from
the production research com-
mittee, unfavorable environ-
mental conditions commonly
cause abandonment of over ten
per cent of the seeded acreage
of cereal crops, legumes and
grasses. To minimize these los-
ses the establishment of a na-
tional crops physiology labora-
tory was recommended. It
was also recommended that re-
search be conducted which
would discover and develop new
species and varieties suitable for
growing on acres diverted from
wheat production and to deter-
mine appropriate management
practices. Such research should
include oil seed crops, protein,
fiber and general feed crops,
grasses, legumes, and other
plants having special utility for
soil conservation. Search for
industrial use of wheat as well
as a search for new food pre-
parations from wheat was also
advocated.

managers, price research men
and other trained agricultural
specialists.

After these basic requirements
are obtained, linear programing
is applied. These basic budgefs
are put on “punch cards”, then
2 high speed computer, or an
electric brain, as it is commonly
called, is used in the next step
in the analysis.

The - operation was described

as a very costly, complex and
time consuming procedure. For
example, approximately 650

cards have to be punched. The
electronic brain makes about 2
billion calculations for each
farm operation that is linear
programed.

It is possible to have 10 to 20
different production systems
that a particular farm is suited

for. There may be 6 or 8 alter-
