In 1957 more than two-fifths of
the population at ages 25 and over
had at least a secondary school
education, compared to one fourth
in 1940.

CONOMIC recovery will con-

While national income is higher
today than a year ago, the eco-
nomic psychologist notes, a dif-
ferent picture emerges if the in-
crease in prices and in population
is taken into account. Also, the ad-
vance in consumer income has not
kept pace with the long-term gains
which result from increased pro-
ductivity.

In addition to the level of income,
consumer purchases of durables are
influenced by changes in the family
income, Katona argues. The center’s
last study, made in June, showed
about one-fourth of the nation’s fami-
lies had rising incomes while another
fourth had failing incomes.

The proportion of families en-
couraged to buy durables by ris-
ing incomes was lower than dur-
ing most past years, and the pro-
portion of families discouraged by
unemployment, shorter working

WORLD OUTDOORS

ITH the arrival of the hunt-'
ing season each year, out-
“door “writers ‘and newspaper edi-

cide that it's again time to issue
the ‘perennial warnings about the
dangers involved in careless gun
handling, both in the home and‘in
*the field.

This. ic.#‘o‘od.b‘eaun there are too
“many of - careless  and indifferent
among the ‘ever-increasing army ~of
hunting enthusiasts. One careless
hunter, of course, would be one too
many, for it is primarily the man be-
hi the gun—not the number of
hunters in the field—which controls
the number of hunting accidents and

eaths.

Proof that carelessness is the
biggest factor is brought out in a
report ‘published in the Michigan
Conservation magazine.

Here are some interesting facts
in this publication of the Michigan
Conservation Department:

Most aecidents occur, not at
dawn, dusk, or in the fog—but in
broad daylight.

High power rifles are not the most
dangerous because of their shooting
range. Some 85 per cent of all acci-
dental shootings are within 100 yards
—the lethal range of a 12 ga. rifled
slug. Some 66 per cent are within the
killing range of buckshot, which is 50
yards. An even 50 per cent of them are
within range of a bean shooter—10
yards. : ;

In 10 years, 234 hunting acci-

dents in Michigan were caused by
tripping, carelessness and other
accidenta® causes of discharge.
In this same period only 76 hunt-
ers were shot because another
hunter mistook them for game.

Hour for hour, one’s chances for be-
ing killed on the highway are 2%
times greater than while hunting
(based on 1951 data). :

These figures show that the pic-

ture is not as dark as some would
paint it. They also prove what
conservationists and safety offi-
cials have always known. It isn't
the gun that’s dangerous—it's the
careless or uneducated hunter.

Taxis of Yellowknife in Canada’s
far northern-District of Macken-
zie, do a 'thriving business. Be-
cause few people own cars, some
cabs rack up 5,000 miles a month.
In winter, to avoid starting trou-
ble, drivers keep their motors run-
ning all the time.

‘From * Miss Clara Cleveland,
Summerville, Ga.: Yes, I remem-
ber the ‘old fashioned ash hopper,
which was a part of every farm
home in the days of my child-
hood. Built of plank'in the form
of an oversized trough, with a
roof over it to keep out the rain
and snow. It was made large
enough to hold all the ashes from
the fire all winter.

We burned hickory wood, and
the ashes were put into this hop-
per. When the first warm days
came, in the spring, we carried
buckets .and more buckets of wa-
ter, and poured it into the ash hop-
per, until all the lye ran down the
spout. In the meantime we had
saved all the scraps of meat from
hog-killing time, together with all
the grease that has become strong
and rancid. And with this, and the
lye from the ash hopper, we made
sufficient soap to do the family
wash until soap making time
again,

Also ‘'when we ran the lye from
the ash hopper, we made a batch
of hominy, corn from the crib was
shelled and boiled in a solution of
the lye, until the skins were
loosened, then it was washed in
many changes of fresh water,
until all traces of lye were gone.

There were no refrigerators or
ice boxes to keep food, so when
the hominy was made, we eooked
nothing else, until it all was eaten.
This caused hominy to be so dis-
tasteful to me that for a number
of years I would not eat it.
