The county fair, held each 
year in conjunction with the 
celebration, will open Friday, 
September 11, at 9:00 a. m. in 
the county exhibit buildings in 
South Stratford. Judging will 
start at 9:00 a. m. in all de­
partments except cattle, horses, 
poultry and rabbits. Poultry 
and rabbits will be judged at 
2:00 p. m. Community recrea­
tion at 2:30 p. m. Friday will 
supply a diversion for fair vis­
itors. Fair buildings will re­
main open until 9:00 p. m. Fri­
day.

Saturday, September 12, has 
been planned as a day of enter­
tainment for everyone. The 
fair buildings will open at 9:00 
a. m. Club calves, breeding stock 
and horses will be judged at 
this time.

Stratford’s Jamboree parade 
will roll down Main Street at 
11:00 a, m. Floats to be enter­
ed in the parade in competi­
tion for prizes must be regis­
tered with Parade Marshal R. 
W. Standefer Jr. by Friday, 
September 11, at 2:00 p. m. 
Prize money has been set up for 
four classes of entries.

Three cash prizes of $40, $30 
and $20 will be given to the 
three first place winners in the 
organization float class. Three 
cash prizes for the first three 
place winners of commercial 
floats will be $40, $30 and $20. 
Prizes for Kiddy entries will be 
$7.50, $5.00 and $2.50. Four 
prizes of $5.00 will be given to 
those riding horses. Classifi­
cations for prize winning com­
petition has been designated as 
the best typical cowboy, the 
best typical cowgirl, the best 
typical junior cowboy, and the 
best t3^ical junior cowgirl. The 
junior class will be confined to 
those 12 years of age and under. 
Each float will be judged on the 
merits of its classification.

Floats will be placed in line 
for the parade on the west side 
of the school building.

20% Acreage Cut 
Needed to Remove 
$50M Wheat Loan

Acting Secretary of Agricul­
ture Ervin L. Peterson announ­
ced August 6 that any producer 
of wheat for harvest in 1960 de­
siring nonrecourse price sup­
port in excess of $50,000 must 
reduce his total wheat acreage 
10 percent below his 1959 acre­
age and otherwise be in compli­
ance with price support regula­
tions.

Acting Secretary Peterson also 
warned large growers of other 
fall-seeded crops in probable 
surplus supply that a similar 
production cut may be required 
of them if they wish to avoid 
the price support limitation. The 
crops, fall-seeded in some areas, 
that might be affected are bar­
ley, oats, rye, grain sorghums 
and flaxseed. The determina­
tion of surplus supply with re­
spect to these crops as well as to 
spring-planted crops will be 
made later at the time the level 
of price support is announced 
for these crops.

Under a provision of the 1960 
Agricultural Appropriation Act 
(Public Law 86-80), nonrecourse 
price support to any person on 
the 1960 production of any agri­
cultural commodity declared by 
the Secretary of Agriculture to 
be in surplus is limited to $50,- 
000 unless “such person shall re­
duce his production from that 
which such person produced the 
preceding year, in such per­
centage, not exceeding 20 per- 
centum, as the Secretary may 
determine to be essential to 
bring production in line within a 
reasonable period of time with 
that necessary to provide an 
adequate supply to meet domes­
tic and foreign demands, plus 
adequate reserves.”

August 6 the Acting Secretary 
declared wheat to be in surplus 
and determined that the pro­
duction cut exempting a wheat 
producer from the effect of the 
limitation should be at the 20- 
percent maximum fixed by this 
provision.

The $50,000 limitation applies 
only to nonrecourse price sup­
port. Loans will continue to be 
made in excess of this amount 
provided the borrower “shall a- 
gree to repay all amounts ad­
vanced in excess of $50,00 for 
any agricultural commodity 
within twelve months from the 
date of the advance of such 
funds or at such later date as 
the Secretary may determine.”

The limitation. Department 
officials emphasized, applies to 
individual “persons,” not to in­
dividual farming units. A spe­
cial application form, on which 
the applicant has listed all 
farms (wherever located) in 
which he owned or shared in 
the 1959 production as well as 
all farms in which he will own 
or share in the 1960 production, 
may be required of any person 
who wished to obtain r nonre­
course price support on a sur­
plus crop in excess of $50,000.

This application, which would 
have to be filed well in advance 
of harvest, is expected to be 
needed to permit advance check­
ing of acreage, compliance, or 
other price support eligibility re­
quirements.

After the basic rate has been 
established for the land offer­
ed, the farmer will then have 
an opportunity to apply for a 
contract at any figure below 
the basic rate. If the offer 
can be accepted, the farmer 
will be notified of the date by 
which he must return the sign­
ed conservation reserve contract 
to the county ASC office.

Growers who participate in 
the program receive cost-shar­
ing help in establishing approv­
ed conservation practices on 
the reserved land, and annual 
rental payments for the life of 
the contract.

State Capital 
Highlights

(By Vern Sanford)
Gov. Price Daniel signed the 

huge new state appropriations 
bill, but he exercised his consti­
tutional prerogative to scratch 
out some items.

Daniel vetoed appropriations 
for (1) a $216,000 home for old 
folks; (2) a $200,000 tourist ad­
vertising program by the State 
Highway Department; and (3) 
$1,033,500 for interim legislative 
expenses.

He vetoed the old folks home, 
said the governor, because “the 
hospital board does not have 
responsibility for seniles and, 
state policy should be to get 
these unfortunate people into 
private rest homes near their 
families rather than making 
them permanent patients of the 
state hospital system.”

As to tourist advertising, the 
governor said that the Highway 
Department already is spending 
twice this much from other 
funds, and the appropriation 
would reduce activities.

