“iences in their “Around the
World Trip in 60 Days.”

“In 1959, from April 16th to
June 15th, my husband and I
made a world - circling tour,
something we never dreamed we
would ever be able to do, back
in 11919 when we were married
and came to Hansford County
to make our home on a ranch in
the North part of the county,
where our son, Robert Alexander
Jr., and his family now live.

Years flew until it got to be
59, the 40th anniversary year for
us. It was then the almost un-
believable trip around the world
was planned and made out for
us by our friend, Art Buckley,
of the Tri-State Travel Agency.
in Amarillo. (It still didn’t
seem that it could be for real!)
Finally, the day arrived for de-
parture. Along with our family
Mr. Buckley gave us quite a
gracious farewell party, pinning
a lovely corsage on me and
boutonniere for Rob, and away
we flew, stopping in Denver Air
Port en route to San Francisco,
we were greeted and given spe-
cial courtesies, thinking at first
that we were a new bride and
groom, but after we told them
“40 years”, they were even more
kind in their wishing us a “Bon
Voyage”. We flew from San
Francisco to Hawaii, a modern
Shangra-La, but our own 50th
state of the U. S. A. Hawaii is
everything we had ever heard
that it was, sparkling water and
white sand, beautiful star stud-
ed evenings. Wherever we
strolled near the beach we found
a charming “Lanai”. We felt the
caress of the romantic
Island air and lost ourselves in
the Tropical majesty that is
Hawaii. The only sad note of
the Island was our visit to Pearl
Harbor where so many of our
boys gave their lives to preserve
freedom and the Christian way
of life, and I wondered this: Are
we protecting and living up to
the great debt they paid for us
that we might continue to en-
joy the blessings for which they
died to preserve, and that we
might continue to be a free
Christian nation under God?
This made us think. .

As we were enroute to Japan,

. our plane stopped at Wake Is-
land and we went aground in the
early morning light for coffee
and rolls. We walked on the
soil of Wake Island, where not
too long ago our boys were fight-
ing for their very lives. Every-
thing was so calm and seemed so
far away. But in our hearts came
the prayer that we might be ade-
quate spiritually to act in such
a way that we might become, in
a small way a bridge of under-
standing to the so called for-
eign people that we were to
meet.

Beautiful Japan was our next
stop. It consisted of four Is-
iands and over five hundred
small islets which lie in the
North Pacific ocean off the coast
of China. It is something like
California in size and shape,
with a population of 89,275,000.
Tokyo is the capital and the lar-
gest city in the world. It also has
a tower 3 feet higher than the
Eiffel Tower in Paris, France.
Japan has a constitutional mon-
archy ruled over by an Emperor
and a Cabinet. There is a Par-
liament and two houses. The

second heaviest refugee concen-
tration per square mile in the
world are living, sleeping and
dying on the sidewalks, roof tops
and in the caves of Hong Kong.
A recent count showed 110,000

squatter refugees living on roof
tops; cold and hunger have in-
vited another enemy, tubercu-
losis. Missionaries, laboring
there have  pitifully meager
means to cope with this stagger-
ing problem. Hong Kong is a
beautiful place. It is an island
of dazzling contrasts that show
up the modern and the old; a
place where Western civilization
blends in with the Orient.
From luxury liners to Junks,

towering apartments to huts,
modern department stores to
street stalls and red double deck-
er buses to rickshaws. With some
mountainous hills in Kowloon
peninsula and in the new terri-
tory. We rode in Furnicular,
or tram car to the top of Mt.
Victoria for a breath taking
thrill and to see the impres-
sive beauty and grandeur of the
scenery of the bay below us, the
picturesque hillside houses. We
visited Aberdeen fishing village,
had dinnrer on one of the floating
restaurants, topping the menu
was parrot fish! It was really
a very pleasant experience, for
while dining on deck, we were
able not only to enjoy the uni-
que surroundings, but also the
peculiarities of the floating
Sampan people, who live on
small boats on the water, and
who are descendants of Pirates.
Hong Kong is a tourist shop-
ping center as it is a free trad-
ing port. Fine Jade, lovely
English woolens, are tailored and
finished within twenty-four
hours for the tourists. In the

for ninety-nine years, the farm-
ers are hard working supersti-
cious Cninese peasants, who
would not allow pictures to be
made of them, thinking it
brought on Evil Spirits. Al-
though they employ the most
primitive methods to till and
water their land, yet they have
turned the rock slopes of the
valley into cutivated land and
grow food under the most un-
promising conditions. Rice is
the main crop; vegetables, po-
tatoes, sugar cane, sweet pota-
toes and ginger are subsidiary
crops. Most of the fields yield
one haivest a year. Women
tilling the fields with wooden
ploughs drawn by water buffalo
can be seen. In the new and
more modern shopping center of
the city, the visitors not only
are able to admire the brilliant
window displays, but also to ob-
serve the elegant, slim Chinese
ladies, beautifully dressed in
their “cheongsams” as they go
about their shopping. . But to
get acquainted with Chinese
customs and peculiarities, we
were told to visit The “Thieves
Market,” which we did. After
buying my friend, Ruth Hutton,
a smali gift, we roamed on down
through the markets, where we
saw the same items at half the
price we had paid. The name
“Thieves Market,” was very ap-
plicable and the old saying came
to my mind. “There is no honor
among thieves!” We had to
walk up or down the steep,
ladder streets, or cut through
the narrow side streets which
took us from one world to an-
other (new and old). Hong Kong

is fantastic.
Our next stop, Bangkok Thai-
land, is in the Southeast corner

of Asia between Burma on the
West and Laos, Cambodia and
Vietnam on the East. Thailand
is not so large. Bangkok in-
cluding the city, Thornbure, a-
cross the Arno river, has a popu-
lation of over two million. It
is a constitutional Monarchy.
Buddhism is the main religion.
There are three hundred fifty
Buddhist Monasteries, a  pro-
testant Episcopal Catholic
Churches, and other Protestant
Churches. Their rice is really
the wealth of the country. Tour-
ists are struck by the pleasant-
ness and almost childlike cheer-
fulness of the Thai  people.
Moderation, even in virtue, is
the outstanding characteristic.
As the Spanish say “Manana”,
the Thai say “Mai ben rai”
(Never mind!) Year round
humidity is high, with tempera-
tures of over one hundred de-
grees, for here we were not too
farm from the Equator. Bang-
kok is a busy, crowded, pictur-
esque, curious and contradictory

city, a varied mixed up city
which is both ancient and mod-
ern. Bangkok is modern Asia;

Asia in ferment, Asia in tran-
sition, an ancient woman dress-
ed in old “paisaan” and in con-
trast, a little Thai girl, trim and
shapely, modern as tomorrow,
a driver, in a sports car, a
naked child playing with the la-
test plastic toy, the herder pas-
tures his water buffalo beside
an air strip where jet fighters
take off as if things were always
thus. It was in a little antique
jewelry shop in the Erawan Ho-
tel in Bangkok, that we had
the privilege of meeting and
talking to the great Dr. Tom
Dooley, the young American
doctor who has done so much
for the people of Indo-China. He
had come over to Bangkok,
from Laos, which borders Thai-
land. He was in the shop buy-
ing a small jeweled pin to take
home tc the States as a gift for
his mother. He had the visage
of a great man who has become
completely unselfish in his life
urge to help others, especially
the little children dying from

lack of doctor’s care. “I have a
kingdomful of kids” says bache-
lor Dr. Dooley.
