It seems as if a segment cf 

Texas history is repeating it­
self as the state and numerous 
gas companies go to court to 
decide the constitutionality of a 
new’ gas tax.

Some 80 gas companies have 
filed suit asking' the court to 
declare invalid the natural gas 
severance beneficiary tax pass- 

' ed by the Legislature last sum­
mer, Six of the suits are set 
for trial beginning February 15.

They will be tried in the same 
Austin district court in which 
the contest over the old gas 
gathering tax was begun.. This 
tax law was passed by the Le­
gislature in 1951 and eventually 
declared unconstitutional by the 
U. S. Supreme Court.

Gas companies are attacking 
the new severance beneficiary 
tax on much the same grounds 
they did the gathering tax. They 
contend it is a violation of in­
terstate commerce laws.

Passage of the severance tax 
came after one of the hardest 

/battles of the stormy six month 
session. It places a 1.5 per cent 
levy on the pipelines on the 
grounds that they benefit from 
the taking out of the gas.

Revenue-wise, the gas tax re­
presents a rather modest portion 
of the overall tax program pass­
ed in 1959. It was estimated it 
would bring in about $15,000,000 
of an overall $185,000,000.
Short Ballot

In the 12 races for statewide 
office this year, there will be only 
22 candidates.

Six state officials are seeking 
re-election unopposed.

Some years ago, there were al­
most as many candidates in the 
governor’s race alone as there 
are now for all the statewide 
offices. In those days the fil­
ing fee was only $100. Today’s 
price is killing off the competi­
tion.

Filing fees today are 5 per cent 
of annual salary, which runs 
$1,250 for governor, $1,125 for U. 
S. senator, $600 for lieutenant 
governor, etc.
Watch That “Flu”

If you’re one of those lucky 
Texans who hasn’t yet been hit 
by influenza. State Health Com­
missioner J. E. Peavy has ad­
vice /or you:

“Don’t take any chances.”
In several cities the flu has 

reached epidemic proportions. 
Dallas reported the highest flu- 
caused death toll since the 1918 
siege.

Dr. Peavy said flu ordinarily 
lasts only three to five days but 
must be taken seriously because 
of the possibility of complica­
tions such as pneumonia.

He advised against self-treat­
ment and urged victims to go to 
bed and call a doctor at the out­
set.

Some 85 per cent of local P-TA 
leaders in Texas favor a special 
session to raise teachers’ salar­
ies, according to a report made 
to Gov, Price Daniel.

Mrs. T. W. Whaley of Kosse, 
president of the Texas Congress 
of Parents and Teachers, told 
the governor that executive com­
mittee members of 563 local 
P-TA units were polled.

She said 8,155 favored a spe­
cial session, 847 were undecided 
and 563 were against it. There 
were no suggestions as to how 
to pay the bill.

Study School 
Curriculum

Legislative guarantees of edu­
cational opportunity for every 
child in Texas elementary and 
secondary schools are valid only 
to the extent that the educa­
tional program of each school 
district meets or exceeds the
minimum guarantees of the
State.

The State laws authorize the 
StatÔ  Board of Education to es­
tablish regulations accrediting 
schools The Board’s policies 
for accreditation include prin­
ciple and standards designed to 
assist each school district in a 
continuous program of instruc­
tional improvement.

The school year 1959-60 is 
vitally important in the develop­
ment of the curriculum in Texas 
public schools. The reports of 
eleven curriculum commissions 
appointed two years ago by the 
State Board of Education to 
study the curriculum in grades 
1-12 have been distributed to 
local schools, colleges, and inter­
ested groups and individuals. 
These commissions studied the 
basic courses to be taken by all 
pupils and the electives to pro­
vide for special needs. The 
Texas Curriculum Studies were 
concerned with the content and 
sequence of courses, course cre­
dit, time allotment, teacher 
education, textbooks and other 
teaching materials and equip­
ment.

Comments of local school peo­
ple, college personnel, and oth­
ers will be taken into account 
in the formulation of revised 
standards for curriculum im­
provement in 1960-61. It is hop­
ed that these reports will re­
ceive careful consideration 
throughout the State and that 
the results of this study will 
serve as a basis for improvement 
in every school district of the 
State.

In visiting and observing 
school during Texas Public 
Schools Week, parents and other 
citizens may be interested tn 
some of the problems which 
have confronted the eleven cur-

riculum commissions in their 
two-year study and may want to 
discuss some of the recommen­
dations of the reports with 
school personnel.

