Linear programming, a new
tool recently developed to aid
farmers in determining enter-
prise ccmbinations which would
return them the greatest net
income from a given operation
is being applied to some of the
farms in our county. During
the first semester, we in Agri-
culture IV studied linear pro-
gramming, as applied to our
county, and learned that mar-
keting - our grain sorghum
through cattle and hogs might
increase the net income from
our farm operations.

Each year the farmer finds it
more difficult to get a fair net
profit from his farming” opera-
tion. The Doane survey made
of the county showed that there
were no new crops that could
be introduced at this time, so
we must use the resources we
have at hand. Present condi-
tions would indicate that the
farmer, in order to improve his
standard of living, must use the
resources he has in a differ-
ent way. It is our opinion,
that the feeeding of beef cattle
and hcgs might improve this
situation. ;

Our lccal F.F.A. Chapter has

for the past five years, carried |

on a dry-lot beef cattle feeding
program. We now have 76
Hereford steers on full feed in
the chapter. We two boys won
eleven of these steers and. are
feeding for the third year. There
is a total of fifteen F.F.A. mem-
bers taking part in the program
this year.

The training that we have re-
ceived in this program has been
beneficial to us, for we feel that
we have learned how to feed
and take care of the cattle.
Among the many things learn-
ed from this program are: how
to select feeder cattle, dealing
with purchase contracts, how to
get a loan, disease and para-
site control, figuring rations,
getting cattle on full feed, keep-
ing catile on full feed, market-
cattle, grading cattle and last
but not least, record keeping.
This program has given us the
self confidence needed by a
feeder. We feel that after
graduation from high school,
should the opportunity pre-
sent itself, we could feed a

. large number of cattle with
complete confidence.

After graduation from high
school this spring, we may nev-
er have the chance to use the
skill of feeding cattle. however
the experience we have gain-
ed in dealing with others, mak-
ing decisions will help us in any
profession we might go into
in the future.

Brucellosis
Is Costly For
Cattlemen

Dr. C. M. Patterson, Texas.
Extension Service veterinarian’
of College Station, said today
that there are many reasons
for fighting the serious live-
stock pilague of brucellosis.

The disease also attacks hu-
mans under the name of hu-—
man brucellosis or  undulant
fever. His talks at meetings.
in the Texas Panhandle were
devoted to telling of the dan-
gers of the disease, its needless
cost .to stockmen, and what can
be done about it.

Any cattle, perhaps any live-
stock, shipped from an area
that is not  brucellosis-free
must be tested at the owner’s
expense whenever they move a-
cross sny state line. This is
federal law.

Even when being shipped to-
some other point in the same
state, they would have to be
tested at the owner’s expense
if they were going into an area
certified brucellosis-free.

These tests can get into quite
an exnense for the: livestock
owner. h

But if an area is ' certified
brucellosis-free, livestock . from
that area can be shipped any-
where without the owner having
to pay any testing charges.

Dr. Patterson - stated that
probably more than five per-
cent of Texas beef cattle carry
the disease. As a result, mar-
keting cf Texas catfle has be-
come niore difficult. The rea-
son for this is that more than
half of the counties in the U.
S. are now modified certified
brucellosis free areas. - :

They take their business
elsewhere. By the same token, if
some grownups don’t “earn” re-
spect, it doesn’t mean that teen-
agers should lose all respect for
their elders.

Actually, if you are observant,
you will see that showing re-
spect for those older than our-
selves is something that goes
through life with us all. Are not
our grandparents entitled to a
very dignified type of respect?
We may have children of our
own, but do we not still profess
the same type of respect for our
parents that we require from our
children?

We may not entirely -agree, but
we must concede that youth must
look to elders for example, for
guidance—and for wisdom. If
youth has no respect for age, and
wisdom, then youth thinks too
much for itself.

14.5 foot clearance.

MEDITORIAL: I have often
advised readers to seek help from
their family doctor or a specialist,
but many times the person in-
volved does not have a family
doctor or has never been to a
specialist. There are many rea-
sons for this, the most frequent
being that he has recently moved
into a community. Others have
never been seriously ill and have
not needed a doctor.

Unfortunately, most emergen-
cies seem to occur on weekends
or at night when' it is difficult to
find a doctor. In most cases those
who have a family doctor know a
middle-of-the-night  emergency
will bring him on the run.

