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Stockmen ForBrucellosis Control

Catholic Church
Dedication Sunday

At a series of educational
meetings completed in Sherman
County recently livestock men
expressed  themselves in favor
of a Brucellosis control program
for Sherman County. There
was some division of opinion a-
mong' cattlemen about how to
proceed to get Sherman Coun-
ty certified as a Brucellosis free
area. The Texas Animal Health

Law is an enabling act which
offers two types of programs for
cattlemen. i

Type I is a program requir-
ing all heifer calves to be offi-
cially vaccinated at the ex-
pense of the owner and in com-
pliance with regulations of the
Livestock Sanitation Commis-
sion of Texas, relating to vacci-
nation.

Type II is a program in which
all dairy .cattle, all purebred
cattle, and not less than 20%
of cows in range herds over 30
months of age are blood tested
and any reactors are sold for
slaughter. -

Arrangements are being com-
~ pleted to circulate a petition in
Sherman County as requested by
cattlemen. But before a peti-
tion is circulated the sponsor
and cattlemen want to  give
every interested cattleman an
opportunity to be heard, ask
questions and express his choice
of type of program to be pro-
moted in Sherman County.

The Farm Bureau, sponsors
of the educatonal meetings in

B cooperation with the Extension

Service, will hold a meeting in
the courthouse March 15 at 2:00
p- m. for the purpose of dis-
cussing and explaining type I
and type II programs offered by
the Texas Law, before circulat-
ing a petition. T

This will be a very important
meeting for cattlemen because
it will affect every cow herd in
Sherman County. The cattle-
men are encouraged to attend
this meeting and advise what
they want done about @an Ani-
mal Health program in the
county. The cattlemen may
promote type I program or type
II program or advise the spon-
sors not to promote any Ani-
mal Health Program in Sher-
man County at the present. This
is a time of decision, it is time
_ for the cattlemen to come for-
ward and be heard and do what
they want done about an Ani-
mal Health program.

There are many questions to
be discussed about the two pro-
- grams offered but the hub of
the problem seems to rest on
the possible cost' to the owner
of the herds in the event that
many reactors are found.

Type I .program requires all
heifer calves to be officially
vaccinated. This program would
give cow men with any infected
cows in the herd an opportun-
ity to replace them with official

vaccinated replacements. But
the type I program does not
lead directly to getting the

county certified as a Brucello-
sis free area. ;

Type II =~ program  requires
blood tests for all animals and
those found to be.infected with
brucellosis to be fire branded
on the jaw and. sold for slaugh-
ter within 14 days, except
hardship cases.”- This type II
program, where cowmen have
some infection in the herd, may
result in considerable financial
loss and reduction in the herd if

no replacements are available

on the ranch. It would also
quarantine in infected herd un-
til it was cleaned up. This
type II program leads directly
to certification of the county as
a .brucellosis free area as soon
as the area is found to be clean
of the infection. :

Producers Agree On

New Wheai

Representatives of the Na-
tional Wheat Growers Associa-
tion, the National Grange and
the Farmers Union agreed at
meetings held in Washington
last week that the most feas-

ible method of solving the sur-
plus wheat problem = without
bankrupting wheat producers

‘'was to enforce strict market-

ing contro;s, encourage liquida-
tion of surplus wheat in storage
by -reducing CCC stocks by 150
million bushels a year, and to
maintain support prices at their
current level.

Kenneth Kendrick, who at-
tended the 9:00 a. m. to 6:00 p.
m. daily meetings in Washing-
ton, D. C. last week as a mem-
ber of the National Grange
wheat council, said it was the
first time these three major
organizations have been able to
agree on the same approach for
solving the surplus wheat prob-
iem. . i

Secretary of Agriculture Ben-
son has advocated the theory of
allowing wheat producers to
plant as many acres of wheat as
they desire and the lowering of
wh\eat‘ price support prices to
$1.35 for next year as a method
of liquidating surplus wheaf
stocks. Bk |

Farm organizations hope to
solve the problem by using the
opposite © method. If their
program is ,adopted, marketing
controls will be enforced. Pro-
duction for the market will be
limited, and a fair market price
maintained. A loan rate would
be maintained in order to al-
low producers who needed ready
cash to secure funds at the
close of the harvest season and
allow them to Iliquidate the
loans as market prices ad-
vanced.

Beet Quota
For County
Is Uncertain

A sugar beet acreage allot-
ment for Sherman *County is
uncértain at this present time,
according to a statement made
by Richard B. - Hunt of the
Doane ‘Agriculture Service.

