NEW RANGE CATTLE TEST
AID TO BRUCELLOSIS PROGRAM

A new method for testing
range cattle is resulting in ma-
jor savings to beef producers in
their efforts to eradicate bru-
cellosis, an important livestock
disease, according to Dr. C. M.
Patterson, extension veterin-
arian.

The method is based on use
of a screening-type blood test
of cull and dry cows on the way
to or during slaughter. = Ani-
mals tested each year must
equal 5 percent of all cows in
the area, he said. Another im-
portant requirement is that
owners vaccinate at least 80
percent of all eligible calves
each year.

Successful use of this test to
recertify Benton County, Wash-
ington, as a modified-certified
brucellosis area marks a major
advance in the battle to eradi-
cate this costly disease. The
county was officially recertified
effective March 15.

A modified-certified area, Dr.
Patterson explained, is one in
which no more than one percent
of the cattle or 5 percent of the
herds are affected with brucel-
losis.  Certification is for 3
years. Continuous testing
makes recertification possible,
but for keef producers it has
meant rounding up at least a
fifth of all herds in the certi-
fied area every 3 years.

The advantages of the ‘new
method are shown in the Ben-
ton County test. .During the 3
years prior to March 15, 1960,
brucellosis was found, and fur-
ther tests required, in only 11
of the total of 601 beef herds
in the county. TUnder alternate
recertification procedures, it
would have been necessary to
test a total of at least 120 herds.
As a result of the new method,
92 percent of on-the-ranch test-
ing was eliminated.

This reduction in ranch test-
ing saves the majority of beef

producers the expense and labor
of handling cattle, as well as
eliminating the possibility of
injury to the animals them-
selves. Furthermore, Dr. Pat-
terson added, since all herds in
an area may be included in this
continuous screen-testing pro-
gram, any infection is likely to
be detected before it has an op-
portunity to spread.
