He visited 
at A. & M. College at College 
Station for two weeks, was a

The small north African 
country of Tunisia covers 
48,300 square miles and has a 
population of 3,232,383.

It is necessary for 
one teaching agriculture in 
his country to master the cli­
matic conditions of dry climates 
as well as the favored terri­
tories.

Kouki has completed three 
years of college work and must 
complete six years of university 
study before he qualifies him­
self for his ambition of becom­
ing an instructor in the Agri­
cultural Center of Tunisia, 
where he will do work similar 
to that of a county agent.

Section 1. (Dog) shall for the 
purposes of this ordinance mean 
mate or female.

Section 2. In the following 
sections any impounded dog 
without collar and tag attached 
showing it to be properly vac­
cinated will be considered as 
unvaccinated.

Section 3. It shall be imlaw- 
ful for any person owning, or 
having control over or having 
custody of any dog to permit 
or allow such dog to run or be 
at large upon any public high­
way, street, alley, court, square, 
park, sidewalk, or any other 
public grounds or public pro­
perty or any unfenced lot, tract 
or parcel of land within the 
corporate limits of the city of 
Stratford, Texas.

Section 4. It shall be un­
lawful for any person to main­
tain a dog more than six months 
of age on any premises within 
the corporate limits of the city 
of Stratford, Texas, unless such 
dog wears a collar or harness 
securely attached to its body to 
which shall be securely attach­
ed a tag issued for said dog by 
licensed veterinarian, licensed 
to practice veterinary medicine 
in the State of Texas, showing 
that the dog has been, within 
the current calendar year vac­
cinated against rabies. The 
provisions of this section shall 
not apply to dogs less than six 
months old.

Section 5. It shall be the duty 
of the animal warden to seize 
and impound, subject to the pro­
visions of this ordinance, all 
dogs found running at large 
upon any public highway, 
street, alley, court, squart, park, 
sidewalk or any other public 
property or any unfenced lot, 
tract or parcel of land within 
the corporate limits of the city 
of Stratford, Texas, whether in 
the immediate presence of the 
owner or custodian or otherwise, 
and such animal warden is 
hereby authorized to enter upon 
any unfenced lot, tract or par­
cel of land for the purpose of 
seizing and impounding any 
dog running at large thereon.

Section 6. The animal warden, 
when impounding a dog shall 
make a complete segistry, en­
tering the breed, color and sex 
of such dog and whether vac­
cinated and the place and time 
of taking into custody. If 
licensed he shall enter the name 
and address of the owner and 
the number of the vaccination 
tag. Vaccinated dogs shall be 
kept separate from unvaccin­
ated dogs.

Section 7. After the im­
pounding of any vaccinated dog, 
if not redeemed within (5) five 
days from the date of impound­
ing, said dog shall be disposed 
of by sale or destruction. Af­
ter the impounding of any un­
vaccinated dog if not redeemed 
within (5) five days said dog 
shall be destroyed.

Section 8. The owner of any 
vaccinated dog impounded may 
redeem such dog at any time 
prior to destruction or sale by 
the payment of ($5.00) five dol­
lars impounding fee and ($1.00) 
one dollar per day for each day 
such dog shall have been im­
pounded.

Section 9. The owner of any 
unvaccinated dog impounded 
may redeem such dog at any 
time prior to sale or destruction 
by having such dog duly vac­
cinated against rabies, and the 
payment of ($5.00) five dollars 
impounding fee and ($1.00) one 
dollar per day board fee for 
each day dog is impounded.

Section 10. The owner of 
any dog at the time it is im­
pounded may, within (30) thirty 
days after such dog is sold, re­
deem the same from such pur­
chaser by paying to him the 
amount of the purchase price 
paid by him to the animal war­
den, and in addition thereto 
the vaccination charges, if any 
were incurred and in addition 
thereto, a charge of ($1.00) one 
dollar per day for the number 
of days from the date of sale to 
the date of redemption. At 
the end of (30) thirty days from 
the day the dog is sold, the right 
to redeem shall expire.

Section 11. The animal war­
den shall keep such records as 
required to show in detail the 
disposition of all animals im­
pounded and the money collect­
ed by him and such other 
records as are required by the 
City Council. All money col­
lected by said warden shall be 
delivered as required by city 
council to the city clerk who 
will deposit same in the general 
fund.

Section 12. If any dog within 
the City of Stratford, Texas, 
shall bite, scratch or otherwise 
attack any person, and the per­
son so attached, was not at the 
time trespassing upon the pro­
perty of the owner or person 
having control of such dog, or if 
it cannot be proved beyond a 
reasonable doubt that the per­
son so attacked was not at the 
or teasing such dog, the cor­
poration court of Stratford, 
Texas, shall have the authority 
to order and hold a hearing, 
and if such court shall deter­
mine at such hearing that such 
dog is vicious or dangerous to 
persons or other animals, the 
court may order that said dog

be kept muzzled, or that such 
dog be kept within a sufficient 
enclosure, or that such dog be 
delivered to the animal warden 
and by him destroyed.

Section 13. Any ofher owner 
who shall maintain or keep a 
dog more than six months of 
age on any premises within the 
corporate limits of the City of 
Stratford, Texas, which has 
not been vaccinated as requir­
ed by this ordinance shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor and 
shall be fined any sum not to 
exceed ($200.00) two hundred 
dollars.

Section 14. Any person who 
shall refuse to deliver any (un­
vaccinated dog to the animal 
warden upon demand for im­
pounding, shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor and shall be fin­
ed any sum not to exceed 
($200.00) two hundred dollars.

Section 15. Any owner, keep­
er or custodian of a dog who 
shall allow such dog to run (at 
large) as such term is herein 
defined, whether on public or 
private property, shall be guil­
ty of a mi^emeanor and shall 
be fined in any sum not to ex­
ceed ($200.00) two hundred dol­
lars.

Section 16. The animal 
warden shall have the right at 
any reasonable time to inspect 
any dog to determine if such 
dc^ is vaccinated as required by 
this ordinance and shall have 
the authority to enter any prem­
ises for such purpose, and it 
shall be unla^^ul for any per­
son to refuse entrance to such 
animal warden or to impede, 
obstruct or exclude such ani­
mal warden when attempting to 
enter such premises for the pur­
pose of inspecting such dog and 
any person who shall refuse en­
trance or impede or obstruct 
such animal warden shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor and 
shall be fined in any sum not 
to exceed ($200.00) two hundred 
dollars.
