Railroad Casualties

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-—Deaths
and injuries from railroad accidents
during 1932 declined substantially
over 1931, the annual report »f the
bureau of safety of the Interstate
Commerce commission revealed to-
day.

Total deaths for 1932 were 4,524
compared with 4,583 for the preced-
ing year. Injuries during 1932 total-
ed 17,157 against 20,057 for 1931.
Tresspassers led the fatality and
injured lists with 2,435 killed and
3,354 injured. Only 23 passengers
were killed, the bureau said. The
rate for passenger deaths was one
per 739,018,537 miles travelled by
trains.
