Local law enforcement 
officers joined with U.S. 
Postal Inspectors in the 
raid of a house at 804 
W. Seventh in Muleshoe 
Thu rsday  mor n i ng , 
netting a suspect in a 
“mail order” marijuana 
scheme, and recovering 
approximately three 
pounds of marijuana that 
had been delivered to the 
residence a few minutes 
earlier.

According to Muleshoe 
Police Chief Brian Frieda, 
U.S. Postal Inspectors 
became suspicious of a 
priority mail package 
addressed to Randy 
Jaramillo, 52, of 804 W. 
Seventh, Muleshoe, after 
it was mailed from a 
location in the Rio Grand 
Valley.

A south Bailey County 
wom a n  i s  i n  go o d 
condition at a Lubbock 
hospital after receiving 
multiple stab wounds to 
the back of her shoulder, 
acc ord i ng  to  C apt . 
John Espinoza of the 
Bailey County Sheriff’s 
Department.

According to Capt. 
Espinoza, the Muleshoe 
Police Dept. received 
a call for assistance at 
2:15 a.m. on the morning 
of Friday, April 3, from 
the vict im — Gloria 
Lisa Estrada, 30, who 
reported that she had 
been attacked in her bed 
by an unknown assailant 
a few minutes earlier.

After the arrival of 
emergency personnel, 
the victim was airlifted.

Estrada, who l ives 
about a mile north of 
Enochs on Hwy. 214, said 
she was awakened from 
her sleep by the attack 
of a Hispanic male — 
described as being 30-35 
years in age, five feet - 
seven inches in height,

A drug dog “hit” on the 
package when it arrived 
in Lubbock, according 
to Frieda, and a search 
warrant was issued by a 
U.S. magistrate.

Opening the package 

revealed what appeared 
to be about three pounds 
of marijuana — wrapped 
about a pound of plastic 
wrap in an apparent 
effort to hide the illegal 
substance’s odor.

A field test yielded 

a posit ive result for 
marijuana.

Fr o m  t h at  p o i nt , 
according to the police 
chief, the package was 
brought to Muleshoe, and 
a “controlled delivery” 

was made to the location 
and person to whom it 
was addressed, at about 
10:50 a.m., on April 2, 
according to Frieda.

Minutes later, bearing 
a search warrant issued 
by a Bai ley Count y 

court, officers with the 
U.S. Postal Inspectors 
off ice, the Muleshoe 
Police Department, the 
Bailey County Sheriff’s 
Department, and the 
Texas Highway Patrol, 
busted through the front 
door of 804 W. Seventh, 
and arrested Jaramillo as 
he attempted to flee out 
the back door.

The marijuana, and the 
package it was delivered 
in, were recovered from 
inside the residence, along 
with documentat ion 
indicating Jaramillo was 
allegedly involved in 
several other similar 
deliveries, Frieda said.

According to the police 
ch ief,  Jaramil lo has 
previous drug arrests and 
convictions, including 
possession with intent to 
distribute.

reminder that everyone 
has a responsibility to 
help keep children safe. 

Each day, thousands 
of children across the 
State of Texas are victims 

of abuse or neglect. In 
2008 there were 70,589 
confirmed cases of child 
abuse or neglect in the 
state, and in 2007 state 
records indicate 223 of 
those children died as a 
result of it.

The state spends more 
than $14 million dollars 
each year on foster 

care just on the South 
Plains alone, but it still 
isn’t enough to stop the 
problem.

Last year alone in 
Bailey County there were 
49 confirmed cases of 
child abuse and neglect, 
and 34 children were 
reportedly placed in 
the hands of the Texas 
Department of Family 
and Protective Services.

This  is  t wo t imes 
higher than the state 
rate.

But there is hope… hope 
such as was expressed 
recently at Muleshoe’s 
DeShazo Elementary as 
youngsters gathered to 
learn about the situation 
from members of the 
Bailey County Child 
Wel fare  Board,  a nd 
released balloons — 
blue, of course, along 
with red ones as well,

Legions of angels. 
That’s how many Jesus 
said were at his disposal 
had he chosen not to be 
arrested, not to go to the 
cross.

I suspect even one 
angel would have easily 
handled all the Roman 
soldiers in Jerusalem on 
that “Good” Friday. But 
the most conspicuous 
thing about angels that 
day is their absence.

