In early June 2007,
Billy Tiller of Sudan
encountered a father of
seven and grandfather
of 24 as he searched
rural Bailey County
for the remains of his
wife.

On that day, Tiller
learned how Gearl
Merimon of Lubbock
had lost his wife almost
a year earlier after
she allegedly left the

Peggy Merimon
Lubbock State School
with co-worker.

On Wednesday, Aug. 9,

2006, Peggy Merimon and

co-worker Kay Harrelson
disappeared from the
state school, where
they were employed as
secretaries, shortly before
lunch.

According to Merimon,
a witness had seen the
two women climbing
into a white four-door
vehicle driven by a white
male.

Harrelson’s body
was found in a ditch
alongside a highway near
Shallowater 11 days later.

But Peggy Merimon’s
body has yet to be
discovered.

Following his
encounter with Billy
Tiller, Gearl Merimon
was still holding out
hope that his wife of 23
years was still alive. “I'm
hoping she’s alive... I'm
praying she’s alive,” he
said in an interview on
Monday, June 3, 2007.. “1
don’t know why we can’t
find her.”

“Not many people

get to me,” said Billy
Tiller of Sudan, in 2007,
referring to his encounter

with Merimon when
he responded to a
report of someone
“messing around” an
old building on his
property, “but he got
to me.”

Or, maybe
it was the hopelessness
of the situation, a lone
man searching places
within a 70-mile radius
of Lubbock.

Court takes no action on burial policy

No action concerning
issues related to the
county’s indigent
burial policy was taken
during a special session
of the Bailey County
Commissioners” Court
Monday.

At the request of

Todd Ellis of Ellis
Funeral Home, the court
considered the possibility
of changing the county’s
existing policy, which
was adopted in June
2008, and is patterned
off Houston County’s
indigent burial policy,
and according to County
Judge Sherri Harrison,

is supported by state
statutes.

Detailing the problems
his company has
experienced with the
existing policy, Ellis said,
“Most indigent families
won't tell us they don't
have the funds for the
embalming process
at three o’clock in the

morning.”

He explained that
unless the family chose
cremation or a direct
burial, the body had to
be embalmed, noting
that one portion of the
process makes the body
less valuable for use as a
medical cadaver.

MAHD board receives
‘brighter’ finance news

The Muleshoe Area
Hospital District’s board
of directors received
brighter news about
its financial condition
during Thursday’s
regular meeting, in a
report that noted the
hospital’s cash flow has
increased.

In his report to the
board, David Burke, the
district’s chief financial
officer, said the district
wasn’t “out of the woods
yet,” sticking with
previous evaluations
that it was going to take
a couple of years to turn
the district’s financial
situation around, but
adding that “things are
looking brighter.”

Burke pointed out that
hospital’s cash flow had
improved tremendously
since last month, and
said the district has been
able to pay off most of its
outstanding notes.

According to Burke’s
report, the hospital’s
year-to-date revenue is

$934,361.08 under budget,
but at the same time the
hospital’s expenses are
down.

“Over all, I think we
can see a light at the end
of the tunnel,” Burke
said.

In other financial
news, the MAHD board
voted to participate, if
possible, in the Upper
Payment Limit program
with Covenant Health
Systems and several
other rural hospitals in
the area.

The hospital district’s
participation in the
program back in 2007
netted the district
$135,000 on a $400,000
bank loan.

When Jim Wurts of
Covenant presented the
program to the hospital
board in 2007, he said,
“What you put in comes
back at alarger amount,”
explaining that it was
part of an indigent care
program funded through
Medicaid that “alleviates
the burden of providing

happens to be legally
blind — searching for a
clue that will help law
enforcement officers in
a community almost
75 miles away bring a
suspect to justice and
closure to the Merimon
family.

Following it’s
initial investigastion,
the Lubbock Police
Department’s website
lists information about
the disappearances,
including photographs
of both victims, and a
drawing of a bearded
white male, wearing
glasses and described as
a “person of interest,”

In June 2007, Merimon
went a little further,
identifying the suspect
in the case as a longtime
employee at the state
school who reportedly
was born and raised in
Morton and has hunted in
the Bailey, Cochran and
Lamb County areas.

Although the
circumstantial evidence
against this individual
continued to increase,

Merimon said at that
time the Lubbock County
District Attorney’s office
wanted a stronger case
before the issue went
before a grand jury.

That’s why Merimon
was found searching
the area around an old
building in the Bula area,
hoping to find a patch of
ground indicating the
possibility of a shallow
grave, or his wife’s actual
remains, discarded as
was Harrelson so long
ago.

interest,” was arrested
in Oregon on charges
of murdering the two
women, following an

indictment by a Lubbock
grand jury.

During an interview
Tuesday, Tiller said that
he has remained in
contact with the Merimon
family since that first
encounter in 2007,
primarily through Gearl’s
brother, Kim, noting that
Gearl continues to search
farmlands surrounding
Lubbock.

“I don’t know if he’s
ever given up,” he said.

Tiller compared the
Patterson arrest to the
arrest of Roman Polanski
in Europe, stating that
he felt it lead to a better
society if individuals
know they will eventually
be brought to justice...
no matter how long it
takes.

Participation is elective,
and employees are
empowered to choose
the coverage that best
meets their needs. Their
premium contributions
are made with pre-
tax dollars if they are
part of a company unit.
Workers who currently
do not qualify for
employer-sponsored
health coverage, such
as part-time or contract
employees, could be
eligible to receive an
employer contribution
toward their health
insurance. Theemployer’s
set contribution would
be applied to the
premium cost, and the
employee would pay the
difference.

