The iNiper, the February 7, 1904. 
issue of the Dallas Morning News, 
belonging to Mrs. Fay U  Wilson por­
trays on its front page a tense sit­
uation similar to that which exists 
today over the League of Nations 
olll embargo against Italy.

"War Seems Near"
Under the single line head, "W ar 

Seems Neu ,”  the Dallas News says 
In a dispatch from Paris:

"Public attention is riveted on the 
ominous war cloud hanging over 
the Far Bast, and fOr Uie Uom be­

ing Dreyfus, the Huinberts and the 
expulsion of the religious order.s are 
temporarily forgotten. The news­
papers reflect the public feeling, that 
war is very near at hand, only the 
most conservative maintaining that 
a pacific solution is possible. It is 
noticeable that those having gov­
ernment relations take a discourag­
ing view. Opinion is clearly turned 
toward the jiesslmistlc side, although 
not yet ready to concede that the 
last chance has gone. The offi­
cials are. however, convinced tliat 
Russia will not yield to Jaiwn's 
demands relative to Manchuria, so 
that if war depends on that issue 
it will be for Japan to make the 
final decision.'"

In  another story on the front 
page, special from the Washington 
correspondent, the News says:

"WsshlngUm awaits the news of
