A series of vehicle 
b u r g l a r i e s  t h a t 
resulted in a pursuit 
and the arrest of two 
suspects is still under 
investigation.

About 6 a.m. Sunday, 
March 25, a resident in 
Muleshoe’s Richland 
Hills addition reported 
a  pos s ible  veh ic le 
burglary in progress 
to  t he loca l  pol ice 
department, providing 
the information that a 
silver four-door pickup 
may be involved.

While in route to 
the victim’s location, 
Muleshoe Police Officer 
Steve Clifton observed 
a 2006 Honda pickup 
matching the suspect 
vehicles’ description 
as it drove through the 
intersection at 16th and 
Ave. B, and attempted 
to stop the vehicle.

During the pursuit 
that followed, Clifton 
sa id  t he  d r iver  of 
the suspect vehicle 
committed numerous 
traff ic violat ions in 
his attempt to f lee, 

to have commit ted 
five burglaries in the 
Muleshoe area, and two 
others in the Clovis 
area, based upon the 
recover y  of  s tolen 
property, Clifton said.

The officer also noted 
that the 2006 Honda 
allegedly involved in the 
local vehicle burglaries 
was discovered to have 
been stolen from Clovis 
sometime during the 
night Saturday, or during 
the early morning hours 
Sunday.

But that isn’t the only 
vehicle the suspects are 
believed to have stolen.

A 2010 Buick that 
had apparently been 
s t o le n  du r i ng  t h e 
same time period as 
the Honda pickup was 
also recovered Sunday 
mor n i ng ,  a nd  t h e 
police are investigating 
the possibil ity that 
the suspects that fled 
and attempted to flee 
from the Honda were 
involved in its theft, 
also.

T h e  M u l e s h o e 
Independent School 
D i s t r i c t  B o a r d  o f 
Trustees approved a 
$200,000 locally-funded 
technology grant during 
Mo n d ay ’s  r e g u l a r 
meeting.

“If a teacher really 
needs the technology, 

we ought to get it for 
them, and give them 
the training to use it,” 
Super intendent Dr. 
Gene Sheets said during 
his presentation to the 
school board members 
seeking the grant ’s 
approval.

It was explained that 
$700,000 was budgeted 
for construction this 

year, of which $200,000 
has been used. Of the 
remaining $500,000, 
the majority — about 
$300,000, has already 
b e e n  b udg e t e d  a s 
accounts payable to Lee 
Lewis Construction, 
leaving the $200,000 
that can be used in the 
grant program.

We live in a culture

the life of Christ’s Body, 
the church.

As Peterson says, 
“The vocation of pastor 
has  been  replaced 
by the strategies of 
religious entrepreneurs 
with business plans.” 
The church has often 
become just one more 
business among many, 
the only difference

being that it specializes 
in religious goods and 
services.

C o n g r e g a n t s 
become consumers, 
always shopping for 
the best deal, the best 
show. Congregations 
become competitors 
instead of outposts of 
one Kingdom. Pastors, 
whose idea of “success” 
is measured only by 
numbers, jump on a 
career ladder where 
God “calls” them to ever 
larger churches where 
their “effectiveness can 
be maximized” and the 
beautiful term “pastor” 
loses any meaning. 

Always on the prowl 
for  mor e  e xc i t i ng 
pastures and more 
promising sheep, they 
don’t even know the 
names of the sheep, 
much less their needs 

and struggles, hopes 
and dreams.

I n  t h e i r  d r i v e 
to be religious rock 
s t a r s ,  “r e l i g i o u s 
entrepreneurs” have 
l it t le  t i me for  t he 
sacred trust of living 
life walking beside 
“ordinary” sheep whose 
lives are notably short 
of dazzle and drama.

D e s p e r a t e  t o 
orchestrate the next 
eye-popping program 
or the next worship 
explosion, they bow 
to the very temptation 
Christ eschewed as 
Satan cajoled, “Throw 
yourself off the pinnacle 
of the temple! Play to 
the crowd!” No addict 
ever needed cocaine 
more than they need a 
crowd.

