In Bailey County

A. H. Daricek & Son, of Maple
community, produced the first
bale of 1949 cotton in Bailey
County. Merchgnts of Muleshoe
Monday presented the Dariceks
with a handsome premium. In
addition to a premium paid for
the bale by A. S. Stovall, Mule-
shoe cotton buyer.

The bale was ginned Monday
at the Maple Co-op Gin. Mr. Sto-
vall said it graded low midling,
1 inch staple, and the price he
paid was 27 cents; the govern-
ment loan price on such grade
and staple being about $25.85.

Merchants and business men
here raised a premium of $208
for the first bale producer, mak-
ing all told a premium above
market price of about $215. The
Bale weighed 502 pounds.

Mr. Daricek told friends here
that he had a field of about 300
acres, and believed it would av-
erage better than a half bale to
the acre.

Of The Site

Citizens of Muleshoe will ge

to the polls the coming Tues-
day to decide the question of
whether the city should issue
bonds in the sum of $11.000 to
match Federal funds for the pur-
pose of establishing, construct-
ing and equipping an airport
here.

Part of the money, $4,008, would
be used to purchase the about
340 acres of ground now used by
the airport on a lease basis. Own-
er of the land is the Warren Es-
tate, owners of the Muleshoe
tanch. The city has leased the
ground the last five years for $150
a year, actually has been
nothing since the operator of the
airport has leased it from the city.
The five year lease term will be
up in December of this year.

In the lease contract there is
an option by which the city may
purchase the ground for $4,000
The land is worth much more, in
fact would bring two or three
hundred dollars an acre by con-
servative estimate, since it is lo-
cated along a highway, lays well,
and is good land for any purpose.

The government through the
CAA has appropriated $9.000 for
the purpose of assisting in the
purchase of the ground and the
development of the airport at
Muleshoe.

The bonds would bear 3 per
cent interest and would be retired
in 11 years. Sixteen thousand dol-
lars would be available for the
improvement of the airport. CAA
engineers suggested erection of a
small administration building,
which would contain an office,
waiting room, rest rooms, etc.,
a small concrete apron for ser-
vicing planes; improvement of
runways by resodding; fencing the
airport and other permanent im-
provements.

The entire city will be consider-
ed one precinct and all voting will
be at the city hall. Tom Zimmer
will be presiding judge; Mrs
Henry Williamson, judge; Mrs. L
O. Barbour, clerk; and Mrs. E. R

Only qualified electors, who own
taxable property for taxation are
entitled to vote in a bond election.

We cannot
fully understand the purpose
the Church until we [first under- |
stand the nature of man. Man is

a three-fold creature. First, he is
an instinctive being. The lower
nature of man is animal, and his
instincts are no different from
those of the lower animals. Man
as an animal is satisfied to eat,
to sleep, to work some, to mate,
to propagate the race, to be at
ease, to enjoy comfort, to fight
if provoked, to pursue, to hoard,
and to rule over any kingdom he
can create, The animal man has
many fierce instincts, as hate,
anger, malice, jealousy, envy, co-
veteousness, greed, and scorn.
These innate powers he may use
for his own selfish ends to the
hurt of his fellow men.

Second, man also has an intel-
lectual endowment which is a
mere capacity for learning and ac-
juirinz of knowledge. This ca-
of the brain man has to
employ and apply with dilligence

{to attain knowledge. The intellect

may be developed by use only.
But knowledge alone does not
make a complete man. it certain-
ly has great values, and no one
can discount these values wrought
through knowledge.

Third, man has a capacity for
God and for spiritual things. This
is the capacity that modern man
may neglect to the hurt of his own
best life. The purpose of the
Church is to help man discover
his moral and spiritual capacity,
and to discover God. Jesus who
was a member of the Jewish
Church discovered God to the
highest degree of all men known
to mankind. He found God and is
i to show all men the way
that leads to God.

