Texas Teachers 
Favor Tidelands 
State Ownership

AUSTIN. Dec 19. Because all 
revenues from Texas' tidelands go 
to the public schools, the Texas 
State Teachers Association will 
take an active part In asking Con­
gress to pass a bill confirming 
State ownership at the next ses­
sion o f Congress.

Charles H. Tennyson. Direc­
tor of Public Relations of the 
teachers' organization, said that 
such action was authorized at 
the recent annual meeting of 
the State Teachers Association 
In Fort Worth.
The teachers also adopted a 

resolution reciting their active op­
position to federal attempts to 
take the submerged school lands 
since 1938. The Association has 
had a representative appear be­
fore Congress every time owner­
ship o f the lands has been con­
sidered since the first federal 
claims were made 11 years ago. 
Tennyson said.

•The three million acres of 
tidelands located within the ori­
ginal boundaries of the Republic 
of Texas constitute one of the 
most valuable assets of the pub­
lic schools of Texas,'* Tennyson 
said. "The lands were reserved to 
the State when Texas entered the 
Union, and every cent of revenue 
has been dedicated to the public 
school fund. Millions of dollars 
heretofore paid to the school fund 
nnd hundreds o f millions in the 
future would be lost If the federal 
government is successful In its 
attempt to take away these lands 
The Texas State Teachers Asso­
ciation intends to increase its e f­
forts for congressional action 
which would confirm the annexa­
tion agreement and full State 
ownership of this property.”

Early in November this familiar 
chant was heard in Texas for the 
two millionth time as another Tex­
an stepped up for a chest X-ray. 
"It has become as familiar a 
phrase as "Say a-a-ah," said Dr. 
Z. T. Scott, treasurer of the Texas 
Tuberculosis Association, comment­
ing on the two million mark reach­
ed since 1946 by X-raylng activities 
of the Texas State Department of 
Health, the Texas Tuberculosis As­
sociation and local tuberculosis as­
sociations operating X-ray equip­
ment. "Over and above this total 
Is the number of chest X-rnys 
made by private physicians,” Dr. 
Scott pointed out.

"The 2 millionth X-ray coincides 
with the 40th Christmas Seal Sale 
which makes possible the tuber­
culosis control program of the Tex­
as Tuberculosis Association and 
the affiliated county associations, 
according to the Association's trea­
surer.

"When Texans buy Christmas 
Seals they make it possible for ev­
eryone to have a free chest X-ray. 
And X-ray is only one of the ways 
in which we fight tuberculosis," 
continued the physician. "Informa­
tion about tuberculosis can do 
M U  t" reduce the 2,500 yearly 
deaths from tuberculosis in Texas 
than any other single factor” . Cal­
ling the annual Christmas Seal 
Sale Itself "an instrument for ed­
ucation,” Dr. Scott said that this 
yearly mail sale has been the 
means of bringing to people the 
vital Information that tuberculosis 
is a communicable disease, not an 
inherited one; that it can be cur­
ed promptly when found early, 
and that it can be prevented.

Mechanical Loader At Tech College

A mechanical cotton loader 
mounted on its own frame and 
capable of doing the work of eight 
men has been built and put Into 
operation by five advanced stud­
ents o f farm shop at Texas Tech­
nological college.

More than 30 bales of cotton 
were loaded from *^>lles on the 
ground during the first two days 
the loader was in operation this 
week, according to A W Sullivan, 
assistant professor of plant In­
dustry. A bale can be loaded off 
the ground within 15 minutes by 
the machine, he said.

The fan is a re­
worked gin blower with s lrs ltl 
blades which sucks the cotton tiv 
ward it from the ground, then di­
verts It In a 90-degree turn so that 
It falls into the trailer.

The loader operates o ff the pow­
er take-off of a tractor and is 
superior to the type which fits on­
to the tractor in that it can be 
easily unhooked, releasing the trac 
tor for other work.

Sullivan believes loaders of this 
type would be o f great use to area 
farmers In harvesting their an­
nual cotton crops. Costs could be 
trimmed, he says, so that the en­
tire machine would not cost over 
f 300 H a single farmer thinks it 
Impractical to spend that much, he 
adds, two or three could hand to­
gether to construct the machine -  
Students Build Machine ^

The Tech loader was construct­
ed during three four-hour lab­
oratory periods by the five ad­
vanced students working on it. The

New Treatment 
Discovered For 
Pernicious Anemia

AUSTIN. December 20 A sub­
stance found in hog stomnch lin­
ings may make pleasanter the 
treatment of Pernicious Anemia 
victims.

