W. T. S. C. 411-Piece Symphonic

The West Texas S tate College i 
40-piece symphonic band will play i 
a concert in Muleshoe the evening ! 
of Tuesday, February 28, and it 
is hoped the auditorium of the 
new high school building will then 
be ready for use.

The well-known college musi­
cal organization is starting  on 
a week's tour of Plains towns 
Monday, the day before they ap­
pear here. They will play at 
Littlefield Monday afternoon.
Appearance of the band is un­

der auspicies of the Muleshoe high 
school band, Bob L. Gray, director 
of the local group said. The Mule­
shoe organization is sponsoring 
this concert and possibly others to 
help raise money to  pay for need­
ed new instruments. Mr. Gray said 
a program will be available for 
publication later, but th a t it is 
known the band will play stirring 
marches, beautiful overtures, giv­
ing a well rounded program that 
will be enjoyed by all who have 
an ear for music.
New Instrum ents Bought

Mr. Gray said the Muleshoe 
band has just bought, “on credit”, 
two fine instrum ents -b aas  Sousa- 
phones, th a t are first class in 
every class in every respect, which 
will fill a need for instrum enta­
tion in this direction. Many other 
new instrum ents and equipment 
are needed to give the local band 
a chance in contests staged from 
time to  time, and to  m ake their 
playing more tuneful and har­
monic. They cost more than  $800, 
and are played by Jerry Julian 
and Jerry Parsley.

However, Gray said band pa­
rents in recent weeks have be­
come instrum ent conscious. He 
told The Journal of several parents 
who have purchased fine instru­
m ents for their children who are 
in the band, one paren t ' having 
paid more than  $600 for a new 
instrument, and several others 
having laid as much as $300 on 
the line for the purpose.

Mr. Gray said he now has 92 
pupils enrolled for band work, and 
he has divided the bands into 
senior and junior units. The junior 
band has learned several “easy” 
pieces and Monday night appeared 
as a unit for the first tim e a t the 
monthly meeting of the P-TA.

When the new high school 
building is finished, the band will 
have a room of its own, a regu­
lar band shell, director’s dais, 
plenty of good storage—and Mr. 
Gray predicts the youngsters will 
enter upon a period of rapid pro­
gress in every phase of band work 
and will become more and more 
an organization of which the 
whole district will be proud.

Social Security 
Rate Now Is 11-2

At m idnight Saturday, Dec. 31, 
the social security tax  on the 
paychecks of about 39 millions of 
workers jumped from 1 percent to 
1% percent.

The rise, first in the 13 year his­
tory of federal old age and surviv­
ors’ insurance, will bring a tax of 
$45 a year on each worker who 
gets $3,000 or more in annual pay.

Employers, an estim ated 2,700,- 
000 of them , will increase their 
contributions to match. The 50 per 
cent rise will take about $700 mil­
lion more each year from the in­
come of w age earners and m an­
agem ent.

For the present, old age pen­
sions won’t be any bigger. They 
sta rt a t $10 a month minimum. 
The average is $26. The m axi­
mum now is $45.20.

Pending in the Senate is a bill, 
already approved overwhelmingly 
by the House, to incrense the pen­
sion and insurance benefits by an 
average of 70 percent.

If approved by the Senate—as 
most legislators say it will be— 
this measure will hoost the mini­
mum pension to $25. The maxi­
mum benefit for an aged man and 
wife would jump from $85 to  
$126 a month.

About 11 million more workers 
would be covered if the Senate 
adopts the House formula. These 
would include domestic servants, 
the self-employed, employes of 
local governments and others not 
now protected. The tax  would 
apply to the first $3,000 of income 
instead of the present $3,000.

The Texas Legislature, now in 
special session a t  the Governor’s 
call is showing a laudable inclina­
tion to pitch in and solve the 
s ta te  hospital problem.

Legislators differ, of course, as 
to  the best way to do it. That 
la natural, and a  desirable fea- 
ture of our democratic system. 
The im portant thing is to ar­

rive at a solution so the state 
hospitals and other institutions 
for sick and handicapped Tex­
ans will not suffer from lack of 
funds.
As explained in two earlier a r­

ticles, the Legislature m ust (1) 
appropriate operating funds for 
the fiscal year starting Septem ­
ber 1, 1950, (2) m ake some start 
on a badly needed building pro­
gram a t these institutions and 
(3) find the money with which to 
do these necessary things. The 
cost is estim ated a t $26,000,000.

