Shuck of Kelly Kent's death settles
into grim realization Thursday as fu-
neral services are held for the Abi-
lene Christian star running back.

Pe died Wednesday morning after
an apparent heart attack and an-
nouncement of the bad news left ACU
stunned with grief. He was one of the
hesi-liked scholar-athletes on campus,
and teammates and classmates alike
were left in tears.

“1 just don't think it has sunk in
yet,” said teammate James McCoy.
“You don't just up and lose somebody
in the night. ..."

After Athletic Director Wally Bull-
ington informed the student hody at
morning chapel, Head Football Coach
Ted Sitton called a squad meeting.
Afterwards, as the Wildcats filed si-
lently out of the locker room, therc
were few dry eyes. They had lost a
teammate and a friend.

‘It's going to take awhile for this to
really hit us,” said tackle Greg Fea-
sel, Kent's roommate until Kelly mar-
ried last summer. “He was a simple
guy, just a country boy who never
really got used to the city. He just en-
joyed life as it came.

“We're going to miss him more is
a friend than as a teammate.”

Feasel said the grief expressed was
genuine

‘You know, when somebody dies
everybody always says nice things
about him, but in this case it's all
true,” he said. I don’t know anybody
that didn't like Kelly Kent."”

His coaches were numb, too.

Somebody called Sitton in his office
for a public statement. Struggling for
control, the red-eyed coach said, “I
don't think I'm in any shape to make
one right now."

Bullington said, ‘“This is a bad one.
. .this is a bad one.”

Kent's hometown of Cisco felt the
impact, too.

“This is quite a blow to the whole
school and community,” said Cisco
High Principal Jim Puryear, who
coached the running back as a
schoolboy standout. ‘“This is the worst
tragedy to hit our young people in

years."

Puryear wonders why it happened.
Kent had no history of health trouble.

“He never had any physical prob-
lems when he was in high school,”" he
s2id. “Oh, Kelly would go all out, all
right, but he never had any breathing
trouble.

“1 coached for 24 years and Kelly
had the finest attitude of any athlete |
ever had. He never gave less than full
effort in anything — best athlete, stu-
dent leader, valedictorian — you
name it."

Kent had what Sitton called *'a good
workout™ Wednesday in ACU's offsea-
son program and that night, played in
an intramural basketball game. After
the game, he complained of a rapidly-
beating heart,

Sitton said Kent's wife, Kerri, gave
the athlete a ruhdown and he soon re-
laxed. She was later awakened, how-
ever, by his labored breathing. The

New Food Stamp
Law Goes Into
Effect March 1

A new Food Stamp law
goes into effect March 1,
1979, that changes the way
lost food stamp benefits can
be restored. Households
which have been wrongfully
denied food stamp benefits
or which have lost benefits
because of Department of
Human Resources’ error,
are entitled to be repaid for
these benefits.

Under the new law,
households no longer must
be currently eligible or
participating in the Food
Stamp Program in order to
receive these back beneifts.
Households who have been
unable to receive restored
benefits under the old

m because they are
currently ineligible, from
now through November 1,
1979, may request that these
benefits be restored to them.

You do not have to be
currently eligible for food
stamps in order to get
benefits you lost in the past.
If you think this applies to
you, contact your local food
stamp office for more in-
