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Sees Threat To
Plains Water

LITTLEFIELD--~ A warning that
“our present underground water
code is seriously threatened” was
sounded at a meeting of the High
Plains Conservation and Users As-
sociation here Thursday.

“We now have our own ground
water law on the statutes,” said
W. O. Fortenberry of Monroe and
Lubbock, president of the Associa-
tion, “and it is up to us to protect
it.” He was referring to a bill
passed by the 51st legislature,

Fortenberry cited the possibility
of the High Plains underground
water supply being exhausted in
time and advocated conservation
methods.

The necessity of creating a wa-
ter district, or districts, under pro-
visions of the new law, came up
for discussion and consideration.
Arthur Duggan of Littlefield, an
attorney for the High Plains as-
sociation, outlined the required
steps leading to the formation of
a water district.

An appeal was made that the
Association have as large a rep-
resentation as possible at the
March 20 meeting in Amarillo of
the Texas Water Code Committee.

Representatives from seven lo-
cal county associations of the par-
ent organization attended the
meeting here: Lamb, Randall,
Bailey, Deaf Smith, Lubbock, Cros-
by and the Peterburg Water Con-
servation association.

The High Plains Association rep-
resents the irrigation interests of
14 Panhandle-South Plains organ-
izations in 13 counties.

LUBBOCK, March 15— Soyghum
silage-fed lambs outgained lambs
fed a straight alfalfa ration dur-
ing the first 56 days of a 75-day
dry lot feeding research project
now in progress at Texas Tech-
nological college.

Prof. Ray C. Mowery, head of
the animal husbandry department,
said concentrates in the project
consist of cottonseed and milo.
Roughages are varied to determ-
ine the most effective type for dry
lot feeding. Alfalfa hay, red top
sorghum silage, red top sorghum
bundles, African millet bundles
and hegari bundles provide the
roughage.

Lambs fed on silage showed an
average daily gain of .36 pounds
per head, compared with .33
pounds per head for alfalfa, .31
pounds per head for sorghum bun-
dles, .29 pounds per head for
African millet and .27 pounds for
hegari. Professor Mowery said the
cost per 100 pounds gained rang-
ed from $13.30 for silage to $16.95
for hegari.

The research project will be
concluded March 17 and the ani-
mals will be available for ob-
servation at the quarterly meet-
ing of the Texas Sheep and Goat
Raisers association in Lubbock
March 18.

Harry E. Blenden, Lubbock grad-
uate student, is in charge of the
research.

There is no institution among
the great ones of our nation -and
world that is so much mis-under-
stood as the church. Every body
ought to belong to the church —
of course as disciples of the
church. Heretofore, people have
been made to believe that church
membership demanded on the
part of believers, that every per-
son uniting with the church must
be men and women of excellent
spiritual character, Because peo-
ple have been told that they
must be mighty good people be-
fore they are eligible for church
membership, they have refused to
join the church knowing that
they could not fully qualify. Now
if people must be perfectly good
people before they are eligible
for church membership, what
forces and institutions are avail-
able to make the people saints
and fit for church membership?
We have no such institutions to
prepare people for church mem-
bership out side the church it-
self. Therefore, the church must
train and prepare its own people
for church membership.

Who then should unite with the
church, and for what purpose
should they join the church?
Since saints must be grown and
developed, no saints can join a
church. This is true because there
is no institution designed to make
any people saints.

church membership. It is true that
most churches expect of those de-
siring membership in the church
have desire to flee from sin, and,
sincere purpose to become sons of
God. But he who joins the church
is not a saint, neither is he a
very good individual. He cannot
be expected to be more than a
disciple one who seeks to be-
come a Christian. We who know
something of human weakness
and sin, know too well that  the
best of church people aré full of
sin — most of it 15 not known sin
to themselves. But as we know
ourselves as Christian disciples
and others of like name; also
know how full of sin even church
people are. The best that we can
say for church people is that they
are sinners being saved by grace
through the mercies of God's re-
deeming and forgiving grace.

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Weather Favors
Development Of
Greenbug Menace

COLLEGE STATION, March 15—

, Weather conditions have been fa-

vorable for greenbug development
in most grain growing areas of the
state and if this continues, wide-
spread outbreaks may develop,
says Dr. H. G. Johnston, extension
entomologist of Texas A & M Col-
lege. Serious damage has already
been caused in some areas and
their spread should be checked as
early as possible.

Research work has and is being
conducted in an effort to find me-
thods and insecticides for controll-

ing the pest, Dr. Johnston says.
indicate

Preliminary experiments

that the bug can be controlled but
whether or not it will prove prac-
tical on a large scale has not been
determined. Unfavorable weather
conditions at this time of year,
makes control somewhat hazard-
ous.

