friend Captain Frank Favalora. I
gave some dinner parties having
soup, jellied salads, fish balls and
lobster (ground up with the shell)
for the main courses with sea
vegetables—followed by a de-
lightful dessert make from sea
moss which 1 picked up off Little
Good Harbor beach. The repast
had two outs: one a slightly un-
pleasant odor, and two a some-
what bitter taste.

MY EXPERIMENTS

Various experiments were tried
to eliminate these two handicaps.
My Japanese chef eliminated the
odor with a few drops of oil of
orange; but we could not get rid
of the bitter taste. This bitterness
was probably caused by the fresh
liver which was one of the best
ingredients. So I gave up until
coming to Florida this winter,

CHOCOLATE A PRESERVATIVE

But the above iz not the whole
story. In addition to Killing the
odor and pitterness, of the whole
fish, the’/ chocolate also sealed
this cooked whole fish., The choc-
olate sealing acts as a preserva-
tive for the fish as it does for
the cream in chocolate covered
candy. The fish so sealed and un-
frozen kept fresh for some weeks
in our refrigerator.

Well, the above is my
Surely my chocolate-sealed fish
has no friends at present; but I
close the sad story with this fore-
cast:—Someday every family for
health’s sake —will be eating
ground whole fish chocolate seal-
ed. Whether it will be eaten as a
main dish or as a dessert, I leave
to the imagination of my patient
readers.

“Babies Are Human Beings”, point
out that “all of these things are
just a normal part of the baby’s
pattern of development”.

At eighteen months, the drive to
“do it myself” is so marked, he
would rather push his gocart than
ride in it.

He loves to put lids on boxes and
tops on milk bottles, and to close
doors that have been left open for
some very good reason.

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Texas Tops Nat'
Average In Rural
Electrification

The latest annual report of the;

Rural Electrification Administra-
tion just issued reveals that the
welve months ending June 30,
1949, saw the greatest expansion
of rural electrification in the his-
tory of the program.

Texas is for the first time above
the national average in percent-
age of farms electrified. The na-
sional average is 78.2, while 78.4
per cent of Texas farms now have
electricity. Several states now
have more than 90 per cent of
their farms electrified.

In all other departments, how-
ever, Texas is still leading the na-
tion. Total miles of electric lines
in Texas number 94,734, and there
are 237,426 consumers. Nearest to
these totals are Minnesota, with
56,548 miles of line and Tennessee,
with 190,968 consumers connected.

Nationally, REA's borrowers
principally rural electric coopera-
tives energized more miles of pow-
¢r lines and added more consum-
ers than in any previous year.

These accomplishments repre-
sented gratifying progress toward
the REA goal of area coverage —
electriec service for every farm and
other potential rural user.

This progress was made despite
the fact that electric cooperatives
moved more and more during the
yvear into areas posing severe rural
electrification problems because of
low farm density, low farm in-
eome, or difficult terrain

The first five decennial censuses
listed only the names of the heads
of households and the number of
persons in each household. The
1850 Census was the first to list
all persons by name, It also added
inquiries on age, sex, color, occu-
pation, value of real estate own-

For many decades, the Congress
itself determined the questions to
be asked. Beginning with the 1930
Census, the selection of the ques-
tions, was delegated to the Di-
rector of the Census, with the ad-
vice of users of the Census infor-
mation such as business men, la-
bor and educational organization,
and public agencies, subject to
the final-approval of the Secretary

of Commerce, Questions on ‘age,
sex, race, birthplace, citizenship,
i occupation, employment, marital
status, and education have be-

come established as fixed items by

Census That Will Start April 1

100 years or more of tradition.
Other questions vary from census
to census as changing times bring
need for new information.

There are 45 basic questions in
the 1950 Population Census. Only
seven of these will be asked about
all individuals, These are name,
relationship to head of household,
race, sex, age, marital status and
birthplace. One additional qtes-
tion will be asked of all foreign-
born persons, to determine wheth-
er they are naturalized. For all
persons 14 years old and over
there are additional questions on
status of employment during the
week before the Census, and if
employed, the number of hours
worked and the kind of work
done. The remaining 29 questions
will be asked of only a sample of
the population.

