Hybrid Corn Is 
Available Now

Indicating a sharp rise in poten­
tial production of corn as a partial
replacement under cotton acre­
age restrictions, a carload of hy­
brid seed corn—belived to be the 
first full carload of seed corn to 
come to the plains—has been re­
ceived by the B. L. Williamson 
Seed & Seed Company of Lubbock.

The shipment of 1,400 bushels 
came froan the Peppard Seed Com­
pany’s farms at Pauls Valley, Ok­
ie., where it was prqduced last 
year wi cooperation with the Funk 
Seed Company, of Illinois.

The Williamson company is dis­
tributor for the corn in this area, 
and has in turn shipped out most 
of the seed to dealers in all parts 
of the area from Matador to Mule­
shoe and eastern New Mexico, and 
about the same distance north and 
south, to more than two dozen 
towns.

Mr. Williamson said that in co­
operation with the seed company, 
he will have a large number of 
two-pound sample bags of the 
corn seed available to students in 
Vocational Agriculture d e p a r t ­
ments of public schools in West 
Texas and eastern New Mexico. 
The sample bags are free, and can 
be obtained, or information con- 
from the company, located at 335 
earning them can be obtained 
Avenue H in Lubbock or from local 
dealers in each locality. He has 
asked that instructors in the var­
ious school departments cooperate 
in the sampling by grouping their 
requests, so all in one class or 
school can be handled at one time 
if possible.

Both White and Yellow Types
T h e  shipment includes b o t h  

white and yellow corn, and it is 
not altogether new in this area. 
Several produced crops from the 
same hybrid last year, most o f 
them using the yellow, which is 
more popular in this area. Mr. W il­
liamson planted a small crop o f 
yellow hybrid last year, but did 
not record his yeild that was far 
above normal. G. T. Maltby, o f 
Muleshoe, planted a test plot o f 
severa) varities, including the yel­
low hybrid, and reported a yield o f 
140 bushels per acre.

WATCH WEATHER MAPS 
The real thought which I have 

in mind is to emphasize the im­
portance of watching the daily 
U. S. Weather maps as they ap­
pear in most city newspapers. My 
reason, however, is not to know 
per se if It is to rain or be fair, 
if it is to be colder or warmer; 
but how the change is to affect 
the behavior, disposition, j u d g ­
ment and courage of you and me.

Upon these things our happi­
ness and business success depends.

The first step is to learn how to 
interpret this weather map. The 
newspaper tells you what the 
weather will probably be tomor­
row. But what when making plans 
for advertising, business inter- 
iews, commitee meetings, etc., we 
should know what weather con­
ditions to expect a few days a- 
head. This we can usually do by 
studying the Weather map. Cer­
tainly, every child in school should 
be taught how to forecast the 
weather from this daily weather 
map.

RULE 2. If someone wants to 
call upon me whom I do not care 
much about seeing, I make a date 
when the day probably will be 
cloudy or muggy with a falling 
barometer. I have two reasons for

Looking back on my 
life it seems as if 90 per cent of 
my mistakes were due to my not 
having the guts to say “No” and 
stick to it.

WATCH YOUR STEP
RULE 3. Last week Mrs. Babson 

and I celebrated our Golden Wed­
ding. Naturally we—like every 
other couple who have been mar­
ried 50 years—have had rows! 
But when, last week, discussing 
our experiences, it was evident 
that every serious flare up start­
ed accidently over some insig­
nificant and unexpected word. 
With my present knowledge of 
weather psychology, I believe that 
the weather was an important 
factor in starting most of those 
unhappy days. Hence, my Rule 3 
is to "Watch my step during such 
cloudy or muggy days” and keep 
away from other people as much 
as I can, remembering that the 
weather is making them ’touchy” 
or a litle ugly as well as it is af­
fecting me unfavorably.

RULE 4. Finally, I no longer tel­
ephone the doctors when members 
of my family have pains or think 
they are sick, without first looking 
at the barometer. If there has 
been a sudden change in the wea­
ther, I say: "Cheer up. You’ll be 
O. K. tomorrow. Today’s Aches 
and depression are due to a chan­
ging weather condition” This fore­
cast is usually correct and all the 
family are again feeling fine in a 
day or so. This barometer pays 
for itself every month. I wish I 
could be as successful forecast­
ing the stock market!

tion Service and labor demands of 
other states for Texas labor has 
changed Texas’ farm labor picture 
drastically.

