Attention Defict Disorder
Haunts One In Ten Children

The following is a reprint
from the FOCULSN on
thilene, August 7, 1987:

Hyperactivity or Attention
Defict Disorder?

Your child's constant
fidgeting impatience, and
impusiveness may not be
what has commonly been
labeled hyperactivity.

Instead, doctors have
discovered that many
children with these and other
symptons suffer from Atten-
tion Deficit Disorder (ADD).
And often children who don't
mind their parents, who
don’t do well in school, and
who play rough may have
ADD,

Some very recognizable
symptoms are: difficulty in
remaining seated, being
easily distracted, trouble
waiting for turns at games;
losing things; blurting out
answers '0 questions cons-
tant talking and the ap-
pearance of not paying at-
tention to what has been
said.

Hyperactivity. Hunsucker
believes, is a sub category of
ADD. “A lot of kids can have
attention disorder, but don't
bounce off the wall.”’ That he
says, is motor hyperactivity.
But there's also mental
hyperactivity where the
child cannot concentrate.

Attention Deficient
Disorder: the illness is a
relatively recent medical
discovery, but the subject
isn’t without controversy.
Hunsucker is concerned that
many physicians are dis-
counting ADD as too general
of a diagnosis “‘I'm amazed
at how many doctors believe
ADD is too broad of a
category and that it covers
too much area.

“The insinuation is that
it’s not that important.”

While some medical pro-
fessionals may not believe
it's *‘Important,” Hunsucker
points to research showing
children with ADD are more
likely to end up in illegal ac-
tivities.

The correlation between
ADD’s and the tendency
toward criminal behavior,
he said, is due to impulsive
behavior. He said, ‘‘Most of
us have a gap between
thought and action. They
(ADDs children) with con-

ceniration deficiency don't
necessarily lack normal in-
telligence. **They are usual-
ly of average or high in-
telligence," said Hunsucker.

“Treatment is easy, but
it's difficult to diagnose,”
said Hunsucker. While some
disorders can be detected
through blood tests, detec-
ting ADD ‘‘relies on ex-
perience to judge.”

The greatest fear of
parents when it comes to
treating ADD, Hunsucker
said is that it requires
medication.

“*‘Most parents think we
prescribe medication to dope
them up so the parents can
handle the child." Hun-
sucker added that parents
are often worried their child
will end up a drug addict.
The fact is, he said, the child
benefits from medication.
“It allows them to concen-
trate better, it gives them
better impluse control, and
they do better in school.”

One child Hunsucker
treated was asked if he notic-
ed any changes since he
started taking medication.
His answer was: ‘‘Yeah, my
mother doesn’t yell at me as
much.”

A bad situation that
perpetuates between parent
and child when the child goes
undiagnosed and untreated
is a breakdown in the rela-
tionship. ‘‘What happens,”
said Hunsucker, “is the
parents scream and yell
more than normal. That's
the only way to get through
to them.”

The parents ends up feel-
ing guilty, and the child's
self-image is diminished
because they are punished
more than other kids.
‘“‘Ironically,”” Hunsucker
said, ‘‘research shows these
kidis have a high tolerance
for pain. That's why spank-
ing doesn’t get through.”

As for the potential of
becoming a drug addict
through the medication for
ADD, Hunsucker says.

Research has shown that
the opposite it true. (ADD's
patients) are less likely than
normal children to become
addicted to drugs.” Hun-
sucker suggests that ADD’s
children who don’t get treat-
ment gravitate toward drug
abuse ‘‘in search of their

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medication."

Several teachers Hun-
sucker has conferred with
agrree that the medication
has made a definite dif-
ference in classroom perfor-
mance.

Hunsucker is quick to
agree that not all children
who have ADD can be
treated successfully.
Research has shown that 20
percent of children treated
for ADD still do not respond
to the medication. But, Hun-
sucker adds, the *‘odds are
still with them."”

The trick is to catch it ear-
ly in a child’s deveopment. If
a child is over 12 years old
the success rate lowers.
""You can start recognizing it
at three years,” said Hun-
sucker.

Medication alone doesn't
improve a child's behavior.
Behavior modification is
also encouraged when
treating an ADD's child.
“This child needs more
structure,” said Hunsucker,
“and that might iean put-
ting charts all over the
house. You have to be very
specific.”

He also suggests im-
plementing a reward system
for good behavior.

His interest in the subject
developed as he was practic-
ing child psychology. 1
would see the same children
over and over and noticed
the kids never really got bet-
ter."” He figured, “either 1
wasn't good at what [ did or
there was some other
reason..”” So he started digg-
ing

Eventually he discovered
diagnoses may have been
wrong. Through aggressive

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work with children he
started to get results.

It was known that the
disorder‘was genetic.

Some of Hunsucker's
discoveries are:

*Children with learning
disabilities are a high risk
group, between 60-80 percent
of these children have ADD,

*The long term behavior
problems of children do not
usually result solely because
of circumstances.

*Adopted children, four
times as often as children in
a normal population, have
ADD.

Hunsucker's ‘‘adopted
children” theory developed
after observing the parent
who gives the child up for
adoption. “It's not because
of the loss of bonding,” he
said. Rather, he suggests, it
is because of the lack of
responsibility the parent has
for her own life.

