Early December means 
Pecan Show time here In 
Eastland County. It is a 
time when attention Is 
focused on one of the coun­
ty’s important crops. The 
tradition began 35 years 
ago when the county pecan 
show concept began and 
spread across the 
Southwest and Southern 
United States.

In 1952, Eastland County 
Extension Agent, J.M. 
Cooper, came up with the 
idea. E xtension  H or­
ticulturists, Bluefford G. 
Hancock, and John E. Hut­
ch inson , helped him 
organize the pecan show 
that year. Travis, Hood. 
San Siaba, and Guadalupe 
Counties followed the ex­
ample.

This educational pro­
gram has grown in interest 
over the years. There are 
approximately 70 county 
pecan shows in 1987 with 
over t o o  counties par­
ticipating.

Three regional pecan 
shows were initiated in the 
late 1960's to handle the 
nearly 1,500 winning en­
tries from the county show. 
These regional shows are 
the "Show Window” of the 
Texas Pecan Industry.

pecans and play a major 
role in the evaluation of 
new varieties. Many other 
states from New Mexico to 
Alabama have pecan shows 
patterned after the original 
one that began here 35 
yeari ago.

The local show that 
begins Thursday morning 
will be in the Eastland 
County Courthouse lobby. 
The County Pecan Growers 
A ssociation  and the 
Eastland Chamber of Com­
merce sponsor the show.

The grow ers and 
Chamber of Commerce 
members will weigh, crack, 
and shell ten pecans from 
each of about ITS entries 
Thursday morning. At 1:00 
p.m. judges will select the 
first three place entries in 
each class and award rib­
bons.

Three champion entries 
and three reserve cham­
pion e n tr ie s  w ill be 
selected. The champions 
will be from the In-Shell 
division, Shelling division, 
and Native division The 
In-Shell pecans are the 
larger ones that are usually 
sold in the shell. The Shell­
ing pecans are the smaller 
pecans that usually are 
sold to a shelling plant. 
Natives are from native 
trees that have never been 
grafted nor planted with 
nuts from  Im proved 
varieties.

One of the classes that at­
trac t a tten tion  is the 
smallest pecan class. Some 
are so small that a pound 
may contain 400 or more 
pecans.

All pecan entries, pecan 
bake show, and centerpiece 
division will be on display 
in the lobby of the cour­
thouse Friday until 3:00 
p.m.

Visitors are welcome and 
encouraged to attend the 
pecan show at anytinne.

Peanut harvest is quickly 
reaching completion in 
Eastland County. Crop and 
yield reports vary from one 
part of the county to the 
next. In general, the 
dryland peanuts are pro­
ducing very good yields, 
maybe the best in eight 
years, while the irrigated 
peanuts are only average 
says, County Extension 
Agent, DeMarquis Gordon.

The Pioneer Farmers’ Co­
op reports that almost all 
producers are exceeding 
their quota. A Rising Star 
buyer says the yields are 
good, but not as good as 
last year's crop

A hard  freeze on 
November 11, stopped 
growth and maturity of the 
peanuts. This was bad 
news for many growers 
since most peanuts were 
planted about one month 
late this year. Many of the 
peanut crops needed more 
warm weather to mature. 
The freeze resulted in 
lower yield weights and 
lower grades which meant

lower prices and lower 
yields However, in spite of 
the early freeze the peanut 
crops looks like one of the 
best since 1981. The four 
years for 1982 through 1985 
were all very poor years for 
peanuts in Eastland Coun­
ty. The 1986 crop yield 
average was 1.386 pounds 
per acre, about 300 to 400 
pounds more than the 
previous four years. This 
year’s crop will be as good 
or better than the 1986 
crop, says Gordon.

There were about 26,000 
acres of peanuts grown this 
year and if average yields 
reach 1,400 pounds per acre 
the county peanut crop will 
be worth about $11 million.

Window On The Coast
By Viola Payne

East of Los Angeles on 
November 11 the  pilot of 
the  big American A irliner 
spoke to  the  more than  220 
passengers on board.

"We are in a descent p a t ­
te rn  from 35.000 feet to  the 
L A Airport . This is one of 
the clearest days I have 
ever seen here You can see 
the  coastline all the w ay to 
San Diego. F asten  your 
seat belts ,"

I noticed th a t  not many 
o ther  passengers bothered 
to look out the t iny  win 
dows They were drink ing  
wine, reading, o r  dozing

For the last tw o hours, 
however. 1 had watched the 
western part of the United 
States unroll l ike a parch

We had been try ing  to 
ou trun  tha t  sun all the way 
from the Dallas Fort Worth 
.lirport, but the sun was 
still ahead It was dipping 
into a wide circle of ix'ean

Tile mega-city below us 
glowed in the sunset The 
m ount. i in s  w ere  scarred  
and battered ,  microscopic 
Innldings were laid out in 
free form mosiacs A web 
of freew ays appeared,  clog 
ged by tiny ants  w ith  b la / 
mg eyes

