J. K. Adams. County Agent, 
this week took cognizance of 
the increasing use of 2.4-D in 
weed control and suggested 
that The Journal might well 
print a list of precautions 
which have been drawn up by 
M. K. Thornton, Extension 
Agricultural Chemist and A.
A. Dunlay, head of the Division 
of Plant Pathology and Physi­
ology, Extension Service.
He pointed out that since use of 

the chemical is fairly new, farmers 
may damage their own or a neigh­
bor’s crop in spraying 2,4-D.

The precautions are as follows:
1. Do not use 2, 4-D dusts under 

Jany conditions. They drift easily 
' and far.

2. The ester forms of 2,4-D are 
not recommended. They give off 
fumes readily.

3. Small liquid particles may 
drift in air currents. Dust blowing 
from a field sprayed with 2,4-D 
may carry harmful particles. De­
layed drift effects may occur fol­
lowing changes in direction of the 
wind.

4. For ground sprayers, nozzles 
producing coarse particles are 
most desirable; use pressures be­
low 40 lb. per sq. inch; do not ap­
ply in wind velocity greater than
5 mi. per hour when susceptible 
crops are within one half mile 
downwind or one eighth mile up­
wind (to susceptible crops).

5. No 2,4-D should be released 
frorh an airplane (either dellib- 
erately or accidentally) at alti­
tudes .higher than 10 feet above 
the ground, when wind velocities 
are greater or the distance from 
susceptible plants is less than the
ollowing: Up to 5 miles per houi 

downwind 1 mile, upwind 1-4 mile;
6 to 10 miles per hour, downwind 
2 miles, upwind 1-8 mile.

In communities having inter­
mixed small fields of susceptible 
and non-susceptible crops, it is 
difficult to meet the conditions set 
forth under paragraphs 4 and 5 
above.

Licenses Due To 
Be Renewed Sept. 1

AUSTIN, Aug. 8. The chief
clerk of the Game, Fish and Oys­
ter Commission said today all but 
eight of the 39 licenses issued by 
the Commission, including those 
for hunting and fishing, will be re­
newable September 1.

The license revenue provides a 
substantial part of the funds for 
Commission activities.

The Game Department’s staff is 
now busy readying the licenses for 
distribution. The actual sales are 
made generally by game wardens, 
county clerks and licensed depu­
ties mainly in retail stores of the 
state. Only nine of the 39 kinds 
of licenses are sold at the Austin 
headquarters.

Considerable Commission reve­
nue comes from the §1.65 individ­
ual fishing license and from the 
$2.15 so-called Mg game hunting 
license. The $2.00 resident hunting 
license represents only a small 
part of the collections. This is 
because the comparativly new big 
game license covers all kinds of 
hunting, except anto'ope which 
calls for a special tee of $5.00.

Personal Hygiene 
Protects Health #

Austin, August 8 In addition to 
general instructions for community 
sanitation which are important in 
preventing polyomyelitis, Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, State Health Officer, today 
issued an urgent warning to every 
individual in Texas to practice 
strict personal hygiene to protect 
his own health and that of those 
about him.

“Of course, cleanliness and per­
sonal hygiene are ordinarily taken 
for granted,” Dr. Cox said, “but 
at this time with the Incidence of 
poliomyelitis having reached a 
total of 1395 cases, I would like to 
re-emphasize some personal sani­
tary measures which may help in 
preventing the spread of this crip­
pling and often fatal disease.”

The State Health Officer stressed 
the importance of scrupulous clean­
liness of the person. Frequent bath­
ing and immaculately clean cloth­
ing are vitally necessary. Oral hy­
giene with thorough brushing of 
the teeth and the use of a mild 
antiseptic are recommended. The 
nasal passages should be kept 
clean and dental defects corrected 
immediately.

