Deciding About Your Hospital
by Congressman 

Charles Stenholm

Over the past two years, 
there has been no issue of 
greater concern to the resi­
dents of the 17th Congres­
sional District of Texas, and 
therefore to me, than the sur­
vival of hospitals and other 
forms of health care in our 
rural areas. Eastland now 
faces the question so many of 
our other communities are 
facing: Do we want to hold 
on to our hospital, and if so. 
how can we go about doing 
it?

It comes as no surprise that 
tlie possibility of a hospital 
closing its doors is often very 
alarm ing to a community. The 
danger posed by such an event 
can threaten not only individ­
ual lives but the life of the 
entire community as well. A 
national study recently com­
pleted by the American Hos­
pital Ass(x:iation revealed that 
oftenextraordinary hardship, 
particularly for the elderly and 
the working poor, results from 
the closure of a rural commu­
nity hospital.

Despite the reputation of 
good, healthy living those of 
us who reside in rural areas 
enjoy, the facts show some 
startling figures indicating 
how much we need access to 
health care. For example, did 
you know that the death rate 
from accidental injuries in 
most rural areas is over twice 
the rale for the largest cities? 
Or consider the fact that 
almost two of every three 
deaths involving motor ve­
hicles occur in rural areas. Or

perhaps you would be sur­
prised to learn that although 
farm workers constitute only 
4 percent of total U.S. work- 
en , 38 percent of all machin­
ery-related deaths occur on 
farms. When iLs Daddy who 
just had a tractor accident or 
Mama who is ready to deliv­
ery her baby or Junior who 
broke his arm on the football 
field or Grandma who needs 
regular physician care, we 
suddenly consider the impor­
tance of available heal th care.

On a larger scale, the life of 
a community can also be at 
stake.

Often the largest or second 
largest employer in the com­
munity, a rural hospital’s 
closure can substantially in­
crease unemployment and 
decrease the value of the 
overall income and lax base 
in the area. In addition, busi­
nesses considering relocating 
to small communities arc 
unlikely to choose a commu­
nity without a hospital. Nor 
are physicians or other health 
care professional likely to 
settle where no hospital ex­
ists.

So that’s the bad news; now 
where is the good news? The 
good news is that all across 
the CounU7 , including here 
in Washington, people arc 
seeing the rural health care 
problem and trying to deter­
mine what portion of the so­
lution they can contribute.

Three years ago, there were 
handful of Members of the 
House of Representatives 
who started talking about the 
problems facing rural hospi­
tals and doctors. Now, this

Spring more than 1(X) Mem­
bers of the house Rural Health 
Care Coalition and I joined 
together to introduce a pack­
age of legislation to bring 
relief to rural health care. 
Some of the solutions we 
came up with during the last 
two years have started bring­
ing some measure of relief to 
hospitals, but we still have a 
long way to go. I stand ready 
to continue fighting this battle 
as long as it takes.

At the State level, the most 
recent Legislature passed an 
omnibus rural health care 
measure seeking additional 
ways to preserve access to 
health care. The results of 
these new state laws should 
soon be evident.

At the local level, one of 
the many things your own 
hospital adminisuator and 
board recently tackled was 
the formidable la.sk of writ­
ing a lengthy application for a 
“rural transition grant” to 
bring additional federal funds 
to your hospital.

But despite all of these 
efforts, it may well be that the 
most important players in

deciding the fate of a commu­
nity hospital are the residents 
themselves. Not every com­
munity feels that it needs a | 
hospital, and that decision 
should certainly be theirs to 
make. I'he extensive hospital 
construction that was encour­
aged by the government back 
during the 1960$ established 
a system which may be un- 
supportable in todays eco­
nomic environmenL

The decision about access 
to health care which a com­
munity makes should not be 
made lightly. Either decision, 
to keep or to forego a local 
hospital, is a costly one and 
every taxpayer should care­
fully consider the costs and 
benefits involved on both 
sides. While such a decision 
may seem a heavy responsi­
bility. we are indeed fortu­
nate to live in a land where 
such self-determination is a 
privilege we enjoy.

Be sure that as an Ameri­
can anda residentof Eastland, 
you act on those privileges 
and responsibilities to decide: 
Our hospital — shall we keep 
it or let it go?

It was a blistering after­
noon, but the visitors (all 
hatless) survived their time 
on the grounds with high 
spirits. All seemetl impressed 
w ith Dyess and the south west­
ern ho.spitality.

Major Mary Beth Kilgore, 
Dyess Public Affau'sOllicer, 
welcomed area journalists to 
the news conference. Con­
gressman Stenholm intro­
duced Speaker Foley and the 
other Representatives, say ing 
that It was vital forCongress- 
man to visit in Districts other 
than their ow n.

