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The Eastland County
History Books are now
available at The Cisco Press
office. The 748-page books
are priced at $72.50 each.

We recently received in
the mail a note from Mrs.
Jack (Bobbie) Courtney of
Longview. (They are former
residents of Cisco.) She
enclosed an article from the
Longview newspaper entitl-
ed ‘‘New Eastland Book Pro-
duced.” It was written by
Nancy Ruff and the article
reviewed the Eastland Coun-
ty History Book. She had
many nice things to say
about the book, including “‘It
is a beautiful history book
filled with biographical sket-
ches of both early and cur-
rent families, and church,
school business and com-
munity histories.”

Local Oilman Stanley Pir-
tle handed us the following
article. It will give us all in-
centive to fill out an accident
report with the complete
details. This letter explains
an occasion when the acci-
dent victim failed to furnish
the insurance company the
information needed.

“Dear Sir:

“I am writing in response
to your request for addi-
tional information. In block
numnber 3 of the accident
reporting form, I put “Poor
Planning” as the cause of
my accidept. You said in
your letter t I should ex-
plain more fully, and I trust
that the following details will
be sufficient.

“l am a bricklayer by
trade. On the date of the ac-
cident I was working alone
on the roof of a new six story
building. When I completed
my work, I discovered that I
had about 500 pounds of
brick left over. Rather than
carry the bricks down by
hand, I decided to lower
them in a barrel by using a
pulley which, fortunately,
was attached to the side of
the building at the sixth
floor.

“Securing the rope at
ground level, I went up tothe

roof, swung the barrel out
and loaded brick into it.
Then I went back to the
ground and untied the rope,
holding it tightly to insure a
slow descent of the 500
pounds of bricks. You will
note in block number 11 of
the accident reporting form
that I weigh 135 pounds.

“Due to my surprise at be-
ing jerked off the ground so
suddenly, I lost my presence
of mind and forgot to let go of
the rope. Needless to say, 1
proceeded at a rather rapid
rate up the side of the
building. In the vicinity of
the third floor I met the bar-
rel coming down; this ex-
plains the fractured skull
and broken collarbone.

“Slowcd only slightly, 1
continued my rapid ascent,
not stopping until the fingers
of my right hand were two-
knuckles deep into the
pulley. Fortunately by this
time I had regained my
presence of mind and was
able to hold tightly to the
rope in spite of my pain.

‘‘At approximately the
same time, however, the
barrel of bricks hit the
ground and the bottom fell
out of the barrel. Devoid of
the weight of the bricks, the
barrel now weighed approx-
imately 50 pounds; I refer
you again to my weight in
block number 11.

““As you might imagine, I
began a rapid descent down
the side of the building. In
the vicinity of the third floor,
I met the barrel coming up.
This accounts for the two
fractured ankles and lacera-
tions of my legs and lower
body.

“The encounter with the
barrel slowed me enough to
lessen my injuries when I
fell into the pile of bricks,
and fortunately only 3
vertebrae’s were cracked. I
am sorry to report, however,
that as I lay there on the
bricks in pain, unable to
stand, and watching the
empty barrel six stories
above me, I again lost
presence of mind— I LET
GO OF THE ROPE.

E.L. Graham Hospital Will
Host Cancer Detection Unit

According to the American
Cancer Society, one out of
every ten women in the
United States will develop
breast cancer sometime dur-
ing her lifetime. Every year
over 37,000 women die as a
result of breast cancer.

According to a spokesman
from the Regional Breast
Carg Center at Women's &
Ch@ldren’s Hospital in
OdeSsa, "‘The death rate
from breast cancer could be
dreastically reduged .if
women: Wwould "have mam-
mograms done before a pro-
blem exists.”” By using
modern state of the art x-ray
equipment breast cancers
can be found when they are
about the size of a grain of
rice and well before the
cancer can be felt.

Finding the resources to
pay for college is one of the
most important, and often,
the most frustrating aspect
of planning for college.
Although there are no
guarantees that you will
receive financial assistance,
you can improve your
chances of getting the money
you need to attend the collge
of your choice by learning
about financial aid and plan-
ning ahead.

There are three kinds of
financial aid. Grants or
scholarships do not have to
be repaid. Grants are usual-
ly based on need, and
scholarships may be based
on need and other criteria,
such as academic or athletic
achievement. Student loans
have lower interest rates but
must be repaid after you
graduate or leave school.
Work programs, such as col-
lege work-study, involve ear-
ning money as payment for a
job.

Your need for financial aid
is determined by the total
amount it will cost you to at-
tend the college of your
choice, minus the estimated
amount you and or your
family have indicated
through the application that
you are able to pay.
Therefore, even if vou are
relatively affluent, you may
qualify for aid if the educa-
tional costs are high. For
this reason, it is important
not to rule out colleges or
programs on the basis of cost
without seeing if you qualify
for financial aid.
