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finally sent out their pale, 
lacy signals. I heard that 
Travis was celebrating 
spring by going out with a 
lovely, nice little brunette.
That "n ice" part was a bad 
sign. 1 realized. It indicated 
that the old boy was about to 
be cornered into getting 
married. It was the same old 
story, I though bitterly. 
When men decided to get 
married, they preferred 
dainty, pretty, obedient 
wives.
Then 1 realized 1 was not 

being fair. Travis had not 
demonstrated interest in any 
girl before. He was a free 
spirit • why hadn’t 1 under­
stood that? But 1 shouldn’t 
care.

1 shouldn't have cared the 
next Sunday either, when he 
left Church with the girl on 
his arm. Even getting him to 
Church, I reflected, must 
have required some chloror- 
form. After I went home that 
day 1 could picture he and the 
girl driving around all after­
noon. planning their future. 
The idea made me furious!
His future would be a lot 
more interesting with some­
one like me!

A raging sandstorm bore 
down upon west Texas that 
afternoon • much to my glee.
1 hoped it would blow Travis 
and his girl friend away! 
Instead, it blew him right to 

my home, carrying a guitar.
In the befuddled conversa­
tion which followed. I 
gathered that he had spent 
the day quarreling with his 
girl friend. He had just found 
out that she bored him!
Our first date, however, 

was a near disaster. We were 
met on a lonely road by a 
character on the opposite 
side of a feud, and this 
assailant proceeded to beat 
Travis over the head with a 
car crank. I got blood 
splattered on my dress, and 
Travis got a concussion. 1 
expected my father to forbid 
me from seeing this fellow 
again, but he announced that 
ihe Payne boy was the only 
fellow in the community with 
a lick of sense, and about the 
only one with any gumption!

Before Travis went away to 
fight, could we please go to 
New Mexico - together? At 
least we could play music

with Bert Kayser.
We sold everything we had, 

and headed west. Travis 
began work on a ranch west
of Mountainair, within walk­
ing distance of the Kaysers.
Some of our relatives were 

leaders in the Anglo 
community, but we did not 
confine ourselves to their 
company. The Spanish were 
still hanging on, wrapped in 
their ageless way of life.

And we could go to Bert’ s 
log-slab home any time, and 
find a welcome and a tune. 
Bert was struggling with a 
deep depresión, which had 
engulfed him since the death 
of his wife. He had lost the 
will to travel, or play for 
crowds of strangers. But he 
poured out his music for us, 
in all of its pure, melodic 
v)und.

It was a summer drenched 
in music. I had the feeling 
that the war was all a 
horrible dream - an

unwanted intrusion from the 
outside world. But the world 
'tapped Travis on the 
shoulder.

a job has too much stress too 
long and a person's mental, 
and sometimes physical, 
resources arc almost 
exhausted.
Police, welfare workers, 

psychologists, clergy, and 
physicians are just a few of 
the workers w ho may become 
burned-out. Symptoms vary 
but they can include depres­
sion, fatique. cynicism, 
inability to concentrate, 
increased use of alcohol and 
other drugs, or a behavior 
change.
Teresa Stallworth, M.D., a 

San Antonio psychiatrist, 
said a talker may stop 
talking, or a dependable 
worker may not show up 
regularly. Suspicion, short 
temper, a sense of helpless­
ness and other symptoms can 
increase until finally the 
person falls into a disabjing 
sense of exhaustion.
In her presentation to the 

TMA Section on Psychiatry, 
Dr. Stallwonh said another 
job-related mental problem 
is "destination sickness." 
This occurs when a worker 
has great doubts about 
choice of profession and has 
a growing sense of dissatis­
faction with a current job.
Victims of "tired bread­

winner," a job-related syn­
drome that may occur in 
midlife, can have physical 
complaints and strung 
dependency needs,
especially if the job has lost a 
sense of importance to the 
worker.
Assistant superintendents 

can be disabled by dissatis- 
faciion occurring when the 
person has a lot of responsi­
bility and not much ultimate 
authority.