Daniel said he saw no need 
for the interim legislative ex­
pense money in as much as 
$330,000 had been appropriated 
in a separate bill for future
legislative expenses.

Legislative leaders replied
that perhaps the state isn’t
supposed to be responsible for 
housing the aged, but the fact 
is it has some on it hands. They 
are now housed in the 50-year 
old Conferedate Home in Aus­
tin. It has been labeled a fire 
trap.

Legislative expense money
was to be used to put a new 
carpet in the House, refinish- 
desks and provide offices for 
House members. Rep. Bill 
Heatly of Paducah said he felt 
it was “unprecedented for the 
executive branch to tell the 
legislative branch how to fin­
ance itself.”

Now that all state agencies 
know how much money theyll 
have for the next two years, 
governing boards have been 
busy deciding how to make the 
most of it.

Ulcer Gulch, Arizona
Have you ever heard of Ulcer Gulch, Arizona? Probably not. This 

is the name given by the Saturday Evening Post to an Arizona ghost 
town which figures in a promotion contest for advertising executives. 
The magazine will actually give the town away to the advertising or 
sales executive who furnishes the best last line to a contest jingle.

The town in question, until re­
cently known as Stanton, Arizona, 
has a bloody history dating back 
to 1861, The last person it was 
named for was shot and killed in 
1886. The ten-acre town has a sa­
loon, an 11-room hotel, general 
store, post office, a private home 
and three outhouses. The town will 
be deeded to the contest winner 
and named after him.

Charles P. Stanton bossed the 
Town until 1886 ruling with a 
smoking gun. He is reported to 
have killed 25 people before a 
band of bandits killed him in the 
bar that stands today.

Ulcer Gulch started as a gold 
placer mining camp in 1863 when 
it was known as Antelope Station.

In its heyday the town had a popu­
lation of 2,000. The hotel was built 
in 1861. The saloon has the original 
24-inch adobe walls.

It is said that gold prospectors 
actually found solid nuggets lying 
on top of the ground. Today some 
experts claim that much wealth 
remains undiscovered In Rich Hill 
which Is jutt outside the town 
limits.

Ulcer Gulch is somewhere 75 
miles northwest of Phoenix, on the 
Santa Fe line, not far from the 
Weaver Mountains and about 10 
miles from the nearest commun­
ity, Congress Junction, which has 
a Post Office, railway express of­
fice, and population of aome 150 
persons.

Electronics Will 
Be Used Soon In 
Agriculture

Can you imagine a mechanical 
brain working out a plan of op­
eration for an agricultural en­
terprise? Well, it is being done. 
Electrical computers are being 
used on an experimental basis 
to get the one combination of 
land, labor and capital that will 
bring the highest possible net 
profit, according to Cecil A. 
Parker, extension farm man­
agement specialist.

Parker thinks electronics have 
a place in agriculture but they 
aren’t very adaptable to plow­
ing or milking just yet. They 
might perform an even more 
troublesome chore and that is 
the brainwork of modern agri­
culture. These computers can 
come up with the most profit­
able combination of resources in 
a matter of seconds and save 
the farmer many months or even 
years of headaches.

“Don’t start shopping for one 
of these- electronic wizards,” 
Parker warns. “ They cost over 
$1 million.”

In the age we live in, it 
doesn’t take much imagination 
to set the feasibility of electron­
ic decision-making, but in the 
meantime the best we can do 
is to use its guides and manipu­
late the old pencil.

r V E N  BEFORE the Vice Presi- 
^  dent’s much-publicized trip to 
Russia, Washington observers  
were convinced t h a t  President 
Eisenhower had m a d e  up his 
mind to give all-out support to 
Richard Nixon’s bid to become 
the Republican Presidential nomi­
nee in 1960.

Among the factors contributing 
to this was the fact that Eisen­
hower supported the Vice Presi­
dent’s trip to Russia and gave 
him a free hand in offering to 
solve the deadlock at Geneva in 
the event Nixon was presented the 
opportunity to work'-out a solution 
with Khrushchev in Moscow. Ad­
ditionally, press reports quoting 
the President as confident of Nix- 

. on’s abilities became increasingly 
regular. Evidence of the Presi­
dent’ s confidence was given some 
months ago when he appointed 
Nixon to head a politically-promis­
ing Cabinet-level economic study 
for the White House. On the other 
hand, Nelson Rockefeller, Nixon’s 
chief opponent ,  has received 
small recognition f r o m  Eisen­
hower, d e s p i t e  the fact that 
Rockefeller vaulted to political 
prominence when he won the Gov­
ernor’s race in New York State 
last fall.

Long-time observers in Wash­
ington point out that all these

factors add up to a public en­
dorsement of Nixon by the Presi­
dent and subsequent nomination 
for Nixon on the first ballot at the 
Republican convention. The Vice 
President a l r e a d y  has great 
strength among Republican state 
organizations. The observers add 
that the situation had reached the 
point where, if by some chance, 
the President should fail to en­
dorse Nixon; endorsed no one; 
or gave his blessing to Rocke­
feller, it would represent such an 
about face that the Republican 
convention would be thrown wide 
•open — w i t h  neither Nixon nor 
Rockefeller certain of the nomi­
nation. * • *

Advocates of increased use of 
U.S. farm surplus commodities to 
barter for critical materials from 
other nations plan legislative ac­
tion to force such a program on 
the Administration.

Proponents of the plan say the 
Agriculture Department failed to 
follow directions of th e  House 
Agriculture Committee, and t^at 
restrictions imposed by the De­
partment resulted in complaints 
about the system from the trade.

Those against the mandatory 
increase in the plan point out that 
every pound of surplus bartered 
abroad replaces a cash sale.