Thai people are straight, slen­
der, well formed with good skins 
and sunny dispositions. Thai 
women are among the beauties 
of the world with their creamy 
soft skin, dazzling white teeth, 
and appealing eyes. We were told 
that one well acquainted with 
Asia is impressed by the rarity 
of diseased, blind and disfigured 
people as he travels about Thai­
land. We made boat trips on 
the Klongs (canals) where peo­
ple bathe, shampoo their hair, 
wash dishes, swim, dump gar­
bage in the water and hundreds 
of boats, of all sizes serve as 
floating markets and delivery 
systems. Bangkok is a sea port 
at the mouth of the river 
Mae Nam Chao Phraya. 
On both sides o f the 
river hundreds of canals, large 
and small, branch off in all di­
rections. Floating house and 
small shops vending everything 
from fish sauce to marine en­
gines, There are floating mar­
kets where vegetables and fish 
are sold in abundance at prices 
low enough to suit the humblest 
peasant purse. Ban^ok is 
called the “Venice of Asia.”

From Thailand to the mystic 
land of India-landed m  fCal;cul7ta 
a seaport, and one time caintal 
under the English-Calcutta, 
crowded, hot, incrediblE, clamor- 
ing heggaars, teemii® mMlions, 
and 250,000 homele® people in 
the streets and parka, and beau­
tiful jeweled temples built by 
the rules of pa^  centuries. The 
Jain Temple, a beantiful thing 
to behold, drops along the 
streets like cubby holes, no big­
ger than our Mving rooms, the 
proprietor sitting in the middle 
of his wares, with many of his 
relatives dependent on him, ly­
ing sleeping in front M the shop 
so that you step around them. 
And then 13aei« are cows! Dows, 
that poke around in the alleys, 
munch garbage from the gutter 
and plain stroll down the side­
walk or lie down in the shade. 
For in the Hindu Reiigion, the 
cow is sacred. Calcutta has 
been called the “human dead 
sea,” so many starving and dy­
ing on the streets:! And so it  is

in Bombay. Millions of people, 
and not enough food, and to that 
21,000 refugees who have lately 
come down from Tibet since the 
Communist attack. However, 
Benares, on the sacred Ganges 
River was fascinating. Pilgrim­
ages made by the people to dip 
in this to them Holy River for 
purification. At Banares is a 
fine university where the scien­
ces and humanities are taught. 
Many Western students go there. 
The wisdom of India, we get our 
decimal point from them. We 
owe our greatest spiritual un­
derstanding of India to one lit­
tle man, the late Mahatma 
Ghandi, who crossed barriers of 
caste (more powerful than our 
color) to bring the untouchables 
to the dignity of human beings, 
and whose greatest achievement 
possibly was in getting the Eng­
lish to leave without force, the 
land of India, so that now In­
dia is an Independent Republic 
with a president, two houses of 
Parliament, a Prime Minister. 
It is against the law and is pun­
ishable by the government to 
practice the Cast of the Un­
touchable, Women have the 
right to vote, religious tolerance 
is practiced, Hindu is the na­
tional language though there are 
250 languages and dialects spok­
en by the different strains of 
people. Some twenty states in 
the Republic, although there are 
varied peoples there is a deep 
and abiding faith in the unity of 
their government. The life ex­
pectancy is thirty-six years. In­
dia is making much progress in 
her fight to contain and feed 
her people, but with the help of 
the United Nations and other 
Nations, our own in particular, 
there aie hundreds starving and 
dying on the streets daily. Can 
God continue to bless us if we 
in our great surpluses of food, 
fail to feed the hungry, clothe 
the naked? There must be 
found a way, and I believe we 
have one way through “CARE,” a 
non governmental organization. 
There was Agra, the home of the 
lovely. Shimmering Jewel, that is 
the Taj Mahal, built by Sultan 
Jehal Mahal as a tomb for his 
dead wife whom he had loved 
more than rilfches or life even. We 
viewed this in 112 degree weath­
er, but I was so overcome by the 
aght of this Taj Mahal, a 
stones, so touched by the love 
dream in marble and precious 
story which was so rare a thing 
in India or anywhere for that 
mutter, thut I  forgot to feel the 
heat of -the sun. To see this

miracle of marble alone, is 
worth a tr^  to India — to all 
who love beauty and the spirit 
of beauty which is love.