But for those people who don’t,
the answer is to choose a family
doctor before serious illness
strikes. Periodic physical exam-
inations are helpful in uncovering
chronic illness early as well as
allowing the doctor to keep a med-
ical record, including bleod pres-
sures, allergies, etc. During an
emergency this information can
be valuable.

A general practitioner or an in-
ternist is best suited as the fam-
ily doctor. In 90 per cent of the
cases he can handle the situation
himself and if necessary, he can
call in a specialist.

If you are new in the commun-
ity, ask your local medical society
for names of physicians practic-
ing in your area. In this way you
can be sure of securing a physi-
cian who has been well \trained
and is properly licensed.

Then call one close to home and
make an appointment. Discuss
your desire to find a family doc-
tor, his fees, night calls, the hos-
pitals he’s associated with and
whether he will take care of the
children (shots, etc.) Ii is best to
try two or more doctors to deter-
mine which you prefer. Usually
a physician around your age is
desirable.

When 2 farmer or rancher
realizes that he has an erosion
or other type of conservation
problem, he can go to the SCS
for free assistance in solving it.
Tlgen, a SCS technician who has
had experience in solving con-
servation  problems, will be
glad to go over the farm with
the farmer, and offer sugges-
tions as to the alternate treat-
ments that are needed to cor-
rect the problem. With the as-
sistance of someone with pre-
vious experience with this or
similar problems, the farmer
may be able to save considerable
time, scil, and money in solving
the problem.

The SCS technician has the

benefits of knowing about
methods and treatments
that have been

tried hefore, and whether they
have succeeded or failed. On

special problems, the technician
can reguest and receive assist-
ance from a specialist in the
particular field involved such
as engineering, range, or agron-
omy.

After all alternatives | have
been suggested, the farmer may
then accept or reject any or all
of the treatments. He is not
under obligation to carry out
any practice.

Soil conservation district co-
operators are furnished airial
photographs of their farm by
the Soil Conservation Service.
On one of these photos, the
soil type, slope, and past ero-
sion is indicated. These soils
maps are used by the farmer
and SCS technicians in deter-
mining the Ilands capability
and the treatment needed for
the soil. This soils information
serves as a scientific basis for
using the soil within its capa-
bilities and treating it accord-
ing to its needs which is the
adopted objective of Soil Con-
servation Districts all  across
America.

Assistance is also available to
ranchers in determning their
range condition, based on the
percentage of desirable grasses
that they have on each range
site. Assistance in grazing
management for range improve-

Cuba Accepts
Communistic

Penetration

Senator Lyndon B. Johnson
says that the communist con-
spiracy to 'invade the Western
Hemisphere “took its biggest
step forward” in the signing of
a commercial agreement be-
tween the Soviet Union and

Johnson described the ar-
rangement as “more than a
simple commercial agreement.”

“There is a question of eco-
nomic penetration,” he sdid.
“And one of the most inter-
esting racts is that Mikoyan
made it clear at a press confer-
ence that the $100 million loan
would pe accompanied by So-
viet tecanicians who would help
the Cubans.”

“This is one of the classical
patterns of communist penetra-
tion. There is nothing new in
the story except for one very
basic and important fact— it
has happened right at our door-
step.”

pastured on stubble or wheat
until the first of the year. At
this timne they were penned and
the feeding program began. The
boys now have their steers on
a full teed ration consisting of
milo, bundles and a supplement
consisting of protein, vitamin A
anG aureomycin. Plans call
for a feeding period of 130 to
140 days.

As a climax to this project,
it is hoped that the boys who
are feeding in this program
will have the opportunity to ac-

| company the cattle to market.

On this trip, they will study
the marketing and grading of
cattle, as well as visit other
points of interest in the city
where tne cattle are slaughter-
ed. In the past years, the boys
have been to Pueblo, Colorado
and Oklahoma City with their
cattle.

The founda-
tion upon which the FFA or-
ganization is built includes the
development of agriculture lead-
ership, citizenship, and cooper-
ation,

The FFA is a non-profit, non-
political farm youth organiza-
tion with voluntary member=
ship. It constitutes one of the
most efficient agricultural
teaching devices that has been
discovered up to the present
time. It is 100 percent Am-
erican in its outlook, has no
outside affiliation, and -there.is
no secrecy in connection with
any of its activities.

It is organized vocational
education on a farm youth le-
vel. Improved agriculture, bet-
ter local communities, a more
satisfying farm home life, and
more efficient farmer-citizens
are enierging as a result of the
boys’ experiences.