Unless the Sugar Act is re-
newed or altered no practical
allotment will be available for
new producers in Sherman
County. The current law pro-
vides for about 1% of the Tex-
as 1960 allotment of 1,905 acres
to be available to increase acre-
age of small uneconomical sized
current operations. This a-
mounts to about 19 acres. An
additional 1% or 19 acres are
available to néw producers in
the state. The latter is usual-
ly distributed in three acre
tracts, an uneconomical unit for
producers in the county.

Of the nine million tons of
sugar consumed domestically in
the United States, the current
law requires three million
tons to be imported from Cu-
ba. About three million tons
are produced by mainland cane
and U. S. sugar beet produc-
tion and the remaining one-
third of the needed sugar is im-
ported primarily from the Phil-
lipines, Hawaii and Puerto Rico.
* If the Cuban import quota is
is discontinued, and all of this

redirected to come from U. S.

sugar beet .or cane production,
the proportionate share of ad-
ditional sugar beet allotment
for Texas would amount to a-
bout 600 acres. This, of course,
would not all be available to a
new county but would likewise
be prorated over old acreage
and for new acreage. How-
ever, while a great deal of pres-
sure is beng developed to dis-
continue the Cuban allotment,
much interest is being shown in
Congress to make this quota a-
vailable to other Latin Ameri-
can Countries, which could
mean no additional allotments
for U. S. producers.

If all factors worked in fa-
vor of Sherman County farmers
desiring acreage, oniy a limit-
ed acreage will become available

Feeder To
Speak March 8

Durward W. Lewter will be the
guest speaker at a meeting to
ke held Tuesday, March 8, at
7:30 p. m. in the county exhibit
building, according to Walter
Lasley, chairman of the Sher-
man County Development As-
sociation beef cattle committee.

Mr. Lewter, a farmer and
livestock feeder at Lubbock, will
give a producer’s view on in-
creased grain production and
feeder operations in the south-
Lewter is- well- qualified
to speak on the subject as he
operates one of the largest mod-
ern feed yards in the south-
west, Ras L :

Lewter considers milo maize
as an important asset in the
Southwest’s future. Substan-
tuating this, he reports that
milo as a-feed, is equal or super-
ior to corn in almost every re-
spect except for vitamin A con-
vent.

There 4s no comparison, ac-
cording to Lewter, between the
cost of production of a pound
of milo and a pound of corn.
The labor cost of milo is 15, that
of corn because of the relatively
small amount of cultivation re-
quired and the ease of harvest-
ing along with the convenience
of handling and storage.

Lewter also believes that the
future of the Southwest will be
influenced by the availability
of good quality feeder cattle and
a nearly ideal climate. Addi-
tional profits are made because
of savings in freight due to the
nearness of feeder animals to
adequate feed sources. - He also
states that there is a great re-
duction in the cost of facilities
due to climate which permits
cattle to be fed with only a feed
bunk and fence to hold them in.
These factors, Lewter believes,
will someday make the south-
west become the most highly de-
veloped feed lot area in the
world.

The U. S. Department of Agri-
culture announces the follow-
ing national awverage  support
prices for 1960 crops of four
feed grains. The barley sup-
port price is 77 cents per bush-
el for grade No. 2 or better.
Grain sorghum will be $1.52
per hundred for grade No. 2 or

better. Oats will be 50 cents
a bushel for grade No. 3. Rye
will be 90 cents a bushel for

grade No. 2 or better, or grad-
ing No. 3 on test weight only.
Several factors, as required by
law, were taken into consider-
ation in determining the 1960
support rates for these grains.
The Agricultural Act of 1958 re-
quires that price supports for
“other” feed grains be establish-
ed at levels which are “fair and
reasonable” in relation to the
support of corn.

Previous legislation detailed
other factors to be considered.
Among these are the supply of
the commodity in relation to the
demand, the ability of the Com-
modity Credit Corporation to
dispose of stocks acquired un-
der price support, ability and
willingness of producers to keep
supplies in line with demand,
and support levels for other
commodities, which in the case
of feed grains include feed
values in relation to corn.
Under the relative levels of
price support in effect for 1959
crops, corn acreage was in-
creased materially and produc-
tion went up to an all-time
record. At the same time, the
combined acreage and produc-
tion of the other four feed
grains was reduced. These de-
velopments were considerations
in the determination of support
levels for 1960 crops of the “oth-
er” feed grains. With the na-
tional average corn support
price reduced from $1.12 to
$1.06 a bushel for 1960, as an-

: Should Every Teenager Be A Car Owner?

=

THIS WEEK’S LETTER: “I am
old enough to get a license. I've
saved enough money to buy my-
self the jalopy I want. But my
folks won’t allow me to have a
car. Is this fair?”