We may wonder where 
God was when our spouse 
died, or our child got 
hooked on drugs, or we 
got the diagnosis of the 
dread disease. We’d have 
wondered even more if 
we’d been at Golgotha 
and known who was 
being crucified when the 
angels were AWOL and, 
worse, the Father of that 
Son seemed nowhere to 
be found.  

S o m e  t h i n g s  j u s t 
don’t make sense. If you 
could have known that 
generations of Christians 
would later call that day 
“Good Friday,” you’d 
surely have wondered not 
only about the God who 
allowed it to happen but 
also about anyone who 
could call such a thing 
“good.” 

No wonder St. Paul 
in 1 Corinthians 1:18-31 
uses a strong word to 
describe the reaction of 
unbelievers to the cross: 
“foolishness.”

The Jews were looking 
for a Messiah to dip his 
powerful and thirsty 
sword into buckets of 
Roman blood. That God 
would use a cross was 
nonsense! Didn’t the law 
itself pronounce a curse 
on anyone who died on a 
tree? And the Greeks?

Their idea of a good 
time was listening to the 
latest philosopher babble 
on with the latest fads 

‘Foolishness’ of the cross gives us hope

of thought all dressed 
up in smooth words and 
rhetoric.

The words of “Christ-
followers” about a Jewish 
peasant executed on a 
cross didn’t tickle their 
ears and made no sense 
anyway. What kind of god 
would so soil himself? 
Poppycock!

Why did God choose 
a  c ros s  upon wh ic h 
to do the work of our 
salvation? Verse 29 says 
it flat out: “so that no one 
may boast before him” 
or as paraphrased in The 
Message, so that “none 
of you can get by with 
blowing your own horn 
before God.” 

Everyone has a horn to 
toot. The Jews wanted to 
trumpet their own position 
as God’s chosen people, 
worthy of a mighty sword-
wielding Messiah. The 
Greeks wanted to blow the 
horn to assemble crowds 
for the philosophers to 
dazzle with words. 

W h e n e v e r  e v e n 
Christians act as if the 
cross of Christ was not 
enough to purchase our 
salvation, and instead of 
joyfully serving him we 
fall or are pushed back 
into desperately trying to 
prove we’re worth saving, 
we’re blowing those horns 
yet again. Saved people 
produce fruit not in order 
to be saved but because 
they already are. 

Near the end of this 
passage, the apostle talks 
about t he wonderf ul 
fruit that springs from 
a blood-soaked cross: 

“right thinking and right 
living, a clean slate and a 
fresh start” (The Message).  
None of that comes from 
us. No, it “comes from God 
by way of Jesus Christ,” so 
that “no one can boast 
before him.” And he did 
it in a way that makes no 
sense at all: on a cross. 

The good news is that 
we are all wrong, helpless, 

and in desperate need, 
but that God in his great 
mercy has done through 
his Son all of the work 
of salvation, all of it, on 
the cross.We must give 
up horn-blowing, for we 
are not strong, or wise, or 
intelligent, or good. But 
what we are is . . . saved. 
And God did it all. On a 
cross.

Some pretty big guys 
climbed into the ring 
for Wrestlemania XXV, 
but some would argue 
the heart they displayed 
in their performance 
is small compared to 
the heart beating in the 
chest of one of their 
biggest fans… even if it 
is defective.

Little Sterling Smith 
of  Sudan,  a  fourt h-
grade Amherst student, 
realized the dream of a 
lifetime over the weekend 
as he and his mother 
journeyed to Houston 
for Wrestlemania XXV, 
courtesy of the Make-A-
Wish Foundation.

Sterling became eligible 
for the foundat ion’s 
t r a d e m a r k  s p e c i a l 
treatment because of a 
heart condition that his 
mother, April Baker, says 
causes the youngster to 
pass out. Sterling also 
has other serious health 
problems he has to deal 
with on a daily basis, his 
mother said.

A “huge” professional 
wrestling fan since the 
age of five, Sterling, now 
11 years of age, had no 
problem choosing the 
April 5 mega-wrestling 
event from among the 
options placed before 
h i m by  fou ndat ion 
representatives.

And while he wasn’t 
able to meet his all-time 
wrestling idol — Rey 

Mysterio, he was glad 
to be on hand when 
Mysterio defeated JBL 
( J o h n  “ B r a d s h a w ” 
Layfield), who Sterling 
describes as “fake Texan” 
from New York City.