A health exchange
would streamline
coverage for families
with both spouses
employed by allowing
contributions from
multiple employers to
be pooled and applied to
asingle health insurance
plan that is best for their
household. It could
eliminate gaps in care
because plan benefits
are portable from job to
job, provided that both
employers participate in
the exchange.

This approach is also
profitable for employers.
A defined contribution
system dramatically
simplifies their role in
health care coverage,
reducing an employer’s
responsibility to setting
the contribution rate for
their staff. The approach
would significantly lower
administrative costs
and labor, as employers
would no longer face
the cumbersome task
of selecting benefit
structures, insurance
companies or provider
networks, and

negotiating a single plan
that works for all of their
employees. Additionally,
making a contribution
instead of paying a
defined benefit allows
employers to plan for
future health benefit costs
and budget accordingly.

Health exchanges
make sense for American
businesses and workers,
as well as for the
American health care
system. According to
the Heritage Foundation,
“State-level health
insurance exchanges
would increase health
insurance coverage,
significantly lower
prices in the individual
coverage market... and
increase employers’
flexibility in offering
health benefits.”

The State of Utah has
experienced early success
in implementing an
exchange, which has
provided enrollment
options that are best
for its citizens. The
health exchange allows
states to incorporate
and build on private
solutions and facilitate
consumer choice based
on price transparency,
not government
regulation and control.
And as consumers are
given the opportunity
to make informed
choices, competition will
increase, which results in
lower consumer cost and
simplified offerings —
eliminating the need for
a government option.

I believe the health
exchange is a valuable
model for Texas to follow.
It keeps the government
in its appropriate role of
facilitating innovative
private market solutions.
And it places the decision-
making power exactly
where it should be —
in consumers’ capable
hands.

So I visited
with him more than I did
with the others.

I knew of course that
one has to be careful with
situations of that kind,
lest he show partiality.

I knew three or four
of the students, but
most of them were
strangers. However, it’s
easy to meet and form
friendships with young
folks like that. So I was
not only invited back for
the graduation, but for
other meetings also.

“A prudent man” is a
wise man, a man of qood
judgment and character.

“Forseeth” suggests
foresight, giving thought
to this action or that.

What will be the
result? It means more
than a trade or a deal of
some kind. In the final
end it means the life we
live. What will it turn out
to be?

“Seeth the evil”
doesn’t necessarily mean
criminal actions. but, in
my judgment, a thing
that is not good, that
will finally turn out to
be bad — being able to
visualize the end from
the beginning. And if it

appears that the end will
be bad a prudent man
will avoid it.

Let us note, it doesn’t
say he can avoid it, but
rather a prudent man
will avoid it. “He hideth
himself.” That doesn’t
mean he runs physically
and hides behind the
barn or smokehouse.
Even though it might
require that at times.

“But the simple pass on
and are punished.” The
margin is “suffer for it.”
A simple person doesn’t
give thought to the long
range effect of his actions.
As an example, I think of
smoking cigarettes. For
the long range effect is
as certain to be bad as it
is practiced.

And thatbothers me.Iam
trying to get it stopped.
We have succeeded with
some, and will finally
succeed with the other
cases.

Now, what about my
wife and I, do we smoke?
No. She never smoked a
cigarette in her life. and I
haven’t smoked one since
May 26, 1956.

I told some folks a
while back that I wouldn’t
smoke a ciqarette for
$500, and I meant it,
because I don’t smoke...
period.

They seemed to think
I really didn’t mean it,
or that I might be a little
“touched.” But the truth
of the matter is this; if
I tell people that I don't
smoke and they happen
to see me with a cigarette
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in my mouth they will
instantly conclude that
I am not a man of my
word.

It reminds me of the
lady I saw on the Oprah
Winfrey Show. She was
making a professional
statement about why
we shouldn’t cross our

legs while sitting. She
did quite well with her
presentation until they
turned the camera on
her. And there she sat...
with her legs crossed.

Don’t missunderstand
me. I make the same
mistakes that other
people make. It’s just that
I don’t intend to make
that one. And I tried to
explain to the students at
Friona that here, divinely
given, are principles for a
good life.

Assistance Payments
Program (SURE).

ELAP is being
implemented to fill in
the gap and provide
assistance under other
conditions determined
to be appropriate.

For both programs,
producers must have
suffered losses that
occurred on or after Jan.
1, 2008, and before Oct.
1, 2011.

There is a total $100,000
limitation per crop year

the provisions of the
Emergency Assistance
for Livestock, Honeybees,
and Farm-Raised Fish
Program (ELAP) and the
Livestock Forage Disaster
Program (LFP).

These permanent
disaster programs,
authorized in the 2008
Farm Bill, replace
previous ad-hoc disaster
assistance programs and
are funded through the
Agricultural Disaster
Relief Trust Fund.

“USDA is committed
to meeting the needs of
producers after suffering
devastating losses due to
a natural disaster,” said
Hanlin.

“These programs
ensure that producers
who have suffered
agriculture losses receive
the critical disaster
assistance needed
to remain financially
solvent and help them
continue on in their
operations,” he said.

LFP provides
payments to eligible
livestock producers that

payment limitation rules
in effect for 2008.

For crop years 2009
through 2011, the $100,000
limitation applies to
payments received, both
directly and indirectly, by
a person or legal entity.

Furthermore,
individuals or entities
are ineligible for payment
under ELAP or LFP for
2008 if their average
Adjusted Gross Income
for 2005, 2006 and 2007
exceeds $2.5 million.

For 2009 through 2011,
an average adjusted
gross nonfarm income