Much of the religious 
business marketing 
could be carried out 
just  as  ef fec t ively 
if God had retired. 
It pays lip service to 
God’s presence, but 
a l most  completely 
disregards God’s most 

truly amazing work: 
His presence in the 
sacred realm of what we 
easily disregard as the 
ordinary — ordinary 
people and places and 
events and life.  

So much of the modern 
approac h to  mega-
religion is profoundly 
disrespectful of sheep 
and of the Shepherd as 
it trades the values of 
the Kingdom of God for 
those of the kingdom of 
man.

The  whole  t h i ng 
becomes impersonal, 
c o m p e t i t i v e ,  a n d 
m a n i p u l a t i v e , 
functional rather than 
relational, something to 
be counted and charted, 
quantified and graphed, 
and thus judged valuable 
or not.

Tho s e  “ord i n a r y 
sheep” are God’s sheep. 
He loves them and lives 
in them. What a sacred 
privilege to walk with 
them and “be present” 
together with “what 
God has done and is 
doing.”

A s  fa r  a s  I  c a n 
remember I have never 
heard that referred to 
but one time. And that 
was about the first of 
October in 1954.

We were preparing 
to move from the farm 
to Muleshoe, which 
among other things 
meant changing our 
two little girls from the 
Three Way School to 
Muleshoe. And I was 
to assume the office of 
County Judge and Ex 
Officio County School 
Superintendent Jan. 1, 
1955.

We had spent al l 
our lives on the farm, 
and on that day I had 
come into town for 
some reason. And I was 
dressed as a farmer 
generally dresses. I was 
wearing a western-style 
hat, Levi™ trousers, 
and cowboy boots. I 
decided that while in 
town that day I would 
arrange a transfer of 
out two children to the 
Muleshoe School.

I went to the office 
of  t he h igh school 
superintendent and told 
him what I wanted, and 
gave him the reason 
for it. He immediately 
took me to each room 
and introduced me to 
the students — room 
by room.

I was well pleased 
with the superintendent, 
and with the reception 
I received from the 
students but was a bit 
embarrassed because of 
the way I was dressed. I 
felt like they would have 
been more favorably 
impressed if I had been 
dressed as a judge and 
school superintendent 
should be dressed — 
and not like a cowboy 
or farmhand. 

We went around to 
all the rooms — one 
by one — and I made 
a few remarks to each 
class. I visited with the 
superintendent for a 
few minutes and then 
said, “If I had known 
I would be introduced

to the students on this 
occasion I would have 
dressed a little more 
appropr iate ly,  but 
I thank you for your 
kindness because I do 
appreciate it.”

He then snapped his 
right hand — the thumb 
and forefinger — and 
said “he that is good 
at making excuses, 
is generally good for 
nothing else.”

As wel l  as I  can 
remember I have never 
heard that quoted again 
by anyone. I have quite 
often quoted it myself, 
generally as a joke. But 
the more I think of it 
the more truth I can see 
in it. And I am pretty 
well certain we can 
create a reason for not 
doing a thing, or for

Just as in the recent 
vehicle burglaries, the 
thefts appear to be 
“crimes of opportunity” 
in which vehicles were 
left unlocked, property 
was visible from outside, 
and even car keys had 
been in the vehicles.

“Please… please… 
please, lock your car 
doors,” Police Lt. Benny 
Parker said. “Take your 
keys and your stuff 
out.”

Accordi ng to  Lt . 
P a r k e r ,  S u n d a y ’s 
alleged thieves have 
adm it ted c heck i ng 
doors to the vehicles in 
Clovis and Muleshoe, 
entering those that left 
unlocked.

“We have seen an 
increase in activity by 
individuals who reside 
in Eastern New Mexico, 
and there has been 
an increase in these 
activities across the 
country with rising gas 
prices,” Police Chief 

Brian Frieda said. “We 
(the police department) 
continue to stress the 
importance of removing 
valuables from vehicles, 
securing their vehicles 
and most importantly 
reporting suspicious 
persons and vehicles.”

“In doing this very 
basic information will 
assist us in making sure 
that we make contact 
with the individuals’ 
vehicles being reported,” 
he added. “Things that 
are helpful include basic 
clothing descriptions, 
hair length and the 
color facial hair.”