Among other things are: Fixing
a new and guaranteed rate of
money exchange for all Western
nations, the powers of the World
Bank, President Truman's Point 4,
our American Tariff, the so-called
Block Balances, the continuation
of Lend-Lease, etc. All these, how-
ever, are mere temporary pallia-
tives to relieve the patient (Eng-
land) of pain. They are like giving

and painting an old house which
really needs new timbers and a
strong foundation. Let each na-
tion continue to run its internal
affairs as it wishes, but insist that
we get together on economic mat-
ters. These cannot successfully be
divided by drawing lines on maps.

Russia has no trade barriers be-
tween its different countries. In
order for the Democracies to hold
their own, they must reduce tariff
barriers, have an international
dollar and perhaps a single pos-
tage stamp for trading among
themselves. In effect, this would
mean extending England’s present
preferential trading system (which
now applies only to the members
of the British Commonwealth) to
other Democracies such as the U.
S., France, Holland, Belgium, Ire-
land, Norway, Sweden, Denmark,
and perhaps Greece and Turkey.

10 Or 20 More Years
Of Prosperity

Such a program might tempor-
arily hurt a few U, S. manufactur-
ers whom the government could
for a while subsidize. Labor might
fight it for fear of unemployment;:
but its ultimate results could
mean a higher standard of living
and better security for every read-
er of this column, the people of
the United States as well as the
people of foreign lands. The Unit-
ed States cannot long continue to
“live the life of Riley” while the
rest of the world is starving. The
sooner we realize this the better
for all concerned including our-
selves,

I am sure that President Truman
is anxious to put over such a
program. If the Republicans would
heartily join therein, employment
and profits would again increase
and the entire business situation
would definitely improve. 1 can
even envisage a great hoom in the
stock market and another 5 or 10
years of prosperity. Such a pro-
gram must, however, get off “on
the right foot”. Republicans must
not cry “wolf, wolf” and scare
people into believing that it is a
mistake to pray: “Thy Kingdom
come on earth”. This would not
be a case of trying to “get some-

thing for nothing” but rather of
getting something for something

aspirin and an electric pad to
someone who needs surgical oper-
ation.

My prayer and hope is that the
Conference will get down to fun-
damentals,-——namely of getting the
Democracies into an honest and
workable economic union.

individual into a eross, irritable
one,” Dr. Cox sald. “When good
health can be protected to such
a large extent merely by sleep-
bodies and minds to secure the
proper rest, it Is hard to under-
jstand why so many perscns are
heedless of this important health
measure.”

HoneyBees
Perform Service
In Pollination

COLLEGE STATION, SEPT. 23.-
The total value of honey and oth-
er products produced by bees in
Texas is small compared with
other agricultural products. Never-
theless, bees are worth 15 to 20
times more for their pollination
service than for the honey and
wax they produce,

Honey bees are the only in-
sects controlled by man that can
be provided in numbers at the
right time and put in the place
where needed for plant pollina-
tion, according to A. A. Alex, in
charge of research in bee culture
at the Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station.

Legumes such as clovers, alfal-
fa and vetch play an important
part in the progress of soil im-
provement and soil building pro-
grams, Seed production in these
crops requires insect pollination.
Without these insect, such plants or
crops will not seed or fruit no mat-
ter how well cultivated, fertiliz-
ed and protected they may be
from insects and diseases

When beekeeping is mentioned,
the general reference is to honey
production, Alex points out. But
wherever plants or crops require
insects for pollination purposes,
honey bees are vital and often the
very basis of agricultural prosperi-
ty. Texas has between 25 and 30
such crops.

Research in beekeeping in the
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion is being carried on the year
round to further prove the neces-
sity of providing bees near certain
crops in order to get maximum pro-
duction,

In Caldwell county, a field near
three apiaries that provided more
than one colony of bees per acre
of hubam clover, vielded 567 1bs
of seed per acre. This is a 37 per-
cent increase in seed vield where
bees were plentiful