The substance, dubbed "apoery- 
thein" by its discoverers tn the Uni 
versity of Texas Biochemical Insti­
tute, can be taken orally. The ma­
terial permits the body to absorb 
Vitimln B-12, needed to combat 
pernicious anemia, through the

stomach.
At present. Vitamin B-12 can 

be given only by hypodermic 
needle Injection to pernicious ane­
mia patients.

Dr. Roger Williams, Institute di­
rector. said apoerythein in the hu­
man stomach lining and intesti­
nal tract is the cause of pernicious 
nnemia.

Institute researchers found the 
substance in hog linings. Thus a 
sufficient supply of it is assured 
It is being produced in a purified, 
powder front and is being giver, 
with Vitamin B-12 in capsules to 
patients.

The Biochemical Institute dis­
covery is one o f several in a long- 
range program to combat perni­
cious anemia and other nutritional 
diseases.

O f  Christ's V a tM fy
While December Is now the month 

In wfcidi Christ's birthday is cele­
brated by Christians ell over the 
world, research and study show 
that Christ's nativity has been cele­
brated In January. March, April. 
May, September end October by 
various peoples.

And although few people know It, 
It was for the purpose of substitut­
ing a Christian festival for pagan 
ones of Romans and Druids that 
celebrations of Christmas In Decem­
ber were popularized.

No historian pretends to fix 
the actual date of Chrlat’s birth 
or the date at which Christmas 
became a general festival.

About all that Is known Is that 
during the fourth century the feast 
of the Nativity was observed In ell 
western world churches at differ­
ent dates.

The confusion resulting from cele­
brations in seven months of the 
year caused the western church 
authorities to meet hi 340 to set 
a definite date for the celebration. 
The eastern churches did not co­
operate until the sixth century when 
December 23 was set as the day to 
be observed.

The question has arisen In­
numerable Umes as te why 
December was selected as the 
month for rejoicing. The answer 
Is that this month was chosen 
In order that a Christian fes­
tival could compete with those 
of the pagans, because Decem­
ber was noted for Its feasts 
and holidays In nearly every 
civilised land.

Greeks, Romans, Saxons and 
Scandinavians all took part In the 
celebration of these festivals which 
had originated before the birth of 
Christ.

From the Saxons came the cere­
mony of burning the Yule log. The 
Saxons burned great bonfires in 
honor of their god Thos. From the 
Romans came the giving of pres­
ents. for thie cuetom ties been traced 
to the Roman Satwmalla.

It may seem strange to claim that 
the pagan riotousness might be 
the forebear Of the Christian holiday 
of goodness and love, but inter­
mingled with that whieh was objec­
tionable, were things that have 
gone straight to the hearts of peo­
ple throughout the Christian world.

1 Pagan Rites Basis 
Of Many Customs

Strange as it may seem, most 
American Christmas customs stem 
largely from P.gan rites practiced 
long before the birth of Christ

The custom of exchanging gifts 
Is on* of the few that springs from 
the Christian era. Christmas can­
dles. bonfires and Yule logs arise 
from the heathen festivals observ­
ing the winter solstice. December 
21, when the days begin to lengthen. 
That waa a time of great rejoicing 
for ancient tun worshipper* who 
built bonfires to give strength to the 
“ winter sun-god.*•

Pre-Christian Romans ornamented 
their homes with green boughs and 
flower* for the Feast of Saturnalia 
which began December 19. Druids 
gathered mistletoe for that season, 
while ancient Saxons used holly. 
Ivy and bay. Modem mistletoe and 
holly wreaths com* from thos* peo­
ple!.

Christmas trees, too, spring from 
the ancient German days when Ger­
manic tribes mad* sacrifices to the 
sacred oak tree of Odin. When the 
missionary St. Boniface traveled to 
Germany In the Eighth Century and 
•aw these celebrations he persuaded 
the natives to substitute a fir tree 
for the oak and to adorn H In a 
tribute to the Christ Child.