I have explained th a t an an ­
ticipated $26,000,000 deficit in the 
General Funds m akes it impos­
sible to  appropriate from tha t 
fund a t this time. It also casts 
great doubt upon the possibility 
th a t the Legislature can cut enough 
out of current expenditures to 
make up the deficit and free any 
money for hospitals. And under 
the Constitution, the deficit would 
have to be covered before any* 
money from General Revenue 
could be spent on the hospital 
program.

As explained in the second a r­
ticle, we now spend 90 cents of 
each sta te  dollar on three things: 
schools, roads, public w elfare. It 
would be impossible to  cut back 
present spending to the required 
point w ithout dipping heavily in­
to some or all of those three ap­
propriations. The question then is, 
do the people of Texas w ant the 
school, rural road and old age 
assistance programs curtailed?

Assuming th a t they do not, the 
Legislature would have to  supply 
additional revenue to  foot the hos 
pital bills.

The only other possibility would 
be to vote, by four-fifths m ajority 
in each House, to  le t another 
$26,000,000 be added to the deficit 
we are expected to face next 
year. The legislature has indicated 
no definite desire to do tha t.

My own views on the emergency 
and the most practical solution 
were given to  the Legislature in 
part as follows:

"Having called this emergency 
session, I th ink I ought to have 
the courage to share with you the

“There fore, I earnestly recom­
mend to you the following pro­
gram:

“1. T hat you give immediate 
and sym pathetic consideration to 
these requests for funds to oper­
ate our sta te  hospitals, special 
schools and correctional institu­
tions and to  sta rt the building 
program, m aking adequate appro­
priations for these purposes; and 
th a t you finance these appropria­
tions by levying a special addi­
tional tax  upon the broad base 
th a t now provides revenues for 
the so-called omnibus tax  fund. 
The tax  to raise the operating 
funds should be a tem porary tax 
expiring w ith the emergency. This 
would m ean an additional bevy 
upon such item s as oil and gas, 
sulphur and whiskey, beer and 
wine, cosmetics and playing cards, 
autom obiles and cigarettes, car­
bon black, radios and cement, in­
surance companies, telephone coA\ 
panies and utilities.

“2. That you give the same ur­
gent consideration to the Board’s 
recommendation for a long-range 
building program.

"3. T hat the  income from these 
special levies be placed in a 
special fund or funds, to be used 
for the sole and exclusive purpose 
of financing these necessary pro­
grams.

“The tax  proposed is a broad- 
based tax  which spreads as widely 
and as fairly as possible the com­
mon burden of our common prob­
lem and common duty. Obviously 
I think it is the most practical and 
desirable plan under the circum­
stances or I would not recommend 
it to> you. Frankly, I can think of 
no other cause or purpose for 
which I would suggest the levying 
of additional taxes a t this time.

“I have given you my idea. I 
welcome yours. Let’s_work togeth­
er with wholehearted application 
to the problem.

“Quick action on this emergency 
m atter will have another desir­
able effect—it will leave us time, 
perhaps, to  re-examine our finan­
cial commitments and effect any 
economies tha t the Legislature, in 
its wisdom, might deem possible. 
Our first duty is to those who 
are under our care and on o u r\ 
conscience. When th a t duty has 
been discharged, we can and 
should consider every reasonable 
possibility of achieving economy.
I w ant to  stress again th a t such 
savings will decrease the General 
Fund deficit but, because of tha t 
deficit, can hardly be expected to 
benefit the  hospital program.

“Time is precious. This is a 30- 
day session, and the people of 
Texas will rightfully expect us 
to  take  appropriate final action 
within th a t period.”

Of one thing, I am very sure— 
the people of Texas w ant their 
friends and neighbors cared for 
properly and cured if possible 
when they are so unfortunate as 
to have to be placed in a m ental 
or other sta te  institution.