When weather conditions are fa-
vorable, he says, a 3 percent
gamma benzine hexachloride dust
applied at the rate of 15 to 20 lbs.
per acre is effective. Temperatures
below 65 degrees Fahrenheit or
wind above 2 or 3 hours after the
application may cause erratic re-
sults. Benzene hexachloride may
cause damage to barley, he adds.

Due to the difficulties encoun-
tered at this season of the year in
applying dusts, spray applications
may be the answer, especially
when the new low pressure, low
volume sprayers are used. Dr.

Temper-
atures as low as 50 degrees -
renheit and winds up to 15 or 20
miles per hour do not seem to af-
fect results greatly.

Applications, he points out
should be made on heavily infes
ed spots when they first devel
in the field to prevent spread to
larger areas. These spots may pe-
quire a sécond application if wea-
ther conditions favorable to gregn-
bug development continues.

Dr. Johnston gives this word of
warning in the use of DEPP. He
says it is highly poisonous to man
even in small quantities and is
readily absorbed through the skin.
Care should be taken to prevent
contact with the skin, and inhal-
ing the mist or fumes from the
spray. Extreme caution should be
observed in handling the 40 per-
cent TEPP concentrate. One ought
to bathe and change clothes im-
mediately after using it, he says.

Officials of Bailey County Rural
Electric Cooperative returned Fri-
day from Chicago, where they at-
tended the eighth annual conven-
tion of the National Rural Elec-
tric Cooperative Association March
6-9. Directors Pete Todd of Morton,
Texas, and Roy Sheriif, Muleshoe,
Texas, and Cecil H. Tate, Attor-
ney, Muleshoe, Texas, were among
the 4300 delegates from over 42
states who attended the conven-
non,

The convention, operated on a
unique plan which permitted
each individual to get answers
to his questions from the na-
tion’s top men in various field.
was aimed at an exchange of
information to improve and ex-
tend rural electric service.

On hand to help find answers
to the questions were Secretary
of the Interior Oscar Chapman,
Rural Electrification Administra-
tion, Administrator Claude R.
Wickard along with his top rural

electrification specialists Senator
Lester Hill (Ala.), Tennessee Val-
ley Authority Chairman Gordon

Clapp, NRECA executive manager
Clyde T. Ellis and experts on the

technical phases of rural electric
system operation.

Inadequate power supply and
high rates which rural electric
systems must pay for whulvsz}lo
power were given more consid-
eration than any other single
problem. Calling electricity “the
life-blood of our Nation,” Secre-

tary Chapman declared that the
Pepartment of Interior is develop-
ing the nation's water power at
a record breaking pace and 1S
constantly making efforts to co-
operate with rural electric sys-
tems needing that power to fill
the rapidly growing demands of
America’s farmers for electricity.
Several speakers, including TVA
Chairman Clapp, pointed out that
development of low cost wate
power by the government could
save American farmers millions of
dollars annually on their electric
bills. Possibilities of generation of
their own power by rural electric
systems were thoroughly explor-

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RURAL - TELEPHONES TALKED

The new rural telephone pro-
gram, under which REA makes
loans for construction and im-
provement of rural telephone fa-
cilities, was also given consider-
able study. Delegates, generally
stating their plans to stay out of
the rural telephone business, dis-
cussed steps they should take to
aid telephone companies in their
areas. It was urged that they lend
the benefit of their experience be-
fcause of the desire to aid/ farm-
{ers in their communities and be-
cause telephones make it easier
to give good electric service. They
stressed the fact that outages
could be reported much more
quickly and service restored if all
members had telephones.

Senator Hill referred to the first
rural telephone loan made late in
February and urged the delegates
to stick together in the “never-
ending fight as we carry to the
farm people of America the oppor-
tunity to share fully in the com-
forts and benefits of modern liv-
ing, as we develop the rivers and
streams of America, hold back its
floods, rebuild and enrich the soil,
reforest the hillsides, provide
cheap power and cheap water
transportation, and save us our
God-Given resources, for the
strength and happiness and se-
curity of a strong and mighty
America.”

Means of working closely with
members in keeping the cost of
rural eleetric system operation
down and service ‘good were also
given considerable attention. Del-
egates exchanged ideas on the
successes and failures of their own

system. General agreement was
reached that it is the job of rural
electric system officials to keep

their members so well-informed on
system conditions and operations
that they be capable of assisting
in keeping costs down. “After all,”
REA Administrator Wickard said,
“REA cooperatives are established
for service and there are many
sound reasons why REA coopera-
tive service is and should be bet-
ter than the service offered by
any other type of supplier.”
Among the reasons, he listed the
goal of service to all farms and
member-ownership and control of
their electric systems.

Friday will be a commemorable
day for persons of Irish ancestory |
in the United States—St. Patrick’s
Day. St. Patrick was the apostle
and patron saint of Ireland and
is associated with the years from
373 to 464.