In order to expedite the field
work and to relieve the public as
much as possible from the chore of
answering questions, most of the
Population ?Zensus inquiries will be
directed to a sample of one in
five individuals. Nine of thé
sample questions will re’ate to
one in five individuals of all ages.
Eleven others will relate to only
one in five of the persons 14 years
and over. Finally the last seven
questions on the schedule will be
asked of only one in 30 persons.

The choice of the individuals to
whom the sample questions will
apply is left entirely to chance.
There is no way of telling in ad-
vance who will be included in the
sample.

How To Make A
Good Salad

The delight of cooks and guests
rallke. whether for family lunch-
eon or dinner, buffet or barbecue
parties, is a tossed green salad.

A parade of High Plains farmers
and lawyers, appearing here Mon-
day before the Texas Water Code
Committee, defended the present
underground water conservation
law against mounting opposition
elsewhere.

Four witnesses told the commit-
tee and several hundred farmers
and ranchers in Old Tascosa, Her-
ring Hotel, they favor the meas-
ure, House Bill 162, because it
authorizes control on the local
level.

All of the spokesmen asked that
the law be given time and oppor-
tunity to prove itself, before the
committee of 21 men considers any
plan for a central state agency to
regulate underground water as the
Railroad Commission prorates oil.

L. A. Howard, farmer, lawyer
and landowner in both Lubbock
and Amarillo, declared the un-
derground decline is not ser-
ious enough to warrant regu-
lation by a ‘“remote central
agency in Austin dealing with
something it knows nothing
about.”

“Geologists tell me-—and that's
all anybody knows our water
source at Lubbock is 60 miles west
in the sandhills,” Howard said.
“They say the waterhead moves
eastward 200 feet a year. That
means when Muleshoe is without
a drop to drink, Lubbock still will
have 1,000 years to go.”

The audience cheered.

Arthur Duggan, attorney for
the High Plains Water Conser-
wvation Use Association, Little-
field, defended the present
measure as “a good law” and
satisfactory to local farmers.

“Is it a good law because it
authorizes control or prevents con-
trol?"” asked J. C. Contrell, banker
at McKinney and member of the
committee.

“It isn't that,” Duggan replied.
“The bill is designed for conser-
wvation.”

“Do you know of any district
which has been formed on the
High Plains under the law?” Can-
trell asked.

*“I know of none,” Duggan said.
“Landowners hardly have had
time. It has been on the statutes
only since last summer.”

Cantrell probed again when Sam
Aldridge, Parmer County attorney,

took the stand.

“How does the present law
allow for conservation "if there
is no agency to prorate the out-
put?” Cantrell asked.

“Spacing of wells takes care
of that,” Aldridge said.”

“Only if you have a district,”
Cantrell added.

“Yes,” Aldridge said, “only if
you have a district.”

Sen. Rogers Kelley, Edinburg
lawyer and chairman of the joint
senate-house committee touring
the state, opened the afternoon
session, The morning was devoted
to testimony on surface water
problems including the proposed
Canadian River dam.

Kelley introduced Rep. Preston
Smith, member of the House
Steering Committee, Lubbock, who
explained the committee is gath-
ering testimony to submit to the
Legislature a uniform water code
for Texas. The committee princ-
ipally is concerned about surface
water, he said, but is taking un-
derground water testimony, too.

W. O. “Bill” Portenberry, irri-
gation farmer at New Deal, Lub-
bock County, and president of
the High Plains Water Conser-
vation Use Association, was the
first witness. He also is presi-
dent of the National Ginners’
Association.

“We believe in conservation, of
course,” Fortenberry said. “By con-
servation, I mean the intelligent
use of water resources, not nec-
essarily letting them remain idle
and produce nothing.”

He described the present con-
servation law as adequate. When

he asked for an endorsement,
nearly all of the farmers and
ranchers, packed and sweating in
0Old Tascosa, stood and cheered.