Farmers said the United States 
hots looked upon Texas as a farm 
labor supply state for a number 
of years, and a state where cheap 
labor can be found. Out of stato 
labor recruiters, he sqM. sent near­
ly 50,000 farm workers out of 
Texas last year to 10 different 
states. Moot of the workers went 
to Colorado. Michigan, and Ohio 
to sugar beet fields

'Tor one thing." Farmer said, 
"most Latin-Americans who were 
contracted in Texas last year — 
'wet-backs’ who were legalised - 
have been returned to their homes 
in Mexico.

As a result, the border counties 
of Texas have lost approximately 
85,000 workers by this means a- 
lone. In addition to this, the Im­
migration Service has made a sus­
tained drive during the past sev­
eral months to deport illegal 
aliens along the border . . , Last 
year over 214,000 Latin Americans 
were deported as compared to 140- 
000 in 1948. Recent reports are to 
the effect that around 1,550 a day

are being deported. The feeling in 
the Valley is that the ’wetback’ 
has been eliminated as a substan­
tial segment of the available la­
bor supply.”

Texas farmers are in the middle 
of a ’squeeze play’, the TEC ad­
ministrator said. On the one hand 
Immigration has eliminated the 
J»nlk of the farmer labor supply, 
and on the other hand out-of-state 
and on the other hand out-ofstate 
recruiters continue to take out a 
large portion of Texas labor. Tex­
as Mexicans from the Valley for­
merly were available to harvest 
crops in other portions of the state 
but this year, he said, valley farm­
ers might be looking to other parts 
of Texas for sufficient labor to 
harvest their own crops.

Q. What is the name of theoe cute 
of meat?
A. Frenched lamb chop*.
Q. Where do they come from and 
how are they identified?.
A. These chops are cut from the 
lamb rack and contain a rib bone 
and rib eye muscle. They are the 
same as rib chops except meat is 
removed from ends o f ribs.
Q. How are they prepared?
A. By broiling or panbroiling. To 
broil, place chops on broiler rack 
ao the top o f 1-inch chops is 2 
inches from the heat and 2-inch 
chops, 3 inches from heat. When 
one side is browned, season, turn 
and finish cooking on second side, 
season. Chops cut 1-inch thick re­
quire 10 to 12 minutes cooking 
time; 2-inch chops, 20 to 22 min­
utes. In panbroiling thinner chops, 
place them in frying-pan and cook 
over low heat, turning occasionally 
fo r  uniform doneness. Do not cover 
and do not add water. Cook until 
brown on each aide.

Confined Flocks Make 
More for Poultrymen

Average 28 More Eggs 
Per Hen When Kept Up
Profitable chicken Cocke usual­

ly lay about 20 per cent of their to­
tal yearly eggs during the last three 
months of the year. They produce 
one dozen eggs for each seven 
pounds of feed, have less than 12 
per cent yearly mortality, and 
average 175 eggs or more per bird.

Here is how poultrymen may 
achieve such records with their fall- 
housed pullets and insure them­
selves a profit:

1. More money will be made if 
the flock is kept confined. Figures 
show that confined flocks lay 28

2. Supply plenty of floor space. 
Three to four square feet for each 
bird is about right.

3. Use a built-up litter on your 
chicken house floor. In starting a 
litter, use straw, wood shavings, 
sawdust, peanut hulls, peatmoss 
or any dry material available.

Tanks that are too 
small soon become overloaded 
with sludge and raw sewage 
and this will pass into the dis­
posal field and clog up the sys­
tem.
He says a grease trap is not 

considered necessary for the or­
dinary household if the tank has
a capacity of 500 gallons or more.

How To Install 
A Septic Tank

COLLEGE STATION, April 11.— 
A 9eptic tank and disposal field 
is usually recommended as the 
best waste disposal system for the 
tv m  home.

sewage because less water tight 
line will be needed. It is not, 
however, a good practice to locate 
a septic tank too close to a build­
ing for this makes cleaning diffi­
cult. All septic tanks will need 
cleaning during their life of use­
fulness, so locate it where it can 
be reached easily for the clean­
ing job. The tank itself, he says, 
should never be a part of any I 
foundation wall.