For four years Hunsucker
has been involved in
research for a mult-volume
booke, the first of which will
be published later in the
month. The first volume, he
said, will describe the
disorder, how to diagnose it,,
and how families should deal
with it.

“I'm writing the book so
people can challenge their
doctor if they don't believe
they are getting a proper
diagnosis,” he said. “So
often 1t's overlooked. "

One of the most discourag-
ing things he has seen
through his years in practice
i1s the parents’ suffering
when the child isn't treated
for ADD.

The parents may seek help
for vears, but they get blam-
ed when nothing happens.

“And people ask what are
the parents doing wrong& "

Acreage now enrolled in the
government's Conservation
Reserve Program has pass-
ed the halfway point in
reaching the targeted 45
million acres nationwide.

With the most recent
signup period of July 20-31,
farmers have committed
almost 23 million acres of
highly erodible cropland to
the program.

Nationally, almost 5.3
million acres were accpeted
into CRP during the July
signup, with an average bid
price of $47.90 per acre.
Texas farmers had 529,760
acres accepted at an
average bid price of $39.97
per acre.

CRP was part of the 1985
farm bill and went into effect
in early 1986 as a five-year
effort to reduce crop produc-
tion on highly erodible land,
explains Dr. Bill Harris,
soils specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas
A&M University System.
Land accepted into CRP
must be kept out of produc-
tion for at least 10 years and

trees according to an ap-
proved soil conservation
plan. The government
shares in ‘the cost of
establishing the permanent
cover,

A total of 11,803 Texas
farmers now have 2,782,531
acres of cropland enrolled in
CRP, notes Harris. These
contracts amount to more
than $109,500,000 per year in
rental payments.

The next CRP signup
period will be February 1-19,
when farmers or landowners
will once again have an op-
portunity to submit bids for
land declared eligible by the
Soil Conservation Service
and the Agricultural
Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service

CRP regulations restrict
the amount of cropland in an
individual county that may
be bid into the program to 25
percent of the total acreage,
harris points out. Currently,
13 counties have met or
slightly surpassed that level
and further bidding will not
be allowed. Another dozen

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Commissioners Hold Meeting -
Jail Repair Underway

The Eastland County Com-
missioners held a regular
meeting Monday, Sept. 28
with all Commissioners pre-
sent. County Judge Scott
Bailey presided.

A report on the jail stan-
dards and jail inspection
report and compliance was
the first item on the agenda.
Billy Bacon, Comm. of Pet.
4, stated there were 19 in-
mates in the county jail, and
none housed in jails outside

the county.

He also said that the new
jail light fixtures were in,
and that repairmen are
working on installation of the
new inter-com system. This
should bring the building in-
to compliance with direc-
tives of the Texas State Jail
Standards Commission.

Judge Bailey reported to
the Commissioners that he
had received a letter from
Marcia Carr, Administrator

of Eastland Memorial
Hospital, saying that
Eastland Memorial offers to
be a mandated provider for
indigent patients not living
in a hospital district.

This would be for both in-
patient and outpatient ser-
vices. Judge Bailey in-
dicated that the letter did not
address the cost of Doctors
or medicines for these pa-
tients.

After some discussion the

Commissioners agreed that
they would rather leave the
Indigent Health Care ar-
angements on a case-by-
case basis, with no one
hospital specified.

The Commissioners also
discussed the rising cost of
health care insurance for
county employees. Reports
were that heavy claims on
these policies had brought up
the costs. A motion was ap-
proved to continue coverage
with Prudential Insurance
Co., with $100 deductible
policies.

Also approved was a mo-
tion to amend the budget to
allow for jail repair and out-
of-county prisoner care.

The federal government's
largest employer - the Postal
Service - recently announced
Selective Service registra-
tion requirements for
employment. Under the new
guidelines, a young man
must prove that he has
registered with Selective
Service before being eligible
for appointment to a position
in the Postal Service.

This requirement follows
the Thurmond/Montgomery
Amendment to the Fiscal
Year 1986 Department of
Defense Authorization Act.
The Amendment prohibits a
voung man who is required
to register from being ap-
pointed to a position in an ex-
ecutive agency of the federal
government unless he has
registered. The intent of the

legislation was to ensure
that all men required by law
to register do so.

Rep. Gerald Solomon
(R-NY), a strong supporter
of Selective Service, in-
troduced legislation in July
requiring registration as a
prerequisite to employment
with the Postal Service.
Technically the Postal Ser-
vice was not included in the
original Thurmond/Mon-
tgomery Amendment
because they are not an ex-
ecutive agency of the federal
government. Commenting
on the legislation, Mr.
Solomon said, “If a voung
man is going to accept the
benefits of this country then
he should be ready and will-
ing to accept the respon-
sibilities as well. Registra-

tion 1s one of these respon-
sibilities.

As of mid-August, all
young men who are 18
through 25 years of age must
show proof of registration
before being considered for a
position with the Postal Ser-
vice. Those young men who
do not reach 18 until after ap-
pointment will be asked to
submit proof within 30 days

of weir 18th birthday. wen
who fail to provide proof of
registration will bé con-
sidered ‘‘not available' and
will receive no further con-
sideration for employment.

Along with federal
employment, Selective Ser-
vice registration has been
linked to federal student aid
and job training benefits.
Many states also require
registration as a prere-
quisite for state student aid,
entrance to a state supported
college or university and
state employment.

All young men must
register with Selective Ser-