1 wondered why the Pilot 
h a d  m e n t i o n e d  " S a n  
D u 'go '"’ My d e s t in a t io n  
was Santa  Barbara ,  which 
1 assumed was only about 
5(1 miles north

The jet th ro tt led  down, 
ending the two hour and 40 
m inute  flight It was now 
5 10 p III . California time 
The ship touched the run 
way as gently as a car roll­
ing to a stop I liked that 
feeling of whei-ls on solid 
ea r th

It was great to  see my 
son, .lobn r .ivne ,  waiting 
in tfie .airport He explain 
ed tha t his wife, Kli/ab*dh. 
and baby daughter  Shelley 
had stayed home in Santa 
H.It tiara the freew ays 
were 1.0 place lor a baby.

growing things 

I found Elizabeth and 
S h e l l e y  w a i t i n g  in  a 
C a l i fo rn ia  M odern house 
on a street near  the  ocean 
T h e re  w as a f irep lace ,  
sliding glass doors, and 
roses from the garden 

Suddenly I realized I had 
come a very long way from 
Eastland County 

The next day began a 
tim e of exploring It was 
also a time for getting  ac 
q u a i n t e d  w i th  a lm o s t-  
eight m onth-o ld  .Shelley, 
w ho  w as  b e g in n in g  to  
walk She w as not only 
w a lk in g ,  bu t  t ry in g  to  
dance, sing and play the 
gu ita r  (1 c a n ’t get anyone 
else but her paren ts  to 
believe me on that ')

When the sun cleared 
aw ay the mist I explon-d 
th e  g a rd e n  b e h in d  the  
house. To the  west the

everything grows to a large 
size.

So much grows tha t d u r ­
ing tile dry season in spring 
and sum m er a num ber of 
p e o p l e  s u f f e r  f r o m  
allergies from pollen from 
various plants

A no ther  p rob lem , she 
said, was tha t the area gets 
only about 17 inches of 
rainfall each year Water 
was scarce in this slope b e t ­
ween the .Santa Ynez moun 
ta ins  and the ocean The 
m ain  source of w ate r  for 
the  town of 70,IKK) was a 
lake high in the mountains 
F ortunate ly  the ocean fogs 
helped w ate r  the vegeta 
t i on

Elizabeth said tha t the 
bottled w ater  s it ting in my 
bedroom was for me to 
dr ink  - the tap  w ater  had a 
bad taste. 1 told her 1 had 
a lready  sampled the tap  
water,  and it tasted  no 
worse than  some of the 
lakes in Central Texas.

A drive along the w ea n  
gave me a view of the large, 
sheltered bay which gives 
San ta  Barbara  its favored 
location. There were miles 
of beaches, and a large 
w harf  reaching into the 
w ate r  About 20 miles west 
th re e  i s la n d s  rose l ik e  
m ounta ins  from the sea. 
m ark ing  the place where 
ar tic  w inds and currents  
by-pass th is  inlet.

To the  east of the town 
the San ta  Ynez mountains 
rose 4,000 feet above the 
landscape. They appeared 
to have qu ite  a b it  of 
t im ber  The town was built 
in Spanish, Moorish and 
M editerranean style, and 
r ibboned  w i th  acres of 
greenery and parks.

This area was first se t t l ­
ed by the Chum ash In­
dians. and then by the 
.Sji.-inish and Mexicans. It 
became American te rr i to ry  
in 1H4H.

From 1880 on, the area►, A,
bcM-aiTK' a favored spot for 
w e a l t h y  i n d u s t r i a l i s t s  
from the  east to  build  
homes, and many of these 
estates sti ll  exist.

As we drove around d u r­
ing my visit.  I was amazed 
at the splendor of these 
homes, as well as that of 
modern ones Many arc 
owned by famous people.

especially in the Montecito 
area.

These estates are  genera l­
ly surrounded  by ar tis tic  
rock fences, and clipped 
lawns dotted  w ith  giant 
valley  oaks, eucalyp tus,  
a n d  c y p r e s s .  S c a r l e t  
bouganvilla ,  banana trees 
and oth(‘r tropical jilaiits 
b r igh ten  the scene

Homes in parts  of the i ity 
are priced from $5(1(1,(HKI in 
to several million I le.irn- 
ed tha t  a "m oderate ly  pric­
ed"  house in .Santa Barbara  
sells for around  $2(M),(K)0

The p r ice  of h o us ing  
m akes this  town one of the 
most expensive jilaces in 
•\merii a to live in But

County, and g 
the ca r  is a bit i hi .uioi 
G r o c e r i e s  w e r e  a l s o  
cheaper - espeiia l ly  fresh 
fruits and vegetables Thi-y 
were everyw here  in abun 
dance - tas ty  and colorful 1 
th ink  California must shij) 
out produce that the local 
people w on 't  buy

I was not around long 
before I learned of the main 
issue which confronts tin- 
local citizens - whethi-r to 
keep a "no  g row th"  policy 
and save the  beauty  of this 
spi*cial place, or let in more 
industry  and housing.