Sanitation and thorough cleanli­
ness in the home are instinctive 
with the average housewife, but 
at this time their importance to 
health must be re-emphasized. 
Home sanitation includes those 
taken-for-granted measures as 
washing the dishes in hot soapy 
water and rinsing them in hot 
dear water; keeping sinks, bath­
tub; and fixtures scoured clean 
a.i.l rinsed with a mild antiseptic 
s t’ution; sunning and niri-.g bed 
clo*he$, ridding the home of flies, 
rats and roaches which, since polio- 
meylitis is believed to be a filth- 
borne disease, are suspected as 
being responsible for transmission.

“ If good personal hygiene is 
combined with good community 
sanitation and hygiene, it is hard 
for any disease to get a foothold," 
Dr. Cox said. "With such a dread 
disease as poliomyelitis prevalent 
in the state, no precaution should 
be overlooked and no bars should 
be left down for its entrance.”

Committeemen

Although PMA committeemen 
elections are three or four months 
away, it is not too early to begin 
thinking about the selection of 
farmers to administer the 1951 
Agricultural Conservation and oth­
er productijn and Marketing Ad- 

- ministration programs, says B. F. 
Vance, chairman of the Texas 
State PMA Committee.

Chairman Vance holds that the 
provision for farmers to elect their 
neighbors as committeemen — to 
administer farm programs i »  one 
of the most significant and pro­
gressive developments in agricul- 

I ture. He adds, however, that “Un- 
I less farmers give careful consider­
ation to the selections of commit- 

Iteemen and participate in elect­
ions, the administration of the 
farm program is not truly demo­
cratic nor representative."

He calls attention to the fact 
that many administrative positions 
in the Nation’s agricultural struct­
ure ranging from state committee­
men to the Under Secretary of Ag­
riculture have been filled from 
committeemen ranks indicating 
the important place the relatively 
new farmer-administrative system 
has attained.
As representatives of the farmers 
in their community, the chairman 
points out, community committee­
men are called into consultation to 
discuss and recommendations on 
provisions of the various PMA pro­
grams as well as to help carry out 
the resulting programs in their 
communities.

County committeemen, he ex­
plains, are largely elected from the 
ranks of the community commit­
teemen, and these farmers admin­
ister PMA programs on a county 
level.

State committeemen, although 
appointed by the Secretary of Ag­
riculture, usually are selected from 
the county committee ranks. State 
committees administer PMA pro­
grams at the state level and have 
.a voice in formulating and admin­
istering national programs.

A study of the parasite infestation 
of calves on pasture has led C. D. 
Grinnels and J. L. Moore of North 
Carolina to three main conclusions:
(1) calves under ten months of age 
should not be turned on pasture;
(2) calf pastures should be rotated j 
to reduce the parasite intake; and
(3) calf pastures should be grazed j 
part of the time by horses, mules j 
or by mature cattle.

Parasite populations build up very ' 
rapidly on calf pastures, the inves­
tigators found. The increase was 
most rapid on heavily grazed plots, 
these showing almost double the 
parasite population as the lightly 
grazed plot.

Calves under ten months are ex­
tremely susceptible to parasite at­
tack. Rotating pastures and grazing 
them with mature animals cuts 
down the population. Mature cattle 
have an age immunity.

COLLEGE STATION, August 8 - 
A four point program for improving 
cotton ginning is now being pro­
moted on a belt-wide basis, accord­
ing to F. E. Lichte, extension cot­
ton gin specialist of Texas A. & 
M. College.

This program was initiated be­
cause ■-of complaints received from 
the spinners about the spinning 
qualities of the 1949 cotton crop.

Lichte says that the first 
point irr the program is to 
maintain uniform loose rolls.
In addition to giving batter 
grades of cotton and higher 
income for the product, this 
practice reduces the power 
cost of ginning.
The overflow should be kept to 

a minimum. A by-pass on ginning 
machinery allows overflow cotton 
to be ginned without the redrying 
and recleaning which often cause 
two-sided bales and damage to the 
cotton fiber.

If the valves and by-passes aie 
installed in the ginning machinery, 
a selection of machines is possible, 
and only the necessary equipment 
must be used. Rough or machine- 
harvested cotton may require the 
use of 12 to 22 cleaning cylinders 
plus extractors. Clean hand-picked 
cotton should be handled carefully 
and with less equipment.