Foley agreed, saying that 
on the airplane down Sten­
holm had informed him of 
some of the problems of the 
oil and ga.s industry, as well

as other matters critical to the 
17th Congressional District

I'hc Speaker said he was 
from Spokane, Washington, 
in the eastern part of the stale. 
There were some similarities 
between his and Congress­
man Stenholm’s District, 
Foley .said. They were about 
the same si/e, and each had a 
lot of agriculture. Much of 
the Spokane area consists of 
wheat fanning, but also has 
some cattle and irrigated 
farming.

When asked about his opin­
ion of the aircraft at Dyess, 
Foley called the B-1 a “truly 
impressive aircraft” but said 
there had been criticism with 
some of the plane* s elec u-onic 
systems. He said he hoped 
these problems could be cor­
rected.

The Speaker didn’t seem 
as sure about the B-2 stealth 
bomK'r, but said congress will 
.’ivc It another yeau and then

come to some decision.
He said the MX Rail Garri­

son System is being consid­
ered, and a House-Senate 
Conference hoped to resolve 
the questions in several 
weeks.

Foley chuckled as he re­
marked that Fairchild Airbase 
in Spokane is one of the Air­
bases on the list requesting 
the System, as well as Dyess 
Air Base.

The Speaker made no 
mention of Jim Wright’s res­
ignation of this post recently, 
or the circumstances sur­
rounding iL But he did say 
that the lack of progress re­
ported in Congress isn’t as 
bad as it seems.

“What happened is that the 
Congress has really gotten 
back to a good work sched­
ule," Foley said. “We *ve been 
moving on all the legislation. 
I think we’ve made up for the 
loss of time we suffered ear­

lier in the year.”
He added that “the back- 

stabbing atmosphere” is gone 
from Congress. Stenholm 
nodded in agreement

When asked about Presi­
dent Bush’s drug plan, Foley 
praised the proposal. He also 
said that the President has 
bipartisan support, and that 
“reports of criticism from 
House Democrats may have 
been blown out of propor­
tion.”

On whether any equipment 
from Dyess will be sent to 
Columbia, Foley said that was 
a matter for the Airforce and 
Department of Defense. But 
he did think the President was 
to be congratulated for taking 
a strong stand on the drug 
menace.

Before he left the Confer­
ence Room Foley was asked 
about the Health-Care crisis 
in rural counties such as 
Eastla

should be some encouraging 
announcements shortly,
Foley said.

This was another matter he 
and Stenholm had discus.sed 
while coming down on the 
plane - and one of the most 
urgent, the W ashington 
Democrat added.

An Airforce officer was 
rounding up theCongres.smen 
for another flight, so Foley 
and the other visitors con­
cluded their discussions and 
visiting. But the personal 
contact between news media 
and the Congressmen seemed 
to make an impression on bcuh 
groups.

Texas small business incubator fund 
in the state treasury. The Texas 
agricultural fund would be used to 
provide financial assistance to de­
velop, increase, improve, or expand 
the production, processing, market­
ing, or export of crops or products 
grown or produced in Texas by 
Texas agricultural businesses.

The financial assistance 
offered by both funds could include 
loan guarantees, insurance, coinsur­
ance, loans, and indirect loans or 
purcha.ses or acceptances of assign­
ments of loans or other obligation’̂. 
To carry out the Texas product de­
velopment fund, the legislature 
could authorize loans, loan guaran­
tees, and equity investments, and the 
issuance of up to $25 million of gen­
eral obligation bond.s for initial 
funding. To carry out the Texas 
small businef- incubator fund, the 
legislature could authorial* loans and 
grants of money, and the Issuance of 
up to $20 million of g«*neral obliga­
tion bonds for initial funding.

Bonds authorized under this 
amendment would be paid out of the 
first money om  ng into the treasury 
in each fis« al year that is not other­
wise appropriated by the constitu­
tion, less any amount in any interest 
and sink.ng account at the end of the 
preceding fiscal year that is pledged 
to payment of the bonds or interest.

Senate Joint Resolution 24 pro­
poses a constitu ional amendment 
that would allow he legislature to 
authorize the issuance of up to $400 
million in general obligation bonds. 
The proceeds of the bonds could be 
used to acquire, construct, or equip 
new corrections institutions, mental 
health and mental retardation in­
stitutions, youth corrections institu­
tions, and statewide law enfoiTcment 
facilities and to repair and renovate 
existing facilities of those institu­
tions.

451 names of people who 
• I'txi.sc the location of the 
facility here.

I'hey also brought a Reso­
lution from the City of Car- 
Ion opposing the pnson, and 
a Rcsoluuon from theCarbon 
School Board not to support 
the prison.

The site presented to the 
Texas Department ol Correc­
tions for the 2500-bcd Prison 
is a 1.000 acre tract of land 
near Carbon at a projected 
cost of S650.000. The land 
would be donated to the State. 
This proposal was carried to 
Austin by the Eastland 
County Economic Develop­
ment Council with Dr. Char­
les Barnes as Project Man­
ager.