For many years now energy 
experts have been telling us 
that If we continue the current 
regulatory policy of allowing 
cheap energy, we will even­
tually face a large shortage of 
hydrocarbon fuels This is 
what IS happening today We 
are consuming fossil fuels at a 
rate that is one million times 
faster than it took nature to 
produce them and nothing will 
change the reality of the short­
age — no matter who we 
blame or how much the issue 
becom es victim  to 
demagoguery

The decisions on how to 
deal with the current shortage 
now rest with our elected of­
ficials President Carter recent­
ly proposed a plan to decontrol 
oil prices which I support This 
proposal will save thousands 
of marginal wells which only 
produce 35 barrels a day or 
less These wells have been 
abandoned in past years 
because they were losing 
money Federal pricing policies 
only allow them to receive 
$5 86 a barrel while we were 
paying many limes that for 
foreign oil This new policy will 
allow domestic producers to 
recover billions of barrels of oil 
that otherwise would not have 
been retrieved There will be a 
small inflationary effect but 
this will be offset by a reduc 
tion in import costs and a 
strengthening of the dollar 
When President Carter an 
nounced his decontrol decision 
It was hailed by most leaders of 
industrialized countries and 
confidence in the dollar was in­
creased Our energy goals 
should be conservation, in 
creased production, less 
reliance on imported oil, and 
development of alternative 
sources of energy — all of 
these aims would be enhanced 
by decontrol

Most of the increased pro­
duction will be done by the in 
dependents These people are 
usually small businessmen 
who take great risks, often

with borrowed money 90%  of 
all exploratory wells have been 
drilled by the independents 
Eight of nine holes they drill are 
dry and those that are suc­
cessful pay over half of their 
profits in taxes It is my belief 
we should encourage these 
people to find more hydrocar­
bon fuels If we continue to 
restrain the rate of return it will 
force many companies out of 
the market and we will have a 
centralized industry with little 
competition, very high prices, 
and longer gas lines.

The Congress is currently 
considering a windfall profits 
tax This tax is not, in fact, 
based on profits but is a per 
manent federal severance tax 
on domestic Oil This proposal 
will increase the price to the 
consumer and also take away 
needed revenues for domestic 
production. According to the 
U.S. Census Bureau, indepen­
dent producers have been in­
vesting on the average, more 
than 100% of th’eir wellhead 
revenues in finding and pro­
ducing domestic oil and 
natural gas It is my opinion 
that our resources would be 
more efficiently allocated if we 
allowed these funds to be 
spent for production instead of 
higher government taxes

If America Is going to re­
main the dominant power in 
the world, we must become 
economically independent of 
foreign suppliers Whether we 
can solve our energy needs will 
be one of our greatest tests as 
a Nation If we do not, our 
defense, economy, way of life, 
and even our freedom will be in 
the hands of forces beyond our 
control

Rabies Epidemìe 
Spreads Through State

. Texas may have trouble 
handling a rabies epidemic 
that is getting steadily worse 
and spreading to many parts 
of the state, the Texas 
Medical Association Says.

Iliis year is the highest in 
rabies cases, says Dr. John 
Foster of Ranger, Texas. Dr. 
Foster has been a 
veternarian for 16 years and 
this year he has already has 
11 rabies cases including 3 
cows, 1 dog. 2 calves and 5 
skunks. He urges people to 
be aware of these animals 
and to keep your pets vacci­
nated.
TMA and the Texas Depart­

ment of Health also urge 
people to take precautions 
because the skunk popula­
tion is increasing in size and 
is expanding its territory.