Next New Delhi, the seat of the 
New Government and Bombay, 
the great seaport, a city with its 
millions and the famous “Gate 
of India” where all vessels enter 
through the Arabian Sea to 
reach Bombay and India. Again 
we saw with a little heart break 
each time the starving thousands 
who had no place to sleep, the 
sick cry of the little children 
touched me most. In my com­
fort at home I have not been 
able to sleep so soundly remem­
bering that so many are starving 
and dying. Now that I know, 
I have a deeper responsibility 
to help some way. We visited 
the modern Aaray Buffalo milk 
colony with its herd of 15,340 
water buffalo that gave such 
rich milk it was mixed 50% wa­
ter, 40% whole milk and 10% 
skim milk f)owder from New 
Zealand. But there is not en­
ough. Some must starve. Here 
in India it is not uncommon to 
see the Snake Charmer with a 
Cobra in a round basket under 
his arm, as he plays on his 
wooden flute, to attract the at­
tention of tourists, hoping to get 
an audience and a few coins.

Eg5T5t occupies the Northeast­
ern comer of the Continent of 
Africa, with the Mediterranean 
on the North and the Red Sea 
on the East. The Red Sea now 
is connected with the Mediter­
ranean Sea by the Suez Canal. 
Egypt is almost half again as 
large as Texas. Its capitol, 
Cairo is 3,000,000 population. 
Egypt is a part of the United 
Arab Republic, has Nasser for 
their leader. The official reli­
gion i.s Islam, but most all reli­
gions are represented. The m£i- 
jority of Arab people in Egsrpt 
or in Bible lands are Moslems, a 
faith, that numbers more than 
350,000,000. Thoughout the 
world, the name of the religion 
is Islam, and its sacred book of 
Koran. Moslems believe in one 
God (Allah is his name in Ara- 
bis) and that Mohammed was 
the divinely inspired prophet of 
God.

Some of the wo­
men dress in Western clothes, 
but most of the men still wear 
their fes caps and “gallablylahs” 
that look like long striped night 
shirts. Saw King Tut’s Tomb 
as well as others, was rowed 
across the Nile River, admired 
the beautiful jewels in the mus­
eum, and rode a camel into the 
desert to spend a moonlight 
night on the sand near the Pyra­
mids. Seducive Arabian danc­
ing girls performed during din­
ner. Then on to the Holy 
Land (Syria, Lebanan, Jordan 
and Israeli). I believe every 
Christian has longed to see the 
Holy Land. From the beginning 
of history, nations and countries 
have fought over it, have desired 
to own or rule this land for it 
is the bridge between East and 
West, North and South. They 
needed this country as a safe 
guard, or a passage way. It is 
small as we think of countries, 
and besset with deserts and 
mountains, though it also has 
seas, plains, and the great River 
Jordan On the East it fronts

on the Mediterranean Sea. It 
was ruled over by the Roman 
Emperor at the time of the birth 
of Jesus. The Dead Sea reminds 
us that if we close our lives and 
do not become a channel 
throi^h which our Lord can 
work, then we become as it is. 
As we walked and visited the 
places where our Jesus, the 
Christ had been, we had a pray­
er in our hearts that we might 
grow in dedication and Christ­
ian Grace that we might really 
walk in faith and spirit where 
he walked before us. It was be - 
tween Jerusalem and Jericho 
that we rode past the large com­
pound where over a million re­
fugees are quartered. The in­
tense heat and barrenness of 
the desert country assailed us. 
As we thought of the people 
with out home, clothing or 
food, our hearts ached again and 
the desire to help engulfed us.

Do Soil 
Conservation 
Districts Cost?

;(By Wayne Chapman)
The question has been asked: 

“How much would it cost the 
people of Sherman County to 
form and run a soil conservation 
district?” The answer is: No 
more than it is costing them at 
the present. It would cost five 
men, one in each portion of the 
county some of their time.

When a soil conservation dis­
trict is formed five men must be 
elected to run the affairs of the 
district. They usually meet 
once a month. They receive 
$4.00 per meeting plus five cents 
per mile traveled from their resi­
dence. This money is paid by 
the state. This district govern­
ing body, called the Board of 
Supervisors, is made up of men 
who must own land in the zone 
he represents and be actively 
engaged in farming or ranch­
ing. Soil conservation districts 
are run by resident farmers and 
ranchers through their elected 
supervisors. The name of any 
such land owner may be placed 
on the ballot election day. 
These supervisors are elected to 
five year terms. By rotating 
the elections by zones, one sup­
ervisor’s term expires each year, 
and here again only resident 
land owners may vote or qualify 
as supervisors.

Several soil conservation dis­
tricts own equipment .such as 
grass drills, bulldozers, land 
planes, etc., which may be made 
available to district coopera­
tors at a small rental fee. This 
equipment may be received from 
grants from the government