OUR ANSWER: There are many
factors that must be considered.
In this writer’s experience, men-
tion of two particular teenage
problems will provoke a spirited
discussion almost anywhere. One
is teenage dating; the other —
teenagers and automobiles.

The principal argument of those
opposed to teenagers having their
own cars is based upon the belief
that they aren’t responsible
enough. They drive too fast; they
drag race; and they get into a lot

more trouble than teenagers who
have to walk or ride public

transportation. Some of these
arguments are good ones. Most
teenagers drive too fast; far too
many of them think it ‘‘chicken’’
to turn down a drag race dare;
with a car to provide a quick
way to get there and to get back,
teenagers go places where they
shouldn’t go and do things they
wouldn’t do in their own back
yard. ‘

It must be remembered, how-
ever, that these are generalities.
All teenagers do not fall into the
categories above. Some of them
are ‘‘responsible’’—much more so
than many adults. Many of them
are expert and careful drivers.

And so it is that the question of

a teenager having his or her own
car must be decided on individual
circumstances. There are several
important considerations: Can the
teenager, or his parents, afford to
buy the car? All things evaluated,
including initial cost, insurance
and operating expenses, a teen-
ager can spend in one year on a
car almost as much, or more,
than it would cost him to go to
college for a year. If a teenager
has the money to buy his own car,
does he have resources or income
to keep it operating—to buy gas
and pay for repairs that will be
made from time to time? Will a
teenager use his car wisely, and
not at the expense of scholastic
activities?

Like shaving or smoking a cig-

arette, some teenagers look upon
car ownership as a sign of adult-
hood . ..
from adult authority. While this
is a wrong attitude,
admit that car ownership among
the teens should be restricted to
young adults only—no children
allowed. And when we say this,
we aren’t speaking of chronologi-
cal age. We know some fifty-year-
olds who act like children behind
th. wheel of an automobile.

When the support prices an-
nounced for these four grains
were in effort at the same dol-
lars-and-cents levels .for 1959
production, they represented 60
per cent of the parity prices for

the grains at that time. On
the basis of current parity
prices, these continuing sup-

port prices reflect within less
than one percentage-point of
the same 60 per cent of parity
for each of the four feed grains.

Non-recourse price support on
1960 production of these four
grains will be subject to -a
$50,000 limitation as required
by a provision of the 1960 Agri-
cultural Appropriations Act. A
producer will be exempt from
the  limitation on non-recourse
price support if his 1960 acre-
age of the crop is reduced 20

per cent below his 1959 acre-
age. The $50,000 limitation
applies only to non-recourse
loans and purchase agree-
ments.

Loans will continue to be
made in excess of $50,000 on a
recourse basis under which the
borrower agrees to repay all
amounts over $50,000 within 12
months or such later date as
may be determined. The law
requires the support limitation
on all crops in surplus. These
four grains have been deter-
mined to be in surplus supply
for the coming (1960-61) mar-
keting year for purposes of this
provision.

content fell intermittently ov-
er the Texas Panhandle from
Friday morning until Thursday.
In Stratford the fluffy snow was
mashed into an ice glaze on
streets serving heavy traffic.

Federal, state and county
highways were reported to be in
fairly good condition as the
speed of the moving vehicles
sucked or blew most of the snow
from the road.

Wheat which was greening up
and growing during the short
days of sunshine has been froz-
en flat on the ground and cattle
men have been feeding their
herds in much the same man-
ner as they did during January
and most of the month of Feb-
ruary.

Underground moisture in all
probability exceeds all records
which have been established in
the Panhandle. Rank wheat
growth is expected in the spring
months and a bumper yield of
grain is expected.

Several producers will . keep

| herds of cattle on wheat pas-

ture until after the first of
April in an effort to retard
rank growth and avoid the pos-

sibility of damage by a late
freeze.
Farm machinery firms are

stocking an usually large sup-
ply of equipment in anticipation
of the demands which will be
made to handle crops which are
likely to be produced this year.
- Long range weather forecasts
predict above normal moisture
and prolonged cold weather
during the month of March for
the Texas Plains area.

Are Foreseen

The State ‘Health Department
predicts a rise in the number of
polio cases in the spring months
ahead.

Most of the victims, said the
Department, will be among
those ‘who have not taken ad-
vantage of polio shots.

Last year’s record shows that
three out of four polio victims
had not had any vaccine and 9
out of 10 had not had all the
recommended series.

Texas had 526 cases of polio
last year, approximately 13 per
cent of the 3,984 cases recorded
in 1952 before Salk vaccine.

A Health Department official
deplored parents who, “in the
face of ‘almost daily urgings,
ignore the chance of giving
their youngsters an infinitely
better chance to escape polio.”