Still, young Sterling 
h a d  o p p o r t u n i t i e s 
to meet several other 
professional wrestlers, 
collect a book full of 
autographs, and even 
receive a kiss or two from 
some of the wrestlers 
female sidekicks.

According to Sterling’s 
mother, he was one of 
several youngsters with 
chronic health problems 
who made the journey 
to Houston for a chance 
to see their wrestling 
heroes in action.

“ Th e  k id s  r e a l ly 
connected,” Baker said. 
“It was as if for a minute 
nobody was sick.”

While the children 
sponsored by the Make-
A-Wish Foundation still 
had to deal with their 
medical conditions on 
the trip, she said they 
seemed to be lost in 
the excitement of the 

moment.
For a little while, at 

least, many of them were 
able to put aside their 
own individual ailments 
and imagine themselves 
in the ring, taking on the 
“bad guys of professional 
wrestling.”

In fact, that’s what 
Sterl ing plans to do 
with his life. At about 
95 pounds, he says he’s 
ready to climb into the 
ring to face the giants 
he’s been watching for 
the past six years.

Heart… it ’s big in 
Sudan, and it’s big in 
Sterling Smith… those 
“bad guys” had better 
watch out.

• The U.S. casualties 
have reached 4,259 deaths, 
and 31,131 wound.

• U.S. troops committed 
the highest number of 
suicides in January 2009, 
a total of 24.

A reported five million 

Iraqis have beendisplaced 
during the last six years, 
a fifth of their entire 
population.

And utility services 
have been disrupted to 
the point that there is 
an average of less than 
14 hours of electricity 
available per day.

Whether the war was 
justified or not is no 
longer the question. The 
fact is we are engaged.

So what should we 
do now? That is the 
question. 

If our leaders will 
rise above personalities 
and party interests and 
approach it wisely, with 
understanding they will 

know more about how to 
handle it. Get the point?

T h e y  w i l l  a t t a i n 
knowledge as Solomon 
speaks of it. You know, it’s 
hard to solve a problem 
until you know what the 
problem is, and what is 
the cause. 

Finally, like Amos of 
old, I’m not a prophet, 
neither am I the son of a 
prophet.

But I would expect that 
most of our troops will be 
brought home from Iraq 
within a year or so, but 
that we will have troops 
there for the next half 
century. 

I was just thinking, 
if we would read one 
chapter of Proverbs every 
day, in one month we 
would have read the 
entire book.

And if we would study 
as we read we might be 

better and wiser people. 
At least I feel sure I 
would. So I will close 
with this quotation from 
the book. 

“Go to the ant thou 
sluggard; consider her 
ways, and be wise; 

“Which having no 
guide, overeer, or ruler, 

“Provideth her meat 
in the summer,  and 
gathereth her food in 
the harvest.” 

This brings us back to 

life, as I see it, so I hope 
to comment more on it 
in the next writing. As a 
lady said to me recently 
a have a blessed day.” to 
me recently, “I hope you  
have a blessed day.”

U S DA’s  N a t i o n a l 
Agricultural Statistics 
Service released t he 
data for determining 
the Average Dairy Feed 
Ration Cost for the month 
of February on March 
30.

Using this information 
and the formula contained 

in the 2008 Act, the MILC 
payment trigger for the 
month of February has 
been adjusted to $17.33, 
for a final MILC payment 
rate of $1.5132.

Beginning in early 
April, USDA expects to 
issue approximately $150 
million to dairy producers 
for milk produced in 
February. 

USDA’s Agricultural 
M a r k e t i n g  S e r v i c e 
announced the Boston 
Class I price for the month 
of March on Feb. 20, and 

for the month of April on 
March 20

In both instances, the 
Boston Class I price was 
below the MILC payment 
trigger price of $16.94 
per cwt. USDA expects 
to issue MILC payments 
on milk produced in 
March in early May and 
MILC payments on milk 
produced in April in 
early June, after USDA 
has adjusted the MILC 
payment trigger price for 
feed costs and determined 
the final payment rate for 

those months.
MILC payments may 

also be triggered in future 
mont hs i f  t he MILC 
payment trigger price is 
below $16.94 per cwt.

FSA makes payments 
up to  t he maximum 
eligible pounds of milk 
produced and marketed 
by each operation per 
fiscal year.

The annual maximum 
el ig ible  pound l imit 
per dairy operation is 
2,985,000 pounds per 
fiscal year.