“As for vehicles, the 
color, number of doors 
and type — in other 
words, a car verses a 
pickup or truck, and 
any dist inguishing 

features and license 
plate number or the 
colors of the plates, is of 
help, and of course, the 
number of occupants,” 
the police chief added.

“O f f ic e r  C l i f t o n 
handled the situation 
w i t h  t h e  u p m o s t 
professionalism and 
regard to public safety,” 
Frieda said. “He really 
did a good job.”

DNA evidence was 
reportedly recovered 
from the burglarized 
vehicles in January, 
as well as the recent 
incidents.

School Board… Continued From A1
teachers and students, 
including kindergarten 
students.

While the school 
board could have spread 
the money across all of 
the classrooms in the 
district, Sheets thought 
it would be more cost 
effect ive to put the 
funds where they not 
only would be needed, 
but also where they 

would be used.
“ We  h a v e  s o m e 

teachers  who need 
some technology in 
the classroom,” Sheets 
said, “ and a local grant 
program will let them 
tell us what they’re 
going to do with the 
technology… what they 
want, and how they’re 
going to use it.”

He proposed that a 

committee comprised 
of himself, Assistant 
Superintendent Carl 
Krug, and the district’s 
ca mpus  pr i nc ipa l s 
would decide which 
t e a c h e r ’ s  g r a n t 
application should be 
approved.

It was also explained 
that the instructional 
technology to be funded 
by the MISD technology 

grants won’t be items 
initially included in the 
district’s budget.

In other business, 
the school board:

• Ca ncel led  t he 
school district’s May 12 
general election. Board 
members Thurman 
Myers, place 1, and 
Sergio Leal, place 4, 
both of whom were 
up for re-elect ion, 
were unopposed at the 
closing of the filing 
period.

• Approved a waiver 
of the 15 percent rule 
for freshman STAAR 
exams.

While talking about 
the STAAR exams, the 
superintendent said it 
was the first time that 
standardized testing 
could affect a student’s 
course grade, and that 
the decision had been 
made to defer this 
action for one year, if 
the local school board 

approved the waiver.
“We feel strongly that 

it should not influence 
t he course grade,” 
Sheets said.

While the students 
will still have to take 
the STAAR exam, the 
test result won’t affect 
the grades.

•  A p p r o v e d 
instructional material 
for 2010-2011.

It was explained that 
the district “no longer 
adopts  textbook s,” 
i n s tead  c er t i f y i ng 
that the state’s lists of 
approved instructional 
materials will be used.

“We’re certifying that 
whatever we approve 
will be on on their list,” 
Krug said.

Last year, the assistant 
s u p e r i n t e n d e n t 
s a i d  t h e  d i s t r i c t 
received $150,000 for 
instructional materials,

The danger of it is, if 
it is so easy to do it that 
it may soon become a 
habit — and if we are 
not careful we might 
lose our real strength of 
character.

I instantly thought of 
the brethren in the Book 
of Luke, one of which 
had bought five yoke of 
oxen, and said he had to 
go and prove them.

Another brother said 
he had bought a piece of 
ground — and he had 
to go and see it. So he 
said, “I pray thee have 
me excused.”

Now the third one 
had what  I  wou ld 

say was a good and 
reasonable reason for 
not coming. He had 
married a wife.

But  I  overlooked 
making comment on 
the thing they had 
been invited to. It was 
a supper at which one 
party that was seated 
had heard that those that 
ate would be blessed in 
the Kingdom of God. 
Now I am aware that I 
got mixed up on this.

But I think there 
is some good lessons 
here, such as the master 
was angry, and told his 
servants to “go out into 
the streets and lanes of 
the city and bring in 
hither the poor and the 
maimed and the halt 
and the blind.”

The servant said, 
“We have done that, but 

there’s still room.” But 
the lord told the servant 
to go into the highways 
and hedges and compel 
them to come in “so my 
house will be filled.” 
But none of those that 
were bidden would be 
allowed to taste of the 
supper.”

Now let us note there 
went great multitudes 
with him, and he said 
unto them, “If any 
man came to me, and 
hate not his father, and 
mother, and wife and 
children, and brethren, 
and sisters, yea, and his 
own life also, he cannot 
be my disciple.”

Now, you know it 
seems to me that, in the 
field of religion, many 
of us may be falling 
short.