During the Middle Ages the entire 
Christmas season was celebrated tn 
equal fervor with that now shown on 
Christmas day. In tome lands the 
celebration lasted from December 
24 to January 9- Twelfth Night— 
and tn o<hers from December 21 to 
February t  By the year 1944.

A drug farming program which 
may free the I'nilcd States from 
reliance on foreign sources for 
many vital medicinal compounds 
has been launched in Arkansas by 
a transplanted Rumanian chemist, 
reports the magazine “ Industrial 
and Engineering Chemistry.”

Dr. O K Cosin. a biochemist
who instituted the first successful 
cultivation of drug-bearing plants 
In Rumania, is in charge of the 
Arkansas program at the C liege 
of the Ozarks, Clarksville, where a 
20 acre tract has been set aside fur 
hi* experiments.

Dr. Cosla, who has an M. D. de­
gree as well as a Ph. D. in bio­

Christmas carols express better 
than anything else, probably, the 
true spirit of Christmas.

The word "carol’ ' Itself signifies 
Joy and was originally used to ac­
company s dance. William Wallace 
Fyfe concludes that the term carol 
"signifies • song of Joy or exulta­
tion." Another definition states: "A  
carol is s hymn of praise especial­
ly such as Is sung at Christmas in 
the open air.”

In England, which gave America 
most of Its carols, they were some­
times gay and sometimes convivial 
until the time of the Puritans, who 
tried to suppress ths Christmas 
spirit.

After Uie Restoration, the re­
ligious nature of the day was 
for a time almost forgotten In 
the reaction from Puritanism, 
and the carol was temporarily 
lost In the songs.
There are many quaint customs 

associated with the early carolers 
that might be used today to break 
the monotony of going from house 
to house singing Christmas hymns, 

It was about the 16th century 
that caroling became a Christmas 
custom, and is supposed to have 
teen brought to England from Italy 
by the traveling clergy. The first 
real Christmas carol is attributed 
to St Francis of Assisi who made 
a model of the Bethlehem manger 
to help him tell his people the 
Christmas story.

The idea of caroling fitted ad­
mirably Into the English con­
ception of Christmas as a com­
bination of religious celebration

and a great home day with 
neighborly feeling, so It grew 
and flourished In that country.
Little bands and groups of singers 

which sprang up In the towns and 
villages came to be known as 
’ •Walts." A natural explanation of 
the name seems to be that it refers 
to watching and waiting, for Christ­
mas Eve is called the Vigil of 
Christmas.

As early ns December 21. which 
Is the day dedicated to St. Thomas, 
mummers and carolers would begin 
going from door to door, announc­
ing the great feast at hand. It was 
natural for the householders to 
offer hospitality to these Christmas 
troubadours, and gradually In many 
places the custom of giving alms 
•nd presents of various kinds was 
established.

This benign custom threat­
ened at one time In England te 
become s profession and to lose 
its original simple charm.
For a period beginning Just when 

no ons knows snd ending In 1820, 
there were in London and West­
minster companies of "Waits" 
whose leaders held office by pub­
lic appointment and who obtained 
an exclusive right to solicit con­
tributions from the public.

The carolers were often accom­
panied by entertainers who gave a 
spirit of revelry to the occasions. 
The mummers often Interrupted ths 
singing to give their interpretation 
of "St. George and the Dragon.”  
Tumblers, dressed in bright red, 
would perform their arts of skill to 
entertain the onlookers.

few candles, and If you serve these 
with a festive beverage, you will 
have gone a long way In spelling 
holiday cheer to those who come 
to say "Merry Christmas" at your 
home.

Here It e simple type fruit cake 
which does not need the aging that 
a traditional cake requires The 
recipe makes two 6x4x3 Inch 
loaves and Is the perfect answer as 
to what should be served during 
the holidays

Raisin Fruit Cake 
iMakse I  losvesl 

4 cups seeded raisins 
t tahlrapooos grated lemon 

rind
1 tablespoon cinnamon 
1 tablespoon allspice 

• 1 4  cups liquid 
1 4  » ups chopped nutmeats 

4 cups sifted rake flour 
t teaspoons double acting 

baking powder 
t teaspoons salt 

1 4  cups sugar 
4  cup butter or shortening 
* eggs, well beaten 
t teaspoons vanilla 

Combine raisins, lemon rind, 
spices and water In a saucepan 
Cover and simmer gently for eight 
minutes. Drain, pressing out as 
much liquid as possible. Measure 
liquid and add water or coffee to 
make one and one-half cups, and 
reserve. Grind raisins with nut 
meats.