Insurance Stocks

BABSON PARK, Fla., Feb. 3.— 
Many le tters have come to me 
asking th a t I suggest an invest­
m ent which combines: (1) proper 
diversification; (2) an inflation 
hedge based upon low cost com­
pared w ith liquidating value; (3) 
a fair in terest yield, and (4) free­
dom of labor troubles. This last 
is very im portant. After consider­
able thought, I recommend stocks 
of good long established fire in­
surance companies, and herewith 
are my reasons. Any of these 
stocks can be purchased through 
your local bank.
Diversification And 
Inflation Hodges

1. Insurance companies are ac­
tually  well diversified and balanc­
ed "investm ent tru sts” with se­
cond source of 
earnings f r o m  
t h e  insurance 
business. This se­
cond source will 
often produce as 
much income as 
the  stocks and 
bonds which the 
company owns.
Furthermore, the
purchasers of th is_
form of invest­
ment trust should 
income—and certainly more se­
curity—than by the direct pur­
chase of most securities. For in­
stance, the Home Insurance Com­
pany, the stock of which sells at 
$35 a share, has invested assets 
of $60 a share.

2. Fire insurance stocks are sell 
ing a t a low ratio to  liquidating 
value. To take  the case of the 
Home Insurance Company again 
as an example, it is selling at 
about 85 percent of its current 
liquidating value. Since 1935 the 
average annual range for all fire 
insurance companies has been 
less than  the liquidating value. 
As most fire insurance companies 
have a portfolio of good common 
stocks, they should be a fair in­
flation hedge.
Dividend Outlook And Cycles

3. Generally dividends on fire 
insurance stocks gradually in­
crease. The ratio of dividends paid 
to  investm ent income received is 
below the normal average for 
other classes of stocks. This shows 
conservative m anagem ent. The 
leveling off of premiums will stop 
the drain on surplus and permit

receive more

greater dividends. Increasing divi­
dends should cause increasing 
m arket prices.

4. There are cycles in the in­
surance business. The cycle now is 
th a t of a period of good earnings, 
which give a yield between 4 per­
cent and 5 percent although a 
large part of the assets are in 
Government Bonds. Perhaps never 
before in history has property 
been so nearly insured to full 
value. The ra tes are not prdinarily 
reduced until five-year-average re­
sults dem onstrate them  to be too 
high. When rates again begin to 
be reduced and/or fire losses in­
crease, dividends and prices of 
fire insurance stocks m ay again 
decline for a  period.
Small Labor Expense

5. A period of labor troubles— 
such as we are witnessing today 
•—should direct atten tion  to  the 
advantage of insurance company 
stocks. The cost of labor for the 
insurance industry is around 10 
percent of the volume of business. 
This compares with a labor cost 
of from 40 percent to 50 percent 
in most industries. This- gives a 
great advantage to  fire insurance 
companies.

Any increased labor costs go 
into the expenses and are taken 
into consideration in the fixing of 
rates as well as in the paym ent 
of taxes. If drastic labor trouble 
should occur, this type of com­
pany, having a small investment, 
in plant, can be moved to a new 
locality. But the percentage of la ­
bor cost is so small, this is sel­
dom necessary.
Selecting A Stock To Buy

Corbin Favors 
Tax For Hospitals

AUSTIN—Senator Kilmer Corbin 
said here this week he will sup­
port a tax  plan which would 
spread the common financial bur­
den as widely and as fairly as 
possible, and endeavor to keep 
the burden off the consuming pub­
lic, for the operation and improve­
ment of the s ta te ’s hospitals 
which are classed “the  worst in 
the nation”.

The West Texas senator made 
his sta tem ent following Governor 
Allen Shivers’ address to  the legis­
lature which has been called into 
special session for the specific pur 
pose of financing the s ta te ’s hos­
pital program.

“In view of the emergency th a t 
exists, with no money to pay for 
food, clothing and care for the 
unfortunate people in our sta te  
institutions during the coming 
year, we m ust pass a tax  bill” 
Corbin pointed out.

“I for one”, he said, will vote 
for a  tax qn natural gas, particu­
larly th a t going outside the state, 
oil and sulphur, in order to pro­
vide for the s ta te ’s m entally ill.”