The fact that some irrigation
farmers at El Paso and Pecos op-
pose the measure came to light
when Rep. Douglas E. Bergman,
Dallas, questioned Fortenberry
about local or central control. In
both cities, Bergman said, farmers
had told the committee the law is
a disadvantage to them.

“I'm not familiar with the
problems at El Paso and Pecos,”
Fortenberry said.

“"Would you oppose water use
and allocation like that admin-
istratered by the railroad com-
mission on 0il?” asked Kelley.

‘“We don't know enough about
underground water to set up a

“All my farms are irrigated,”
he said, “and I hope to keep
them that way.”

The audience cheered.

“There are just as many objec-
tions to state control of water
conservation as there are for tak-
ing your life-right now,” Howard
declared. “Now you can figure
that out.”

The audience cheered.

“Boards in Austin don't know
what the High Plains water prob-
lem is,” he said, “and they don't
have time to find out.”

He prefaced his re-
marks with the statement that
while the committee is primarily
concerned with surface water, it
has learned that water in rivers
and streams is inseparably related
with subterranean water.

In regard to the Canadian Riv-
er he said some 586,000 acre feet
of water leave Texas annually, of
which only 19,936 acre feet is ac-
tually appropriated for use.

Statistics compiled by the Board
of Engineers show that of the 62
million acre feet of water which
flow to the Gulf through Texas
streams only 4,326,534 acre feet go
to a beneficial use, he said.

Rollins and the second witness,
William Broadhurst, chief of the
US Geological Survey in Texas
emphasized these important
points.

1. The underground water on
the High Plains is a static res-
ervoir unreplenished by any un-
derground stream.

2. There is no connection be-
tween subterranean water and
the . Canadian River, which is
400 feet below the level of
subterranean waters deposited in
the ground of the High Plains in
past geological ages.

3. The underground supply
may be reduced by pumpage to
an uneconomical level in many
areas of the High Plains.

4. At the present rate High
Plains pumpage is about 25
times greater than the recharge.
And if the rate of pumpage con-
tinues or increases eventually ir-
rigation farmers in some areas
will reach the point of diminish-
ing returns.

As Broadhurst pointed out, “the
exhaustion will be economic rath-
er than physical,” for it will no

longer be profitable to pump the
water from the diminished water
table.

The third witness at the hearing
was Howard E. Robbins, regional
director of the Bureau of Recla-
mation with headquarters in Am-
arillo, who reviewed the history
of the Canadian River dam prog-
ress. ’

After tracing the development
of the Canadian River dam pro-
ject from the days of Albert Sid-
ney Stinnett, who first envision-
ed the possibilities of a dam, he
launched into a defense of the
Bureau of Reclamation’s pro-

gram, “‘and - anticip ~ those™
‘who would .claim_ihat the bu-.

of the dams it builds.
My Robbins said:

“Any fears that the federal gov-
ernment might some day attempt
to usurp water rights in Texas are
not warranted by either the bu-
reau’'s 48-year-old record or by

Reclamation laws and policies.
Reclamation law respects both
state laws and individual water

rights. The whole purpose of the
Bureau of Reclamation (let me
repeat that) —The whole purpose
of the Bureau of Reclamation is
to make more water for irrigation,
municipal and other uses available
to people, and as nearly as pos-
sible in accordance with the peo-
ple’'s expressed desires—not to
take water away from them.
“And 1 should like to emphasize
this also: Every project we build
and operate is constructed and op-

erated in comformance with the
laws of the state in which we
work.

“With respect to the operation
and maintenance of reclamation
projects after construction is
completed, it is the policy of the
department ond the bureau to
turn over for local operation
water projects “that are con-
structed under reclamation law.
Of 65 irrigation projects now in
operation, 45 have been turned
over to the water users to man-
age. A majority of the 20 re-
maining projects have petitioned
the federal government to con-
tinue guiding the operations.
Others, completed only recently,
are not yet in a position to seek
independent action.”