The disposal field should con­
sist of two or more tile lines. If 
a single line is used, there is a 
greater chance that the fluid will 
become water logged and thus 
cause trouble. He says unless you 
live in an area where the soil is 
very porous it is advisable to pro­
vide a porous bed of gravel or of 
crushed stone for the disposal 
field. Sewage, it should be remem­
bered, is not necessarily rendered 
harmless in the disposal field; the 
field, therefore should be located 
a safe distance away from wells 
and water supply lines. He says 
the minimum distance should be 
100 feet.

Allen says you can obtain plans 
for constructing the right kind of 
a septic tank and disposal field 
from your local health unit, the 
State Department of Health or 
from your local county extension 
agent. He says they will be happy

type in your area and also on the 
construction of the system. He 
concludes with this word of ad­
vice, get a good-plan and then fol­
low it in constructing your septic 
tank and laying out your disposal 
field.

Booklet On 
Water Issued

Designed to familiarize farmers 
with the Underground Water Con­
servation Law, an eight-page book 
published by the Agricultural Ex­
tension Service is being distribut­
ed by. county agents throughout 
the High Plains wherever there is 
irrigation water.

Using a question and answer 
method, the booklet outlines the 
basic concept of the Underground 
Water Conservation Law, which 
was passed by the Texas Legisla­
ture in the spring of 1949.

“Every farmer and every water 
user in an area depending upon 
underground water should be fa­
miliar with this law and how it 
will affect him,” Extension Ser­
vice official^ point out.

The law Hinges on two points. 
First, it declares that the water 
under his land belongs to the in-

Second, the law lays the frame­
work for organization of an under­
ground water conservation district 
assigning to such districts the 
power of conserving, preserving, 
protecting and re-charging the un­
derground water in reservoirs over 
which they have jurisdiction.

Coupled with power to recharge 
underground water reservoirs, the 
district has the right to prevent 
waste of irrigation water which is 
vital to the prosperity of thous­
ands of High Plains farmers and 
businessmen.

Control of districts is strictly lo­
cal and by an elective board of 
five directors.

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AFTER EASTER. WHAT? 
by Rsy. T. G~ Craft

After th e  resurrection, Jesus 
made some statements about him­
self which we must accept at their 
face values. Jesus knew more ab­
out himself than we are able to 
know about him. Therefore, what 
Jesus said about himself after the 
resurrection has paramount im­
portance to himself and to man­
kind. What are some of the state­
ments Jesus made about himself?

Jesus said to Mary on the morn­
ing of the resurrection, “Touch me 
not, for I am not yet ascended 
to my Father, but go to my breth­
ren and say unto them, I ascend 
unto my Father and unto your 
Father, and to my God and your 
God." (St. John; 20:17) On the 
same day he walked with two of 
his disciples to EMMAUS, but they 
did not know him until he sat 
with them at the evening meal 
and offered thanks to God for the 
food. One of the disciples was 
Cleopas who was an uncle of Je­
sus by flesh and blood. Mary, Je­
sus’ mother had a sister who mar­
ried Cleopas, therefore, Jesus was 
a nephew to this man by the ami- 
riage of His mother’s sister. Like­
ly Jesus had dined in this home 
many times, and was a familiar 
face in the home, but since he 
was supposed to be in the tomb 
that very hour; even his own un­
cle did not know him.

Then again on that same even­
ing when the disciples had assem­
bled in a regular meeting place, 
and the doors were closed and the 
windows shut fast, Jesus appeared 
in their midst, and said, "Peace 
be unto you;” yet they could hard­
ly believe their own eyes. Thomas, 
who was one of the absent dis­
ciples—the only absent, disciple— 
was later told that the Lord had 
appeared unto the other ten ap-

who die in the Lord, arise from 
the dead just as real as did Jes­
us, but they are not able to make 
us mortals see them as they move 
ostlee. Thomas affirmed that he 
would not believe such a story un­
less he could personally put his 
hand in the pierced side and his 
finger in the nail prints of his 
hands. So a week later Jesus ap­
peared unto the eleven apost­
les and directed his message to 
Thomas and admonished him to 
put his hand in His lanced side 
and his fingers in the nail scarred 
hands. Thomas looking up, and re­
cognizing Jesus, cried out, "My 
Lord and My God.” Jesus said to 
Thomas because thou hast seen 
me and believed.; blessed are they 
who have not seen, and yet be­
lieved.