Most natives  favored no 
more growth, but all I met 
told me sadly th a t  things 
w'ere a lready  out of hand- 
the a rea  was too crowded 
and they  feared for the 
worst.

Editor ia ls  in the daily 
n e w s p a p e r  a p p e a r e d  to  
favo r  a g ro w th  policy. 
"E ase  the  to u rn iq u e t ,"  said 
one E d i to r ia l .  " G r o w th  
res tra in ts  a re  choking life 
from the  South Coast."

A nother  ar ticle  said tha t 
the Water Board - which 
had ju s t  denied a iarge 
housing development - was 
in the business of determ in  
ing land use policy ra th e r  
than  p rovid ing  w ate r

"L e t te rs  to  the Editor"  
reflected s trong feelings 
S e v e r a l ,  i n c lu d in g  one  
from Elizabeth, referred  to 
the  sad  end of a b i t te r  fight 
to  save a s tr ip  of wild  land 
along the  (x-ean nor th  of 
w here  I was s taying. The 
issue was decided by a 
referendum , in which the 
env ironm enta lis ts  lost by a 
few votes.

.11 drove me about five 
nines north  of the  city, then 
up a winding road beside

c a n y o n ,  w i t h  a v a c a d o  
groves flanking the  road. 
We were headed in to  a jagg­
ed line of m oun ta ins  15 
miles away

The road sp ira led  higher, 
leaving avacado and lemon

rul es behind Large oaks 
.jipai.il appeared  on 

uie sti I p hills.
The patches of grass were 

b r ig h t  g ree n  f ro m  th e  
w in te r  rains. There were a 
few cedar, but no pines, 
.lohn informed me tha t  we 
were on the no r th  side of 
l.os Padres National P ark  
Soon scattered  horse and 
ca ttle  ranches were the ony 
sign of habita t ion .

The narrow  asphalt  p av e­
ment went in to  hairp in  
Clines. It seemed s trange 
to find such a beat-up, u n ­
m arked  road leading to  an 
im portan t  spot. It a p ­
peared tha t  every effort 
was being m ade to  keep the 
area  inconspicious. I could 
hard ly  imagine a lot of peo­
ple on th is  hazardous road. 
No w onder the  President 
used a helicopter.

Several fat,  tam e,  mixed 
b reed  ca tt le  w ere  c ru n ­
ching on grass beside the  
road They had no brand. 
.-\fter ano ther  b rea th tak in g  
c u r v e  w e  r e a c h e d  a 
beautifu l oak forest on top 
of the  m oun ta in .  These 
C a l i fo rn ia  l iv e o ak  h ave  
small,  glossy leaves, and 
hard  dense wood.

To one side of the  road 
stood a rock gate w ith  a 
heavily  secured entrance. 
A high fence protected  each 
ride, and the re  appeared  to 
be  s o p h i s t i c a t e d
survelliance equ ipm ent all 
around. I guessed there 
W'ere p lenty of au tom atic  
cameras, poin ting  r ight at 
me.

We judged th is  to  be 
" H e a g a n ’s g a t e " .  T here  
w'as no sign of a house, 
however, o r  any hum an  
tiearby.

It was a beau tifu l  place - 
but hard ly  a typical w'ork- 
iiig ca tt le  ranch. As we 
drove aw'ay 1 wondered 
how much the  P residen t 
and Mrs. Heagan would 
ever  stay in th is  remote 
location.

Fishing Outdoors
By Terry WiJson -

C'alavrrM Lake Producing 
More Largrmouths

Calaveras Lake, a power 
plant reservoir on the out­
skirts of San Antonio, is 
improving its production 
of largemouth bass in spite 
of heavy fishing pressure

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department fishery techni­
cian John Wray said an 
electrofishing survey dur­
ing October resulted in the 
eollection-of more than 158 
btr»*pir-4iour, an increase 
of 26 percent over 1986.

Wray said he believes 
three factors contributed to 
the lake’s improved pro­
ductivity. "The slot limit 
established in 1981 has 
helped protect fish bet­
ween 14 and 18 inches 
long," Wray said. "Bass of 
this size are prime brood 
fish ’’

Secondly, Calaveras bass 
had a good spawn in spring 
1987 "The third factor was 
growth and recruitment 
(survival and growth of 
fingerlings tocatchable siz­
ed fish)

The third factor was 
enhanced by improved 
habitat conditions This in­
cluded a two-foot rise in 
the lake level that flooded 
terrestrial vegetation, and 
a substantial increase in 
aquatic vegetation "This 
survey shows that good 
habitat combined with 
harvest regulations can 
produce conditions similar 
to a new lake," Wray said.

Take 
these out, making room for 
duplicates of successful 
lures or even new ones.

Rod care at this time can 
be simple by using a mild 
bucket of soap and water 
and a good soft rag. Rinse 
your rods down good after 
cleaning with fresh water