Only enough drying should be 
used to insure smooth ginning. 
Green, damp or dew-laden cottons 
require drying only for smooth 
preparation. Mid-season trashy or 
machine-harvested cottons may re­
quire extra drying for better clean­
ing. Late-season harvested, wea­
ther damaged cotton can stand 
more drying than earlier premium 
cottons. Net values from drying 
should be measured in terms of 
both grade benefits and weight

and the warning signals furnished 
by nature shouid be heeded, for 
your future happiness may well 
depend upon whether or not you 
observe these ■ signals.

According to Mrs. Johnson, medi­
cal authorities say that the body 
as a whole functions slower and 
somewhat differently and that not 
quite so much tood is needed to 
keep the human machine function­
ing properly during this period. 
What folks eat is largely deter­
mined by habit, and if habits are 
followed, overeating usually results 
and that brings trouble.

She suggests smaller serv­
ings and fewer calories and 
that foods which are high in 
vitamins, minerals and the ac­
cessory factors be used. Over­
weight is one of the most com­
mon nutritional diseases of this 
period of life and in most 
cases, is caused from eating 
too much.
The middle-aged person usually 

requires less sleep and this means 
that adjustments have to be made. 
There is more time for reading, 
listening to the radio or just for 
relaxation and rest. This matter 
of rest is very important and there 
is a need for balancing rest with 
the activities that one performs. 
The best con server of energy is to 
stop and rest whenever you feel 
fatigued. Short rest periods during 
the working hours make it pos­
sible for the older person to ac­
complish much more and at the 
same time leaves them feeling 
much better, Mrs. Johnson points 
out.

Violent exercise such as parti­
cipating in active sports and lifting 
heavy loads should be taken in 
broken doses. Too much such exer­
cise can be very harmful to the 
body and its proper functioning. 
On the other hand, regular exercise, 
not too strenuous, will help to 
keep the muscles, bones and joints 
supple and in good condition.

Regular physical check ups for 
those in this age group are rec­
ommended. This age can become 
(he most profitable and enjoyable 
period of life if the rules of good 
health are followed and the ad­
vantages lhat go with experience, 
judgment, maturity and more leis­
ure time are fully utilized by the 
individual, according to the spec­
ialist.

AUSTIN, August 5—Texas’ al­
ready vastly improved public school 
system will be on an even higher 
level during the 1950-51 school 
year it was predicted here today.

More classroom facilities and 
more and better trained teachers 
will be available, it was pointed 
out by L. P. Sturgeon, state as­
sociate commissioner of education.

Under the new Gilmer- 
Aikin laws which went into 
effect last fall the teaching 
staft was increased by 2,000 
and more than half of the 
school districts of the state 
added to their classroom facil­
ities.
An additional 1,500 teachers w ill 

bo hired for the next school year. 
Sturgeon said. A survey disclosed 
m any more schools w ill increase 
their facilities, Sturgeon also said.

Increase in pay for teachers has 
added to their morale and made 
the profession far more attractive 
to young people, Sturgeon pointed 
out. More young people are pre­
paring for careers as teachers and 
these better trained instructors 
will be available in larger numbers 
next year to replace retiring in­
structors and those less adequately 
trained, according to Sturgeon.

School districts which met the 
requirements of state law in order 
to receive additional financial aid 
from the state had a teacher for 
every twenty-five pupils in average 
daily attendance during the last 
school year, but many districts 
were forced to put pupils on a 
half-time basis.

"This will be partly alleviated 
during the 1950-51 school year by 
the construction of more class­
rooms and the availability of more 
teachers,” Sturgeon said.

"This will add to the great bene­
fits derived by a great many of our 
school children in the last school 
term through their being in smaller 
classes, where they could get more 
personal attention.

"During the 1948-43 school 
year a survey conducted by 
the Texas State Teachers As­
sociation disclosed that more 
than half of the classrooms in 
the entire state were bally 
over-crowded.
Sturgeon also had high praise for 

the state’s teachers.
"While the pay increases under 

the Gilmer-Aikin laws averaged 
only 3500 for teachers, their morale 
is at the highest in the history of 
Texas,’’ he said.