The petition brought by 
Mrs. Bullock stated that a 
prison would “strain re­
sources of school, law en­
forcement. hospitals, water.

Health And Human Services Legislation
By Bob Glasgow

In the areas of health and 
human services one of the 
most important measures 
passed by the 71st Legisla­
ture was House Bill IS.known 
as the Omnibus Health Care 
Rescue Act. This legislation 
was passed in order to help 
rural hospitals stay open and 
to ensure that quality medical 
care is available to rural 
Texans.

Recently, a number of ru­
ral hospitals have closed their 
doors, leaving many commu­
nities without easy access to 
medical care. In addition, a 
crisis has developed in rural 
Texas due to a shortage of 
medical doctors and nurses. 
As a ntember of the Rural 
health Care Caucus, passage 
of a rural health care bill was 
a top priority for me during 
the 71st Legislature, and HB 
18 should do much in the way 
of easing the health care cri­
sis in Texas.

The nuyor provisions of HB 
18 include; the provision for 
the indemnification by the 
state of health care profes­
sionals for medical malprac­
tice claims up to $ 100,000 for 
care relating to the birth of a 
child; (vovides for a premium 
discount for certain health 
care professionals who pro­
vide 10% or more care on a 
charity basis and establishes 
the Center for Rural health 
Initiatives.

Also included in this bill 
are provisions requiring; the 
Texas Higher Education 
Coordinating Board, the 
Center for Rural Health Ini­
tiatives, medical schools and 
other institutions to cooper­
ate in improving and expand­
ing programs in rural areas; 
insurers to develop a proce­
dure for reconsideration of a 
rate or premium charged a 
health care provider or physi­
cian for professional liability

insurance coverage and re­
quires the bureau of emer­
gency management of the 
Texas Department of Health 
to develop and maintain a 
statewide emergency medi­
cal services and trauma care 
system.

In addition to HB 18, a 
number of other bills were 
passed by the 71st Legisla­
ture regarding health and 
human services that will 
impact residents of the 22nd 
Senatorial District 

HEALTH
SB IIS prohibits the sale 

of tobacco to persons under 
18 years of age.

SB 312 provides for the 
regulation of emergency 
medical services providers.

SB 332 provides that the 
Texas Department of Health 
may request criminal history 
checks of employees of cer­
tain facilities that serve the 
elderly or disabled. This bill

provides that conviction bars 
employment, with certain 
exceptions, and provides for 
the confidentiality of records.

SB 444 provides that plas­
tic containers must be manu­
factured or distributed with a 
code that identifies the type 
of plastic resin used in their 
manufacture. This will aid in 
increasing the amount of plas­
tics thatare recycled inTexas.

SB 671 provides that cer­
tain prohibiting laws do not 
apply to dialysates, devices 
or drugs used for dialysis, and 
requiring the promulgation of 
rules to provide for the safe 
disoibution of such items.

SB 788 allows a physician 
to supply a patient with free 
samples of a pharmaceutical.

SB 907 creates new law 
allowing for the creation, 
administration, powers, du­
ties, operations and fmanc ing 
of hospital districts.

SB 9S9 is the omnibus

In 1913 Gladys, William 
and I had our first Christmas, 
saw our first Santa Claus. We 
were told later that Walter 
Brown was Santa Claus. He 
worked at the water plam with 
my dad.

I don’t remember all the 
peoples names. Bob Mancil 
of Cisco was Maurice 
Mancil* s father. The Swizters 
raised him. In 1932 I talked 
with Maurice in Abilene, 
Texas.

June the 15th 1915 our 
family arrived in Paducah 
Cottle Co. Texas to live for 
almost four years. In 1918 
my dad heard there was aoil 
boom in Eastland made a trip 
to Eastland Co. worked for 
Humble Oil Co. building Co. 
houses the big job was in 
C i ^ .  '

In the spring of 1919 the 
mother and4 kids made a trip 
back to Mangum. you see we 
still had our first home there, 
for three months I worked for 
Mrs. Dave Switzer in the 
water plant milked cows on a 
dairy ^hfxit two miles north-
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east of town. Salary $1.50 per 
day.

At night some of us boy’s 
unloaded lumber from box­
cars for an oil co. I remember 
a couple than ran the rooming 
house in 1919. The lady did 
the cooking for the roomers 
that worked in the oilfield, 
the man drove a team a horse 
and mule. One was bad to 
balk.

I think the names were 
Foster from Lueders Jones 
County, Texas. A man named 
Earnest married Dorothy 
Foster. She and my mother 
were good friends. Mr. Ear­
nest worked fortl>e railroad. 
This happened in about 1913 
to 1915.