John Bradley, M.D., 
regional health department 
director in El Paso, says 
skunks statewide are moving 
nearer to where people live. 
When skunks move closer, 

pets especially dogs and 
people have a greater chance 
of getting rabies from them. 
Since about 2/3 to 1/2 of all 
domestic dogs have not had 
rabies vaccine, many 
humans must take rabies 
vaccine as a precaution after 
they or their pets come in 
contact with a rabid animal. 
Last year there were no 

human rabies cases but 
' almost 400 people had to take 

shots within the last six 
months of 1978.
Precautions private citizens 

can take include vaccinating 
pet dogs and cats, helping

coiMrol stray animals and 
avoiding any animal that 
looks ill or acts strangely. For 
instance, if you see a skunk 
in daylight, there is a good 
chance it is rabid.
Someone bitten by any ani­

mal should get medical 
attention immediately. If 
safely possible, the attacking 
animal should be kept, dead 
or alive, to determine if it 
may have rabies. If the 
animal is not available, the 
person may have to take a 
long series of injeaions as a 
precaution against getting 
the deadly disease.
TMA and TDH also have 

promoted rabies protection 
through legislation. The 
organization asked the Texas 
Legislature to provide 
adequate money for rabies 
vaccine and to pass legi- 

_  slation requring increased 
immunization of pets.

than ninety (90) per­
cent of the total grant 
will be paid prior to the 
completion of the pro­
ject. The remaining 
ten (10) percent will be 
paid only after the 
staff has inspected and 
approved the com­
pleted project.

6. The airport or 
navigational facility 
shall remain under 
Sponsor’s control dur­
ing the period of this 
agreement.

7. The airport or 
navigational facility 
shall be maintained by 
Sponsor in a safe and 
serviceable condition 
during the period of 
this agreement.

8. Consistent with 
safety and security re­
quirements, Sponsor 
shall make the airport 
or air navigational 
facility available to all 
users and shall provide 
adequate public access 
during the period of 
this agreement.

9. Sponsor shall not
grant or permit anyone 
to exercise an ex­
clusive right for the 
conduct of any 
aeronautical activity- 
on or about an airport 
landing area.
Aeronautical activities 
include, but are not 
limited to, scheduled 
airline flights; charter 
flights; flight instruc­
tion; aircraft sales, 
rental and repair; and 
aerial application. The 
ianding area consists 
of runways or landing 
strips, taxiways, park­
ing aprons, roads, air­
port ligh tin g , and 
navigational aids.

10. Land identified in 
Sponsor’s grant ap­

schools in the area. St. 
Helena, about sixty miles 
north of San P'rancisco, is 
tucked into an inter- 
mountain valley in a (¡rape 
and almond-growing area. 
While working for the 
Municipal Water District, 
my husband became ac­
quainted with a colorful 
Italian employee named Joe 
Penoli. Joe had been a 
cowboy on ranches in the 
local mountains, and had 
many experiences to share 
He let Travis write down his 
moat exciting one. This story 
was published in a Bay Area 
magazine in 1965, and is 
republished here with per­
mission;

While visiting in the home 
of Joe Penoli of St. Helena, 
California, 1 persuaded him - 
over a cup of coffee - to tell of 
his encounter witli a moun­
tain lion in the rugged 
coastal mountain range at 
the upper end of the Napa 
Valley.

Joe glanced at his collec­
tion of rifles draped upon a 
well-made rack, and his eyes 
began to sparkle as he laun­
ched into the account. When 
his w ife stepped from 
another room with his prized 
photo of the hon, I saw m his 
sixty-two year old eyes an 
appreciation for the out-door 
life he had enjoyed. And in 
all his days, he explained, 
there was no adventure 
more interesting than tluit 
mountain lion story from the 
year 1937.

He had been, Joe said, 
working on the Bar 4 Ranch 
near Cahstoga...one of those 
outfits which sprawled back 
from vineyards onto the 
round hills and canyons and 
bluffs below Mt. St. Helena 
He'd just had a hard ride into 
one canyon, and he was glad 
to tie his horse and walk to 
the house for lunch. But no 
sooner had he stuck his feet 
under the table than he 
heard a neighbor from a 
house nearby start yelling.

“ Joe, Joe! 1 just saw a 
lion! Hurry - I think he ran 
back up the canyon!"

Now even in those days 
mountain lions were rarely 
seen near populated areas in 
California. But there was 
such an urgent sound to her 
voice that Joe dashed out­
side. He glanced north, 
toward the blue outline of the 
mountain, with a picture 
flashing through his mind of 
calves and deer carcasses 
strewn upon rocks. He 
reacted  au tom atica lly . 
Within moments his 30-.30 
was in his hand and his best 
hunting dog - Bill - unleash­
ed.