Sift flour once, measure and add 
baking powder, salt and sug.ir. sift 
three times. Cream butter thorough­
ly. and add flour mixture, eggs, 
vanilla and reserved liquid Stir 
until all flour is dan pened Beat 
vigorously for two minutes. Add 
raisin-nut mixture and mu thor­
oughly. Turn into two 9x4x3 Inch 
loaf pans which have been greased, 
lined with brown paper and then 
greased again Bake In a moderate 
1350') oven for one hour and 15

minutes, or until done. Let stand 
five minutes on cske rack, then re­
move from pan. leaving paper at­
tached until ready to serve. Cool. 
Wrap In a clean cloth and store In 
tin container to keep moist.

•The liquid may be water or left­
over coffee.

Kria Kringle cookies are a tasty 
concoction of dates and nuts. If 
stored In a tightly covered contain­
er, they will keep moist for several 
days:

As a rule, farmers do not con­

sider horses at especially dan­
gerous animals, yet they account 
for mora accidents of a serious 
nature than any other farm animal.

According to the National Safety 
Council, approximately three times 
as many accidents occur with 
horses as with any othst farm anl* 
mil. Farmers should always be 
cautious around these animals, the 
NSC continued. One phase of this 
precaution la a thorough check In 
the spring of all equipment to be 
used on or by horses, particularly 
hameaa.

Only atrong harness should be 
used and these should be Inspected 
regularly and kept in good repair. 
Dry leather ha* low tensile strength 
and It should be cleaned with mild 
soap and warm water and treated 
with oil. Attention to equipment 
such ai neck-yoke*, tongues, single­
trees. double-trees and eveners la 
also very oecessary.

The NSC suggest* that many seri­
ous farm accidents can be prevented 
by following these simple rules:

Never approach a hors* without 
speaking to him. When cleaning a 
stall, making no sudden movement. 
Enter the stall on the left aide of 
the horse. When driving or leading 
horses, never wrap the lines around 
body.

Veterans Land 
Program Loans 
Being Completed

The Journal has not learned 
whether any Bailey County vet­
eran has been able to purchase 
land under the Veterans Land 
Program made Into law this year 
by the Texas legislature. It is 
said that several have taken steps 
to get In on the program here 
but so far as is known no real 
estate has changed hands In this 
way.

But in Hale County a veteran 
has actually acquired a small 
tract of land Just north of Plain- 
view. A veteran named J. D. 
Spann has bought a 21-acre tract 
and acquired deed. An appraisal 
in Parmer County was reported by 
the County Line Tribune of Far- 
well to have been inadequate for 
the purchase planned by a veteran 
in the first such action there.

The Veteran* Land Board sold 
bonds October 26 which |>ermilted 
some $2,500,000 worth of purchas­
es. The first loans were made last 
week.

The program is open to veterans 
of World War II. They pay 5 per 
cent of the total purchase price 
with the application. The remain­
der may be paid over a forty year 
period at 3 per cent interest. Buy­
ers receive committments from 
owners to sell to the Veterans 
Ij»nd Board and make payments 
to that agency. The Board will 
make a maximum loan of $7,125 
after down payment has been 
made.

The National Safety Council an­
nually points out that tha Christ­
mas holidays are the most danger­
ous ot the year, usually replete 
with casualties, boms accidents, 
fires and falls.

Tha council has listed tha follow­
ing "don'ts" and precautions which 
If remembered will help make this 
Christmas season a safe one:

The Christmas tree shouldn't be 
placed near a stove or fireplace.

Don’t give children nay toy* 
that could prove dangerous, 
each me those with sharp points.

| If lays are operated with elec­
tricity, he enre some grownup 
supervises their use.
The Christmas tree should not be 

decorated with lighted candles. 
Carefully-wired electric bulbs de­
finitely are much safer.

Don't leave a lighted tree un­
guarded at any time. On* should 
be on tha lookout for fire all the 
time the tree Is lighted. Especially 
dangerous Is the practice of some 
families in leaving tha Christmas 
trea lighted and unwatched all 
night long.