Corbin stated th a t he is bitterly 
opposed to a  sta te  sales or in­
come tax, or any program which 
falls on the people. He also said 
he is a strong advocate for econo­
my in sta te  government, but does 
not favor cutting existing appro­
priations for our educational sys­
tem, aid to  the needy, and rural 
road and highway program. He 
added th a t eighty-nine cents out 
of every dollar collected by the 
sta te  in taxes Is spent on these 
three items.

McIntosh’s investigation reveal­
ed th a t the blade of a bulldozer, 
which was being used in grading, 
caught and broke a w ater line. 
The w ater pipe and the gas line 
from the storage tank  to  the 
ranch house were in the same 
trench. Mr. Null, who was super­
vising the grading work, told Mc­
Intosh there was no break ap­
parent in the gas line but that 
the w ater line was broken. Both 
lines were disconnected, the pipe 
removed from the yard section of 
the trench and the grading work 
completed. The lines were then 
reconnected, Mr. McIntosh was 
told. The section of the gas line 
lying under the house was not 
taken up. Fire tests were put on 
the connections of the  replaced 
section of the gas line, but no 
tests were made between the 
tank, which stood a considerable 
distance from the house, and the 
house line. No gas pressure test 
was made to reveal w hether there 
was a loss of gas between the 
tank and the appliances within 
the house.

About 45 minutes after complet­
ing the repair work Mr. Null en­
tered the bathroom of his home, 
struck a match to light a heater 
and the explosion occurred. Mrs. 
Minear and the Null child were 
killed. Mrs. Null, Mr. Null and 
their daughter were seriously in­
jured by the force of the blast.

The only fire, and th a t of small 
extent, occurred in debris of the 
home and was quickly extinguish­
ed. The gas storage tank, Mr. 
McIntosh said, was not involved 
in the explosion.

PFimary theory of the cause of 
the explosion is th a t while the 
bulldozer blade did not catch and 
rupture the gas line, the weight 
of the machine probably caused 
a sagging or pulling of the line, 
breaking or pulling loose a  con­
nection under the house allowing 
gas to escape when the yard re-

(
pair had ben m ade and service 
restored. Another is th a t in dis­
connecting the trench sections of 
the gas pipe the tw isting may have 
loosened a joint connection under 
the house jillowing the escape of 
gas.

The work of disconnecting and 
reassem bling the gas line was not 
done by a licensed liquefied pe­
troleum  gas operator, Mr. McIntosh 
said.

Mid-Century 
To Be Featured 
At Dallas Fair

The 1950 State Fair of Texas 
will be a gigantic Mid-Century Ex­
position, a hats-off salu te to the 
first half century and an eye­
popping preview of the  second, 
S tate Fair President R. L. Thorn­
ton has announced. D ates of the 
1950 fair will be Oct. 7-22.

"Since the 1950 fair takes place 
at very nearly the end of the first 
half century, this will be a good 
time to pause and take  a refresh­
ing look a t  w hat has been ac­
complished and appraise the chal­
lenge of w hat lies ahead ,” Thorn­
ton said.

"We have arrived a t a  fascinat­
ing mom ent in history, and the 
1950 fair will provide an  unsur- 

1 passed view of the achievem ents 
of the Twentieth Century, as much 
of it as we can see a t th is tim e.”

To support the mid-century 
theme, the grounds will be given 
an extensive job of face-lifting, 
plans reveal. The front entrance 
will be rebuilt as a “pylon of 
tim e” and a "court of the de­
cades.” with an outdoor "lobby” 
extending into the Esplanade.

Decorations on the Esplanade

will include dram atic them e stan­
chions suggested by various types 
of tim e instrum ents used down the 
centuries.

Already announced for the 1950 
fair are South Pacific as the 
Auditorium attraction, and the All- 
American Jersey Show, America’s 
largest cattle  show.

Museums of the civic center will 
have special displays. One mus­
eum  already has its mid-century 
show in advanced stages of pre­
paration.

“Every facility on the grounds 
is being pressed into service for 
the 1950 fair, which is destined to 
be the largest, most m ass-appeal­
ing ever produced in Texas,” the 
fair official said. “All special 
events, including a music festival, 
pageants and daily parades, will 
be keyed to the mid-century idea.

“It will be a great spectacle, 
the likes of which have never been 
seen before and perhaps will not 
be seen again  for another fifty 
years.”