St. Luke tells about Jesus ap­
pearing to the disciples, and ask­
ed if they had any food. Then 
they gave him a piece of broiled 
fish and a honey in the comb and 
he did not eat of it. Jesus said to 
the disciples. "Why are ye troub­
led? and why do thoughts arise 
in your hearts? Behold my hands 
and my feet, that it is I myself: 
handle me. and see; for a spirit 
hath not flesh and bones as ye 
see me have." (St. Luke 24:37-38)

These are just some of the rec­
orded instances in which Jesus ap­
peared unto his disciples after the 
resurrection. It is also strange that 
no one except his disciples ever 
claimed to have seen Jesus after 
his resurrection. If he appeared to 
others, there is no account of it.

Jesus claimed to have had a 
flesh and blood body during the 
days after the resurrection and be­
fore ascension. But this body could 
be passed through closed buildings 
and vanish at an instant.

Jesus remained on earth for 
some forty days after his resur-

rectlon;-then he had asceftJM)' to 
his 'Father. Some' f  1 y e 
people were present at the
ion of his ascension. That he as­
cended into heaven was a fact ac­
cording to history. The legend that 
Jesus went down to Arabia and 
there died a natural death is re­
futed by those who saw him as­
cend into heaven. The time be­
tween his ascension and the day 
of Pentecost was a period of ten 
days. During this period the be­
lievers in the Lord Jesus Christ 
were lonely. Their Lord was gone, 
and their hearts were disturbed. 
These believers—one hundred and 
twenty of them—gathered in an 
upper room where they engaged 
in constant prayer for ten days.

At the end of ten days, the pray­
er meeting ceased. The Holy Spir­
it fell upon all those who had 
been in waiting and in prayer. He 
came in a mighty power and filled 
all their hearts with the grace of 
God. After this experience of Pen­
tecost—meaning the day when the 
Holy Spirit came upon the believ­
ers—these disciples were a differ­
ent group. They had power for 
spiritual labors; their hearts were 
filled with the love of God; they 
also fell in love with their breth­
ren; they were no longer afraid; 
they were bold to affirm their 
faith and their experience; they 
went forth to preach this gospel, 
and scores believed by the hour.

After Easter was Pentecost. Not 
only was Christ alive, but he was 
present in the hearts of the believ­
ers. He became universal in spir­
it. and it was at this time— the 
first time—in a form that all men 
could experience him. The histor­
ical Christ had now become the 
spiritual and universal Christ. He 
was now made accessable to all 
people everywhere.

After Easter, men’s hopes were 
made secure. Death no longer 
caused these believers to fear for 
the future. Jesus had been cruci­
fied, but death did not hold him 
in the tomb for long. On the third 
day Jesus came forth alive forever 
more. He came forth with a flesh 
and blood body according to the 
Lord Himself, but this body was 
subject to the complete will of 
God. In this state this body could 
be made to pass through closed 
buildings and to vanish at an in­
stant. But when Jesus ascended in­
to heaven, this flesh and blood 
body went another change, be­
coming a spiritual body. This spir­
itual body was in a position to 
pass from earth to heaven, and 
perhance travel at the speed of 
light. Easter tells us that death 
must yield to the power of life. 
Spirit of man is made of eternal 
substances, and if God has touch­
ed our spirits with His nature; 
then we shall have eternal life a- 
biding in us. This eternal life is 
like unto the life that is in God 
and that was made manifest in 
Christ. Christ became a demon­
stration whereby God showed man­
kind how His power would take 
care of His believers in death, and 
in the life that follows. All men 
in their mysterious bodies while a- 
waiting the glorificaton of th e  
Spiritual bodies.