“ I can see that in their interest 
in and their attendance of profes­
sional meetings I have attended 
throughout the entire state.

"Superintendents are almost un­
animous in their reports of the 
willingness of teachers to accept 
additional assignments and to par­
ticipate in extra-curricular activi­
ties.

“Teachers are satisfied and are 
proud of their profession. That 
means better education for our 
children in rooms presided over by 
well-trained instructors. It is only 
reasonable that happy, efficient 
teachers can do far more in im­
parting knowledge than dissatis­
fied, inefficient persons.

Increased enrollment in courses 
leading to degrees in education in

the state’s colleges was also point­
ed to by Sturgeon as an indication 
of the attractiveness of the teach­
ing profession in Texas schools 
now, with its resulting benefits to 
the children.

Home Loans

4 per cent mortgage financing is 
lacking, and in which eligible vet­
erans of World War 2 may qualify 
for direct government mortgage 
loans ns provided by a recent act 
o f Congress, were designated to­
day by the Veterans Administrat­
ion. The eligible areas, virtually 
all of which are metropolitan cen­
ters, include about 2,200 of the 
3,100 counties in the United States.

000 veterans, or 30r percent of those 
still eligible for GI loan benefits, 
reside in those areas. The Housing 
Act of 1950 made available $150, 
000,000, in areas where V-A found 
that 4 percent financing from pri­
vate souices is not obtainable. In 
addition to location in such an 
area, the following conditions must 
be met;

1. The veteran must not prev­
iously have used any part of his 
GI loan guaranty entitlement;

2. The loan may not exceed $10, 
000;

3. The veteran must be a satis­
factory credit risk, and the month­
ly payments <Jn his mortgage must 
bear a proper relationship to his
income.

4. He must show that he is un­
able to obtain 4 percent financ­
ing from other sources, including 
loans from the Secretary of Agri­
culture in the case of farm hous­
ing.

As in the case of other GI loans, 
the V-A direct loan bears 4 per­
cent interest, may be made repay­
able over periods up to 30 years, 
and the veteran receives a grat­
uity credit of 4 per cent of the a- 
mount which ordinarly would have 
been guaranteed by V-A, up to a 
maximum of $160.

T ie G7 V-A regional offices which 
administer the GI loan guaranty 
program in their respective reg­
ions have been furniched a de­
tailed listing of the areas in which 
veterans may apply for direct 
loans. Veterans who wish to ap­
ply for a direct home loan should 
write to the Loan Guaranty Off­
icer at the nearest V-A Regional 
Office, stating the location and 
price of the property and the a- 
mount of the loan which will be 
required to finance the purchace 
or construction of the home. The 
V-A Office will supply an appli­
cation form. The areas designated 
as eligible for direct loans were 
selected on the basis of records 
showing the relative unavailability 
of GI home loans for veterans 
from private sources, as well as 
upon recommendations of the 
Regional Loan Guaranty Officers 
who are familiar with current lend­
ing activity in their regions.

V-A stressed that mere submiss­
ion of an application for a direct 
loan does not assure that it will 
be granted, even if the property 
desired is in a designated area. 
Both the property and the credit 
of the veteran will have to meet 
V-A standards.

V-A cautioned each veteran not 
to invest in land or materials or 
make a deposit on the assumption 
that he will receive a direct loan. 
Every applicant should wait until 
he hears from the V-A Regional 
Office handling his application.

V-A indicated that if time and 
funds permit, changes in the list 
of designated areas for direct loans 
will be made as the availability 
of private capital improves or falls 
below acceptable standards. Of the 
$150,000,000 made available for di­
rect loans, $100,000,000 has been 
allocated for the use in the desig­
nated areas. The balance will be 
allocated to the areas where the 
greatest relative need is evident 
as the program progresses.

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HOARDING IS SILLY

Several days ago we remarked 
in these columns that hoarding of 
commodities by consumers in the 
United States is not only selfish 
but silly. Evidence accumulates to 
prove the point.