Mrs. Foster owned a small 
dog name Pup. They had a 
few chickens so when Pup 
heard a hen cackling he would 
search out the nest bring the 
eggs and place them by the 
back door steps.

And as most boys I had a 
few pets.

- ' A pet pig: Ob boy, what a 
pest and a pet crew pest No. 2. 
After he learned to fly, we 
had a wooden water bucket 
hanging on front porch he 
would light on the bucket for 
a drink and then change ends. 
We had to move the water 
bucket.

On July the 6th 19191 had 
my 13th birthday. We moved 
back to Paducah that fall.

Thats the time 1 saw or 
heard of Pete Mangum and 
his Depot I was there in 
Summer l%9,thechurchand 
old well was all I could find.

and HI V. This bill establishes 
the Texas Department of 
Health as the primary source 
for information and educa­
tion about AIDS and HIV.

Under the bill, the Depart­
ment of Health muse develop 
educational programs and 
model workplace guidehnes; 
maintain and gather informa­
tion about AIDS and HI V and 
contract with other entities 
who may provide informa­
tion: provide technical assis­
tance to community organi­
zations and establish a grant 
program for community or­
ganizations; assist hospitals 
and hospital districts in the 
purchase of medication and 
establish a program of volun­
tary HIV testing and bxining 
of counselors.

In addition, the bill: re­
quires the Texas Departntent 
of Human Services to develop 
a model program to deal with 
individuals who need long­
term nursing care due to AIDS 
or HI V; establishes an offense 
of intentionally exposing 
another to AIDS or HIV and 
provides for a partner notifi­
cation program.

SB 1678 requires the De­
partment of Human Services 
to prom uigate rules establish­
ing presumptive eligibility for 
medicaid benefits for preg­
nant women who meet fed­
eral requirements.

The board and administra­
tion of Eastland Memorial 
Hospital has worked long and 
hard and left no stones un- 
tOmed in efforts to maintain a 
Hrst class medical facility to 
minister to the health needs 
of our community. Asking for 
a tax district has been the last 
resort. But in the end. it all 
boils down to this - without 
tax support we will lose our 
hospital. With it we can con­
tinue to have a hospital ca­
pable of providing the health 
care our people need and 
deserve, and one of which we 
can continue to be proud.

Asking our people to vol­
untarily assume another tax 
is asking a whole lot. An 
additional tax will be a bur­
den for all, a hardship for 
many. I can understand when 
one chooses a hôpital else­
where, or goes to a doctor in 
another town. But isn't it nice 
that its because we want to, 
rather than because we have 
to. I can not believe any of us 
would rather live in a town 
without a hospital.

We are not going to use 
space extolling the advan­
tages of having a hospital in 
our community to proved 
routine as well as emergency 
care for our citizens. Dr. and 
Mrs. Oswalt, and others, have 
adequately and eloquently set 
forth many of these in this

column. We would only sec­
ond what they have said.

We would like to suggest 
that maintaining a viable 
hospital is essential in main­
taining the progressive city 
we desire. Eastland is the hub 
or center of this area. The 
courthouse, our lawyers, and 
abstract offices make this a 
legal and political center. Our 
restaurants, moieb, theater, 
and variety and quality of our 
merchants makes for a com­
mercial and entertainment 
center. And our two nursing 
homes, three medical clinics, 
four pharmacies, and our 
HOSPITAL makes us a 
medical center. If Ranger and 
Cisco lose their hospitals, we 
stand to gain more in that 
respect.

We would further point out 
that Eastland Memorial Hos­
pital is one of our biggest 
industries. Only a small part 
of the 2-27, million dollar 
annual budget will be derived 
from taxes • much of it comes 
from outside our community 
and brings with it added dol­
lars spent in our city by pa­
tients. family of patients, 
nursing home residents, etc.

Since 1966 Dr. J. Durward 
Smith has contributed great­
ly to the biology and premed 
programs at Texas Christian 
University. Dr. Smith brings 
a d iverse background 
together with practical ex­
perience to exemplify the 
outstanding caliber, of pro­
fessor which makes TQJ’s 
premed department one of 
the best in the country.

Dr. Smith did his 
undergraduate work at 
Hardin-Simmons University 
in Abilene, Texas, where he 
received his B.S. degree in 
physical education with 
minors in English and 
Biology. After finishing col­
lege, he was drafted into the 
Army during the Korean 
War and was stationed in 
Salzburg, Austria. Dr. Smith 
became interested in the 
medical profession a this 
time, and after he returned 
home he attended North 
Texas State University 

.where he received a B.A.

Degree in chemistry with 
minors in German and Math. 
After graduation Dr. Smith 
decided against going to 
medical school and instead 
took a fob with General 
Dynamics as a process con- 
tr^  engineer.

When Dr. Smith is not in 
the lab, in class, or with his 
family, he enjoys fishing.