As he started up the ca­
nyon, thoughts came of 
Arizona lion hunts he had 
read of, and a few stories he 
had heard from the Stale 
Uon Hunter. But he, Joe, 
had absolutely no experience 
in lion tracking - what 
strategy should he use’  
Would his redbone 
crossbreed pick up the trail? 
Or maybe his neighbor was 
only excited - maybe there 
wasn’t a lion after all. It 
could be a bob-cat, or 
nothing.

The silence was broken by 
Old B ill’s deep-throated 
musical voice announcing to 
the world that he had struck 
the first scent! Before Joe 
had time to completely 
analyze the tone, the dog 
bayed again in a voice which 
left no doubt. He had jumped 
the lion not one hundred 
yards away!

As cat and dog topped a 
rocky ledge Joe caught a 
fleeting glimpse of the 
tawny, long-tailed fugitive, 
and he gasped at its size. 
This lion was big enough to 
tear Old Bill to ribbons. The 
next time Joe saw the dog he 
might not be a pretty sight!

Joe decided he would take 
advantage of a high point 
and get in a shot with his 
30-30. Until that moment he 
had been so excited it hadn’t 
occurred to him to check his 
ammo. But as he levered the 
30-30 he discovered that he 
had only one round! He 
stared at the gun in surprise, 
while a weakness crept all 
the way to his trigger finger.

But he couldn’t turn back 
now! Maybe that one round 
was enough.

It was plain that Old Bill 
was putting up such a bluff

big lion sat snarling • high on 
a perch in an oak - but made 
no move to leap upon the 
dog.

Joe approached, as he put 
it, “ In a crouched position, 
prepared for anything"- with 
his one round of anuno. He 
knew that he would never 
forget the sight of Bill stan­
ding on his hind legs beneath 
the tree, looking as if he had 
his supper in the bag, with 
the big cat spitting and doub­
ting his position.

But Joe didn’t hesilate- 
there was only one place to 
put that 30-30 slug. He did a 
fine job of placing it between 
the cat’s eyes.

With the feeling that 
comes from the end of any 
successful hunt, Joe sat 
down beside his trophy and 
wondered how he would 
carry the big cat down to 
town and get a photograph to 
record this once-in-a- 
lifetime experience. But in 
the meanwhile the news had 
spread across the small town 
of Calistoga, and other peo­
ple were scattered along the 
back-country roads trying 
for a chance in the big event. 
Joe hailed his own son in the 
distance, and Uiey made the 
Irek out together.

They entered the town 
amid the taking of pictures, 
pats on the back, and ex­
clamations. But Joe said the 
greatest blow to any hunter’s 
ego came when a dear lady 
at the edge of the crowd 
piped up in a high-pitched 
voice: “ Well, I ’ll bet that’s 
the cat that has been cat­
ching my canaries!"

iHomeowners In Cisco ISD 
'Have Until July 16 To File 
I For New Exemption
Homeowners in the 

Cisco ISD have until 
July 16 to take advan­
tage of new exemp­
tions passed recently 
by the state 
leg is la tu re . A ll 
h o m e o w n e r s ,  
regardless of age, are 
eligible for an exemp­
tion of $5,000 from the 
full market value of 
their home.

In addition, all per­
sons who are 65 years 
old or older, or under a 
disability for purposes 
of payment of disabili­
ty  b en e fits  under 
Federal Old Age, Sur­
vivors and Disability 
Insurance are also en­

titled to an additional 
exemption of $10,000 
from the market value 
of their residence 
homesteads for the 
purpose of school 
taxes.

To qualify for these 
exemptions for 1979, an 
application must be fil­
ed with the school 
district tax office on or 
before July 16, 1979. 
The exemptions cannot 
be granted for 1979 if 
filed after this date. 
The school tax office is 
located at 610 Avenue 
D. If you have any 
questions about the ex­
emptions contact this 
office before deadline.