One should never use a rich-

I

ety, nnsafe ladder In decorating
the tree.
Don't place Christmas candles 

near the trea, curtains, paper 
wreaths or any other Inflammable 
decorations.

Remtmber, the Christmas tree 
can ba made fire-resistant. Accord­
ing to the United States forestry 
service, it can be done in this man­
ner: Divide tha weight of your tree 
by four and buy that many pound* 
of ammonium sulphate. Dissolve It 
In water—on* end one-half pints 
of water to each pound of ammo­
nium sulphate. Cut the end of your 
tree trunk on a diagonal. Put some 
of the solution In a Jar and stick 
the diagonal butt of the tree Into 
it. Add more solution as the tree 
drinks it up.

Don't he excessive a be at
Christmas "spirits."
Keep toys out of pieces where 

people might trip over them.
Remove the tree from the house 

before It dries out.
During Christmas you'll probably 

have many guests, so sprinkle sslt 
or sand on Icy steps and sidsw-alka.

The green* which are used for 
Christmas decorations found thslr 
way Into early festivities because 
of certain virtues attributed to them 
by the ancients, and many of them 
which adorned pagan seasonal rites 
were later taken over to grace tha 
ceremonies and celebrations of 
Christmas Day.

In both England and America, 
the holly end the mistletoe are as­
sociated with Christmas as Invari­
ably as are the plum pudding and 
Christmas tree.

It was the Druids who first used 
the mistletoe. "Heal-all" was their 
name for It The plant was supposed 
to have curative values, and grad­
ually they assigned to It all man­
ner of magic powers.

Their priests, each year around 
the time when we now celebrate 
Christmas, would havs high plat­
forms built around the sacred oak 
trees which, in a manner of speak­
ing. were "hosts”  to the mistle­
toe. Robed In ceremonial vestments 
of white, they ascended these plat­
forms. and with golden sickles espe­
cially made for the solemn occasion 
they cut away the mistletoe.

The Saxons also prized It and It 
was they who gave to it the name 
ot mistletoe.

Eventually the green came to be 
regarded as a symbol ot peace. 
Opposing warriors who met near 
It would call a truce, and it was 
customary to hang it over the en­
trance doors so that they who en­
tered might be assured of friend­
ship.

His creator was Thomas Nast, 
one ot America's greatest cartoon­
ists. During the early 1600's he was 
asked to Illustrate Clement Clark 
Moore's poem, A Visit to St.

' Nicholas, better known to us as 
•• T w n  The Night Before Christ­
mas." The result was Santa Claus 

1 as w* know him.
Santa's erealer was born In 

Bavaria In IB4«, sob of a musi­
cian In a Bavarian army band. 
When be was a fat little boy of 
six, Thomas’ father left Ger­
many to enlist In the United 
Mates navy, and Thomas' 
mother brought the boy to New 
York lo live.
Along about the time stocky Tom­

my was 13 ha landed his first Job aa 
an Illustrator for Leslie's Weekly at 
*4 a week. By the time he waa 20 
he was sent to England by the New 
York Illuitrated New* to sketch 
tha Heenan-Sayert fight, an out­
standing sports tvent of the day.

In 1862 he Joined the staff of 
Harper's Weekly and began the se­
ries of emblematic drawings which 
continued throughout the Civil War. 
From those he created certain 
trademarks that have been the In­
spiration of cartoonists down to the 

{ present—notably the Republican 
elephant and the Democrat donkay.

Famous as the political symbols 
are today. Nast's Santa Claus prob­
ably holds first plac* in tha hearts 
of Americans. Before Nast's day, 
a few artists had drawn Santa on 
one occasion or another, but could 
not seem to agree on how the old 
gentleman should look.

Nast changed all that.
He located Santa's home at 

the North Pole and gave him a 
sleigh drawn by reindeer. He 
drew the familiar, fat, merry 
•Id fellow with red cheeks and 
white beard, dressed In red, 
wearing a cap and bools, carry- 
ins a pack of toys and smoking 
a short pipe.
The artist then gave Santa a 

spy-glass so that during the year 
he might pick out the good children 
from the bad. and also a big book 
In which to write their names and 
keep their records.

Under the quota program, excess 
sales would t*e subject to a stiff 
penality tax.