Littlefield In 
Farming Business

The City of Littlefield is just 
about set to go into the farming 
business, with planting, cultiva­
tion and production of crops the 
goal for 1950.

The city plans to  enter the ag­
riculture field on two fronts—at 
the airport (Duggan Field) and 
a t the city disposal plant, about a 
mile east of Littlefield.

Farm on Two Fronts
The commission a t a meeting 

Friday night accepted the propo­
sition tendered by Lamb county 
to share on an equal basis the op­
eration and m aintenance of the 
airport. A few years ago the city 
gave a deed to the county for op­

eration of the airport. The county 
commissioners court la te r decid­
ed to  ask the city to share in the 
operation and upkeep of the air­
port, so the invitation to  join 
forces was extended only recent
iy-

The Commission Friday night 
instructed City Engineer RalpH 
Douglas to put all land a t the 
airport not in use into some kind 
of crop. About 190 acres comprise 
the airport property. I t is esti­
m ated th a t approxim ately 90 
acres of this could be farmed.

To Plant Cotton
The commission also instruct­

ed Douglas to put all the surplus 
land a t the disposal plant into 
cotton, at least as much for which 
a 1950 allotm ent could be obtain­
ed.

The city owns 21 and one- 
fourth ^ c re s  a t the disposal plant 
site and has under a 99-year 
lease 20 acres more. I t depends 
upon w hat agreem ent can be 
reached by the principals on how 
m any acres will be farmed by 
the city.

Regardless of the extent of the 
city’s agricultural project a t the 
site, there will be plenty of ir­
rigation w ater available from the 
disposal plant. ,

It was pointed th a t other 
cities in this im m ediate area are 
farm ing acreage near their dis­
posal p lants on a very profitable 
basis, tak ing  advantage of free 
and abundant w ater to produce 
bountiful crops. Levelland for ex­
ample, produced a bumper cot­
ton crop th is year on its disposal 
site.

Littlefield’s City Dads feel th a t 
the same thing can be accomplish­
ed here. — County Wide News, 
Littlefield.

Cash Income Is 
12 Percent Up

AUSTIN, Feb. 13.—Texas farm 
cash income for the year 1949 to ­
taled $1,852,496,000, rising 12 per 
cent above the year 1948 with 
$1,658,952,000, the University of 
Texas Bureau of Business Research 
reported.

Cotton was the greatest source 
of income throughout 1949, bring­
ing Texas farmers $798,309,000. In­
come from cattle  totaled $227,- 
204,000; w heat $190,843,000; milk 
products, $119,547,000; and cotton­
seed, $116,773,000.

In comparison with the 12- 
month period of 1948, farm cash 
income for 1949 showed increases 
in Southern High Plains, 41 per 
cent; Red Bed Plains, 36 per cent; 
Northern High Plains, 30 per cent; 
Lower Rio Grande Valley, 10 per 
cent; Southern Texas Prairies, 9

per cent; Coastal Prairies and 
Black and Grand Prairies, 5 per 
cent.

The following areas turned in 
to tal declines in 1949 as com­
pared with 1948: South Texas 
Plains, 23 per cent; Edwards 
Plateau, 12 per cent; Western 
Cross Timbers, 14 per cent; Trans- 
Pecos area, 11 per cent; and  East 
Texas Timbered Plains, 1 per cent.

Texas farm cash income for De­
cember 1949 to taled $166,979,000, 
dropping 52 per cent below No­
vember, but rising 77 per cent 
above December 1948.

After adjustm ent for seasonal 
variation, the  Bureau’s index of 
farm cash income stood a t 598

Just as the body is a living 
organism with powers of locomo­
tion, irritability, growth, and pro­
pagation; so the soul is a living 
spiritual organism with its par­
ticular living powers. The mani­
festations of the life of the soul 
consist of its powers to think, to 
feel, to will, to form concepts, to 
remember; to  imagine, to  form 
and to hold moral and spiritual 
concepts, to love, to  sorrow, to 
rejoice, and to be conscious of 
one’s self and his to tal environ­
ment. The m echanical idea of re­
sponses to stimuli of inorganic 
chemistry, and not to the field 
of living m atter.

The creative God made what 
we know as physical life, but this 
form of life could not be an end 
within itself.