Example: In Allegan, Mich., a 
man lugged 250 pounds of sugar 
into a store and asked to exchange 
it for a fresh supply. He had

hoarded it all through World War 
II. Presumably, before now it was 
hard and lumpy.

Another example: A storekeeper 
in Washington, to test a theory, 
offered five-pound bags of sugar 
for 98 cents. A line formed and ho 
sold 800 pounds while two stores 
across the street, selling the same 
amount for 59 cents, reported no 
unusual business.

The situation in some respects 
resembles a run on a perfectly 
solvent bank. The "bank” in this 
case is not only in a position to 
meet all legitimate demands but 
has an enormous surplus not ol 
"heavy sugar” but of refined, gran­
ulated, cube, powdered, confection­
ers’, light brown, dark brown, raw 
sugar, and blackstrap molasses 
piled up back through the ware­
houses and refineries to the cane 
and beet fields of Louisiana, Colo­
rado, Cuba, Puerto Rico, Hawaii, 
and the Phillipines.

One trouble about hoarding, just 
to be cynical about it, is that un­
less one were exceptionally well- 
informed and perceptive about 
commodities, he would be likely to 
hoard things that would be plenti­
ful and be caught up along with 
everybody else on such shortages 

j as might develop. Even if he 
, guessed right, he would scarcely 
have the admiration of his com­
patriots.

COLLEGE STATION, Aug. 3—In 
most sections of Texas, there are 
from 60 to 90 days of good grow­
ing weather during the fall sea­
son and that is sufficient to grow 
a good fall garden. Today’s high 
prices may mean, says, John Hut­
chison, extension horticulturist of 
Texas A. & M. College, that if 
we don’t grow our vegetables, we 
may not have them.

He says in most areas of the 
state there is more art to growing 
a fall garden than a spring garden 
when nature may be in a more 
cooperative mood. He points out 
there is real satisfaction in having 
cool, crisp, tender fresh vegetables 
on the family table for the vita­
mins and minerals they supply not 
only add that fresh color to the 
cheeks but are just naturally good 
for everyone. Then there is another 
very important item, that fall gar­
den will cut dollars aplenty from 
the family’s food bill.

August weather is not al- 
wrys well-suited for outdoor 
work but now is the time to 
begin operations. It is best, 
says Hutchinson, to start with 
some of the old spring vege­
tables provided they can’ be 
rejuvenated and made to pro­
duce on into the fall. Tomatoes, 
okra, peppers, and egg plants 
if properly cared for will mcTxe 
good production records in the 
fall.
The soil around each individual 

plant should be worked and at the 
same time an application of about 
a half teacup of some complete 
fertilizer like 5-10-5 should be 
made.Work it into the soil, then 
put a two to three inch mulch of 
hay or similar material around the 
plant. The mulch will help to con­
serve moisture and to keep the 
ground cool. They should be irri­
gated every 5 to 7 days.

In the case of tomatoes, Hutchi­
son says it is best to select two or 
three suckers or sprouts that are 
growing near the base of the old 
plant and then remove the parts 
of the old plant which have lost 
their vigor. Give them the same 
treatment recommended for re- 
juvinating other plants.

Before new plantings are 
made, he says the garden area

should be cleaned up. Remove 
all trash, weeds and grass and 
if barnyard fertilizer is avail­
able broadcast a three or 
four inch layer over the plot 
and either spade or plow it 
under. In areas where com­
mercial fertilizers can be used, 
he recommends the use of 
three to four pounds of 5-10-5 
for each 100 feet of row space.
It should be applied prior to 
planting.
Dry weather complicates the seed] 

bed building but a thorough irriga­
tion will help solve the problem. 
He says you’ll be wise to use 
from 20 to 25 per cent more seed 
than you do in the spring and to 
cover the seed a little deeper.

Hutchison cautions against over- 
planting and says the wise gar­
dener is one who plants just what 
he can properly take care of. Pre­
pare tne rows so irrigation water 
can be run down the middles and 
at the same time make the beds 
high enough to keep vegetables 
from drowning 'out when the 
heavy fall rains come. Cheek your
